A NOT ABLE LANCASHIRE FUNCTION. 

1 EW ,'PJRITUAI.IST'S HALL, BLACKBVR:'\, 

SATURDAY, June 29th, l!lOl, will stand out a: a 
memo_rable day for the members of the Spiritualist's 
body 111 Blackburn, owing to the foundation stones 

of a new Temple being laid in St. Peter's Street, on that 
day. The present building was in former days known as 
the Queen Elizabeth Grammar School, and many a Black­
burn lad received therein the education which was to fit 
him for the battle of life, and it is with pleasure that we 

can ~ay that-many of the old boys fill impor~ant positions_ 
not only in the town which reared them, but 111 all part~ of 
Eno-land. The reader will thus see that a more fittmg 
pla~e to hold communion with discarn_ate intelligences 
could not be wished for. However, that 1s by the way, the 
rooms, owing to increased numbers, have l?ng been too 
small to provide the necessary accommodat1on, and the 
officials of the society, for a number of years, have worked 
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quietly yet earnestly with the object to providt: a place. or 
their own. That these efforts have been rewarded with 
success so far was assured by the large crowd of enthusiast­
ic supporters who were pre ·ent at the ceremony mentioned 
above. 

THE TEMPLE. 

The architects are Messrs. Stones & . 'tones, Richmond 
Terrace, who have designed the handsome building of 
pleasing appearance, two storeys in height, standinv back 
from the road about eight feet, and fronted by a small 
garden area, as shown in the illustration, which we are able 
to present through the courtesy of the Blackbun1 vVeek(I' 
1 elegraplt. The rooms 011 the ground floor will ~e u~~d 
for Lyceum purposes, and the upper room for publtc spmt­
ualistic sen·ices. The notable feature in the lower room 
will be the absence of pillars. Entrance will be effected 
by a spacious vestibule, and an imposing hall. The dim­
ensions of the school-room and th' upper ball are abom 
the same, each room being 63 ft. hy 36 ft, The Temple 
will be built of red brick, with stone facing.. The brick 
will be supplied by Ivir. Woods, of Audley Range, 
Blackburn, who is a very good supporter _of the mov 'menl. 
There is to be ample vestry accommodatton, and the lat st 
princi pie for heating and ventilation will he adopted. 

TIIF. PROCE.'SION. 

The proceedings commenced with a procession or mem­
bers and friends who numbered over 500, headc.:d by th<.: 
Rlackburn Public Brass Band. The principal streets of' 
the town having been traversed, the whole or the process-
10nists arrived at the new site adjoining the Nurses' Hom·. 
Here there were present among others Mr. J. J. i\Iorse, 
London, Mr. J. T ,vard, Blackburn, "\[r. S. Robinson, 
Blackburn, Mr. J. H. Stones, or the firm of Stones & 
Stones, Architect~, Mr. \V. r [ason, Burnley, Mr. C. Ormerod, 
Rishton, and Mr. John Pemberton. Warrington. 

Mr. R. VVolstenholme, who presided, said it was just 
twenty five years since Spiritualism aroused his attention, 
and at ttlat time they had to conduct the ,ervices at the 
house of Mr. Watson, in King Street. 

In calling upon Mr. \Varel to lay the first corner ~tOll(" 

he said they 11eeded no reminder or the valuable work that 
gentleman had so willingly and cheerfully performed during 
his long connection with the movement in the town 

THF. F'IRST Sl'O)IE, 

Mr. Stones then handed to "\fr. l\'ar<l a sill-er t!bony 
nandled trowel, on which was the following inscription:-­
''Presented to Nir. J. T. Ward by the Architect:, on the 
occasion of his laying the foundation stone of the Spiritual­
ists' Temple at Blackburn, 011 June 29th, 1901." 

This ceremony having been performed, :\fr. \Varel 
declared the stone well and truly laid. In the course or 
his remarks he said that he had ne1·cr regretted becomin~ 
a Spiritualist, and if there were any pr~ .. ent who Ion~ "cl for 
evidence of a future life, he would adnse them to 111vest1-
gate Spiritualism fearlessly. Its blessings could not be 
described by a man like himself, but he felt sure that ha I 
Spiritualism been more prominent, there would not 
have in his opinion been any Boer war. Men would not 
have destroyed each other, but with a kindly ·pirit ha\·e 
tried to meet difficulties without having to resort lo strife. 
He thouaht the evidence that was displayed that day spoke 
well for the future of the Blackburn Spiritualist~· Soc-iet)' 
(applause). 

THE. LY('EU'.11 STO>'L 

The ceremony of laying the Lyceum Slone \\'a. performed 
by Mr. J. J. Morse, in the absence, through illne:s, of ;\fr. 
A. Smedley, of Belper. :Yir. :\forse, in the name of 
Spiritualism, and in the names of the children of the 
Spiritualists of Blackburn. declared the stone well and truly 
laid. It gave him the utmost pleasure to perform the 
function he had been called upon to undertake, but be 
must make an explanatio11. He \l":lnted tbem to perform 
a feat of magic. :\. they knew, Spiritualists in former tim s 
,rere considered to be professors of magic, and it wa. 
asserted that their arts were-well, not quite heaven!~• 
(laught<.:r). He wanted them Lo close their eye. for tbc 
fraction of a second, then op n them and imagine that he 
had rnnished. and in bis place and pc.:rson there stood an 
eld rly person of genial presenc' and kindly face, whose 
voice was :,reet and melodious, and whose heart beat tru , 
to e\'ery thing they held dear. He wanted them to imagine, 
if they pleased, that be was :\Ir. Alfred Smedley, of Relper 
(applause). The Spiritualistic Lyceum stood in the ·ame 
relation to the Temple as the Sunday school. did to other 
denominations that were round them. Here they essayed 
to train the body and mind and the soul, and call out all 
that was highest, best an I noblest in the boy. and girls who 
were to becollle the citizens of to-morrow. There was no 
nobler task unclerta ken by any body of men than thy trai11• 
ing of the children in the principles their religion professed 
and stood for. Their Sunday srhools were dotted over thi~ 
land of ours like stars in the murky night nf ignorance. 
Hundreds or men and women spend Sunday after Sunday 
pointing those little feet on the path of progress, and they 
toiled early and late \\'ithout hope of reward. Their school 
in Blackburn had stood for years building up character, 
and turning out men and women who were a great credit 
to the citizens of the borough. He concluded by announ­
cing amidst applause that i\fr. Smedley had signified bis 
great sympathy and interest in their cnclea,•ours by forward­
ing- a cheque for fin: guineas. 

THE \IJ.t:\IBERS' STONE. 

The third stone was 1::tid by "\Ir. Robinson, a good a11d 
true worker 1d10 has been conn<"ctecl with our· Societv for 
a great number of years. • 

The collections. including donations amounted ro nearly 
,l':100, the Lyceum children subsrribing not less than £50. 

TIIE SUND.\\' SERVICES. 

The Sunday services were conducted by :\Ir. J. J .. \Ior~e, 
and in the morning he gave an addre,;s upon "Our 
Lyceum." He was upported on the platform by Mrs. 
Gretcon, Rawtenstall, Mr. Redfern, Blackburn, and ~[r. 
Barker Holden, \Vhitebirk. 

"\fr. A. Wilkinson, Xelson, President, B.S.L.U., presiJed, 
:tncl in his remark,; said that no one better than :\fr. Morse 
was more able to deal \\'ith the Lyceum cause. l\fr. :\f orse 
upon rising to address the audience said that it was 38 
years since the Lye um movement was formed by Andre\\' 
Jackson Davis. Up to that time there 1,·as no such thin~ 
as the Spiritualistic }>rogressive Lyceum. 

Andrew Jackson Davis was the son of poor parents, yet 
he was possessed of psychic powers and travelled whilst 
under spirit influence to the spirit world, and what be saw 
he made notes and started the same on the material plane. 
C:ontinuing, Mr. Morse said that the on}_, L)'Ceum if\ 
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England "·bo followed the form for arrangement laid d01rn 
hy ?vfr. D:i•:is was the Liverpool "John Lamont" Lyceum. 
In 1090 tbe Lyceum Union was formed, and to-day they 
could boasl of 7,000 member~. :.i[r. ;.\Iorsi..: concluded bis 
address by reciting Mr~. Richmond's lin s upon "The 
Lyceum," page 3, Lyceum 1llamuzl. 

In the afternoon and e,·ening l\[r. :\[orse garc spkmhd 
philosophical discourses, and his visit to Blackburn was 
pronounced by all as the most glorious ever known in 
connection with our Society.

We mot at t-he h:111, ~bo11t 30 laughiDg, Lucny children, all 
rt'ady aud eager Lo be olI. 'rhe la~;t. tl'aggler ha.cl appeared, 
tho word was girnn, and otI we went. Boarcliug the electric 
oar, we wore soon on onr way t-0 !,he geecn flcld,;, leaving the 
hot. stnffy tu1n1 far behind us. We wended onr way down 
'I'hickctford Lano: on our loft we conlcl soo Firwoocl Bleach­
works, wbi I.Ht on our right wo barl a very pleasant view of the . 
Tonge Yallcy. Alter clambering up the brow from the 
'I'hickeUorcl Briclge we rmnbl cl on into Reel Bl'idgo Lane, 
lcadiug to Hm·wood Chnrcb. By this time Revera! of tho 
ci.Jildron ltad gai"horecl bunches of May-flowers and Bluebells. 
ArriYed at, the clrnrch, we made a tour of inspect.ion iusido 
nncl 011t. Ha nvood Church is built of rough stone in tho 
llom:tnosque style, with tower and small spfrc. There arc 
some rich specimens of antique oak carving·s in different partf! 
of the edifice. 'I'he pulpit formerly stood in the Chapel Royal, 
St. Jamos's, and from it, was preached the :first sermon 
deliYerod boforn Clrnrle-s IT. after the Rest-Oration, and the 
last sermon hoard in public by the late King William IY. wafl 
preached to him out of this pulpit. The church ls very 
plcasanlly sitnntod on rising- ground; the graveyard is kept 
very 11ent. 

Lea,ing ti.lo ch1u'ch, we branched oft' down a uanow waggon 
road leading to Dawson's li'arm. Here we made a. halt for toa. 
Opening the Ju11chcon bags :incl baskets, the arra.y of good 
things J)J'OYidecl dii,a.ppea1·ecl as if by magic, waF;hed clown by 
eopions supplies of fresh milk. Wo gathered up t-he frag• 
monts (ohvhich there were few), a.nd after a short stay (durin-g 
which the shippons ancl st.1bles were lnspoctecl) ·we made our 
way thron.';h the rnenduws by a small footpath to tho mai.n 
1·oacl leacling co Bradshaw. 'l'he fields on either hand seemed 
lo he full of 1laisiC1s and May-flower, anu tlte children vied 
with oach other in tPying Lo obt,ain the nicest bunch. We 
pursued tho main road n11Lil we reached Ruin,; Lane; here 
we Heparated, som,~ keeping to the road, tho rest going by 
H.uins La,110 nufl lieltl paths back to 'l'hicketford Laue. Leaving 
Ruin::; La1w we went to Bradshaw. Here the old church 
attractecl our attcutio11. 'fhe doors were locked, so we 
were unalJlc• to g·ot insicl,·, but in tho ehurchya.rd there stands 
,111 old towe1', built abo11t 1500. The tower is perpendicular 
and :1l111osl squnre, being- part of the ancient, edifice, and wa.s 
clesigucdly left by Ll10 old cl.iurrhwardens. Some of the 
gt·avcstonc;; heat· claLes of the seventeenth century, thus 
fotming an i11tcro,;t,ing link 11·iU1 tho past. 011 to tho tram 
tPrminus, w!tero "''' took tile car for town, arriviug at the 
hall ahont half an hont bel'oro tho other party, which soon 
lrn1·st, in wiLh happy f:wes and tii'cd feet, with hands ruu of 
blue hells, :i\lay-Jlowol's, 1,ml'sl11uallows, and buttercups. A 
wash a11cl brush 11p Roon made Ui< ready to join in the games 
already iu progresf'. .\n hour's play, then we separated, 
feeling· that ouI· afiemoon lrad been spent most enjoya.bly.

Barber's Row, Barlboruugh, not a mile all'ay from Lhe Duke 
of l)ortland's domain,' and Lhen he go~s on to tell of a 
recent Inquest there, over a man who died suddenly, a,; 
well he might'. He tried ll'hile drunk, mark you, to drink 
tl quart of neat 11·hiskey ' Think or it! .-\ drunken m:rn 
swalloll'ing, or trying to do so, a quart of fiery, maddening 
soul destroying poison ! >I' ature rebelled, no wonder! 
The man died, what else could be expected' [t was self­
murder, and the disgrace of it is that it was possible for 
him lo so ll'ickeclly an<l wantonly do all'ay with his life in a 
i'1t of, no doubt, drunken bravado ! But \\·orse is to come! 
The report I am ·quoting from says that the nephew was 
helplessly drunk up stairs, his brother was drunk in the 
.treet, and his sister was drunk in a neighbour's house 1 
Which facts made the Coroner remark that it was the most 
drnnken househould he bad e,·er mel '. How can we deal 
with the men of Barber's Row? They are collier and 
ironworkers, their houses arc 'grossly m·ercrowded' and 
in nearly crery hons there is an almost total lack of 
sanitary accomodation. What proYision is made to attract 
these men to anything better? Th ' 'pub ' is, po sibly, all 
there is ; no reading room, though at present it would 
probably remain unused if there was one! But think of 
the ghastly fact mentioned above as occurring in the 
pleasant land of Dales and \'ales 1 \\'ho will go to carry 
th light of Temperance rerorm to such places? Surely 
the spirits or J. H. Gough, of Father Matthew, or the men 
of Preston, to mention no @thers, will not re t content 
until all such spol. as Barber's Ro\\' are changed in 
chara ter, and their degraded inhabitants lifted out of the 
mire of drunkeness and debauchery and placed on the firm 
ground of total abstinence, the most "Ound foundation of 
clean living on earth.

"To KILL THE IKsEcTs." 

"Amongst many popular fallacies, none, perha 0ps, is 
more pernicious or more tenaciously held than that the 
additio1~ of spirits to water 'kills the insects in it.' While 
some doubt is entertained as to the character of plain water, 
yet all risk of s1rnllowing germs is supposed to be arnided 
by drinking Lhc water plus an addition of whiskey or other

LECTURE IL-The Universal Life, or, as it is l:alled in

When that has liv d out its life on the astral 
plane I/tat also dies, and_the Nianas or mi11d body is r~~dy 
to pass on to the angelic state called Dcvacban._ I he 
physical vitality and the ethenc_ dou?le. do n_ot exist l_ong 
after death. In fact, the physical vitality withdraws mto 
the atoms of corrupt10n, which, no longer held together by 
the individual, disintegrate, and each returns to the 
elements.

The Secretary, on behalf of the E.C., extended a hearty 
welcome to the new President, Mr. Albert Wilkinson, 
Nelson, and congratulated him on his election to the 
highest office the Union could confer : and also the d1s­
tingni:hed honour of being the first President electe I 
in the ne11· century.

"What is the position of a Lyceum ? " 

To tlu: Editur of t!te LYC1•:l·:11 8.\:--;:--;ER. 

DEAR SrR-Your note on the abo,·e head i11 last 
mouth's BAN::-SER calls for comrne11t on the part of the 
advocates of the establishment of the true Lyceum. 
The purport of the uote tends to utterly obset;re and 
pervert the issue; and since I found by prirnte co11-
\·ersatiou with delegates at the Conference, a great 
,lea! of misunderstanding as to the intent of the 
. Bloomsbury motion, l submit to your readers the 
following more detailed explanatio11: \'ou say, "'I'h 
ilAN\!EK is of opinion that to destroy the Spiritualistic 
character of our Lyce11111 would be a fatal hlunder." 
\\ itb this I heartily concur. The object oftbe Blooms­
bury motion is to impress more deeply tbe Spiritual­
istic character upon the Lyceum.'' But what is the 
Spiritualistic character? Is not Spiritualism funda­
mentally a protest ar;ainst sectaria11 creeds aucl 
•• chosen peoples?" Does it not throw the gateways 
of" Spirit'' open to all, and most particularly to those 
who are nuder the superstitm1s thraldom of fossilised 
ideas? I have listened with approval to expositious 
to this effect from a Chinese philosopher of the name 
of Tieu, aud have based my adherence to the cause Oll 

this ground. Now it is 111a11ifest that such views of 
the nature of tbe b1uua11 spirit, being different from 
the views of other religionists must receive a distinc­
tive name. 1'he name is Spiritualism. The societies 
in which they work are rir;htly called ~piritnalistic 
Societies. But when after advocating these advanced 
and beautiful principles the societies combine, and 
flying in the face of their own deepest teaching put a 
'' denominational," "creedal,'' "chosen people•· 
adjective upon their first and greatest endeavour, thus 
debarring any other ·ect that has any personal pride 
in it from participation iu its benefits, I think it is 
time they were brought to think on the point and thi.­
is the object of the Bloomshury motion. 

The problem of tlJe education and developme11t of 
the child within us all, into manhood, is totally dis­
tinct from the peculiar problems dealt with by 
Spiritualism as a militant denomiuatiou,aod the terms 
of the problem require tbe very freedom ·that Spirit­
nali. m advocates. If one reads Andrew Jackso11 
Davis, one canuot but ('Om111e11d the wisdom of th 

title he has proposed-" The Children's Progressi,·e 
Lrceum "--aud the principle he bas drawu up in bis 
excellent manna! ,rbich does not contaiu the "·orcl 
Spiritualism. I submit that a Lyceum with a denoru­
iuatioual adjective attached is uot a J.,yceum at all, 
but a Sunday Scl!ool of that denomination. and a,; 
such should be described. 

J 111ay say that the new administrative policy of the 
Bloomsbury Lyceum has the heartiest concurrence of 
the Spiritualists of the Society ; it bas drawn Theoso­
phists. Socialists, Secularists, and Phrenologists into
