A splendid example of
the art of findinz the chances all along the way, and is
the response of one who is very willing *“ To throw out the
Life Line,” comes to hand for this corner:—

“Dear Mrs. GREENWOOD,—A few days ago I received
an invitation to attend a Temperance Mission Hall in
Salford.  There was to be a small tea for poor mothers,
and afterwards they were entertained with songs, recita-

. tions, speeches, and selections from a phonograph. One of

the speakers, while talking to her audience, recounted an
incident that so touched me that I thought the readers of
your ‘ Girl's Column ” would be pleased to hear of it. As
it is rather lengthy, I will do my best to condense it; I
know your space is limited.

“While at tea to-day,” the lady began, “a friend of
mine gave utterance to what I thought was a beautiful
sentiment—she said that we were born into this world to
make others happy,~—and | am going to tell you how
some poor hard working girls put this principle into
practice. They all work in restaurants, cafés, factories,
and similar places, and have little leisure, yet they clubbed
together and talked of how they could lighten someone
else’s burdens. They are all connected with this Mission,
so they made a pilgrimage every Sunday morning from
house to house of the poorer districts of Manchester, per-
sonally asking the tenants to go to the Mission Hall, and-
become temperance workers. The girls worked in couples,
taking opposite sides of the street. One of them called at
a house ; the door was opened by a most wretched looking
man. When spoken to he smiled sadly and pointed to
the inner room, where his wife lay on the floor, seriously
ill. He had been out of work for weeks, unable to obtain
any, though he tried hard. They had no children, and
his wife became so ill that he could not leave the house
for fear of her dying in his absence. The doctor who
called said she must have proper food and change ‘of air
or she would die. ‘There was no food in the house and no
means whatever of procuring it: It was terrible,

“The girl pondered, and then asked if his wife could
not be taken to a hospital. Not without a recommenda
tion, . Who was to give one? He knew no one. Well,
she would do her best. Leaving the man the girl walked
to Ancoat’s Hospital, and asked to see the Matron or
Head Nurse. Yes, the Head Nurse would see her.  After
stating her case, the nurse said they required a recom-
mendation from some person of influence, and she men-
tioned several gentlemen who would give one if asked.
Thanking the nurse, the girl walked a long way to a
manufacturer’s house, and told her story. He promised
to give the required note the following day—not for
Ancoat’s Hospital, but for the Royal Infirmary-—where
the woman could reccive the best attention. The girl
returned to the slum and told the husband the welcome
news. It was arranged to take his wife the following day,
Monday. How was she to be conveyed there? No
money was at hand to pay for a cab. Nothing daunted,
our heroine went to the police station, and stating her
case once more, the following morning the ambulance
carriage was sent to the house and the woman taken to
the hospital, where she is now recovering slowly.

“That is not the end. The manufacturer took an interest -
in the case, and employed the man in his works, where he
now is, earning a decent wage, and with happier _prospects
before him,” S ‘
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Girls, is this not noble work ? How much might we all
do if we tried ? Really, busy as I am, it makes me think
myself a sluggard when I hear such deeds as these. The
poor are kindest to the poor. I could talk for a long
time, but fear I am trespassing. Some day I will write
again. With love to you all.

SOCRATES.

By AvLrreED KITSON.

He believed in a Supreme Being who was an
intelligent and beneficent Creator of all things. He
pm»ed for good gifts, believing that God knew best
what was Uood He cited as ploofs of the existence
of the buplemc Being the wise order of nature, the
general belief in God, and the many revelations and
warnings given to men by signs and oracles. He
also appealed very strongly to the argument of design
in nature, in support of his claim of a Supreme Being.
He also said, “ You must not imagine that while vour
vision is capable of ranging over a distance of many
miles, the eye of God is unable to survey the universe
at a glance. Nor should you suppose that while
your mind can contemplate things. that are taking
place at home, and in Egypt and in Sicily the Divine
Intelligence is insufficient to regard all things at once,
and be present everywhere at the same time.”

We have here a style of teaching and depth of
thought not reached by any of the 1elwlous reformers
we have already sketched. And we must rank
Socrates as one of the greatest men, pre-eminent as
an original thinker, and teachm of d]\ ine things.

He was equally eminent as a moral teacher. We
have seen how he taught the youths the right use of
their faculties and talents. Nor did he believe in
appointing men to posts of difficulty and danger who
succumbed to gluttony, crime, sensuality, and other
vices ; nor in committing the education of children
to intemperate men. He did his best to lead men to
be good inwardly, and to gain acquirements which
were of practical value. Then how unjust were the
charges brought against him !

Athis tual he declined to prepare a written defence,
believing that his just and blameless life was the
best defence he could have, and also because his
deeman, or gmudian spirit, had forbidden a written

defence. ~ When he heard the charge brought against
him he remarked that *his cl(,CUbCIS had hardly

uttered a word of truth, and had been most shame-
less.” Out of a gathering of between 500 and 600
citizens on whose vote the judgment rested there was
only a majority of five against him. But it was
sufficient to condemn him to death. He disdained to
suggest a less penalty than the extreme one ; a penalty
which the majority would gladly have mitigated.
He made his accusers feel uneasy in their hour of
triumph by reminding them that “the difficulty of
the living is not 1n avoiding death, but in :lV()I(IIlI”
unughteoumcxs for that runs faster than death.”

He refused to take advantage ol an opportunity to
escape which his friends had auanwed for him. He
declared he had always been a law- abiding citizen,
and he would remain such to the end of life. He
spoke of his death as a change which would allow
him to continue his search into the true and the
false, and so he would be able to find" out who were
wise, and who were mere pretenders to wisdom. “In
that other world,> he said, * they do not put a man
to death for asking questmm Besides being happier
in that other world than in this, they will be immortal,
if what is said to be true. Wherefore, O judges be of
good cheer about death, and know of a certainty that
no evil can happen to a good man, either in life or
after death.”

He said that by death the foolishness of the body
would be cleared away, and those who loved wisdom
and purity in this life would be pure souls and hold
sweet converse with other pure souls, and know the
light of truth. While the impure souls at death
would have to pay the penalty of their evil lives.
That there 1s no release or salvation from evil except
by the attainment of the highest virtue, or wisdom.
He believed in the transmigration of souls, a belief
which was common in his day, and so thought that
the souls of the bad would wander about among the
tombs and sepulchres, until finally 1hcy were re-born
as fierce and evil animals.

He tried to comfort his friends as the fatal hour of
his death drew near, and advised them not to say,
“Thus we follow him to his grave,” but to say to
themselves, “ We are burying his body only !” The
hour of departure has come, and we go our ways—I
to die and yvou to live. Which is bcttel ?  God only
knows.”

But their sorrow was not to be removed by his
instructions and fortitude, thev felt as if they were
losing a father. When the jailer announced that the
'Lppomt(‘d time for drinking the cup of deadly hem-
lock had come, he called Socrates the nob lest, gentlest
and best of all who had ever come there, saying
which he burst into tears.

“'Then,” said Socrates, “1 may and must ask the
gods to prosper my journey from this to that othe1
world-—even so, and so beit according to my prayer.’
He then drank the poison quite cheer ful]\ and readily.
So died Socrates, the good, the true, and the wise, a
victim to popular traditions and prejudice, in the
year B.C.; 399.

I am pleased to state that progress is being made, On
February 26th a meeting was convened at Stoke Newington
Hall, by Bro. Cash, when twelve societies were represented.
Mr. John Kinsman presided in a very able manner. He
explained that the object of the meeting was to censider
the best means to adopt whereby the Lyceum movement,
and the education of the children in London might be
advanced ; and also suggested the holding of an annual
meeting of all Lyceums, to be known as “ Lyceum Sunday ”
or the “ Children’s Day.”

Mr. Frost, D.V., showed the need of educating the
children, and prepare the young minds to take up the work
they were engaged in, and thus save them from the fetters
of creeds and dogmas, fetters which the Spiritualists were
only too pleased to be freed from. Then why not keep
the children free from them by starting Lyceums and teach
them the beautiful truths the Spiritualists are in possession
of ?
