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BIBLE STUDIES, No. 1.

YAHVEH, THE GOD OF ABRAHAM, ISAAC
AND JACOB.

I feel the time has come when a few brief papers
dealing with the inner meaning of certain Biblical
terms is needful to many of our Leaders and Conduc-
tors. The Bible is a sealed. book to the average
Christian. They are in the position of the Ethiopian
who, although he was able to read, he could not un-
derstand what he read except some man should guide
him, Acts viii, 30. To all who desire to understand
we hope to be of service in guiding them.

The recent attack on our Lyceum Manual by the
Revs. I Simkin, and G. R. Oakley, (Vicar of Dearn-
ley), has decided us to prepare these studies for the
“ Lyceum Banner.”

The above reverend gentlemen have thought fit to
take exception to three passages in the G.C.R. 147,
and have based their bitterest denunciations of our
movement on them. One of these is as follows:—
“ Angels of light, help and deliver us from clothing
the Divine Power behind Nature with our own attri-
butes as in Jehovah, the cruel and despotic; or limit-
ing Deity within the capacity of Man, as in Jesus, fof
such is idolatry.”

As Jehovah is the centre figure in the above, we
propose taking it for our first paper, in which we shall
try to find out who and what He was.

Readers of the Bible have often wondered how God
the loving and all-wise Father, the maker and sus-
tainer of the heayens and the earth could be guilty of
the things attributed to Him. How an unchangeable
God could repent of the things He has done (Gen. vi,
6; Exodus xxxii, 14), or how a God who fills all space,
in whom we live and move and have our being (Acts
xvii, 28) could be in the form of a man so that Jacob
could wrestle with him (Gen. xxxii, 24 to 30) and
Moses could talk with him face to face (Exodus xxxiii,
11), when Jesus said, “ No man hath seen God at any
time (St. John i, 18). Here we have Jesus and Paul
declaring contrary to the testimony of Jacob and
Moses. Who was it then these two saw and spoke
to? For an answer to this perplexing question let us
turn to Exodus vi, 2 and 3,—“And God spake unto
Moses, and said unto him, I am the Lord: I appeared
unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob by the
name of God Almighty: but by my name Jehovah I
was not known to them.”

This declaration of name is very important, as by it
we learn that up to then he had been announcing
himself as God Almighty, which gives one the idea
that he was the maker of the heavens and the earth.
This is an error. It is a well-known fact to Biblical
students that Jehovah is a corruption of Yhvh, as it
used to be written without vowels. When written in
full, it is Yahveh. It is said he, in earth-life, was an
Egyptian priest whose real name appears in the
“ Book of the Dead ” as Gehokah. If so, Moses must
have been aware of it, as we are informed he had been
reared in the courts of Pharoah, and “he was learned
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in all the wisdom of the Egyptians,” Acts vii, 22.
Perhaps this is the reason why he told his name to
Moses. Anyhow, we have learned who he was, which
fact throws a flood of light on the incidents recorded
in the Old Testament, for his name occurs 6,855 times
in it. You will not be able to find them in the Bible
unless you possess a copy of the lately revised American
edition, in which it appears in its corrupted form of
Jehovah. In all the other editions of the Bible his
name has been changed to Lord, printed in small
capitals thus, Lorp. If you will bear this fact in mind
when reading the Old Testament, it will enable you
discriminate, as did Jesus and Paul, the difference
between the All-wise Father, the creator and sustainer
of all that is, and this cruel despotic Yahveh. = So,
you will see, we are fully justified in praying “Angels
of light help and deliver us from clothing the divine
power behind nature with our own attributes as in
Jehovah

This spirit Yahveh evidently desired to make a
model nation of the Israelites, and for that reason was
anxious that they should obey him in all his command-
ments, and not to have any other god or guide. For
this reason he was jealous of the gods worshipped by
the surrounding nations. He brought the children of
Israel out of Egypt to be their god (Lev. xi, 45). He
said he would be their god, and they should be his
people (Lev. xxvi, 12).

He went before them as a pillar of cloud by day
and a pillar of fire by night (Exod. xiii, 21 and 22).
He gave them ten commandments, written on two
tablets of stone, for their guidance, one of which is
“ Thou shalt have no other gods before me” (Exod.
xx, 2). These things are reasonable when viewed in
the light thus presented, for we know that spirits can
write messages on slates, even when two are securely
screwed together. :

In time the priests of this tutelary god, Yahveh,
became jealous of his honour and supremacy over all
other Gods, and never tired of exalting him as being
the Lorp of Lords; the King of Kings. They also
stooped to misrepresent the other and rival gods by
distorting their names so as to bring ridicule upon
them.

For instance the god of the Ekrouites was called
Beelzebul, which means the “ Lord of heaven.” But
the priests of Yahveh altered it to Beelzebub, which
means the “ Lord of filth and flies.”” Not content with
this, they called this Beelzebub the prince of devils
(Matthew xii, 24). Couldreligious bigotry go further?

I hope to deal with the gods of the other nations in
due course. My next paper will be on Prophets and
Prophesying.

That the amendments of the new constitution be
referred back for discussion at the next meeting of the
United District Council.

We held meetings in the church on the Sunday
afternoon and evening on behalf of the children’s
cause, and the various speakers excelled themselves'at
both meetings. We realise that by the visit of the
U.D.C. a great deal of good has been done in
Bradford and district for the Lyceums.

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WORKING TIME.

This is the time when we are prone to meditate
upon the shortness of human life and affairs. We
have just seen another year go the way of all years,
and a new one has come with a quiver full of events
good, bad and indifferent-—let us hope for a reasonable
proportion of the good. Perhaps the old year has left
us with certain regrets, which, we are told, are vain
regrets and should not be entertained. Many of us
have not come through the year without being met by
some more or less bitter sorrow and disappointment,
but we should, I think, try and remember the good
cause we have to be thankful for many things which
have brought us pleasure, and which, in the larger
concerns of human life, have tended, however little, to
the benefaction and salvation of mankind. We may
take the achievements of the twelve months that have
gone as a promise and guarantee of greater things
during the present year, and so take heart of grace for
the immediate future.

If T were to review the events of 1906 in regard to
Temperance Reform, it could not be but with sincere
gratification. A greater interest in the subject has
been evinced on all sides, and everywhere there is the
call for salvation from the nation’s greatest blight.
The crusade which began with the unpopular plead-
ings of a few nneducated men, who had nevertheless
grasped a great and world-wide truth, has been fol-
lowed more and more enthusiastically by the middle
and upper classes, and now has achieved its belated
reward in the blessing of the medical profession, once
its most pronounced and bitter opponent. ‘The last
ten years, and more particularly the six of the
present century, have shown a steady and unflinching
reversal of feeling on these matters. I need scarcely
illustrate the truth of that remark, as it must be self-
evident to everybody. There are, however, a few
landmarks in the period, which bring out the actual
conditions in rather clear light.

Mr. Austen Chamberlain in his Budget of 1go5 was
able to show the decreasing consumption of fermented
liquors, a decrease out of relation and proportion to
the conditions of employment at the time. His judg-
ment has been confirmed by Mr. Asquith in the
present Parliament, and we do not doubt that 1goy
will continue to show the same trend. Meanwhile

the cry for more perfect liquor legislation has been
increasing in volume, the vigour and significance of
temperance lectures in schools maintained, and a
widespread interest is everywhere to be found in the
forthcoming work of the Liberal Government on the
control of the traffic in strong drink, an interest which
will I believe be scarcely second to that afforded by
the 1ll-starred bill of Mr. Birrell. It would seem also
that influential men in esteemed professions are alive
to the situation, and they have at last thrown in their
lot with us, warning us against just what their fathers
had sanctioned and even advised, as is so often done
when men begin to think for themselves and break
from the restraint of authority. Scarcely had one or
two of these men dared to stand up and declare that
the use of alcohol both in medicine and in everyday
life was not only unnecessary but inadvisable, before
a whole waiting party hastened to endorse the new
gospel, and we witnessed the amusing but extraordin-
arily instructive sight of a solemn conclave expressing
its feelings in a nem. con. resolution against alcohol as
an enemy of the race. Many of us will look forward
to the August eloquence of distinguished members of
the British Association Sections, when popular sym-
pathy will no doubt afford a still sharper spur to the
conviction of the scientific mind.

[ am not so sure that the advance of the last few
years is to be attributed essentially to an increase in
favour shown by our people towards the cause of
education. There can be no doubt that a young man
who prefers a night-school to a public-house owes
much to the good influence of education : such people
deserve that the privileges of self-improvement should
be brought ever nearer and nearer to them ; they de-
serve to receive that preparation and encouragement
which shall make them members of the noble aris-
tocracy of mind, though they live in a humble street
and are forbidden the luxuries of wealth. But the
whole case is not stated by a generalisation of this
kind. Education has time and again failed, and we
are not ignorant of lives wrecked by drink which
school and University training had made fit for high
command, public confidence and national pride. Until
we have touched the bed-rock of conviction, we can
not hope to save lives. It is left for us to labour
always and pray always for the fuller appreciation
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of the purposes of abstinence from strong drink. We
must continue to prove that we are in earnest about
it, that we are still willing to suffer if by so doing we
can save others and advance the cause. We must
remember that the working time is all the time, that
there is a principle to work for, and a hurtful and
evil system to work against. By refusing to deal
with intoxicants in any form, by reserving expression
when we cannot condemn their use, by condemning
whenever we can, and by giving our active encourage-
ment and support to the struggles of our fellows in
the same direction, we shall be helping to ¢confirm
the feeble knees ” and impress upon the thoughtful the
trust and patience with which we await a still fuller
conquest.

LESSON PLAN, SUNDAY, JANUARY 6rH, 1907.
Longfellow’s “ Psalm of Life.” (30 Manual.)
[. ConnecTING LINKS.

Henry Wadsworth Longtellow was born in 1807 at
Portland, on the coast of Maine. On the mother’s side
he was descended from the John Alden and Priscilla,
of the pleasant story of “The courtship of Miles
Standish.” As a boy he was fond of reading, and the
book which above all others he loved was the ‘ Sketch
Book’ of Washington Irving. In after years he said
“The old fascination remains about it, and whenever
[ open its pages I open also that mysterious door
which leads back into the haunted chamber of youth.’
In 1822 he was at college with Hawthorne, at
Brunswick, in Maine, and in 1826 he paid a visit to
France and Spain, and met Washington Irving in
Madrid. On his return in 1829 he became Professor
of Belles Letters at Brunswick, and a few years later
he was appointed Professor at Harvard University.

In 1835 he again visited Europe, accompanied by
his wife, whom he had married in 1831. In England
he was welcomed by many friends, and among others
by Mr. and Mrs. Carlyle. He then visited Sweden to
learn the Northern languages, and then Holland,where
his wife sickened and died. He went sadly on to the
Rhineland and Switzerland, and was back again in
America at the end of 1836.

Two vears later his first considerable poem, the
“ Psalm of Life ” was published, and gained immediate
popularity, and in 1839 he published a little volume
of poems with the title “ Voices of the Night.” “In the
same year his beautiful prose romance ‘Hyperion ”
was published. It tells the story of his own wander-
ings through the beautiful Rhineland, and its sketches
of Goethe and Richter are delightful. The beautiful
English lady, Mary Ashburton, of the story, was a Miss
Frances Appleton, who in course of time became the
poet’s wife.

Two years later a volume of ballads was published,
containing such well known favourites as “The wreck
of the Hesperus,” “ Excelsior,” and ‘ The Village
Blacksmith.” In 1847 Longfellow published what is
perhaps his masterpiece, the sweet and mystic poem,
“ Evangeline,” nothing can be finer than the long swell
of the musical lines, and the story itself in its simple
pathos is like a strain of sad music. In the close of
the poem, Evangeline, after many wanderings, is a
sister of mercy in a hospital, far away from the happy
arcadia of her youth, and there she finds among the
sick her lover, now old and weary and worn.
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“ Heard he that cry ol pain, and through the hush
that succeeded

Whispered a gentle voice, in accents tender and
saintlike,

¢ Gabriel ! O my beloved !’ and died away into silence.

Then he beheld, in a dream, once more the home of
his childhood ;

Green arcadian meadows, with sylvan rivers among
them, :

Village and mountain and woodland; and, walking
under their shadow,

As in the days of her youth Evangeline rose in his
vision.

Tears came into his eyes; and, as slowly he lifted his
eyelids

Vanished the vision away ; but Evangeline knelt by
his bedside.

Vainly he strove to whisper her name, for the accents
muttered

Died on his lips, and their motion revealed what his
tongue would have spoken.

Vainly he strove to rise; and Evangeline, kneeling
beside him,

Kissed his dying lips, and laid his head on her bosom.

Sweet was the light of his eyes; but it suddenly sank
into darkness,

As when a lamp 1s blown out by a gust of wind at a
casement.”

Within the next few years Longfellow wrote

“ Kavanah,” a beautiful little prose romance of

American village life ; “ The Building of the Ship,”

one of his most stirring poems; and “ The Golden

Legend,” a story of the middle ages. Then in 1885

“ Hiawatha,” a masterpiece which is worthy to rank

with “Evangeline.” It is an idealised picture of

Indian life, and in the sweet ripple of its melody it

seems to carry us to deep forests and quiet streams,

and its quaint parallelism seems specially fitted to

describe a simple primitive people.

In the following lines Hiawatha is described
lamenting the death of the sweet singer Chibiabos :—

“ He is dead, the sweet musician!
He, the sweetest of all singers !

He has gone from us for ever,

He has moved a little nearer

To the master of all music,

To the master of all singing !

O, my brother, Chibiabos!”

And the melancholy fir-trees

Waved their dark green fans above him,
Waved their purple cones above him,
Sighing with him to console him ;
Mingled with his lamentation

Their complaining, their lamenting.”

After ‘Hiawatha’ Longfellow’s chief works were,
¢The Courtship of Miles Standish’ (1858); *Tales of
a Wayside Inn’ (1863) ; and the translation of Dante’s
‘Divine Comedy’ (1870). He wrote many other little
poems up to the time of his death, which came in
March 1882. He proved himself the sweetest of all
American singers. Longfellow, with his tones of pure
melody, has added lustre to the literature of his age
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and country. (Longman’s Handbook of English
Literature.)

II. Pracricar Hints.

Let the children learn the poem and then induce
them to say what they think about it. After interest-
ing them with the history of the poet ask them to find
all the poems and references to Longfellow in the
Manual, and if possible, get them to read up one of
the poems mentioned in the foregoing, e.g., ¢ Evangel-
Jlle?’ ‘ Courtship of Miles Standish,” ¢ Hiawatha,” ‘ The
Building of the Ship,” &c., all of which might be used
as delightful lessons in any of the higher Groups,
especially Liberty Group.

Longfellow is regarded as a Spiritualist, and his
poem * Footsteps of Angels,” certainly emphasizes the
thought.

“With a slow and noiseless footstep
Comnes that messenger divine,
Takes the vacant chair beside me,
Lays her gentle hand in mine.
And she sits and gazes at me
With those deep and tender eyes,
Like the stars so still and saintlike,
Looking downward from the skies,”

Instances like this may be sought for by the children
n his poems.

I have had three responses in the shape of “ essays,”
but I have only room for one this month, therefore I
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ask you to read Mr. Glennie’s interesting contribution.
Mr. Sutcliffe’s will appear next month.  The third is
from Mr. W. Fletcher of Bury :—

“ Are our Lyceums furnishing their due proportion of
public advocates for Spiritualism ? If not, why not ? ”

The above questions can only be answered in the
abstract, as there are no means of ascertaining the
number of trained Lyceum speakers amongst our
workers, unless, indeed, the Editor of the Two Worlds
were to invite the Spealers to send in their names, and
that of their Lyceums to be compiled into a list,
which could then be compared with the total number
of speakers, if that could be ascertained, which in our
present nebulous condition is doubtful.

The ordinary Spiritualist, coutent with private or
public circle, cares very little indeed for the Lyceum
movement,being in either ignorance of the fundamental
principles of Spiritualism, and has no desire for higher
knowledge beyond a certain amount of more or less
contradictory statements from various speakers, as
they follow each other on our platforms, mingled with
a certain amount of I'ortune Telling, and a mildly
exciting display of Clairvoyance, and has no concep-
tion that the Lyceum movement embodies the sciences
of the universe, the poetry, colour, life and harmony
of nature, and that it teaches not only the life here-
after, but also how to live in the present, requiring
for its exponents not only teachers of the highest
order of intelligence, but opportunities of teaching.
As a result of this ignorance, there is no demand for
Lyceum trained speakers. When the demand arises,
can it be met ? Not by existing methods. There is
a lack of funds which results in Lyceums struggling
into being badly equipped, badly housed, and badly
advertised ; also a lack of cohesion one with the
other, and the Spiritualist Societies generally. Were
the claims of the Lyceum movement recognised by
the majority of Spiritualists, the necessary funds
would, I am persuaded, be forthcoming.

Buildings, books, instruments, and other appliances,
as well as musical and teaching ability are required,
and altogether, besides being vastly more important,
a Lyceum is more costly to establish than an ordinary
Sunday School. Further, our organised method of
dealing with destitute children, who are unable to
attend the Lyceum from want of clothes, etc., is
urgently required.

By Hudson Tuttle, Berlin Heights, Ohio, U.S.A.

The book before us fully maintains the high reputa-
tion of the author for scholarly research into every
subject he undertakes to write about. This book is
divided into two parts. Part [ deals with the evolu-
tion of the God idea, to which is devoted the first 148
pages, in which is traced, with r_narked clparness of
expression, the idea of God, beginning with savage
man, which he traces through its endless phases up-
ward from primeval savagery through Assyria, Greece,
and Rome, the Hebrew seers, the Alexandrian schpol,
to its final interpretation by the scientific investiga-
tion as the cosmic mind. .

Part II deals with the Christ idea of a mediator
between God and man, to which is devoted 123 pages
with seven pages of appendix. This idea of a
mediator is traced through all the great world
religions to its ultimate: the ideal perfect man.
Redemption is by growth. If the teachings of
individual spirits may be taken as representing
spiritualism, then this book must be regarded as the
message the cause of spiritualism presents to the world
on the much-disputed questions of God and the
Saviour. ; !
