We give thanks for the glorious knowledge that there
is no death, and for the happy privilege of intercourse
with loved ones gone before—even the true and loving
spirits, who are indeed “comforters”; they tell us many
(not all) things for which our hearts were hungry-.
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THE CREATION,

The general idea of Christians concerning the creation
is that Moses was divinely inspired by God to write it, and
that, therefore, it must be true. The majority of Christians
to-day think the world was created in six days, 4,004 years
before the birth of Jesus. These convictions have been
at the root of the opposition offered to the revelaticns
made by scientists concerning the structure and age of the
earth and also the mechanism of the heavens. But the
facts of geology and astronomy could not be refuted and
put aside for long, and ultimately the opposition of Biblical
scholars had to give way.

On closer examination of the Biblical account of the
Creation it was discovered there were two accounts which
do not agree one with the other, We shall also find in
due time that there are two accounts of the flood.

This may be startling to some of our readers, but I
assure them the fact is fully admitted by learned Biblical
scholars,  Prof. A. S. Wilkins, when addressing the
Salford Sunday School Union in 1893, said, ¢ They knew
now that they had two distinct traditional accounts of the
Creation dove-tailed together in such a manner as to leave
evident discrepancies, and even contradictions. They
knew now that the narrative of Genesis was a blending of
two accounts current about 8oo years after the traditional
date of Moses.”

Prof. A. H. Sayce says that ‘Reflections of both
accounts are found in the cuneiform tablets (clay tablets
containing writing in characters shaped like little wedges),
of Babylonia and Assyria. Portions of an Assyrian Epic
of the Creation, describing it in a series of successive acts
were first brought to light by Mr, George Smith. He
pointed out that the remarkable correspondence which
existed between the order of the days in Genesis, and the
order of the tablets or books of the Assyrian poem, the first
book of which describes the beginning of all things and
the watery abyss of primeval chaos, while in the fifth tablet
comes the appointment of the heavenly bodies to rule the
day and night, and in the sixth an account of the creation
of the animals.” The learned prolessor goes on to say
that even the Sabbath is of Babylonian origin and that the
Biblical writer is acquainted, either directly, or indirectly,
with these traditions.

When it is remembered that the Jews were carried as
captives to Babylon in B.c. 800, and remained there for
over 250 years we shall cease to wonder how the Jewish
scribes were able to learn of the' Babylonian story of the
Creation. This-time also agrees with the date given by
Prof. A. S. Wilkins.

The two accounts of the Creation referred to- are to be
found in the first and second chapters of Genesis; the
first account ends with the third verse of the second
chapter. The term, translated God, is Elohim, and is
plural, and is evidently intended to mean both male and
female. This will help the reader to understand the
making of man as recorded in verses 26 and 27 which
should read as follows: (26) “And Elohim said, Let us
make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them
have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds
of the heavens, and over the cattle, and over all the earth,
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and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the
earth, (27) And the Elohim created man in their own
image, in the image of Elohim created they him ; maleand
female created they them.”

The term Elohim occurs more than 2,000 times in the
Old Testament and is generally translated God, as in the
first account of the Creation. It was not held by the Jews
to be as sacred as the term Yahveh, which, as we have
already learnt was the name of their tribunal god.

In the second account of the creation, which commences
at the 4th verse, Adam and Eve are not created at one and
the same time, Adam is created before the fowls of the air
and the beasts of the field. The Lorp God, or Yahveh,
brought them to Adam to be named, and “whatsoever
Adam called every living creature that was the name . .
But for Adam there was not found an help-meet for him *’
(verses 19 and zo).

According to this account Eve had not been made when
Yahveh forbade Adam to eat of the Tree of Knowledge
(see verse 17). :

It will also be observed that it is not till we arrive at
this second account that we see the term LorD God used,
and as this always signifies Yahveh, we have here clear
evidence that the Jewish scribe did not hesitate to sub-
stitute the name of his God as being the Creator of the
earth and the heavens, with the evident intention of
elevating him to the highest possible rank for public
worship. This device has succeeded too well with the
Christian nations, who have been misled into the belief
that the commands of “thus saith the Lorp” to go and
slaughter men, women and children, proceeded from the
heavenly Father, whereas they proceeded from a jealous,
revengeful, blood-thirsty spirit, who had constituted himself
the guide of the Israelites,

As those early accounts of the Creation are now acknow-
ledged to be based on myth and legend derived from the
ancient Babylonian and Assyrian cuneiform inscriptions,
let us treat them as such and revere them only as being
evidences of the efforts of those ancient people to account
for the Creation of the world, and the origin of sin and
suffering in it. The true origin of sin and suffering 1s
Ignorance and Selfishness, and not a talking serpent.

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Mrs. Ellen Green’s Missionary Tour
in South Africa.—V.

I have already said what a beautiful city Durban is.
There is a magificent beach and there is a grand view
of the sea from it. There is also a very fine Town
Hall, and close by a splendid statue of our late be-
loved Queen Victoria. Many of the buildings have
striking exteriors; the streets are wide and well
lighted by electricity, and electric trams run along
the principal streets.

On Thursday, November 4th, 1905, Mrs. Lorrimer
and I were invited to take tea with Mr. and Mrs.
Walter Knox. After tea we went to see a Kaffir war
dance by torchlight, to commence soon after 8 o’clock.
This was a treat kindly arranged by Mr. Knox. A
good number of Kaffirs took part in the dance they
all had sticks or knob-curries. The music was all one
tune. I shall never forget the look on their black
1_°aces as they tossed their arms and legs about, utter-
ing wild, strange cries and working themselves into a
irenzy of excitement. The dance lasted about half an

our.

~ On another night I went with Mr. Knox and an
interpreter to the mosque of the Mohammedans to see
their mode of worship. We each had to take off our
shoes. There would be about one hundred Arabs
present ; it was a most impressive sight. There were
two courts to worship in—an inner and an outer.
They all stood with their faces to the East, while a
venerable priest recited from the Koran. Themosque
was brilliantly lighted with hundreds of lights, and
-each Arab had his own small carpet to kneel on. These
.carpets were all oriental in make and colour. The
Arabs themselves were clad in pure white, making a
picture not easily forgotten. Outside the inner temple
there was a large basin of water with stone seats
round it, and here the worshippers sat while they
washed their feet. At one part of the service they all
bowed down to the earth and then held out both
hands ; we asked the meaning of this and were told
that they had just asked God to give them what was
good for them and held out both hands to receive it.
I think if we believed more in prayer we should
receive more of the good we pray for, our lives would
be happier. We remained about an hour and a half
and left them still praying. They told me that the
Arabs are good men, and no doubt they worship God
as well as they know how, but to us all these repeti-
tions of words seemed strange. »

We had public services in Durban every Sunday,
-and twice during the week ; also circles and private
sittings. Our services were spiritually blessed and
great numbers had their lives brightened by the
glorious gospel of spiritualism and spirit return. At
some of the services Mr. King sang solosin a beautiful
manner ; indeed the singing was at all times good.
‘Great good was accomplished and a spirit of inquiry
‘was abroad as a result of the services. The resident
ministers took the matter up. Articles appeared in
the daily papers. All this did us good and induced
the people to attend the services. On the King's
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birthday there was a general holiday in South Africa.
The rain came down in torrents, and it does rain in
South Africa.

On Friday, November 10th, one of Mr. Knox's
Kaffir boys died, and Mrs. Knox made a wreath which
she placed on the box containing the body. I had a
talk with a Kaffir minister and found him very in-
telligent.

Our public services during this time were very well
attended, the hall being frequently crowded, and great
good was done at the public circles. Ialsohelda few
circles at the house of a minister, with good results.
Many dear ones manifested their presence.

From the commencement of the mission the Durban
friends had discussed as to how we should form a
Lyceum in connection with the society. At the Sunday
services the children were publicly invited to meet me
at Mr. Lorrimer’s house.

On the following Saturday, Mrs. Knox and Mr,
Sink came along with several little children to take
their first lesson in calisthenics and Lyceum work ;
dear little people—they look so pretty standing under
the trees in their white dresses. I was much helped
by Mrs. Mellor, formerly Miss Lawrence, a Lyceum
scholar of Higher Broughton Lyceum.

My friend Mr. Harry Lorrimer took a photograph of
this group forming the first Lyceum in Natal. I saw
many children from the Summer-land with garlands of
flowers, delighted to help us with their sweet influence.
We continued to teach the children until the Lyceum
was opened.

One day a great cloud came over the sky formed
of a swarm of locusts. I never saw anything like it ;
as far as the eye could see there were millions of them,
and until they passed the sky was darkened. They
cause great distress amongst the Kaffirs and farmers ;
they eat everything that grows, thus destroying the
result of much work in the mealie crops, etc.  They
are a great pest in S.A. and as yet no one has found a
safe means of destroying them.

I went with some friends to visit the Trappist
Brotherhood in Pine Town, about thirty miles distant
from Durban. We were met by a Trappist brother
who provided refreshments for us. We then visited
the convent and were conducted by one of the Sisters
through the school and grounds, which are very fine.
130 Kalffir children are taught here to make pillow
lace, stockings, and all manner of garments. Many
nuns are in this convent who have taken the veil and
never come into contact with the outer world. The
Sister who conducted us was allowed to answer our
questions ; she told us there was only one English lady
in the convent. The Brother who escorted us to the
convent returned with us to the monastery where
lunch was provided. Much hard work is done in the
monastery by the Brothers, boot-making, tanning
leather, carpentry, painting, in fact every kind of work.
In the Chapel were some fine specimens of their
paintings. I heard them: sing and thought it
divine. Some of them have beautiful features.

On December 3rd, I had' the great honour and
happiness of opening the first Lyceum in Natal ; it
was a complete success, about 50 children being pre-
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sent. The little children were named and dedicated
to the Lyceum, it was indeed a beautiful sight. At
8 p.m. we had a grand public service in the Good
Templar’'s Hall. How strange it seems—summer with
blue skies, brilliant sunshine ; at home'it will be winter
with bitter cold and probably snow. Christmas day
was filled with memories of home. On the 12th of
January, I left Durban for Pietermaritzburg.
