“There is a divinity that shapes our ends, rough
hew them how we will.”’

I was born in Leeds thirty eight years ago. My
parents removed to Bradford when I was five years
old. I was brought up as a Wesleyan, and was a
regular attendant at the
Wesleyan Sunday School

to the other life, and having no associates, I felt very
lonely in the bl(y city and uneasy in mind concerning
religious mattew This caused me to read various
works on stubjects, ranging from the teachings of the
Roman Catholics to those of the Materialists, and I
should have accepted the teachings of the latter if I
could have got rid of the conviction that there was an
intelligence that governed the universe, and that death
did not end all.
At the end of six months
I returned to my home in

and Chapel Services until
I was about fourteen years
age, when my father be-
came interested in Spirit-
uwalism, dnd although I
knew nothing of its phen-
omena or teachings except
whiat I gathered from
rumour yet father encour-
aged both myself and
brothers to discuss various
topics at home, and form
our own opinions concern-
ing them.

Shortly before attaining
twenty years of age I was
invited to visit an uncle
at  London. On one
occasion our conversation
turned on religion, during
which my uncle drew me
on to express my ideas
and opinions pretty freely,
and then exclaimed, to my
amazement,— “Why  you
are as big a Spiritualist as
your father.”

To which I replied,
“God forbid.”
The Sunday  School

teacher I was then under had very fixed ideas as to
God’s plan of salvation through the belief in the aton-
ing blood of the Lord Jesus Christ. Many were the
discussions that took place between us because of my
inability to see eve to eye with him. ’The climax was
reached when, in answer to my questions he affirmed,
‘““T'hat however good an individual might be, if he
did not believe in the Vicarious Atonement of Jesus
for the sins of humanity, he would be condemned to
eternal punishment, and that a mother could be happy
in heaven and know that her children were suffering
eternal agonies in hell.”” T 'told him I could not be-
lieve it, that I could not think such a thing to be true
of my mother, and that I wanted nothing to do with
a religion that taught such unreasonable doctrines.
Shortly afterwards I went to London in order to
obtain business experience, As my uncle had passed

Bradford, and resumed
my - attendance at the
Wesleyan  Chapel,  but
there was an attraction
other than the services
which filled my mind.
One Sunday morning

while lounging about the
house my father invited
me to go with him to the
Iyceum, then held in
connection with a Society
in Barry Street, of which
my father was the Vice-
President. I accepted the
invitation and was interest-
ed in all I saw and heard,
and was struck with the
novelty of the marching
and - calesthenics. Mr.
John Jackson was the able
Conductor of the Lyceum.
In the Liberty Group I
was able to take part in a
reasonable discussion on
the subject selected, thanks
to the training I had re-
ceived in the  Mutual
Improvement Class  be-
longing to the \Vesleyan
Sunday School. Mv interest was roused in what I
heard 0\pressed I borrowed a copy of their Lyceum
Manual, and in it found teachings on religious matters
that were practically the same ideas as I had arrived
at by the use of my reasoning and intuitive faculties.
I repeated my visit the Sunday following, and became
a 1coula1 attendant, the philosophy was quite suffici-
ent for me, though I had opportunities of witnessing
physical phenomeua

Owing to a change of employment I left Bradford
and went to Accrington. During the two years I
li\ ed there I did not attend any metuqh:t meetings

- Lyceum, 1 attended no place of worship until I
mmncd the young lady who had been the attraction
at the Wesleyan Chapel in Bradford. After ‘that
important event we attended occasionally at the
Baptist Chapel in Cannon Street,
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A better position being offered to me in Bradford
I returned there to find that a younger brother, who
been Secretary to the Sunday School, had entered the
Spiritualists ranks, and was a member of the St.
Paul’s Lyceum, Bowling (now closed). So I renew-
ed my acquaintance with the Lyceum work in the
company of my brother, and soon became a member,
and was in due course elected as the Leader of the
Liberty Group, and assistant conductor.

About this time I had an opportunity of proving
at my mother’s fireside that the grave is not the end
of life, and that the so-called dead still take an
interest in the welfare of those they leave on earth.

In the year 1go5 I was elected the first President of
the Bradford Lyceum Distriet Council. Owing to a
change in my employment I removed to the city of
my birth, Leeds, where for four years I was connected
with the Ieeds Psychological Society, during which
period I filled the offices of Vice-President and Secret-
ary; and Secretary and Conductor of the ILyceum
I was elected as Delegate to the Ieeds Iyceum
District Council, and had the honour of being elected
its President. %

Owing to the firm, at which I was employed, fail-
ing, I sought and obtained work at Liverpool, and
while there made the acquaintance of the Lyceuwm
held in Daulby Hall, Daulby Street.

From there T returned to Bradford where for the
past six years I have been engaged in the Lyceum
work first, at the late T'emperance Hall, where I filled
the office of Vice-President of the Society, and Con-
ductor of the I.yceum. I am now attached to the
Society and Lwceum held in the Ivy Rooms, Carlisle
Read, where for three years I have held my present
position as one of the Conductors.

During my connection with the B.I.D.C. T have
held the offices of I.yceum District Visitor, Vice-
President, and President, and Secretary.

In conclusion I would like to impress on all, the
value of the Iyceum movement being an educational
movement, not to cram, but to encourage its members
to think for themselves.

Now for the growth of poverty. ‘The landlords,
having failed to keep down wages, tried to get the
labour they required for nothing, by destroying the
papers which recorded how the villains or villagers
had paid for or earned their freedom they so much
prized. ‘The tenants were summoned before a
Manorial Court presided over by the steward of the
manor, who was also lawyer, judge and jury in one.
If the poor people appeal to the judges of the land,
they were landholders also. Parliament was an
assemblage of landowners, and the King was the
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greatest landowner of all. In this way many people
lost the freedom they had so much enjoyed.

It was at this time, the 14th century, that another
revolution began. In this dark period came John
Wrcliffe, the great social and religious reformer. He
translated the bible into the common tongue, and the
story was cagerly received by the great mass of Eng-
lish people. The people gathered in the streets and
by the roadside to hear 'the reading of this book. The
thought of a common origin for landlord and
labourers specially touched them and this couplet was
the origin of the strange saying that ‘“when Adam
delved and Eve span, who was then the gentle-man ?”’

These men were
the forerunners of the chartists’ and the socialists’
movements. “T'hey helped the people to form trade-
unions, for which they acted as treasurers and
messencers to other parts of the country.  One of
their number, a priest named John Ball, of Kent, caid,
“oood people! things will never be well in England
so long as there be villains and gentlemen. By what
right are they whom we call lords, greater than we?
On what grounds have they deserved it?  Why do
they hold us in serfage? They have leisure and fine
houses. We have pain and labour and the wind and
the rain in the fields, and yet it is of us and our toil
that these men hold their estates.”” No wonder the
aristocracy called him a mad priest.

The socialists and peace advocates are advocating
no new thought. The trouble began shortly after the
great plaguie when wages came into vogue. Most
people are born in the wrong bed or without the silver
spoon. As a boy history was revealed to me from
the King downwards. As a man I review history
from the poor upwards. The history given to me as
a boy, said Wat Tyler, was a fraitor and an upstart.
The study of historical poverty has proved to me
that Wat T'vler was a moral hero, who died in the
attempt to better the welfare of his fellow-men. ILet
me return to John Ball, the mad priest who was cast
into prison and wonld have died their but for the war
which broke out with Spain and France.

To get money for that war a poll-tax was levied
upon every adult in the realm. ‘The injustice of the
tax set England ablaze. Wat ‘T'yler, an old soldier,
resented the abominable conduct of the collector
towards his daughter, and, killing the scoundrel, took
the lead of the hundred thousand men who flocked
around him in Kent. John Ball was liberated and
the revolt spread like wildfire.

N. Fowler, the great lecturer. teacher and writer on Phreno-
logy, was a personaj friend of A, J. Davis. Also, Professor
Fishbough, who was a more intimate friend of A. J. Davis,
and assisted him in his publications, was one of the first clair-
voyants of his time, he was a teacher in the College of
Phrenology in New York, of which I can bear personal testi-
mony, as I was one of his students in the year 1875. He was
an old man over 70 years of age,

Let me here and now advise Bro. ]J. Bell and others to make
themselves familiar with the subject before they begin to
denounce Phrenologists as fortune tellers. They will be wiser
men and better Spiritualists. Prof. Timson is the last man
in the world to give any assistance to fortune telling.
