Mr. Seth Ackroyd (Huddersfield). 

The Halifax and Hudc1ersfieJ.d Lyoeum District 
Council have made a happy choice in our old comrade, 
Mr. Seth Ackroyd, of Huddersfield. 

His long, un_ti1ing and persistent Labours make him 
an appropriate subject for the BANNER Gallery of 
celebrated workers; • and 
although r,egarded by some 
as very eccentric, he may 
always be accepted as solid 
right 1through. 
• He was ushered into 
life the same year as 
our glorious epiphany of 
Modern Spiritualism, i.e., 
1848, so it should be an 
easy matter for ev,ery 
Lyceumist to know just 
how oJid the subj-ect of OlJr 
sketeih is. His early y!oars 
wer-e spent in connection 
with Wesleyan Method­
ism, one out of a large 
number who have come • 
into Spiritualism from that 
organization. He was a 
prominent member of the 
young men's class, but 
possessing ·the critical and 
argumentative mind, • he 
fr.equently found himself 
at war with popular 
opinion, he refused to take 
things on trust and was 
constantly asking the why 
and w h erefor,e ? 

Ris influence w1th a 
number of the young men 
detennined them to form ,a separate group to study 
the fundamentals of religion, the inspiration of the 
Bible and the existence of God. • 

Truly ,an ambitious programme for any young man,· 
but his programme was can-ied through, and his faith 
in orthodox Christianity was broken, and he became 
for a time what is termed a liberal Christian. 

Then came a real turning point in his ,life; after 
·listening to the Bradlaugh and McCann debate in 
Huddersfield he realised that upon analysis Christian­
ity failed, and he found himself amongst the 
Secularist thinkers, and although nev,er actually a 
member of the Secula.iist Society, he wa:s ,associated 
with them in much of their propaganda, and frequent­
ly pr,esided for Bradlaugh, Foote, Robertson, Mrs. 
Besant, and others, and for a number of years was 

contented with the materialistic explanation of the 
phenomena of life. 

Mr. Ackroyd spent the summer of 1892 at Grimsby 
and frequently lectured on the sands at Cleethqrpes, 
his eccentric nature seeming him audiences by 
his grotesque antics with a few sea shells. His 
lectures upon such subjects as "Progr-ess in Religion," 
"Development of Philosophy," etc., gained for him a 
certain measure of note1iety, and he frequently found 
himself the oentre l)f most heated discussions, and his 

services were recognised 
and appreciated locally by 
a gift of books at the end 
of the season for his :fight 

, for free enquiry and un­
trammelled discussion. 

Mutual improvement 
classes, debating societies, 
etc., kept him busy and 
provided further l)ppor­
tuni ties for the develop­
ment of the analytical 
temperament, which is so 
pronounced in our subject. 

It was in Huddersfield 
that he first came into con­
tact with the Lyceum 
movement, and the 
methods of teaching; the 
subjects taught, and the 
physical culture entirely 
captivated him, and he be­
came at l)nce an ardent 
friend of the children. 

He later removed to 
Hull and there gained his 
first experiences of spirit­
ual phenomena., and re­
ceived some really start­
ling evidence of the con­
tinuity of life, and the real 
interest that the spirit 

people· took in the liv,es of the earth dwellers, and the 
spiritual movement specificially; a prophetic utter­
ance that he would take the platform and be also 
President of the Society was fulfiLled in an almost 
unique manner; altho11ght such a thing seemed rvery 
remote; events shaped themselv-es with such startling 
ra):'idity, and in such an unlooked for manner that in 
a very short time he was elected President l)f the 
Gran ville Hall Society. 

He was impressed very much by this series of 
circumstances, and entered upon a serious study of 
spiritualism and its philosophy, and in these studies 
he found the true solvent of all his materialistic 
difficulties, and spiritualism with its optimism and its 
prvspect of human achievements became to him the 
greatest of all.gospels. 
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He ,came back to his native town in 1906, ;md 
associated himself immediately with the Ramsden 
Street .Lyceum, and also became a member of the 
Society, and for four years his time was devoted 
between Lyceum work and the tending of an aged 
parent. 

An accident to his foot necessitated the amputation 
of a toe, and a sojourn at the Convalesoent Home at 
Meltham. l\lr. Ackroyd is a great na·ture lover, and 
he has many quaint stories and rich p_arables to 
relate, and during his convalescence at Meltham ,he 
used to take long walks up that l0vely valley and 
01·er the wide, wild stretches of moorland, and he 
al-ways affirms that it was on these quiet rambles that 
he gained his deepest inspirations and his clearest 
visions; he found "sermons in stones; bovks in 
rmining brooks, and good in everything." Amongst 
the 11 ild wooded hills and rolling moorland he 
found nature struggling to be beautiful and useful, 
and he gained new meanings of life; and came back 
to his labours :filled with a new purpose, a higher 
resoll 1e, and a keener appreciation of the true 1aims of 
life. 

1\lr. Ackroyd _has. been a leacler at Ramsden Street 
for several years; for :five years he has been activ-ely 
associated with the Halifax and Huddersfield Lyceum 
District Council, as delegate, official, and District 
Visitor, he is sometimes proudly spok-en of as the 
"Bishop," ,and the" old 111'-\11 who is al·ways young," 
and he affirms that his asso_ciation with the children 
keeps him young, and suggests to all that if they want 
to find the Elixir of Life then join the childr-en's 
movement. 

He is also a certificated platform speaker of the 
Yorkshire Union, and Vic-e-President of the newly 
formed District Committee, and even Lancashire is 
offering to him cordial invitations. 

Mr. Ackroyd is also very much interested in the 
M-essenger Guild Study Groups, and although -old in 
years he is young and active in mind, and one of the 
most ardent members of the Huddersfield centre. 

He gives all the credit to the Lyceum, and claims 
to have been a lost soul, found and reclaimed by the 
children of spiritualism, and we sincerely hope that 
he will long be spiued to return loving service in a 
work he so -earnestly loves.

THE PROGRESS OF POVERTY. 
"\i\Then King Henry VIII passed away his youn~ son 

succeeded him. The Duke of Somerset ,1 as appomted 
Protector and tried to stay the inclosing of farm lan~s 
on behalf of th-e farmers ibut was executed for hls 
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tro111ble. He was a very brave man. The poor people 
were bitterly disappointed at his failure, wept for his 
loss, and 16,000 of them formed a camp near Norwich 
from which they scoured the country round, destroy­
ing -enclosures and levelling fences. Italians were 
imported by the landlords to suppress the rebellion. 
The farmers. under Captain Hett, lost 300 men in an 
attack upon the city of Norwich. They retired but 
advanced again and took the city. Then the Earl of 
Warwick arrived wi.th his army of lords, knights, 
squires, and gentlemen, drove out the countrymen 
with great slaughter on both sides. The insurgents 
again attacked, took some of the King's artillery and 
blevv down the walls of the city. The Earl of Warwick 
was in great dang,er, but was saved by the arrival of 
German and Italian soldiers who were hired for the 
occasion. After a pitched battle the countrymen were 
put to flight, but not before ro,ooo brave Eni,glishmen 
thus died by the arms of foreigners at the bidding of 
the new aristocracy of England. 

Many people refused to work under the new condi­
tions, so a law was enacted "that if any man or 
woman should refuse to labour and live idly for three 
days, that be or she should be branded with a red­
hot iron on the breast with the letter V, and be 
adjudged a slave for two years -of any person who 
should inform against sucJ.1 idler." 

The master was directed and empower-eel "to sell, 
bequeath, or let out on hire the service of sucl1 slaves, 
and they might put a ring of iron about the neck, arm 
or leg of the slave for the mo-re knowledge or surety 
of the keeping of him.'' If a slave ran away for 
fourteen days he was brought back and branded on 
the cheek, becoming a slave for life. If he ran away 
a second time he was put to death. 

This infamous Act of Parliament was passed about 
1549, after the Reformation, and under a Protestant 
King, less than 400 years ago. 

When Queen Eliza beth came to the throne the 
condition of the poor was very bad. T.he starvation 
and beggary of broken men led to rdbbery which held 
the country in terror. The magistrates of Soinerset­
shire captured a gang Df fifty deposed tenants who 
had been reduced to stealing and hung all of them at 
once. The good Quee11 altered much, during her 
reign, the condition of the poor. She said at the 
commencement of her reign, "I have desired to have 
the obedien~e of my subjects .by love and not by com­
pulsion.'' 

The basis of our ,present poor law system was orig­
inated. Every pa1ish was obliged to provide food, 
clothing, and shelter for the lame, impotent, the old, 
and the blind, and. also to put to wo·rk all persons 
wit!h no means to obtain a living honestly. Houses 
of correction were built to provide a sufficient stock 
of wool, hemp, fl.ax, iron or stuff that youth may not 
be brought up to gww idle rogues. The keepers 
were to supply poor persons with matevial for work 
and pay them for their labour. Here we have the in­
troduction of the present workhouse system of the 
rich providing for the poor. 

New occupations were found for labour by a new 
system of a.griculture which drew back some of the 
men who had been dtiven from the Janel;. the growith 
of English commerce began by sea-fa1ing enterprise, 
Up to this time the ships v.thich came to England 
mostly belonged to other nation's merchants. Under 
Elizabeth the English sailors made their way to all 
parts of the world and began that rapid career which 

has made us the carriers of the world. The fisheries 
in the channel provided occupation for many men 
and gave thei11 a longing for a sea-faring life. Thou­
sands tried their fortunes on the seas or in some of 
the wonderful lands beyond the tides. The commence­
ment of domestic or hand 111anufach1re caused the 
spinning of yarn, weav,ing, pulling and dyeing of 
cloth, digging for coal and iron, the making of 
earthenware, and many other industries. All these 
required labour, and the land-starved labourer fow1d 
a demand for his services in some new centre of 
activjty near where he lived or on bhe seas. Pre­
viously wool was sent abroad. Now the making and 
weating of home-made goods was encouraged, and a 
man was fined if he did nqt wear a Sunday cap which 
,.vas made in England. People on the Continent, 
suffering from religious persecution, came over to 
England and taught the English their skill in weav­
ing, paper making, glass-blov,,ing, clock-making, and 
metal manufacture. The Queen refused the introduc­
tion of a knitting machine because she thought it 
would displace hand labour, and again cause unem­
ployment. 

Up to this time all taxes came from the land or its 
produce. I will tell you next month how indirect 
taxation came into existence.

ANDREW JACKSON DA VIS. 
The Founder of Children's Progressive Lyceums. 
Mr. A. J. Davis was born August rrth, 1826, at 

Blooming Grove, Orange County, New Yorl-;;, U.S.A. 
His father was part weaver and part shoemaker. Fo11r 
sisters (two of whom have passed mrny) and a brother 
had already been_ born to i\Ir. and :i\Irs. Davis when 
our subject made his appearance. 

At the age of four days, Uncle TJ10111as Ma-ffet, a 
neighibour, who was fond of alcohohc beverages, 
called and declar-ed that the child should be named. 

The children ,yere brought from their play, and 
·with a glass of brandy in his left hand and the infaut 
in his right, the inebriated Thomas began: "Atten­
tion company, the first thing I want to know is

whether you'll call this 'ere boy just what I say?'. 
All exclaimed "Yes." "\,Vell then," he continued, 
"I'm going to vote for 'old Hick'ry,' the hero of 
New Orleans, the greatest man a-living in the world, 
and I want this 'ere ,boy to bear that great man's 
name, Andrew Jackson." Neighbour Davis, keep in 
mind my words, I ain't so iboozy as you think: I 
knQIW what I'm saying and I say (hie) that 'ar great 
man's name hasn't reached further bhan will the name 
of this son of yourn. He'll grow up a young Hick'ry, 
mind that, and you'll never be sony he was born." 

Little did Uncle Thomas realise that through bis 
mediumistic qualities Andrew Jackson Davri.s would 
introduce to the world the most unique system of 
education ever presented to mankind, and that from 
America it would spread to nearly every country in 
the world. 

Frailty of body served to make Jackson more sensi­
tive, more dependant u,pon the proteoting love of his 
mother in whose gentleness and untutored fidelity to 
her conceptions of rigiht he was nurtured and directed. 
Jackson's interrupted attempts to go to school and 
acquire the rudiments of an elementarv education met 
with disheartening discourag,ements in his inability 
to memo1ise his simple lessons. His school days only 
amounted to five months, and the information to 
wl;iich most youths have at least .an introduction by 
means of books, _was to him utterly unknown. In the 
spring of 1842 he heard a voice say "No!" when a 
hymn was being sung which spoke of the departed 
"In their graves laid low"; he was at this time in­
clined to beli_eve death to be a sleep. Late in the 
autumn of 1843, having become interested jn the 
reports of mesmerism, Jackson joined a party of young 
men who vvere to place themselves under the magi­
cian's power_ "Professor'' Grimes was unable to 
magnetise him, but soon after this William Living­
stone, a tailor in Ploughkeepsie where Jackson lived, 
induced magnetic slumber, when he surprised all who 
heard him by his clairvoyant powers. From this time 
onward he began to unfold his psychological powers, 
which were destined to startle the world with their 
wonderful nature. 

About a month after he was first magnetised his 
vision was wonderlully extended, and on January 
rst, 1844, he reached a phase in his development 
when he seemed to enter the very constitution of 
nature and became more acquainted with forms, life, 
properties, emanations, development of the mineral, 
vegetable and animal kingdoms. He soon developed 
the ability to diagnose disease clairvoyantly and pre­
scribe remedies for the suffering. After a time, Jack­
son, being weary of crihcism, resolved to leave all 
"sleepy business," and while thus depressed he 
received the magic staff, "Under all circumstances 
keep an even mind.'' During Jackson's connection 
with Mr. Livingstone (which was from March, 1844, 
to August, 1845), his opportunities for acquiring 
information were but little if any more extensive than 
they had been before. Having for the previous part 
of his life been absorbed in the occupation of tailor, 
Mr. Livingstone had not been able to acquaint his 
mind with that scientific and philosophic knowledge 
which would have qualified him to impart any in­
struction to Jackson. 

During the period when Jackson was not travelling 
he was, on an average, put into the superior state 
twice daily for the purpose of attending to the 
diseased. Most of his time whilst in the ordinary state 

he spent in some light normal exercise, in walking or 
in visiting hiends, little or no time being spent in 
solitude. Whilst examining patients in the abno_rmal 
state, the human system seemed eutirely transparent 
to 'him, an to the utter astonishment of 1.is critics 
he employed the technical terms of anatomy, physio­
logy, and materia medica as .familiarly as household 
words. On the 27th of November, 1845, Jackson 
appointed Dr. Lyon, of Bridgeport, to be magnetiser, 
and William Fishbrough as scribe, to prepare for the 
press his lectures which were to comme ce imme­
diately. There were one hundred and fifty seven 
lectures in all, the first being delivered November 
28th, 1845, and the last on January 25th, 1847. The 
time oecupied in the delivery of a lecture va-ried from 
forty minll'tes to about four hours, and the quantity 
of matter delivered at a sitting varied from three to 
fifteen pages of foolscap, closely written. Such sub­
jects as Astronomy, Cosmogony, Geology, Ethnology, 
Arrohceology, Mythology, Theology, Psychology, His­
tory, l\ifotaphysics, etc., were embodied in his lec­
tures, showing conclusively that the information pro­
ceeded from an external source other than Jackson, 
seeing that he was really uneducated. 

The lectures were ultimately published in book form 
as "Nature's Divine Revefations: A Voice to Man­
kind," and .is one of the most wondeuiul works ever 
published. Many important people residing in New 
York acted as witnesses, and affirm that the lectures 
wer,e delivered under "Test conditions." 

One of many pieces of startling information in 
" Na:ture's Divine Rev,ela:tions" is as follows :-"The 
existence of eight planets has been determined upon 
as nearly beyond all doubt!' On August 31st, 1846, 
Le Verrier, a French astronomer, established the 
position from mathematical calculations of the outer­
most planetary member of our solar system, Neptune. 
Numerous witnesses can testify that what was said 
about the eighth pJ.anet was in manuscript in March, 
1846, and months before Le Verrier's calculations and 
conclusions had been announced. George Bush, Pro.:. 
fessor of Hebrew, at the University of New York, was 
present at these lectures. In the New Yor/i Tribune, 
November 15th, 1846, he writes as follows: " I can 
solemnly .affirm that I have heard A. J. Davis correct­
ly quote the Hebrew language in his lectures and dis­
play a knowledge of Geology which would have been 
astonishing in a person vf ,his age, even if he had 
devoted years to the study,'' 

On May 16th, 1847, the sustaining help of a mag­
netizer was found to be no longer needed, and Jackson 
was able voluntarily to enter the ''Superior Cond,tion.'' 

. To this end he lived in strict obedience to the 
Harmonia! Law and it was now his privilege to reason, 
write, teach and develope his superio faculties. Pre­
vious to the dawn of the Spirituali t and Lyceum 
movements there was no definite information to show 
to mourning pa'tents who had lost chlldren by 
"Death" what had become of them. Whilst in the 
" superi\)r condition" A. J. Davis was able to journey 
in the spirit world, and with knowledge thus obtained 
informed mourning parents that their ohildren are not 
dead. but still live and are well cared for. He saw 
children at play, engaged in beautifua marches and 
bei g taught in schools or lyceum~. A lyc~um is a 
place where scienee is taught and truth impart1:d. 
Anclt"ew Jackson Darvis was impressed with this 
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harmonial system of educatio1;1 established in the spirit 
world, that ,he was determined to introduce it in our 
physical world, with the result that the first Lyceum 
was opened on January 26th, 1863, in Hodsworth 
Hall, No. 806, Broadway, New York, U.S.A. Among 
many of the inspired souls who assisted in the publica­
tion of matter on educational subjects suitable for 
Lvceum .wmk were : -Hudson and Emma Rol)d 
T~1ttle, of America; Mr. H. A. :Kersey, Mrs. Emma 
Harding-e Brittain, and Mr. Alfred Kitson, of Eng­
land: Andrew Jackson Davis was a reformer in every 
sense of the word and was the instrument through 
w,hom came thirty volumes of education::i1 matter on 
practical subjects to the world. His " Philosot'hy of 
the Natmalness of Suiritu.al Things" did m11ch to 
exnlain to investig-ators the ohenomena of the Hyd-es­
ville raopings through the Fox sistic"rs. Spiritualism 
has ,always stood the ouoosite to materialism, pi-ercing 
the doom of doubt and yielding- comfort, knowledge 
and pea-ce where sorrowing-, faltering- faith and fearful 
discontent possesses the hearts of men. M·odern 
Spirit11alism teaches us that life and its every mani­
festation is the result of fixed law-ca11se and effect­
which knows not favour o.r chance. The eternity of 
life continues through the several kirn,.d·oms of natnre 
wi'th unvarrying exadness. After -a life soent in the 
service of mankind Andrew Jackson Davis was pro­
moted to the soirit world on Januarv r:;th, rgro.

Qucstio/1.-Can you explain the seemingly contradictory 
statements which are made in the Lyceum Manual, two of 
which I reproduce here : 
(1) Silver Chain Recitation, :N'o. r, "Whatever is, is right"; 

and No. 6r, "There must be something wrong.'' 
(2) :N'o. 83, "Tru t no leaders in the fight." 

" How shall we hope to progress if we do not trust our 
leaders in our search for Truth and Light?" I shall be very 
glad if you can explain these statements. • 

CLARENCE GREF.NWOOD, Nelson. 
Answer,-" The Divine Order" in the first eight lines refers 

to the operation of "God the Soul," throughout the inconceiv­
ably vast universe. The next fourteen lines refer to the opera­
tion of "Goel the Soul," in His formation and guidance of 
Man. And the last six lines are related to the original subject, 
the universe. The laws governing and controlling "all nature" 
are said, by a certain class of thinkers, to be mere "chance." 
Th'e poet affirms they are "direction which we cannot see." 
The working out of these laws produce a,pparent "discord," 
and "partial evil," but their ultimate result will be "harmony," 
and "universal good"; and so in spite of all reasoning to the 
contrary the result of the operations of these laws are right. 

It is a mista.ke to think that the poet is condoning wrong 
actions of men and saying they are right. The moral law 
governing the actions of every human soul in its ultimate 
operation deman<l atonement from each one of us for every 
wrong action, and whatever suffering this law inflicts on us as 
a consequence of our wrong doings is right. In other words, 
"we must reap as we sow." So the teaching, "T,VJ,atever is, 
is right" does not imply that No. 61 is wrong. 

Answer (2).-"Tru t no leaders in the fight" has reference to 
religious eots, political parties, and factions in town councils, 
and all other parties who bind themselves together for party 
gains, and seek to make the movement they are attached to sub­
servient to their personal aggrandi ement, instead of seeking 
"the greatest good for the greatets number. "By their fruits 
ye shall know them." 

At our Sunday morning session we had No. 42, S.C.R_., in 
whiph • occur the words, "Better than gold is a conscience 
clear." The question was asked, "What is conscience?" One 
answer was, "That it was the inner self, or the still small voice 
within." Then in our efforts to find a true answer the quest'ion 
arose as to what was "the still small voice within."

I' would also be 
very thankful if you would explain the last four lines of the 
third verse.

Answer (1),-Conscience, or "still small voice within," is the 

approval by the soul when we do our duty, or do things which 
make for righteousness; it also disapproves of wrongful 
actions, or actions that we should not like any one to do to us. 
This faculty of the soul seems to be manifested through the 
portion of the brain called by phxenologists "conscienteous­
ness." It is mot active when this organ is large, and is weak 
in its operation when this organ is small.
