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. BIGFOOT REC^ORDED LIVE?

SONORA, CA. -Ever heard strange "people" voices in the wonds even though you 
were quite certain that no other ^rople were aro^und? What was it like, a muf'tled 
conversation? Chatter? Gibberish of soma sort?

Something in the ^diskey, no doubt. But maybe not. • Just maybe it was Bigfoot, 
a gigantic ^rn-like creature said to inhabit various forests across the country, 
especially those of Califo^rnia ^and the Pacific Northwest.

For the first t^ime ever, vocalizations and so^unds tentatively attributed to sev­
eral Bigfoot creatures have ben captured on tape. They aare mighty so^unds. They 
aare mighty weird sounds, sounds that raise the hair with their flesh^-and-blood 
resonance yet provoke smiles and wende^rment with their primitive character.

- They were first recorded in 1971 by several deer hunters who maintain a camp in 
a ^reJOte, rugged and seldon-traveled region of the middle High Sierra east of

. here. By the t^ime this reporter ^came on the scene in October 1972, the men had 
encountered the creatures mare t^rn a dozen times ^and had collected several hours 
of' the raucas, s^^metimas terri^^^ ^and sometimes tant^^like sounds on tape.

Except to appeal tor scientific help, the man had kept their story sec^ret. They 
fea^red ridicule. They also lmew that if the camp^ s location were ever pubicly 
disclosed, the area would be ove^^n by curiosity-seekers and trophy shunters. 
Today, they still fear ridicule and justifiably want to keep the seasonal Big­
foot retreat secret,. I was tipped to the incredible story inadvertantly, after 
the man had sought help from NATIONAL GEOORA^HC, anthropologists at the Univer­
sity of Califo^ùa, ^and, f^ina^ll.7, a professional group devoted to the study or 
scientifically unexplained phenomana. My source, adventurer-jou^rnalist ^nd now 
^tult^ime Bigfoot hunter" Peter ^^na,. had felt the story was too tar-fetched to 
pursue.

I took it on in a non-serious way, a^lmost as a. lark, never suspecting the hunters 
guilty or more than an imaginative it some^nat complex jest. "Good of^^t 
feature material," I told JIG" smil^ing Coll$agues and friands. But then one ^day 
the hunters suddenly decided to take me to their ^^ф, and I was there, and 
eve^^hing they'd recited was happening in JIG" presence.

• • • At the scene there was a shelter, a beaver lodge sort. of affair about 8
rt. high and 15 tt. in diameter made out of logs and branches. We slept inside 
it ^when sleep was possible, and when sleep wasn't possible, it became our fort­
ress.' It was on IDT second trip that "Biggie" c^ame around. I was still eonvineed 
that the hunters were talking me on a ^bnd snipe hunt, and I was pla^ying along 
in IDT jolly best, bent on ha<^^g the last laugh.

^impOssible. Yet they were h^^A-like overall. So ^cot was it? What was out 
there?

As the minutes wore on and the t^hing refused to leave (there were two, actually, 
a "big" one with a smaller voice and a 14 inch long .root), some of IDT courage 
returned along with IDT native skepticism__ About this time, however, the t^hing
hurled a few sour-sound^ing epitets, then sudde^nly roaa^red and alapped its chest.

T^tey, scientists, ^^ulng various paths or scientific inqulr.r, dually
engaged in the attempt to ad^rnce and rediscover the art and science of erysta- - 
lology that was lost to earth ^rn du^ring the last ^reat collapse of science and 
civilization maey thousands of years ago.

From those recorda o£ the lost civilization that are stili available we can 
learn somet^^g of the t^^^redous powers that are inherent in the cry^^l. In 
our own laboratories we ^are we^^ng, somet^imes a^lmost feverishq, to ^rediscover 
and to put Into operation the powers and abilities that our ancient ancestors 
used so wisely ^red so effectively. present Laser systems are one of 'the
tangible results of such efforts.

We ^^not fail to note, however, that the westem ^rtremity of the earth
was at that time about ^what we now ^now as the center or the At^rntic ocean, and 
from which the continent of Atlantis once rose.

Some thirty nations, mostly in Africa, 
South bia, ^and the Central American-caribean area, will be ^among the first to be 
affected in ^cat will soon be global f^^ne.

Acco^^^ to a study conducted sunder the aegis or the United Nations, more than 
700 million ^wple in less-developed countries are suffering from a malnutrition. 
For the past eight years, the fitted States has provided ^84% of all f^ood aid to 
underprivileged nations, bat both the United States citizens and politician 
are be^^^^£ to feel a bit less generous toward their own dwin^^^ food supplies.

"Su^rvival re^itres that we adopt the ethics of the life-boat," Dr. Garret Hardin, 
University of Califo^ita Professor of h^^n ecology, told Ronald Kotulak for 
Chicago Tribune Magazine. "A lifebeat clan only hold so maq people. There are 
more than two bi^llion ^wretched people in the world -- ten times as as the ■
population of the U.S. It is laterally beyond our ability to save them all."

Dr. J. George Harrar, president emeritus of the Rockefeller Fo^undation and prin­
cipal architect or the “g^re I revolution, "the ' research work that developed hybrid 
^grains exceptionally responsive to fertilizers, foresees massive wrld f^ine 
if the U.S. should sutter one or two major crop failures.

Financial ^experts are p^redict^ing a market crash that will ma}ce 1929 seem mildby 
co^sarison. Unrestrained in^^tion is forcing men land women to spend so much on 
the necessities that l^^ry ^and leisure items are becoming dregs on the tarket. 
Increasing scarcity of raw materials ^and ^^^pensive food will keep prices arching 
u^pward ^and continue to fuel cost-push ^^lntion. There is a terrible economic 
e^rnch coming, these f^inancial theorists ^^n, ^and everyone is gening to be affected. 
^wduetivity and profits declinextegether with the work ethic, and the econom­
ie g^rowth of the United States is going to come to a screech^ing halt.
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Although enormous and bo^^h• ^^bl nl.ems loom ahead of ue in the next 25 years, 
there does exist a valuable and extenfti vely •surveyed "Roa^dmap of Time" that can 
guide us. The roa^dmap to which I refer was eharted by two brilliant scientists, 
Dr. Selby Maxwell and Dr. Raymond H. Wheeler. Cyclomatic Engineering Incorporated 
of Glenview, Illinois, has enabled me to then share this information through D\Y 
book The Roadmap of Time (Prentice-Hall, 1975).

John Cejka, formerly a farmer of Laurens, Iowa, and now president of Cyclomatic 
Engineering, began to follow the work of the old Weather Science Foundation, 
Cr,ystal Lake, Ill., in the early 1950's. In 1973, Cejka and several associates 
purchased the fo^rmulas to the ^^well-Wheeler Weather Energy Cycle and began 
to build an organization that would effectively disseminate the c.yclic knowledge 
whieh had previously been known only to a select clientele list. Professor Wheeler 
Who was head of the psychology department at the University of Kansas, invested 
over twenty year's time and the efforts of a staff of over two hundred to compile 
incredibly detailed records of 30QO years of weather and the cycles that run 
through them.

Wheeler says that this cyclic reversal, falling as it does during the present 
eold-dry period, will be "difficult to live through •” If the history of climate 
as outlined by Wheeler should repeat itself, he warns that the •transitions will 
be accompanied by an increase in the severity of the earthquakes and-the vulcanism 
that attended the lowering of the continental altitudes, with marine invasions on 
the upswings and mountain building on the downswings." In other words, Wheeler 
has given us a portrait of the last 25 years of our century Which is very much 
like that revealed in the "Earth Changes" material of the psychic Edgar Cayce,
