MIAMI PROFESSOR LINKS FLOOD TO NOAH, PLATO AND ATLANTIS - A University of Miami
geologist says a worldwide flood 10,500 years ago could be the same one experienced
by Noah in the Bible. Dr. Cesare Emilliani also says in the current issue of
Science magazine that the flood could be the same one that Plato said sank Atlantis.
Dr. Emilliani theorizes that the polar ice cap, which at that time reached below
what is now the U.S.-Canadian border, became two kilometers thich and was too heavy
to support itself. He said the ice collapsed, quickly melting in northern rivers
and surging south where it raided ovean levels by 15 to 30 feet. Dr. Emilliani and
Dr. Jerry J. Stipp based the flooding theory on core samples taken from the Gulf of
Mexdco in 1971. Fossil shells found in the cores indicated the effects of ice melt
water, which has a lower oxygen content than ocean or river water.

MOM BELTEVES UFO
GOT HER SON...,

HOLBROOK, ARIZONA - The mother of a man who reportedly vanished "in a ray of bluish
light" after chasing an unidentified flying object says her son was carried off in

a spacecraft. Mrs. Mary Kellet said Monday night that surther search for her son,

Travis Walton, 22, would be futile.

Her views were given to reporters by another son,Duane Walton, who lived in nearby
Snowflake, disappeared last Wednesday (November 5, 1975) after leaving work with
six other woodcutters in the Sitgreaves-Apache National Forest. His six eom-
panions said Walton jumped from their truck when he saw a light overhead and fol=-
lowed it down the forest road. Moments later, the men said, the light ray struck
him and he vanished. Navajo County Sheriff Marlin Gillespie said all six men told
the same story. All are undergoing voluntary lie detector tests given by the
State Department of Public Safety, and Gillespie said they should be completed
today. But Gillespie said he doubts the results will be made public "at least for
now."

One woodcutter who took the test Monday said he was told "unofficially" that he
passed it. Gillespie said a ground search aided by a helicopter combed the forest
but found no trace of the missing man. The sheriff said he is convinced that the
men had not used intoxicants that night. "It's an interesting case, but exasper=~
ating." One of the men, John Goulette, described the object as about 15 feet in
diameter and 8 to 10 feet thick. He said it was about 15 feet above the ground
and about 20 yards from their truck. It had no windows, but had what appeared to
be darker "dividers" outlined in a dim, yellowish glow, he said. The beam came out
of the bottom of the object "in a saucer shape just like you'd see in a movie,"

The missing man's mother and brother-in-law also told authorities they saw him
later for a brief time at the family's home in Snowflake before Duane Walton re~
portedly took him to the hospital.

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MAN TELLS OF ENCOUNTER WITH SPACE CREATURES - Phoenix, AZ. --A-atarx of being
examined by creatures with no hair, dressea in tight-fitting blue overalls was
told Wednesday by a man who vanished for five days after allegedly encountering
a flying saucer. Travis Walton, 22, told his story to Navajo County sheriff Mar-
lin Gillespie at a meeting arranged by Waltons's brother, Duane. Gillespie de-
clined to specify the location of the meeting, but said it was not in a hospital.
A spokesman from the sheriff's office revealed the story Walten told Gillespie.

Walton said he remembered getting out of a pickup, occupied by six other men, and
running toward an object hovering above the ground in the Apache-Sitgreaves Forest
south of Heber, AZ. Wednesday night. He said he did not remember being struck by
a ray of blue light, as described by persons who were with him, but that he was
hit on the head. He said when he awoke, he was on a table being examined by
creatures with no hair, dressed in the blue coveralls.

No historical tradition has contributed more to the pleasant splendor of archeo-
logical romance than the immortal legend of Lost Continents. 1It's origination in
the literary world began centuries ago with the writings of two Grecian dialogues,
Timaeus and Criuias, but it's real origin in folklore stretches into the very core
of Man's antiquity ... perhaps beyond the dawn of recorded history.

In the Carribean, for example, a prevalent myth claims - "people did not walk up
and down stairs in the very old days. They hit a plate and made a song and the
song said where they wanted to go -- and so they went." On the opposite side of
the Atlantic strangely similar legands are told: "In the old days," says the folk
of Galway, Ireland, "everybody danced in the air like leaves in the autumn wind...
people made a song to a plate." From St. Vincent Island in the West Indies comes
this legend: "The wise people of old could fly quite easily. They had no wings.
They slapped on a gold plate, made music on them and flew." Even the ancient
Sanskrit records of India recount stories of the application of sound and vibrat-
ions thousands of years ago by a science totally familiar with advanced acoustics.

"London ... Russian archaeologists are puzzling over a remarkable collection of
stone disks, thousands of years old, found in the mountains bordering China and
Tibet. So hard is it to explain in terms of earthly expetience that they do not
rule out the possibility that the discs may have come from outer space. A total
of 716 discs, like stone age !gramaphone records‘, have been picked up in recent
years by men exploring caves in the Bayan-KaraUla mountains, reports the Soviet
Union's new English magazine, SPUTNIK. "Each disc has a cnetral hole and irregular
grooves spiralling out to the edge, but the report says (quite seriously) that the
grooves are not sound tracks. Chinese archaeologists estimate how the discs are
about 12,000 years old, but made no headway at all in trying to explain their
purpose or how they came to be in the caves. The Russians, who have examined them,
some of the discs, in a Moscow laboratory, claim to have made two important dis-
coveries. One is that the discs contain traces of metal, particularly cobalt.

The second discovery, according to Vvachesiav Zaitsev, author of the SPUTNIK re-
port, is that when the discs are scraped free of rock particles they !'vibrate!'

as if they carried an electric charge. In some of the Bayan-KaralUla caves, he
writes, archaeologists and speleologists have found 12,000 year old skeletons.

The remains belong to human beings with huge craniums and underdeveloped skeletons."

It seems this story has an earlier counterpart. For amnng the gifts given to
Cortez by the last Aztec Emperor Montezuma, were two large, flat, gold discs
about the size of gramaphone records. They were intended as emblems of royalty
for King Charles V of Spain and his Queen. ©ddly enough, one of the discs was
much thinner than the other, and it seems Montezuma failed to inform them of
their proper use. But it was said how they were grooved and cut according to the
owners vibrations. Russians report metal fragments adhering to the discs, and as
one well knows, metal bits become attached to stone when a metallic object is
struck against the stone. Now, referring to folklore, you will remember that the
words "music" and "song!" were used, both terms indicating sound vibrations produced
by percussion of the "plates"... a word desctibing a circular, flat object ...
And what race would be more suited mentally to produce such things than 'human
beings with huge craniums?"

newspapers are filled with instructions on how to build bombs, cut telephone cables,
etc.

Step #7: Suppress or assassinate those leaders who show potential ability to
control this mess. If you can't buy them off, shoot them down.

Now add all the steps up. What do you get? You have a controlled press, dis-
rupted communications {vital in any "war"), economic chaos, strained and depleted
military forces on a distant battlefield, mobs of enraged anarchists at home will-
fully trying to assault and undermine the established system, and that system is
led by individuals who are not necessarily the men best equipped to handle the
situation. Result: a complete breakdown on every level.

BO AND PEEP: DEVOUT OR DEMEMTED?

They talk of death. Of caterpillars and kingdoms. Of butterflies and ressurrect-~
ion. Of Jesus Christ and UFOs. They are The Two, a couple of Texas metaphysical

teachers named Marshall Herff Applewhite and Bonnie Trusdale Nettles, better known
as Bo and Peep.

They travel swiftly, furtively, across the land, preaching something called Human
Individual Metamorphosis (HIM), soliciting a flock to follow them into another
realm. They say they have come from the '"next kingdon," the same one "Christ came
from." Bo and Peep also contend that Jesus left earth "in a cloud of light ( what
humans refer to as UFOs)" and that they and their followers will do the same thing
soon. The couple also insist they will be killed in the near future and rise again
from the dead in 33 days (borrowed from Revelation: Ch, 110) in "proof of overcom-
ing death."

Heady stuff for mere humans. You might think it a hoax until you learn that there
are about 50 people trekking somewhere across the country, mesmerized by the HIM
doctrine. That in itself is not easy. "If the human is a good !'prospect!,'" says
a HIM leaflet, '"he lets go of those fragments of his human foundation." What that
means is to follow Bo and Peep you must give up 2ll your worldly possessions, your
family and friends, eex, smoking, drugs and alcohol. You must take along some
money ( for the communal fund) and have means of transportation because you will be
moving around a lot. It should be pointed out here that when Bo and Peep started
on their appointed rounds, mostly they were seeking out people already into meta-
physical and spiritual studies -~ a sort of spiritual underground. In the past
two months, however, they have branched out and are contacting just plain folks,
like those at the widely reported Waldport, Ore. meeting on Sept. 14, or, on Sept.
28, off the campus of Colorado State University at Ft. Collins, where Bo and Peep
disciples were recruiting. Posters put up in the dorms there played up the UFO
angle. What are Bo and Peep really up to? Right now, it is anybody's guess. But
authorities in at least é&ight states - from California to Illincis =-- are "unoffic-
ially studying and looking into" the case.

So far, though, lawmen have been unable to find any kind of charge against the
couple that would hold up in court. The people who have left their homes are all
over 18 and left willingly, so they can't be classified as missing persons. And
what money they did give Bo and Peep, they gave by their own choice.

EDITORS NOTE:

The rest of this article is concerned with the stories of people who have gone
with the 'Two' -- and have returned... much wiser, completely breke, and mentally
confused. It is a shame that when this kind of a horrible mess erupts, the media
jumps on it within a matter of hours. But, let a legit event occur, a close en-
counter, etc. and all are forgotten or branded kooks.

DID A CREATURE FROM A UFOILAND HERE?

After sighting a UFO and being felled by a ray apparently from an occupant of
the craft, a strange "devils head" was found growing in his yard, a Jacksonville
man has reported to the UFO Research Institute. Norman R. Chaistain, 62, said he
delayed reporting the strange incident after it occurred for fear he would be ri-
diculed as "some kind of a nut."

Chaistain's photograph with the "devils head" appeared in the Journal nearly
two years ago after he brought the plant to the newspaper and reported finding it
in his yard. At that time, however, he did not mention the earlier incident. He
said he is telling the story now because of the investigation being made by the
research institute.

Chaistain is an electrician with the Seaboard Coast Line Railroad Co. He was
out in the St. John's River fishing late at night Jan. 26, 1972, near the eastern
tip of Blount Island. At 3 A.M. he was sitting at anchor in a slack tide about
50 feet from shore when he noticed "several orange and blue lights from over St.
Johns Bluff Monument," he said. At first thought it was a mosquito control or
police helicopter.

“After a few minutes, the lights came directly towards my boat and I could
make out the outline of something like a half of a ball with lights flashing and
changing colors about every minute," he said. Chaistain also said his boats light's
were on and a Coleman lantern was burning. He said the object made no noise. The
object was about 150 feet in the air directly over his boat. He snapped off the
lights on his boat and turned out the lantern and the object moved slowly back to
the bluff. His boat had wun aground by this time and he went ashore, he said.

Chaistain said he went looking for a lever to pry his boat free, found a
piece of 2 by 6 wood and was carrying it back when he stopped to rest, 75 feet
from his boat. "I raised my spotlight to see if my boat was still in the muck,
and in the edges of the bushes, I saw the darndest-looking human-like creature
one could ever imagine," he said.

He said he dropped the timber and immediately was hit by a "brilliant white
light," It made him dizzy and he lay down on the grass. His arms and legs became
numb and tingled, but he stayed on the ground, praying, until daybreak, he said.

He then crawled farther inland and stayed until about noon, when his strength re-
turned. He swam out to his boat, which had drifted about 50 feet from shore. He
noticed an "overpowering stench" in his clothes and hair that was not present until
he met the "devil-looking creature." He said he washed and threw away his old
clothes before going home. Still his wife commented that he didn't look right, and
asked if he were all right. Chastain said he told her he got seasick.

"FIRST RECORDED IN 1897 ~ CATTIE MUTILATIONS LINKED TO UFOS" - Portland, Ore.

A UFO lecturer who works through the speakers bureau at the University of Minnesota
says there have been links between reported UFO phenomena and cattle mutilations
since at least 1897, the Oregon Journal reported Thursday.

Terrence Mitchell, the UFO lecturer, said he has collected material on approx.
3,000 cattle mutilation cases in the United States since 1900. He disclosed the
odd links between some of those cases and alleged UFO reports while making in-
quiries at the Lincoln County sheriffts office about the current UFO story and
20 missing people from Oregon. The missing apparently believe they are haaded
for a higher plane of life beyond this planet, with the help of UFOS.

There have been a rash of cattle mutilations reports in the West, from Colorado
to Oregon in recent weeks, and the strange things about those mutilations were
no tell-tale footprints, or marks of any kind were left behind... "We took some
aerial pictures of some of the strangest things I've ever seen," Mitchell told
the Journal. "Within an eights of a mile of a mutilated cow you can see a per-
fect circle melted in the snow. No footprints, but every indication that humans
were involved in the deaths of these animals." He cited as "evidence" the paper
said, the apparent surgical removal of lips, tongues, udders and sex organs, the
anus, and in many cases, the right ear. In every known case, Mitchess said, the
animal had been almost completely drained of blood.

Lt. Everett Chapman of the Oregon State Police cnnfirmed Mitchell!s general des-
cription was very similar to about 12 cattle cases in Oregon recently, including
the detail that most or all the animals were discovered lying on their left sides
with their "hooves extended and their tails straight out." ...
