GREAT GALACTIC GHOUL STRIKES AGAIN! - Washington - The Great Galactic Ghoul has . 
struck again, this time destroying one of the instruments that was to be used thia 
summer by an unmanned Viking spacecraft to look for signs of life on Mars. Vi^^£ 
lost one of its three soil-sampling ovens late Friday as the spacecraft came close 
to the orbit of Mars, a spot in space about 35 million miles from Earth and 130 mil­
lion miles from the sun that space scientists have called the abode of the Great 
Galactic Ghoul. "It's uncanny," said John Casani of Pasadena's Jet Propulsion Lab 
where Viking is being controlled and where the Ghoul was born when Mariner 7 i a 
battery exploded in 1969. "The Ghoul always seems to know when we're coming it's
way." Of course, nobody knows that the Ghoul is a^nything but a ^myth but space 
scientists find it odd that almost all the accidents that have befallen Mars-bo^und 
spacecraft have occurred in the same place. There is no unusual amount of cosmic 
dust there and no increase in the solar wind, magnetic field or background radiation.

TAlES OF AUTO-SIZE BIRD SOAR OVER SOUTH - San Antonio - Rumors of Big Bird, ,
a creature the size of an automobile gli4ing silently around South Texas in the 
dark, terrifying citizens — began on a school playground in Robstown two months 
ago. Tongue-in-cheek spoofs about the bird by a Corpus Christie television station 
and newspaper were thought to have put the growing legend to rest. They didn't. 
Numerous sightings of Big Bird continue to come in from miles apart, especially 
in the Lower Rio Grande Valley along the Mexican border. Last week a Harligen TV 
station showed giant bird prints it photographed in a fresh^ plowed field in the 
area of Big Bird sightings. The prints showed a 3 toed impression nine inches 
wide and 12 inches long. The same day San Benito policemen Arturo Padilla and 
Homero Galvan, traveling in separate squad cars, reported seeing a huge bird with 
a 15 foot wing span gliding through the Valley city. "It more or less looked like 
a stork or pelican type of bird," Padilla said. "The wing span I 'guess was about 
like a pretty good sized car, about 15 feet or so. The color was white•••"

San Benito police chief Ted Cortez said Big Bird first was reported to his depart­
ment about six weeks ago by a man who rushed terrified into the police station. 
"He came down and told us, "I'm not drunk. I’m sober. But I saw it." Later two 
kids came over and said they saw it. They said it had kind of a bald.head, like a 
monkey. At Rio Grande City, 75 miles west of San Benito, Sheriff Ray Alverez did 
say that rumors circulated in Starr County for 45 days of people claiming to have 
seen a giant bird. "It's just rumors to me,” Alvarez said. "They said it resem­
bled a flying ostrich or a rhea. Late last Wednesday night, Alverico Guajardo, 
35, told police he heard something sounding like a sand bag hit the corner of his 
mobile home near Brownsville. Guajardo said he left his wife and child in the 
house, grabbed a knife and drove his automobile to the back of the trailer for a 
better look. There, Guajardo said, he spent three terrif.ying minutes eye to eye 
with what he described as " a strange animal" four feet tall, eyes Uke silver 
dollars, wings like a bird and a face like a bat. (Source: Dallas Times -1/12/76)

REW^ARD OFFERED! A $1.000 reward was offered Tuesday for the capture of the mys­
terious "Big Bird" a reputed stork-like creature with grusome features and massive 
wings, described by one observer as from another planet. Radio station KRID of 
McAllen offered the reward. To collect it, "Big Bird" must be delivered to the 
station alive. Dr. Don Farst of the Gladys Porter Zoo at Brownesville said the 
only birds that could come close to matching "Big Bird" would be either a Califor­
a or an Andean Condor. He said he could not explain what either of those birds 
would be doing in South Texas. A search for the creature has been under way sinee 
December in this Lower Rio Grande Valley area. Policemen and children have report— 
ed seeing the animal ••• (Source: St. Pete Times - l/14/76) Credit for the Texas 
clip, and our thanks, go to Tom Adams or Paris, TX.

APRO PROBES ABDUCTIONS - Travis Walton, that 22 year old Arizona woodcutter who 
contends he was kidnapped by hairless alien beings and transported for five daya 
aboard a UFO in the early part of November, has reportedly passed a series of psy­
chological tests that indicate he is telling the truth about his UFO encounter. The 
tests, conducted by members of APRO, in Tucson, indicate that "Travis Walton wae not 
deliberately hoaxing or lying." ••• A Hoax - Walton's story of being kidnapped was 
labeled a hoax Navajo County Sheriff Marlin Gillespie when Walton refused to show 
up for a scheduled polygraph test. The validity of Walton's story was also quest­
ioned by Ground Saucer Watch, a UFO group based in Phoenix, spokespersons for GSW 
told the Free Press that while they feel the UFO sighting itself was probably "quite 
valid", their investigation to date indicated that the abduction of Walton "smelled 
like a hoax." In sharp contrast to those opinions, APRO has issued a statement 
supporting Walton and his contentions••• In addition, APRO notes that its inves­
tigators have been looking into nine other separate UFO abductions that are strik­
ingly similar to Walton's account.

N^OTE: We thank Mrs. Betty Dickson, of St. Petersburg, for her thoughtfulness in 
sending us the following information which appeared in The Farm Journal, 
November, 1975, and December, 1975;

"Witches, wizards and magicians are joii^ng in the hunt for cattle mutilators and 
protesting that they are not responsible. Frustrated lawmen have been amable to
catch anyone in the act of mutilating livestock. Members of one group which has
been investigating UFO's are convinced that extra-terrestrial beings in UFO's are 
to blame. To many it seems unreal and unbelievable, but ranchers Who have lost
livestock are convinced it all can’t be the work for coyotes or other predators.''

"Rewards now total $23,000 for information leading to the arrest and conviction оГ 
livestock mutilators in Colorado. The last $10,000 was posted by the Elbert &
El Paso County Ranchers and Farmers Association for incidents in those two counties. 
More mutilations have been reported in New Mexico, Nevada, Utah, Oregon, Wisconsin 
and Iowa. Shots have been fired at Army Helicopters. Accusations have been hur­
led at evenyone from Patty Hearst to the Government. There also have been reported 
mutilations of dogs, hogs, donkeys, goats, sheep, horses, — and a buffalo at the 
Cheyenne Mountain Zoo in Colorado Springs. But lawmen are still looking for their 
first solid clue."

Killer Stalking Animals in Grand, Prärie - (Source: Dallas Times Herald - 1/12/76)

Itrs a large animal. It has four legs. And it's vicious. It's not Bigfoot, but
whatever it is, chickens, ducks and rabbits living in the southeast portion of 
Grand Prärie aren't safe at night. Three weeks ago, otis Mulkey awoke and looked
in his backyard. He couldn't believe his eyes. Twenty large rabbits, averaging
seven pounds each, lay dead in their pen — their necks crushed. Sunday morning, 
Mrs. lima Schmidt was awakened in her home before dawn. About 6 am she heard "an
awful racket." She waited until the sun came up and looked into her backyard to see 
14 rabbits, 15 ducks, and six chickens —.all lifeless. Fifteen more animals were 
missing. Less than a block away, Robert Rouke, found his 16 chickens dead^^ 
Whatever it is, it only kills. It doesn't eat the animals^. In all the incidents,
the predator made its way into pens by tearing a hole in chicken wire 12 inches in 
dismeter. "Whatever it was chewed through the wire," said patrolwoman Deborah Mc­
Rae who added that some heavy dark fur was found around the openings of the pens."

ADELAIDE - Believers fled to the hills, skeptics drank champagne on the beach and 
Adelaide's predicted "doomsday" tidal wave passed with a six-inch ripple.

DOES A 'LOST CITY' OF LIGHT UE PE^TH- PERTH?

NOTE: The following article was sent to us by a correspondent in Australia, ^aDd 
ever since we have been attempting to contact the group mentioned in the story, 
with no luck. However, we present it here for your information, and hope that w 
will be able to come up with more details on the fascinating 'lost city'. The 
date on the article is May 28, 1973, and is from an overseas publication for 
we have no address. JOC

... Once through the fence, it was a pleasant stroll through a neglected orchard 
with Nick and Jacqui Parkhurst as our guides. The Parkhursts and some of their 
fellow members of their Omega Research Group had rediscovered the lost city which, 
their research and "vibrations" have told them, is buried beneath 300 feet of rock 
between Darlington and Glen Forrest, about 17 miles from Perth. The original 
covary was made by a Perth doctor in the 1930's. The doctor, now dead, owned the 
hilly land on which he made the discovery. He claimed that he had clairvoyant con­
tact with a spiritual guardian of the ancient site. Before he died the doctor 
erected a granite shrine over the spot where he claimed a healing temple stood cons 
ago.

The Parkhursts, who are in their early thirties, led me to that temple, set 
among huge granite rock outcrops — the site of the lost city of Astroeth • ••• 

Several of their fellow researchers and a number of clairvoyants have visited the 
site and all experienced similar "vibrations". Some heard mysterious voices. "I 
have heard voices up here myself," said Jacqui; "and I have been totally alone." 
The Parkhurtts ehowed us the interior of the doctor's shrine, on the floor of which 
in engraved a six-pointed star.

... Sussex-born Nick and a local gover^nment officer, Stanley Spencer, a member of 
the research group, have produced a map of the area showing the location of the 
main city (which they reckon to be about one mile square ), nearby towns and ancient 
temple sites. They claim the city existed about lO,OOO bC — about the time the 
Swan River began to form. "The sea came right up to the hills and Astroeth was 
built on the mountainside overlooking Atlanta Bay." "We believe it was built by 
Atlanteans, former residents of the lost continent of Atlantis whis is supposed to 
have subsided into the ocean off the coast of Africa near the Canary Islands." 
• •• Excerpts from the doctor's description of Astroeth: "The city was one of 
beauty••• she arose amidst great splendour of shining domes and towering 
structures, picturesque gardens, statuary and sparkling fountains••• The most im­
posing structure towering heavenward was the Great Temple, built by Astara 11.". 
From the doctor's research, the group_has made sketches of their impressions of 
Astroeth. And a few days after her first visit to the site of the lost city, 
Jacqui Parkhurst began using a strange language which "just came to me." Tapes of 
the language were made and were identified by a Perth language export as being 
similar to that of the early Egyptians... Other than digging down three hundred 
feet beneath the Darlington-Glen Forrest site - an expensive proposition -- there 
is little change of proving whether Astroeth really does lie below ...

EARTHQUAKES AND UFOs by HenkHinfelaar
(Reprinted from'his ' now out of print bulletin from New Zealand)

•••In the Journal "Interplanetary" (now defunct) of Jan., 1961, the Editor Bob 
Gribble shows a clear picture of the correlation between earthquakes and UFOs in 
cases selected from his files for the yearM1960.' The list covers the months Feb. 
to Dee. All cases involved strong earthquake activity along the American Pacific 
coast -Japan-Indian Ocean-New Zealand-Algiers-Alaska-Fiji etc.,with spacecraft 
activity either occurring just BEFORE or ^^ER the mentioned earthquakes.

Gribble rightly observes that the majority of severe earthquakes takes place 
under the oceans, and that it therefore would be impossible to correctly assess the 
amount of spacecraft activity that is bound to occur over this vast area. On the 
basis of this, he logically assumes that the number of cases that oannot be cor­
related must run to several hundreds per year.

Stan Seer, who works as a lab assistant in the Physics Dept. o£ the University 
of Queensland has done considerable research into earthquakes and its possible 
relationship to effects in the geo-magnetic field. He notes that activity in the 
Earth's magnetic field is usually associated with solar activitt and as the Pres­
ident of the Queensland Flying Saucer Research Bureau he quite logically has pon­
dered about the close interest of spacecraft in regard to earth. It did not take 
him long to consider the possibility that UFO activity might have a bearing upon 
c^rnges in the Earth's field.

He has been working along these lines and feels, on the basis of his reSearch, 
that only a cosmic event that involves our Solar System would make alien spacecraft 
come from such great distances to observe any anomalies that are taking plaee in our 
Earth's field. These anomalies are bound to affect our geophysical structure - 
hence the alien's concentration over earthquake zones. Stan suggests that their 
prior knowledge of seismic events is their ability to accurately measure the changes. 
Ir a way he feels that their technical knowledge is comparable to the sensitivity 
of animals which appear to have foreknowledge of coming seismic activity.

The research of Frenchman, F. Lagarde in the fields of earthquakes and UFOs 
has only recently come to my knowledge ••• Writing in "LLumieres dans la nuit", a 
bi-monthly on UFOs and related subjects, he presents a list of sightings reported 
by Aime Michel, where UFOs have been observed either on the ground or immediately 
above it. He shows clearly that of the 86 observations, 32 were situated over known 
faultlines. This figure represents 37 % of the total of the cases studied and he 
points out that this can hardly be ascribed to coincidence.••

A rash of UFO sightings in the vicinity or Prescott, Ariz. and the Hopi village 
of •Hotevilla has been interpreted by traditionalist leaders of Hotevilla as signs 
that the ancient Hopi prophecy of "Purification Day" is near at hand.

And non-Indian Paul Solem, of Powell, Idaho, claims he called the saucers 
down -- a skill he says he has had since 1948. Solem said he came to Hopi land in 
1969 on instructions from the inhabitants of the saucers. "They say the great work 
would commence with the Indians," Solem said.

"We have seen the flying saucers -and have heard their message to us," said 
Chief Dan Katchongva of Hotevilla, who claims to be 109 years of age. "We know 
they are real, as their pictures were drawn upon stone for all to see near Old 
Oraibi, Arizona, in the very beginning. "Also Hopi Indiana know that other planets 
and worlds have people, and they are watching us."

Chief Katchongva was interpreting a petroglyph showing a horizontal line, top­
ped with a half-circle at its center, with the head and arm of a huuman protruding -­

apparently an ^^rried Hopi maid with the traditional butterfly hairdo. A dele­
gation of Hopis went to the United Nations in 1959 to warn the asaembled world 
leaders of the impending Day of Purification. They have also mailed copies of the 
prophecy over the world. Today, they said they are still spreading the message, 
especially among the pueblos of New Mexico•••

According to Hopi legends, the first Hopia at Oraibi were guided to the site 
by a bright star •- a star Chief Katchongva and his followers now say. was a f^^^ 
se.ucer. They were guided by the great spirit Maasau. Maasau placed in the hands 
of the Hopi a set of stone tablets, "Tiponi, symbol of power and authority•••" A second set will be brought at the Day of Purification.

Another indication of the approach of the time of the coming of "True White 
Brother" was that "your land will be forced to be divided and shall be cut four 
times, each cut smaller than the other," a prophecy the Hotevilla Hopi say was 
accomplished by highway construction to Oraibi ••• "These are the last warnings, 
these fllying saucers coming over," Mrs. Tawangya^wma said. She estimated that the 
Purification Day would come within the present generation.

The way to escape destruction. on Purification Day is for the Hopi to "go back 
to their teachings,".•• Non indians face the same admonition. "Only through their 
original teachings will they receive their salvation," she said.,. The Arizona 
saucer eightings occurred primarily in August and September.•• The final indicat­
ion of the approach of the Day of Purification will be a massive explosion of na^ 
ural causes, perhaps a volcanic eruption, the Hopis said. This will be followed 
by a massive migration of all Indians to Oraibi••• The Hopi say the saucers are 
piloted by Kachinas, the demigods^ of th'a Hopi religion. "We know the faithful are 
to be gathered to escape Purification Day". Therefore when the great fire and ex­
plosion takes place it will be sean all over NortH and South America andd the earth 
will shake•••
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VIBRATIONS, PROWER .SITES 
AND QUARTZ CRYSTALS

First conceived in the human mind,. the channel through which flows a minute 
proportion of the original vibrational WORD marking the good beginning of the 
Universe and all•material. things, from bricks to buildings, from highways to 
transport, from carpets to clothing, from runway to aircraft, from lauching pads 
to satellites -- all have specific forms, lives and purposes. However, these can 
be transmuted by application of certain exter!or forces of intensified sound, light 
and heat, or by alien stimulation. Color can also be an external agent to produce 
subtle reaction arid change in the physical or chemical content of manufactured 
articles. Yet nothing which is created is ever lost, as Nature emply demonstrates 
in simple illustrations of reproduction and rebirth, decayed leaves and scattered 
seedlings settling down eventually to the rythm of fresh life.

-

Fo^rmation bf new patterns that emerge under the impact of outside influences 
equips a re-developed form for renewed life and purpose. This same applies to 
natural things on a wider scale. For example, once energy is initially set in 
motion it cannot be destroyed. It simply alters from one form to another when 
^rternal forces are introduced in ciose proximity or when it is delibertly diverted 
from original objective. It applies, too, to a radioactive mineral that slowly 
breaks down and gives off harmful radiations in the process, although this coes 
into a different catagory. Which brings us a step nearer the puzzling heart of the 
UFO mystery. . •

For there is a theory relating to Stone Age monuments which could quite feasi­
bly fit in with important aspects of spacecraft propulsion, especially in connect­
ion with boosting drives obviously needed by celestial craft, after an actual 
landing on terra firma. Solar ray storage or electromagnetic energy harnessing 
may be dissipated by earthing principles when landings are affected. From our ex­
periences of airships at Cradle Hill, Warminster, we have noticed that hovering 
spacecraft rarety touch the ground, instead tilting oddly from side to side several 
feet above soil or treetop level. This indicates the desire of the occupants to 
avoid disconnection from power supplies once touchdown is achieved. Yet a craft 
landing near Stonhenge blacked-out entirely on an Aut^umn night in 1968, before be­
coming a ring of fire that evidently shot out from the STONES themselves, where­
upon the UFO sped upward.

It is more than ever probable that these craft operate on a minor system com­
parable to that of a planet, generating their own electro-magnetic-gravitational 
fields and working on an IMB^ALANCE basis. • At rest they do not rotate, but they 
rotate or spin under a controlled .fashion with a central liquid core, so to gen­
erate their fields and thus move naturally within the magnetic fields of Earth and 
space generally. It appears that evidence collected over 18 years might alter pre­
sent thinging on these mute and mysterious mounds and circles of stone; for it is 
now strongly suspected that they comprise a gigantic netword of power potential 
when tapped at the right vibratory rate or pitch.

Aretalogy • The study of ancient writings, especially biographical literature 
describing encounters with non-terrestrial beings and their influence.

demonopathy - Same as demonomania.

demonomania - Possession, or belief that the body has been possessed by a super­
natural entity. The contactee syndrome is a variation of this.

ephidrosis - Excessive perspiration. Frequently experienced by UFO percipients 
and low-level witnesses.

inductopyrexia - Fever or sensati6n of heat produced by exposure to electromag­
netic induction.

klieR con.j unet i vitus - "Eyeburn". UFO symptoms are identical to those of actors 
exposed to lklieg ligO.ts. Produces infla^ation, itching 
and soreness of the eyes.

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All such monuments in Britain may be alligned in a single Geometrical pattern. 

This is the belief of John Williams, a solicitor living at Abergavenny, in Mon­
mouthshire, Wales, who has carefully compared the positions of more than 3,000 pre­
historic stone circles and single standing stones on ordinance survey maps. He 
submits that every one is alligned to its neighbor's up to twenty miles away at an 
angle of twenty-three and a half degrees. Over the years since 1951, he has taken 
thousands of photographs of standing stones and thinks he has discovered a signify 
icant clue to their use at various stages in the history of Man.

A surprising number of photographs he took suffered from what seemed to be 
unfortunate fogging, and marring of negatives and prints. He thought riothing 
more of this filming set-back for years, putting it down to bad camera work. But 
in 1959 he and a friend photographed the same timeworn batch of ancient stones• near 
Brecon. Both operated similar types of careras and film, and the dismissed set-back 
of 1951 was recalled.

The developments were rather startling in effect. Both pictures came out with 
a fogged band across them/in downright identical sections of stone. The pictures 
were taken in color and the fog-band was a distinctive dark blue.

Something in the composition or nature of the stone, some hidden quality, was 
spoinling the film. If was a kind of ultra-violet light. Since then, a friend 
told me, John has experienced more examples of the same peculiar phenomenon when 
employing color film, although cameras are free of fault. Patiently he sought to 
establish the cause -- and ascertained after exhausting investigation that all these 
prehistoric standing stones contain DARK QUARTZ, some being heavily impregnated.

EARTHQUAKES GIVE WARNING! San Francisco — That "low rumbling sound" many people 
say they hear just before an earthquake strikes is no fluke, says a team of scien­
tists — it's a real warning. A team from the U.S. Geological Survey reported they 
placed a portable tape recorder in the ground at earthquake-prone Imperial Valley 
in California. Dr. David P. Hill, a member of the team, said •Monday that moments 
before a tremor struck, the machine recorded vibrating sounds end was acting like 
"an enormous loudspeaker." He said the sound like thunder" and was re­
corded by the tape machine before scientists felt it. "As f?r as we know/1 he said, 
"this is the first time that an audible noise has been recorded in a magnetic tape 
together with signals from seismic waves generated by a local earthquake.
