The Chinese immediate­
lY began an intensive study of the upligt, which centered near the major city of 
Haicheng. Sensitive, early-warning equipment was stationed in the area to notify 
officials of the first clue of a quake. Press said the scientific assault was 
coupled with extensive public education campaigns on how to respoqd in case of a 
quake -— where to go, what to do and how to minimize danger and damage. When 
news of the earthquake finally came, the population was ready to receive it and 
act accordingly.

• •• IBrian Scott, a )2 year-old draftsman for a Mission Vejo firm and father of tWi 
believes he has been repeatedly taken aboard a strange craft piloted by beings fro. 
an alien planet. Scott is the same individual who paramedics reported bang called 
by Monday to treat a 17 year old girl suffering from apparent hyperventiliation, 
possibky from fear. The girl is Scott's sister-in-law. Scott said other familY 
members and friends have seen the balls of light and some are now afraid to come 
near the famiky. The first abduction reportedly occurred in the Arizona desert 
near Phoenix in 1971 and the most recent just last Dec. 22, in Garden Grove. In 
between were three other "terri^^ng" sessions With the "things" and visits to his 
home by the "balls or light" and a transparent being called the ‘’host11,. $cott 
believes his involvement with the aliens began on Oet. 12, 1959 — his 16th birth­
day. Coming home late from celebrating, he observed a ball of light hovaing over 
his dog, which was running in circles and jumping at it. "The ball was oval shape, 
semi-solid ••• it was 6 to 8 inches in diameter and reddish-orange." •••He said 
that he received some sort of co^^hication from the ball through thoughts and 
pictures apparently transmitted into his mind.

Taken into a room with light the force of "50 floodlights", he was placed up 
against a wall and found himself unable to pull away from it although no visible 
bindings held him to it. Two of the "people" were behind a machine that seemed to 
revolve in some sort of medical examination of him.

When it happens, 
at least 20 million magnetic particles a second will bombard Earth from the saun, 
causing a magnetic commotion which, sat medical scientists, could make 1976 the 
most emotionally charged year for decades, triggering orr new outbreaks of vio­
lence, terrorism and even war.

These enornpus magnetic emis$ions ^rom the sun are due to start around June, 
1976, testing qyr tempers to the full, according to a French scientist, Michael 
Gaugelin, director of the study of relationships between cosmic ^and physio-psychol­
ogical rrhyth at Strasburg University. He says: "This impending sun-spot activity 
will cause massive ionisation which can have a profound effect on the way humans 
react. After all, we are electrically-driven beings. Every body movement produQes 
electricity, and our daily temperature curves remarkably resemble the curve of the 
electricity potential of the atmosphere. The electrical system of each or^nism 
from microbe to man governs growth and every living process." In the coming months, 
scientists expect the sun to hurl out trillions of particles which will create in­
tent ionisation, particularly among air molecules.

EFFECT

And when this effect was recently produced artificially, it had a dr^amatic 
effect on the men involved in the experiments. Their behaviour became iDrational. 
Indeed, it was found that they could be made ebullient dr bad-tempered simply by 
producing excesses of either negative or positive ions.

The coming upheaval on the sun will be watched and monitored by a new giant 
solar telescope on top of Kitt Peak, a mountain in Arizona, in order to learn as 
much as possible about the turbulent events taking place on the star nearest Earth. 
Other scientists, based at Washington National Institute of Health, will monitor 
the behaviour of volunteers using "accelerometers/ielectrical gadgets which chart 
body impulses in relation to certain st^imuli. Other research, particularly by 
scientists at Michigan University, has produced convincing proof that cosmic forces, 
and particularly those from the sun, can have a profound effect on h^^uman with 
weak physical resistance. Explains a Michigan scientist: "Some areas of the huuman 
body contain a positive charge of electricity and others a negative one. So - 
arrival of electromagnetic waves from the sun can seriously upset the delicate 
balance between the two. Sometimes the affected person can even lose consciousness.”

trigger off a variety of diseases from heart attacks to arthritis. And, working 
on statistics compiled in the industrial ^Лг area of G^^ny, a doctor -has aleo 
shown that sunspots may even be a contributing factor in aceidents. He studied 
nearly 6, ^00 accident case-histories and diaeovered tha the number of mishaps 
increased by 10% on days folloWing major solar eruptions. And in the laboratory, 
researehers found volunteers reacted sluggishly when the Earth's magnetism was 
changed by sun-spots. Another Ge^rman expert has even claimed to have found a 
l^in1< between suicide rate and sun activity. Indeed there seems little doubt that 
the sun, particularly when erupting, has a profound effect on everything on Eartb. 
Including the blood in our veins. Recently, Japanese specialists carried out 
tests during a solar eclipse and discovered that the sun had a massive effect on 
the blood index of volunteers.

Some scientists are worried about the effect the co^kig sun-spot activiby 
will have on world disease. It has been proved that the invasion of a human cell 
by a virus is virtually an electrinal reaction. No^rmally the virus and the ll^ving 
cell ca^y a charge of negative ions, thus the virus is repelled and cannot enter 
the cell. When something happens to the body and the cellis charge becomes pos­
itive, then the virus is free to enter. This "something”, it is.bhought, could 
be the disturbance caused by solar activity. So wh$t can we expect when tle sun 
goes md this year? According to Dr. Gauguelin there could be:

* New violence in the current trouble-spots of the Middle East and Ireland.
* ^^ther major outbreaks of crime particularly in major cities.
* Increases in marital strife and divorce. In fact many countries could have 

the worst divorce rate since the war.
* The weather could be turbulent with an above-average quota of floods and sto^rms. 
Indeed, Dr. Gaugelin sums up saving: "It could, all in all, be a hell of a yeary 11 
^^t could well be the understatement of the centaury.

( We had heard, that as far back as July last lyear, scientists were very concerned 
by disturbed magnetic fields on Earth. At the time we were l'lOt able to confirm 
the source from whence this info^rmation originated but taking into account the 
peculiar weather we have been experiencing in New Zealand since that time, we are 
inclined to think, our troubles could have started in 1975. One wonders what the 
conditions will be like at the.height of magnetic disturbances in June of this 
year? Eds.)
