RUSSIAN SAYS - Moscow - In February 1948, the cargo 
ship Urang Medan was found adrift in the Malacca ^ Strait, its entire crew dead - the 
captain on the bridge, officers in the chartroom and wheelhouse.

The Gavea Stone has a long history of eni^^ and intrigue. Visitors to the 
crown of this mountain above Rio have from time to time, seen and heard strange 
sights and sounds. A few have claimed physical entry through one of the three 
known portals. Others who say they have astral travelled into the GaveaS inner 
sanctum find their experiences parallel • ' They generally agree, a large main cham­
ber exists in the center of the great stone. From their point of view, two solid 
gold coffins contain dazzling, white wrapped m^umes. They refer to them as the 
two brothers: the sacred twins, there resting-in a deep sleep perhaps awaiting 
some significant event. Phoenician inscriptions adorn the main chamber. In the 
smaller, and adjoining room a very large goblet can be seen: It is believed to be 
the origin of the booming sounds emitting from the interior.

Occasionally, when least expected, one of the three portals mysteriously 
opens, an aperture only triggered by some astrological or cosmological moment 
upon signal from some intelligence controlling the Gavea Stone. All efforts to 
enter one of the three rock sealed doorways have inevitably ended in failure. All 
manner of techniques have been employed to pry or blast the Papa Portal at the 
rear end of the sph^^-to^b: Stone wedged barriers mill not budge one fraction.

UFOs.

• • • I will try to describe the "Beings" I have seen in many areas of the world 
who certainly have a hi^uman form, act and dress like humans, but who do not have the 
auric ei^manations of hi^umans. The emanations from and around humans are of i^many, con­
stantly-moving color vibrations which appear to enter the body through the glandular 
areas in swirling, tornado-like funnels with a concentrated swirling mass of energy 
in the area of the solar plexus. This energy, I believe, is absorbed into the body 
or attracted to the hi^uman being from colored •strand energy, visible to me, ever.y- 
where in space. Unlike the usual huiman these "beings" show only a murky-red color 
vibration which einmates only in the head and neck area. They do not appear to 
use strand energy and the red vibration does not move in a swirling, tornado-like 
action, but is rather solid looking and fades away into a nothingness a short dis­
tance from the body. ••• To add to the puzzle I would like to relate a personal
experience I had some seven years ago:

I was visiting for the first time a young couple in Indiana, with whom I had 
corresponded for about a year. Neither knew anything about ESP, psychic phenomena 
or related subjects. During the evening the wife asked if I had ever seen a UFO^ • •
I noticed the husband becoming very upset and fidgety and was surprised to see his 
auric patterns change into a confused mass of color, swirling only around his head 
and neck area.

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As a young college freshman, about 5 y^^^ previous, he had been driving his 
car along a high^gy in Michigan, feeling quite^content and happy. Some hours later .

as if he had been engaged in manual labour and_with his hands looking as if he had 
been doing some heavy” digging. He had no idea what he had been doing during that 
lapse of time (several hours) but since-that time, if he reads an article or is 
around people who bring up the matter of UFOs or space beings, he becomos dis­
oriented and terribly afraid. He told me he is positive he had been used by space 
people and that they still influence his mind so that he becomes too terrified to 
engage in discussion on the UFO or space being stories. .Of course, I questioned 
why he was not afraid to be telling the story of his strange experience. His reply 
was that he never had related it before,_ not even to his wi!e, but he sensed that 
as long as he did not get into further discussions he would be safe.

Apropos of the above, ! tend to the theory that the "beings" I see with -the 
unusual emanations were once complete h^umans_, making use of all their faculties 
to attract and use strand energy, but they^ have ’been takeri over, as it were, and 
are now in the control of, or the puppets of a rorce for some purpose or work which 
they will be influenced to undertake at some. •time in the future.

It was reported that M. J. Miroin, chai^^^ of MJM rydro- 
tech Co., claims that the test& "••• showed the hydrogen generator can extract 
hydrogen from water, proving that water can substitute for gasoline, natural gas 
and nuclear power as an economical source for fuel .
