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”To date, no unidentified aerial phenomena has given any Indication of 
threat to national security." U.S. Air Force, Office of Aerial Phenomena.

UFO’S POSE NO THREAT--The Air Force has investigated more than 8,000 re­
ported unidentified flying objects in 16 years "and has yet to discover 
any evidence that UFO’s represent a threat" to U.S. security. It also 
said today that probes of such sightings back to 19^7 have failed to turn 
up any evidence that UFO’s are "alien interplanetary space vehicles under 
some form of intelligent control." This report was furnished to the Assoc­
iated Press as the Air Force looked into a new epidemic of strange sight­
ings in the skies over New Mexico. One of the Air Force’s leading civil­
ian consultants on UFOrs has gone to Socorro, N.M., to investigate the 
latest reports. He is Dr. J. Allen Hynek, director of the Dearborn Observ­
atory at Northwestern University. The latest report on "Project Blue 
Book," the congressionally ordered Air Force study of unidentified flying 
objects, extends through 19^3 • It shows that over that 16-year span, 7.7 
percent of the 8,128 reported cases remain unidentified. Source: The News-

LIFE ON OTHER PLANET, RESEARCHER CLAIMS--"Man is not alone in the universe. 
If we make an effort, we can contact other life," Dr. Bernard M. Oliver, 
vice president in charge of research and development at the Hewlett-Packard 
Co., said Thursday night. Man now has the capability to contact life on 
other planets, he said. Addressing members of the Institute of Electrical- 
Engineers (IEEE) attending the annual regional conference in Hotel Utah, 
Dr. Oliver advanced the theory that life abounds in the universe. He 
offered the belief that life is comçion in the universe and the density of 
life is such that there are no doubt several populations within the present 
radio range. He said there have been no contacts with life on other worlds 
"of any significance, because no real concerted effort has been made to do 
so. Such a contact would have as profound an impact on our world culture 
as did the voyage of Columbus on the culture of the "Old World," Dr. Oliver 
said. "With our present sending and receiving equipment, our chances of 
contacting other intelligent civilizations are really quite high," Dr. 
Oliver said. The cost of such a program would be negligible compared with 
the impact It would have, he said. Dr. Oliver was the featured speaker at 
the banquet session of the three day conference of the IEEE. He is a for­
mer vice president of the institute. Recognized at the banquet session 
with a fellow award was Prof. Obed Haycock, director of the University 
of Utah Upper Air Research Laboratory.

MAN CLAIMS HE SAW UFO’s FIVE TIMES, TALKED WITH OCCUPANTS—"I don’t know 
zhy they picked me," said Apolinar A. Villa, JrZ nI’m just an ordinary 
working man--just a mechanic. They said there was a purpose. What it is I 
don’t know." Five times in about five years, says "Paul" Villa, he has 
seen flying objects. Twice, he has talked to their occupants. And once, 
be says, he returned from his encounter with a roll of film. If Villa is 
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the victim of fantasy, It’s fantasy in Kodacolor. Villa, lp7> lives with 
his son and daughter-in-law in a trailer behind 601 Niagara NE. Bora in 
Tijeras, he attended Longfellow Elementary School and Lincoln Junior High 
School, He quit during his first year at Albuquerque High School. Since 
then, he served in the Army Air Force. A mechanic. Villa works for N.C. 
Ribble and Co. here. "The pictures are authentic. They’re the real thing/ 
he says. "There are a lot of things I can’t say—because so help me Cod, 
I don’t think anybody would believe it. But the pictures are the real 
thing." Villa, who is not suprised at recent UFO sightings, took his pict­
ures with a Japanese camera the last time he saw the UFO’s, he said. Last 
June 16, he said, he spent from 2:30 to 4 in the afternoon with the people 
—men and women—borne by the space machine.

The UFO’s occupants, said Villa, were not superhuman. But they were 
superiorato our species in physical qualities, and in quality of knowledge. 
UFO crewmembers, he said, expect a large-scale renewal of volcanic act- 
tivity along the volcano rim just west of here. And they expect it soon. 
This year they expect catastrophic war between Russia and China—a war 
that will involve many Asian nations. Why hasn’t Villa sought a place of 
safety? "We can’t get away from what God has decreed for us,” he said. 
Villa said his first. FIFO sighting came on the west coast, when he conversed 
with the occupant of a small UFO. Twice, the devices hovered over his home 
then at lpl87 Edith NE. The second time, the home was burned. Villa' said. 
The burning was for disciplinary reasons. " Once Villa sighted a UFO near 
Lindrlth. This was the largest—about 900 deet in diameter. The object 
he viewed near Peralta was about I60 feet across, Villa said. From it 
stepped a number of people from the far distant galaxy of Coma Berenices, 
imaginably far distant from here. In the meeting, and in telepathic con­
tacts before and since, Villa said he acquired fragments of the starmen’s 
knowledge.

It was his effort to convert parts of his knowledge to his own profit, 
says Villa, that resulted in a stream of ill fortune. His home burned— 
totally and without insurance. He shot himself ‘in the arm. He went 
through bankruptcy. "They seemed to have known me for a long time,"- said 
Villa. "There were lots of things they had answers for. They were a very 
friendly sort of people. Friendliness not withstanding, they left Villa 
in no doubt about what would happen should he persist in efforts to dup­
licate their devices. Villa said the starmen' are interested in New Mexico 
because of a magnetic fault in Farmington—their ships travel "magnetic 
lines." "They put a lot of stress on New Mexico and parts of Arizona and 
Utah," he said. "They mentioned something about volcanoes." Clothed in 
tight-fitting one-piece uniform, the starmen made an attractive crew. And 
what did they think of us? "Their opinion is not that we’re bad or good," 
Villa said. Nor will they attempt to save the human race from itself. 
"They know that there is a super intelligence that governs the universe 
and everything in it," he said.

DEFINITE PATTERN IN UFO SIGHTINGS SEEN BY TUCSONIAN—The unidentified fly­
ing objects (UFO) reported In the last few days are making the same pattern 
as those in France in 195U and in Brazil In i960, a Tucson couple found. 
The places where people are seeing strange things land or fly low in the 
sky form a straight line across the earth, said Mrs. Coral Lorenzen. She 
is director of the Aerial Phenomena Research Organization, headquarters 
here. The organization has 8OO members around the world interested in 
UFO’s. ’’This is not the sort of dispersement which normally results from 
random activity,” said Mrs. Lorenzen. "It suggests purposful activity.” 
She said her husband, L.J. Lorenzen, a Tucson engineer, yesterday found 
one straight line of sightings in New Mexico through Socorro, Caballo 
Reservoir, La Madera, Albuquerque and Espanola. Another straight line 
through Tularosa, N.M. and Helena, Montana intersects with this one at 
Albuquerque. Last night a California couple reported what they described 
as a flying object near Baker, California. And an object hovering in the 
sky was seen from a school house in El Paso, Texas. This forms a straight 
line with an earlier sighting at Deming, N.M., said Mrs. Lorenzen.

The straight line pattern was first pointed out by a French mathematician, 
Alme Michel, from a large number of UFO sightings in France in 195U» Olavo 
T. Fontes, a professor at the National School of Medicine in Rio de 
Janeiro, discovered the same sort of alignment in sightings on May I3, 
i960, in Brazil, said Mrs. Lorenøen. ’’The only explanation I can think of 
is that the straight lines might be for navigational convenience,” said 
her husband. ’’They do represent the shortest airline distance between two 
points. A consultant astronomer to the Air Force investigating the Socorro 
incident said not as much vegetation was burned as should be expected with 
the rocket propulsion needed to lift off the egg-shaped flying object re­
ported by a police officer. It also has been remarked that none of the 
sightings have shown up on radar screens. Lorenzen agreed that the burning 
would be much greater with rocket engines such as are conventionally used 
today. ’’However, if the gas were shot out at very high velocity, the 
necessary lift could be acquired with a small volume of gas,” said Loren­
zen. ’’Then, any burning would be from radiant heating and the ground would 
not be disturbed much.” As for the radar screens, Lorenzen said that the 
UFO’s often are reported close to the earth v/here they would not be seen 
or rising very fast straight up where the sweep of a r,adar would not be 
Likely to detect them.

April 29, 1964--0anyon Ferry, Montana, U.S.A.— (UPI)—A thorough invest- 
igation was being made Thursday into several reports of the landing and 
disappearance of an unidentified flying object (UFO) on the shore of Canyon 
Ferry Lake. Residents of this resort area just east of Helena said they 
saw a strange bright object hover just above the west shore of the lake, 
touch the ground, lift again, then disappear. Newsmen who went to the 
scene from Helena said they found four impressions in the ground which 
looked as though a huge chair had been placed on the beach. The impress­
ions were arranged in a square and were about 16 feet across. The newsmen 
said there was a burned area in the center of the perimeter formed by the 
holes. Adults said children ran to them apparently very disturbed by what 
they had seen. Residents said the object appeared to be round and had an 
almost phosphorescent glow...The Canyon Ferry object apparently was first 
sighted by Linda Davis, 11, a daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Bert Davis, who 
live about 100 yards from the scene. The Davis girl rounded up three 
neighborhood friends and attempted to approach the object. It took off 
into the sky and disappeared, they said. Bill Beheney called this infor­
mation into the county sheriff’s office and was told to have an adult 
investigate and return the call. The reason for this, according to Sheriff 
Dave Middlemas is that they ’’frequently get calls from teenagers who are 
playing pranks.” However, he did not call this particular incident a 
prank. "Since it is so close to Vigilante Day, the deputy advised the 17- 
year-old boy (Beheney) to have an adult examine the area after which an 
investigation would be made. About an hour later, an adult did call and 
two deputies were sent to the area. They reported that there were four 
indentations in the earth about 13 feet apart in a square pattern. Each 
hole is from six to eight inches in diameter and they are tapered toward 
the bottom as though made by a cone-shaped object. Each of the holes is 
from six to eight inches deep. Slightly off center and between the four 
holes is a scorched area about four feet in diameter indicating that 
extreme heat had been present in that area.”

Middlemas then requested that Malmström Air Force Base officials take over 
the Investigation. . They were on the scene this afternoon. Newsmen invest­
igating found four holes about the size described by the sheriff’s report. 
They were in an imperfect rectangle, indicating that the visitors from 
outer space—or wherever—aren’t too good at geometry. Fresh dirt was 
scattered around the area some distance from the holes, possibly indicating 
that the holes were pressed into the ground by a heavy object. Another 
similar hole also was noted on a steep slope near the alleged landing site. 
One newsman who stepped into the roped-off area for a closer look and smell 
was immediately ordered back by an area resident. Officials had nothing 
to do with Isolating the area. Descriptions offered by the children were 
generally about the same. Area residents apparently were convinced the 
children did see something. Since the publicity, a number of Helena res­
idents also said they had sighted a bright object in the sky, generally 
about the same time as the Canyon Ferry sighting.

In a tele­
phone conversation last' night Prof. Nathan Hall, supervising principal of 
the Newark Valley/Consolidated Schools and a former principal at Rome and 
East Smithfield in this county, said Wilcox was a good, dependable student 
in school and “is A good, substantial farmer of fine reputation." Mr. Hall 
said he knew nothing, about the “space man” story, however, and appeared 
inclined to - think possibly it was a "gag” of some kind but he said he had 
no means of knowing. Like others, however, he wondered how the "men from 
Mars” were able to speak such good English. According to Wilcoxs’ story 
he was spreading manure in an open field on his 300-ac^e farm just north­
east of Newark Valley. Shortly before 10 o’clock he decided to check 
another part of the farm which is almost rounded by woods, to see whether 
that piece of ground, was ready for plowing. As he stepped through the 
woods towards this spot—which is‘about a mile from his home-.-he saw a 
shiny object which he thought at first was a discarded refrigerator. As
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he approched closer he saw it was not a refrigerator and he thought poss­
ibly it was a wing tank dropped from an airplane. Wilcox said it was 20 
feet long, 16 feet wide and shaped like an egg. It looked like aluminum 
but more durable and seemed to have different metallic characteristics« 
He touched it and felt no heat. There was no visible door or hatch.

Suddenly two beings appeared. They seemed to be about four feet tall and 
had clothing with no seams and a headdress with a dull-faced hood. He 
could not distinguish facial features. The beings appeared to have arms 
and legs but he couldn’t tell whether or not they had fingers and toes 
because their extremities were covered. The one being stood by the craft 
and the other came within about five feet of Wilcox, saying, "Do not be 
alarmed. We have spoken to earth people before. We come from what you 
folks call Mars.” Wilcox said he thought it was a joke someone was pulling 
on him and tried to laugh it off but the men appeared dead serious, and he 
didn’t know what to make of it. The conversation continued for some time. 
The men said they were interested in fertilizer and soils and asked why 
Wilcox was spreading manurea They said they grew food in the atmosphere 
but changes in the atmosphere are creating problems and they are visiting 
earth to learn about organic materials. Wilcox explained what wonderful 
fertilizer manure is but that where that is not available, commercial 
fertilizer does a good job. Wilcox said both men had trays in which they 
scooped up soil samples. He said they told him they can travel here only 
every two years and that they chose the Western Hemisphere for this year’s 
visit. Incidentally, they told him earthlings never will make it to fly to 
the moon or other planets because they cannot stand radiation. Martians 
are constituted differently and their bodies can take it without trouble, 
Wilcox said he was told. The creatures said they land only in daylight 
because they are less readily visible in daylight. They expressed suprise 
that Wilcox saw them. The Martians, Wilcox said, asked for some commercial 
fertilizer to take back with them and he said he would get them a bag from 
his barn. All the while they were talking the "space craft” sounded like 
an auto idling, he said. As he turned to go for the fertilizer he heard a 
slight sound and looked around. In a matter of seconds the craft was out 
of sight. There was no exhaust or fire raising of dust, he said. Since he 
had promised the fertilizer he went and got the bag and left it in the 
field.
