Some psychic influences bring
about physical results it is true,

but mainly we are concerned
with a process that takes place
within us. Therefore, we can
say that to sense psychically
in no way uses the physical
eyes or the other physical
senses.

It does in fact call upon the
sympathetic nervous system, the
psychic centres, and certain areas
of the brain. Or at least, it would
be more correct to say that these
areas of the body are the means
to objectify the psychic impres-
sions.
