The boy. Brian Strieff, 16, of Malvern. Vie. plunged 150 ft. to his death 
when enshrouded by the cloud while descending the 1,143 ft. rock •

Mr Allan said the sky was perfectly clear when the party began climbing the r 
rock about 9^ a.m.
" ^ar party reached the top of the rock about IO a.m. and began the descent soon 
after • There was no ckylarkingand every boy behaved perfectly. "
"At about 900 ft. on the wmy down . this clmud seemed to come from nowhere 
It was hard to believe it was even happening • "
" A group of boys were leading the descent downand Brian Strieff, Paul Jack- 
^an and another boy were in a group between them and the guides behind. "
" Their group somehow got off the main descent path, and went in the direction 
of the precipitous parts" '^ater we heard Jarman or someone callings•• Then 
we saw that they had fallen •
" Brian Streif'f' had gone down 150 ft. in a sheer drop and landed on a ledge 
about 500 ft up the rock • nA Sydney Doctor had to use ladders and ropes to 
get up the roCk and across the ledge to Brian •
" It took eoght men eight hours to get Brian' s body and take it down the rock 
on a stretcher • "••
Thus ends a report of one of the most tragic yet fantastic occurrences known 
to local residents in this part • We would direct our readers attention to our

Dear Editor,
You will find in the following paragraphs the mention of a few 

recent developments, discoveries and consequent suggestions. which, I humbly 
believe , will push forward the science of ufology •

As is well known by now, cryobiologists are able to take living red 
corpuscles at room temperature, plunge them into a medium at 345 degrees be­
low zero Fahrenheit and then resuscitate them, provided they thaw them out 
as fast • .They have run similarly successful experiments with spermatozoa 
and evenfertilized rabbit-ova. They are progressingly succeeding with more 
and more complicated organisms in lower and lower temperatures.

These truly sicentific developments. plus the recent discovery of live 
monsters, which expert taxonomers cannot fit into the animal kingdom of this 
geological era, lead me to believe that God, through His laws of Nature, has 
deep frozen eons ago many and varied organisms, which, given the proper cir­
cumstances, thaw out and revive.

To corroborate this view, let me give a few recent expamples: The 
Associated Press reported that at the beginning of March 1962, a 20 ft. mon­
ster , 7 ton , was washed up on one of the beaches of Tasmania. • 
The Australian Scientists were , and perhaps still are, baffled as to its 
origin, nelationship and identity • I don't think I am guessing too wildly 
when I say that NO^^ahLY there should be others like that, at least in that 
area: brothers, eisters, cousins, in-laws and other relatives. Now , if there 
were or there are others in the expected lumbers. it seems to me they would 
have been seen • Considering the huge size of this animalj the increasing­
ly number of humans-plowingon, under or above the oceanic surface, or living 
working and playing on or near the beaches, I feel that someone, somewhere, 
sometime or other would have come in contact with this beasVs relatives t 
through his eyes, or nose, camera, binoculars etc.

I submit that none as far as we know were contacted, because there 
weren't a^nymore. at least not many of them. How do I explain this solitary 
specimen?. He and many others like him , thousands, perhaps millions of y^ears 
ago, suddenly deep-froze in a cake of ice because of some cataclysmic change 
like for instance a sudden change of direction of the earth's axis. This 
prehistoric animal supposedly remained there ofr ages entombed in ice which 
recently detached itself and floated away as an ice-berg. The 'accidentally' 
it drifted right over a sub-oceanic volcanic eruption, which ahd enough heat 
to thaw out almost instantaneously 'casket' and ' cadaver', melting away 
the one and recuseitating the other •

Arother recent and fantastic riparian event in the sume general area 
may help to explain this one or vice-versa. A few days before and up to Dec. 
21st. 1961, along a mile Australian Coast line, " millions of fish " of 
many kinds • some weighing up to 20 pounds. swam with their heads above the 
water and hurled themselves on the beach. The axperts , one of them with 440 
years experience in that field. said they had never seen a^^hing like that 
and that they had no satisfactory explanations
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I suggest that one or perhaps a aohool of these recently de-iced 

priuce.of the qceans. charged at them with a prehistoric weapon, say an 
electro-magnetic ray, against which modern fish have no defence, having 
survived in their evolutionary-struggle against enemies with different wea­
pons • Probably this 'beam 1 although not lethal in itself, disrupted the 
fishes' 'radar system' and caused them to panic.

Further support for my hypothesis that prehistoric animals, having been 
in suspended animation for ages. are now actively living again, will be 
found soon , I hope and pray• bY polar explorers, who will apply the above 
mentioned principles of cryobiology when they thaw out frozen organisms. 
Every ufologist knows now that around 1954 scientists in Paris ate mammoth 
steak from an animal which had been ebcased in ice'for thousands of years 
Since theeepachyderma were tropical and since the fodder found in their mouths 
and stbmachs was yet unaffected by the digestive enz;Ymes, it is logically 
assumed that some very SUD^DEN cataclysmic upheaval froze them there on the 
spot with lightning speed while entombing them in the frozen water • I sug­
gest that this cold was so fast, so^all embracing and so intense that it did- 
nit remove life, but just arrested itj and that caro'ful cryobiologists would 
have reauscitated them by applying very intense and heat. such
as would be found in bath of water saturated with yarious dissolved min­
erals and boiling under fabulous pressure, such , asi presume. is found ’ 
naturally between a tall column of ocean water and the gurgitating imouth” 
of a violently active suboceanic volcano•• The resultant turbulence, 
caused by the great disequilibriumof the various forces at work , would be 
just the thing required for the proper application and distribution of the 
heat •

Not only a quick freeze thaw, but also dehydration , implantation of certain 
chenicals- will cause varying degrees of successa dormancy- resuscitation 
phenomenon •

Therefor, I expect some day , perhaps when the Egyptian Pyramids are dis- •• 

mantled prior to the planned flooding of the area, the scientists will re- . 
susciate ( which is^not resurrect) prehistirically 'embalmed' or 'fossilised' 
human'corpses ' , who will continue to live, and after learning one of our 
languages, will tell us about ’ the good old days’ and perhaps'something out 
of this world ' • God grant it.

Some of us believe that since monsters do not seem yo fit into our animal 
kingdom, that they .must have been brought here from other worlds bu the 
ufonauts. I, for one, am changing somewhat my flexible views on that in f 
favor of the above theory, which , I believe accounts for at least some of 
the monsters. Along that line, I expect that someone will run across the 
corpse of a huge and unidentified T^^^STRIAL animal floating in the ocean 
or washed up^on a beach • Maybe the 7 ton beast mentioned above is one of 
them , for, Australian scientists, Bruce Mollison who couldalt identify 
it said it was " neither fiSH nor fowl " • ( :Emphasis mine).
Chances are he( the monster ) is not an aquatic animal • The how did it 
get there?. He floated in an iceberg, I suppose, then thawed out. But he 
was too far from shore. So he drowned. „ ___ _ _ _ ~ „Yours Tru1 y. Rev. Guy. J. S.M •
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We are indeed indebted to the Rev. Guy. J. for his very learned views 
and welcome them indeed for our discussion groups.
The Editor would like to add that the letter was recived before the Rev. F 
Father • knew of the second and thirs smaller replicas of the large monster 
being found one nearby the large one on the Tsmanian coast. and the other 
in West Aust • strangely alth^gh the world papers covered the large one 
in huge head lines • no reference was made to the smaller ones. and thus m 
many people like the priest did not know of such. we however covered the 
accounts of the two smaller ones in our last edition of PANO^RAMA and in the 
meantime before he recieved his copy his letter was sent • to the Editor. 
. We have recived many views sent in • from various quarters. some taking 
the view of the above wroter and others considering that the " thing" was

The gentLeman says that many such unusual photographs also can be obtained 
by using a smallspider web in front of the lense of the camera. The exact 

distance from the lens would have to be assessed by experiment and of course 
would be guaged by the size of each •

It has been found that snaps taken per this medium of filter have when taken 
of some ordinary scene etc. shown strange and remarkable other objects which 
were defiaQcely not visible to the naked eye at the time of the snap.
It must be remembered that this is all at present inthe stage of experiment 
and no set fo^rmula is set down,as much will have to be worked.out according 
to' the light and shadow of the actual snapo and much of the finer things 
properly assessed by professional photographers. ( This has not been done 
to date. ) In further discussion it was taken into consideration that the 
shape and texture of the web may have something to do with this. in that the 
web is shaped similar to that of radar and it could be that the web is pickipg 
up some vibrational "wave " which is not possible in the ordinary Nay and 
thus transmitting them to the photographic sensitive negativeo
We would appreciate if of our readers who may attemqt such experiments. 
would let us have the results of same. for discussion and analysis.
The gentleman obtains his "webs" by going out early in the dewy morn, when 
such fine webs are covered and easily discernable. The web is then most 
carefully " collected"and placed in a box so that the actual threads are 
not damaged as much as possibleo and keeping the strung out effect of the 
web as intact and as near to that when collected. This can be done only with

- delicate tweezers. and utmost care by the collector.

We hope to be able to publish some of the results of these experiments later 
but again bid our readers remember that all is in the stage of experiment 
and no definate claims are being made until such processes have been fully 
explored. Now then Readers how about you trying some with your snapshot 
cameras. ?. And let us have the results • We will welcome the Bravos and 
the boos. that you send.

" It was about the 14th Dec., when I was travelling slowly in a car, 
when my wife suddenly, who was looking east of San Siro noticed that a 
str^ange cirpular disc-shaped object was flying over the area. • I turnad - • 
round and was astounded to see a flying diso was osClilla.ting directly o^ve.r 

the Stadium • All three of us stared at the strange object which moved 
noiselessly through the sky, and we were speechless for several seconds. 
At first sight it appeared to have a. diameter of IOO m. and was lead- 
coloured.. and observed that the surface was not self-l^uminous or did it 
reflect the ^sunlight • n.
My mother shouted " Quick, take some photographs'. ” "What are you wait­
ing for?. " I was so stupified that I forgot the camera. I had with me.

TO get some better shots I jumped over into a field.
The saucer moved in a rather strange fashion, sometimes it stood motionless

It was about 50 to 90 metres above t.:.ie stadium • but this wuld have to be 
assessed by the size of the disc. whixh ws difficult to estimate accurately. 
Asked if he could see any details he replied. " It wasn't easy. considering 
the staccato movements. and yet I did notice that at moments it seemed to 
be clearly outlined, but other moments it appeared semi-transparent. a

On this occasion I had gone up to take some shots for my work/ It was 
4-30 p.m. when I happened to sse ablack point in the viewfinder. which I 
followed for a few seconds, and then fortunatelY for me , it assumed pro 
portions and gave a performance which left me in no doubt that it was 
another flying disc. So I took a number of photographs. this was made 
easy by the steady movement of the disc • When I had regained my compos-are 
I succeeded in taking a whole reel of film • Iwas just ip time, for it 
turned back and vanished in the direction it had come. "•

How high was it?^ • " I think it varied from between 200 to 300 m. 
The disc did not seem very large to me say about 7m. but the central 
cupola was very promient and had the same leaden colour. and although I 
heard no sound the noise in the street below could have blotted it out."
Did it have much in common with the one at San Siro?. " I ahve not
enough data to say defiantely. But it seemed. that this disc. was at 
moments surrounded by a halo of light mist which hid its contours. 
When I deveoled tDe prints, I realised that this impression was correct 
In some of them the halo around the disc is quite prominent •

You have no doubts about the Flying Sauders?•••• "To have doubts today, 
after these discs have been seen for 15 years or more over the worldi s 
skies would be absurd, as it would be equally absurd to say .they were all 
meteoritesor weather balloons. I would really like to see a meteorite



or weather ba.1loon behave like the onea ey f^dily eaw, or the ones I photo­
graphed from my terrace. "
" We have a lot of evidence which proves these objects are real machines and 
npt the result of mass-halucinations. Not to mention the authority of all t 
types of people from the pilots to astronauts, scientists to radar operators 
who have described their behaviour in this way • "•
To insist that the discs do not existwould be entirely ignorant of the present 
world affairs".

Could they not be constructed by man ? • " " by Man, but not terrestrial Man.
To date , our science has not been able to to build such machinesf nor is it 
possible to believe that these discs are the secret weapons of some political 
power. If some nation possessed them. then space research experiments now in 
use would be out of date and meaningless. because the enormous amount of money 
spent on such research would be entirely wast3d. and such discs would permit 
the astronauts to fly at speeds around 30,000 k.p.h. as several radar obser­
vers have confirmed , to remain stationary in flight and to move silently. 
such capabilities are not in reach of present space research power.
One might think they were secret weapons, but in the case as this the ^hypo- 
thesis is invalid. They have been seen now for 15 years, and no secret weapon 
of ^any country has ever remained such a mystery •
Judgeing then by standards of today, one must say that nations boast about 
their secret weapons before having constructed and tested them • There re­
mains only one conclusion- the discs come from otherplanets. Basically, this 
should not be difficult to admit, especially since our scientists recognise 
that life abounds in the universe around us, and common sense does not recoil 
at thought that other beings , more evolved than us. can exist on other plan­
ets. and are therefor in a position to construct space ships for iLterpalnet- 
ary flight • " Bruno Ghibaudi.
