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The great amount of correspondence flowing in from all parts of the world 
indicate the great appreciation with which this little magazine and the humble

It is my humble and persc^^ opinion that. in view of the below 
mentionedrecent discoveries9 events, developments and personal conclusions 
ufology is about to take another step••• forward.

1. GRAVITY Vs. GROWTH.

sun than similar processes on earth, because the gravitational pull there is 
so much greater than here.

4. Some of the ' little.men'9 as a •few ufologists postulate, may hail 
from caverns deep^ in the earth, where both temperature and gravity are high, 
particularly under th ocean and/ or under an . oil well, since the respective 
specific gravities 9f water and oil are low relatively to that of rock. 
Terrestrial gravity would be increased centerward, if these creatures lived 
undermany high caverns, which, obviously would have very low counter gravi­
tational pull. Furthermore, since the effects of the gravitational field
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on the growth of a given organism seem to depend on the initial_size of the 
of the latter, these ^hypothetical humanoids would tend to keep their young­
sters dovm there until thay are mature anough to withstand the " impossible 
conditions " on the surface where the Adamites 'live ' •

5^ Finally, since the rate of growth varies INVERSELY with the strength 
of the gravitational field , youthful-looking ufonauts who clmim they are 
one thousand years old or more, are not necessarily fictitious characters.

Our suspicions were confirmed when Barker sent his copy of the supposed last 
editions of the magazine published by Bender. " Space Review " It contained 
only those sent out up to Oct. 1953. Vol 11. No. 4. These were already in 
our possession from our early files on the case. when we were in close touch 
with and were working with Edgar Jarrold on it •
But For some strange reason Barker DID NOT INCLUDE TdE R^AL LAST TWO OF 
BENDERS JOURNAL VOLS. 111. No 1 and 2. of February and April of 1954.
For it is in these two copies the clues lay. and we would like to know very 
much^Wfyhe boasted so much of what he was going to relaese and failed to 
include t^ose two last mags sent by Bender to us and all the other coll 
eagues .just prior to the closing • It was in these two copies he hinted of 
the w2nding up • and told all to send for their subs if they desired.a refund.
As we have not seen the book • we cannot say what that contains9 but we hazard­
ed a guess that 9 that too would not have the real fact so but some details whch 
could be read with a double meaning and perhaps not even tell you what you w 
wanted to know or what you had been promised.
Confirmation of this guess came from a letter recived from a fellow eo-worker 
in the .U.S.A. who like the Editor was not expecting to get the real dope 
shelled out so easily • For like him He knew the odds would be too great and 
dangerous for sucha disclosure. for one thing is certain. the powers that 
sent the t&ree men are still very much at work and even stronger than then. 
and if they were determined to stop the truth being told then • it is more 
likely now than ever that they would do all in their power to muzzle anyone 
who came out with who they were and why they did it.
MY. U.S.A. eo-worker says of this. •
Now for the inside information about the Bender Book.
(l) Barker did not keep his word about when the book would be releasedo It 
was not Deleased on April 15th as promised 9 and this explains why you have 
not got your copy • Barker promised to release th bock to everyone at the same 
time • He has released the book in June and a friend of mine recived a copy 
a few eeks ago. • as yet I have not recieved mine•
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If he mailed all the books out at the same time I would have got my copy 
by now. ( July 13) My friend discussed with me the contents of the book 
and it is what I suspected. Niether Barker nor Bender. are on the level. 
for tne manuscript is full of holes as it is intended to be so. that people 
will lightly dissmiss the whole thing as a hoax. The main reason for this 
is that the book version is not the real truth as it'happened to Bender. 
in fact it is net the original manuscript as first submitted to Barker, who

AURORA LIGHTS ,N.Z. SKY. U.S.BOMB EFFECT•' OF NUCLEAR EXPLOSION 4000 miles 
away • A deep red "aurora" striped with jets of white light swept in a 
broad band over the N.Z. sky jus after 9.p»m. last night. seconds after 
the U.S. task force esploded ahigh altitude bomb. of " ,egaton-plus " power 
over Johnston Island 4000 miles to the North •
Watchers saw the " aurora " start as an intense glow above the northern hor­
izon • It spread repidly across the •clear. starlit sky to the southern hor­
izon. Then the lunionius band widened , and quivering shafts of light could 
be seen within it. The waters of the Waitemata Harbour were described
by a telegraph boy as being " red asWhlood. " What was it " he said awestruck. 
SCIENTISTS AM^AZED.'. N. Z. Scientists , who had doubted whether the artifi­
cial aurora would ever be seen in N.Z. , were amazed at its intensity • • 
" I would never have expected it. " said Dr.E.I. Robertson • Drctr. of Geo­
physics Div. Dept Science and Indust. Rsch . " But t.ere's no doubt it was 
produced by the bomb, The aurora was vovysimilar to that seen in Samoa in 
1958, when similar tests were carried out. " The sight was reported from 
all points over N.Z. and as far away as Central Otaga. Instruments were 
setright off scale • Scientists said the strength of the explosion far 
exceeded their expectations. Some could see a pink glow for mbree quar­
ters of an hour after said some watchers.
Radio links with Australia and many other places including Fiji were dis­
rupted. Severe distortions were seen and heard on Radio and T.V.
Capt. T.A. Tweed reported the sight as he flew a Canadian Pacific Airline 
over the Tasman sea. that the whole sky was a brilliant red.
He said " You should be here , its really beautiful".
