EDITORIAL.
:&*#*E**££***££*£*:

Does life exist on other planets? To have asked this question half a century
ago would hav3ecc.lled forth a torrent of scorn and harsh critic?sm, but the
advance of science and world events. especially that of the present era of
"saucers'l has caused man to stop and ITiake a complete re-orientation of his
conceptions. 80 that today even the moEt loaYned and highly esteemed of

the savants ¢« are now openly telling us that we have to seriously consider that
such is the case . and that somewhere in that great outer area of the handiwork
of the GrGat Creator. there does exist other folk, other people like us, and
more possibly with more advanced knowledge and wisdom than our own -

Saucer fans for over a decade now have been ii'ldisting on this . but it has
not been till almost recently that they have been accepted in such views
by a very critical academic world.

This does not mean that all saucerites claims are wholly true or accepted by
science, but that at least the conception of the possibilty of life in other
parts of the universe is now considered as more than a possibi:Hi.iy.

The greatest variance at present seems to be. in that generally those scient-
ists who do have this wide opinion. carmot give credence to life on the pla-
nets of our ovm system . but envisage life on others far more remote.
Actually those sruceritos who do insist that life exists on the planets of
our system especially those of Venus and M rs. etc. have only been able to
base their opinions on such writers who have claimed contact. with such be-
ings from these planets. ar who 'have in some way made contact in a form of
communication. telepathically or by some form of instrifent which they cl
made it possible for them to reciove such information -

Tti.s however , regretabiy does not assist very much in convincing those -
havo no faith . in such things - and insist on a more factual form of evi-
dence . especially wher they insist that our own present scientific instn
ments show that no such Jife does exist there.

Whether those instruments are totally reliable is another question. for it
is now knovm that tbo spectroscopic observations upon which the evaluate
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and establish thoir findincs has shovm . when used in a survey of e”th.
from a satellite, that earth had no oxygen . appears to be not altogether
as completely reliable for such findings as it was claimed to be.
rbncc if it does nut register the earths true conditionof atmosphere. how
much more so could it establish conditions on another planet millions of
miles furtheraway. and as man does not fully know what lies in between our
atmosphere and those planets. it could well be tbat there are ceratin condi4
tions out there which could well 9if necessary,completelyiArerse the results
registered on the spectroscope. Until man fully knows all the answers of
what exists in space and that which lies between earth and the planet they
examine. it will still remain anyones guess as to what possibilties of life
exists on those still unexplored regions by man o

This leaves us with the fact that no one as yet can say | know life exists
there , and be fully capable of verifying his claims wit.i“unctisputabl0 evi-
dence. It is still a matter of FAITH in who ever makes those claims. and

his reliabilty. Sad tc say some of those who may have really had the answers
have by their own weakness proved most unreliable, and make the case of prov-
ing from the saucer fans point of view an even more difficult case.

So much for man and his views. Ancient vwitings from many sources help a
little© and give us a view of such celestial pdr ".s existing where life is
even more pleasant than on earth. but this has been treated so much by re-
ligionists with aipie in the sky”f you arA good'attitude. that man has sad
to say turned away from it. and vaguely believes in perhaps such a possibil-
ity. Because of such teachings however does not qualify one to say that
such places do not exist. and we caruiot dismiss that the unadulterated state
ments of Jesus the Great Master , insisted that such was the case, and that
there were - mansions' in the area of space. which He said He went to get
ready for t'lose who yvere found wcrthy of dwelling there. Also that these
places had other celestial conditions to that of our own. John in Revelation
speaks of a city in sucha place and that there was NO NIGHT THAERE. this
could mean none other than that actually this place had a form of living
rad:i.anco which was completely different to that known by oursm'ibves9 where
our life and energy are drawn from the sun * which rotates around, and aro
wlrich we rotate. also. some central form of sun appears to be the source o:
life and light in that place of pleasantness.

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We have net r9cieved aCditicnal information on the fast yet7 or not much. so
we dJ net know what kind of a fast it was, a.lthough we do not expect it was
a total one. Gloria had fasted many times before7 as much as 40 days, without
any ill effects. But we do knuw triat she was fasting t0 improve her attunement.
Since Dec. 12th. we have been in frequent and daily contact with Gloria.
