The following is reported in the English Magazine "ORBIT" one of our very reli­
able associate magazines.

A 39 year old Cheltenham inventor claims to have devloped amachine which will 
propel an airborne craft at the speed of thought • The Machine— a " pranic 
motor " is of a type used in " flying saucers ", claims Mr Keith Milner • The 
man who invented the machine. and who lives at Pendower, Fairmount Rd.Cheltenham 
Mr. Desmond Leslie , author of "Flying Saucers Have Landed ", and one of the few 
people to have seen Mr Milners machine, told a reporter,? " I have seen numerous
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machipes claimed to be the moi rs of flying saucers 7 but they were all way off
the track • Now9 however , I think Mr Milner has got it at last".
The man who has built a version of Mr Milner's machine , designed to power a
small prototype flying saucer 9 is Mr Norman Horan , an engineeringinspector
of 71 , Naunton Rd. Cheltenham •

He told ou:U reporter : " Like you I was very dubious about +.emachine when I 
first heard about it. But I agreed to work on it for Mr Milner • And as it pro­
gressed I became more convinced that there was some truth in it.
Now I am certain that this is the answer to the mysteries of the flying saucer" 
Mr. Milner gave details to our reporter of the motor, which is about 18 inches 
high and which is fitted with metal plates. These are coloured and revolve rap 
idly.

A greenish glow observed in the sky from OOdnadatta and Alice Springs early last 
night is Qelieved to have been caused by a meteor burning up in the earth's atmos— 
phere. Several people at Alice Springs repgrtod having seen a coloured, light 
travelling from East to West at about 7.21 p.m.
The Bureau of Meteorology in Adelaide said a report from Oodnadatta referred to a HE 
greenish coloured glow 9 at about 7.10 p.m. apparently from an explosion . falling 
to the North East and dying out before reaching the ground.
Tho Bureau spokosmmn said the glow apparently had been caused by a meteor.
A official said no high altitude rosoarch rockets were scheduled for .firing from 
Woomora last night and this supported the meteor thenry.

( ultra- violet rays9 X Rays9 Gawma Rays) • An infrared sonsitive film will 
catch invisible rays with frequencies below those of the light •

3. LACK OF SOUND EXCEPT AT CLOSE QUARTERS... Since tho propulsion of the UFOs 
might tako place by means of forcefields 9 no sound will be produced.

4. COLOR CHANGjJS ¥71Tli SPEED CHANGES. .. If the UFOs move ..-vith very high speeds 
9 a Doppler-effect can arise. When the UFOs m:Jvc away 9 the distance between 
the light waves is greater, and the light is more rod • When the UFO moves 
toward the observer , tiie distance between the light vravos is lesser,and the 
light is more blue. Another explanation is, that when the forcofield of the 
UFO becomes stronger, the surrounding atoms recieve moreonorgy, which makes 
them vibratemore quickly,giving a more blue light •

stronger and the light more blue,and when the UFO moves slowly or hovers 
over the same spot, tae forcofield is weaker and tho light more red.

On its entry into the lower atmosphere i the glow would fade and it -would 
lose rpe^ d but it would be travelling faster tian the speed of sound and 
therefor cause supersonic bamgs.

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THE BOOK OF AURANTIA AND SIR HUBERT WILKINS.

Because many of our readGrs are fortunate enough to have this rather cost­
ly tome in their possession and have found it a great help9 and as it con­
tains m^^any references to and about Flying Saucers. the following facts 
which have been sent to the Editor. some time ago and by an unidentified 
subscriber • 've would ."-ike to print the facts given here and add a few 
others and comments re this remarkable man • and his sudden demise, some 
years ago •

Extract from tho Book " Sir Hubert Wilkins - Enigma of Explor­
ation " by John Grierson.
Georgo Hubert Wilkins was the son of a South Australian f8.nler. Wilkins

"Urantia"means Our Universe. The publishers were the Unrantia Foundatipn
and at tne price of 12 dollarE :s unlikely to have achieved a wide circu­
lation • Sir Hubert said that he- had been working on this production for
nearly twenty years9 and wrote a lttter of explanation to his secretary 
W. Ross9 dated Nov. lst. 1955 in the following terms •

" For many years I9 Wilkins9 have been associated with a group in Chicago 
which has beon interested in publishing some papers of material revealed 
to us by visitors from the outer_Universes. At last we have been able to
print ityprivately distributing it.
The texts of the papers were spoken by revelators through a reciever.
A stenographer recorded the statements and soon it w.s possible for those 
concerned not only to listen and record9 but also to talk with the revela­
tors as you nnd I might talk. The information in the Book came to us piece 
by viece. The information as to the possibilties of survival after death 
and the experiences thereafter is most inspiring and comforting "•
One of the "Urantia Book" statements is couched in thG following terms;

,, there is in the mind of God a plan which embraces every creature ofi ALL 
His vast domains9 and this plan is an eternal promise of .boundless oppor- 
t^unity , unlimited progess and endless life. and the infinite treasures 
of such a matchless career are yours for the striving •

" The goal of Eternity is ahead: The race for perfection is on: whosever 
will may enter 9 and certain victory will cro\vn the efforts of every human 
being who will run the race of faith and trust 9 depending overy step of 
the way on the leading of. the indwelling Adjuster, and on tho guidnac^ of 
that good spirit of the Universe Sony which so freely has beon poured out 
on all flesh •"
In an age when modern prophets tell us that visitors from othor universes
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Sir Hubert Wilkins Cont •

are already in our midst, the sceptics may hesitate to reject these ideas 
as absolutely as our forebears, would have done •

The Editor personally met Sir Hubert when he the Editor was only a young 
man in his teens and firmly remembers his benign-face • his manly bearing 
and then a most unusual thing,.RDaard which like his hair was auburn .
The occasion was when Sir Hubert was showing some films of his explorations 
and the Editor then was asscoiated with tho film Co, handling it. and had 
to do several errnds for Sir Hubert • little did he know t."en that he was 
to find that this man was to be one who believed in Flying Saucers , later 
in life. and to actually reveal messages recieved from thorn •

Sir Hubert Wilkins died under very strange circumstances in the U.S.A. 
spme years ago and no real explanation was made concerning the suddeness 
of his demise.
An article was printed in local papers ct the time • and the Editor loaned 
this to an associate but it was never returned. he regrets that he- is unabl ■ 
to give further details of this. but would appreciate if ainy reader could 
supply him witb any further details concerning Sir Huberts death or any 
other fasts which may be of interest concerning this remarkable man •

Sunday Times Sept. 8th 1963 " AIR SILK PUZZLES SCIENTISTS.
A" rain" of silk- like gossamer in the Murchison puzzled scientists in Perth 
this week • Thousands of silken strands hung from roof tops. trees 9 and vnres 
from Mt. Magnet to Cue.
Three children and a woman reported seeing two balloons moving across the sky 
at tne time of the fall. -
Samples of the substance which covered the countryside 9 could not be identified 
in Perth by zoologists • But a public analyst 1 Mr P. Asotoff9 did a chemical
test of tne substance • He says it is spiders silk. - •

People in cue still believe it is a man made substance which may have come f 
froma disintegrated rocket cone or craft •

The reader in zoology at the W.k. University 9 Dr B A. Main 9 an experton spi­
ders 9 said9 " I have not seen anything like t,.iis subsjance in Perth " He said 
that the absence of spiders \vith the gossamer made the incident something of a 
mysterj.
An eye vdtness to the silken fall was a Mr. A.N. Deas9 of Cue. who said the mat­
erial had the appearance of large cobwebs and could be seen drifting from the 
east on a slight breeze.
THe fall began at 8 a.m. on Aug. 29 and lasted for two hours.
He said the lenths of the web varied in size up to 30 ft. and glistened in the
sunlight • Bunches of the same material hung from the ends of the strands.
Children from the township gathered the strands from the high grass and weeds.
Mrs P. Thomas and her 3 children aged 7 to 12 9 saw/ what appeared to be two
balloons floating across the sky about 8. 30oa.m.
Reports of tho gossamer falls came also from Mt Magnet. 50 miles south of Cue, 

Big Bell 18 miles west 9 and also the Cue aerodrome.
The gossamer was collected by two South Perth girls who spent an hour gathering 
the substance •

They said on handling it broke up and concentrated and felt like asbestos fibre 
to touch •

The Curator of entomology at the W.A. Museum 1 Mr. L.l. Koch said the material 
did not seem to have come from a spider •

Mr o Asrtoff fully tested the substance- in his laboratories in East Perth • 

In his report he said the strands of material measured from 2i to 3 microns 
or ^061 of a millimetre which was about one quarter the width of natural silk.

NOT MAN MADE
Mr. Asotoff found the material belonged to no man-madeor roganic grqups such 
as synthetics9 plastics or asbestos.
Further tests showed the presence of glutamic acid which was associated with 
silk substances.
" This combined with measurements bright me to the conclusion that the substance 
was spider's silk "1 he said.
Small spiders use their silk as a parachute to migrate • They eject the silk 
until the updraft is equal to the weight of the spider and it becomes airborn.

Editorial Comment • Vfuile appreciating the tests made by Mr. Asotoff. Qqampared 
with the other equally qualifiod statGments made by the other men9 it would 
be tantamount to saying considering the large •area covered that there must have 
been a mighty SPIDEN INVASION At that time. Millions of 'em in fact •
