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UFO OPERATIONS STRATEGICALLY’ CONSIDERED

The follovdng ia kindly translated by Curl Hoffman Sono from the Bi-monthly pub- 
lication"Gesellschaft fur Interplanetarik. "
THE QUESTION : If the operations of the UFO's in our atmosphere and in our seas 
can be judged from viewpoints which come from modern stnategy9 this question must 
be asked at last and at once.
Elements of an order and a plan are undoubtedly recoguisable in their flight and 
diving manoUYl'" s •
It is a fact 9 that UFO's appear in a certain geometrical ordor moving in so 
calbed ” Greater Circles" Those are orbits; its radius pointing to earth's centre. 
Strategy must not of necessity be of a military character. Thoro is also a strat­
egy of moral penetration ; of a cautious guidance ; of carrying through the good. 
Crusaders and Orders might be credited with such a strategy •

Dr. Perego of Italy is of tho opinion , that 
UFO's are employing such strategy as a symbolic warning in their flights, which 
are applied to the existing political situation between East and West, at a time. 
Tho deciphering of tho riddle can only be succes sful if,i.g. the head of a Secur­
ity Servicer is in the ( position ) and possession of all the facts of the world 
situation. Dr perego not being in such a position can only guess and combine. 
It is temptingly evident to view UFO operations as an attempt to turn the scales 
and force us to keep peace. UFO's keep practicably every important military; 
traffic, or industrial point on earth under control, while the UFO's operating 
undor water detect and encircle, sooner or later, every formation of warship.- 
It is an iron qnd yet elastic embrasure, of war-potentials of both camps and 

place.
This fact nourishes speculations of all sorts about the inner cause of the pre­
sence of these strangers. Inan old chronics we can road that they ( the UFOs) 
havo been oboserved since ancient times at every neuralgic point; at every crit­
ical political situation they wore on the spot • - In thoso times when people 
believed in signs and wonders they appeared to them to represent battle- guiding 
Gods.
It seoms that they were more interested in the atmosphere of the deciding events 
than the occurence thomsolves , and these perceptions fit excatly into the com­
plete picture of tacir phenomenon of keeping in the background.

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NEWS FROM GERMANRMANY •
We are indebted to our associate Carl Hoffman Sen. for t-ie following reports 
which he kindly translated for us. for our .Cnglish readers•

" The latetst sighting was Aug. 24th 1963 and was entitled : MYSTERIOUS UFOs 
OVER KLEIN REIFLING. A swarm of satellites flew in and out like fireballs 
and eerie picture and fascinating. Above high up in the skystood for four solid 
hours. three large luminous balls up from 30 to 50 meters in diameter.
Suddenly a light signal was flashed from above and the little?( we call them 
telemeter discs) flew in a line up to the " mother ship"9 on which openings . 
could be observed into which the small discs disappeared , and the large ball 
went up to meet the other stationary ones and away thoy Hent in unison to dis­
appear from sight • This occurrence has boon repeated every weekend since. 
Ue have oxamined the caves in question and tomorrow wo will analyse our obser­
vations. 7 Those sightings have caused quite a stir and the papers have reported 
it in the usual sarcastic manner , but our Security Service takes it serious.
The cave has boon closed up by masonary to shut and keep out intruders.

We shall be keenly interested in further news of the above."Coming from caves" 
fits in vnth tho many theories that SOME UFO do como from the uavornous parts 
of tho in.ier earth. May be this is a little evidence their way ? •

that space does not permit to print thorn all.
1914 Sighting reported in Germany •
March 1914 7.30 a.m. While going to school a swishing sound frightened us child­
ren and when we looked up we smr a fiery ball tho size of a watorball.
Tho Ball shone orange-red. and had a glittering tail in blueish-white. It went 
from West to East • This Was observ8d in front of the Auguste- Victoria School 
in Brn.mbauor near Dortmund in Wostfalia.

LIGHTS ON THE MOON •
Kn.lenborn. Eifel. Germany.
I saw on the 1st Sept. on tho dark side of the Moon at 1.30. two lmghts like ex­
plosions • It could have been meteors. but it seems that two at the same time 
would be unlikely •stwgl: sky PHHTOMENA.
Diikolsbuhl; Germany • A strange sky ^enomenon was observed over Dinkelsbuhl 
on 28th Aug. 1962. Three timo veil like clouds came vory fast over the tcwn 
and dissolved into many tiny sparks. Suddenly another such cloud appeared in a 
flowing mvinging motion which constantly changed and eventually sp.TGad into 'ian 
irridiscent veil and sp^ks. At least 50 to 60 which roso very fast into thesky 
upwards and diBa.ppearoc. This phenomenon repeated itself three times.
Onlookers were like hypnotised people. The next day it was found that another 
woman had seen the same performance , which cannot be explained as " falling stars"

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. SIGHTINGS OF UFO IN UPPER .. AUSTRIA COMING 

FROM: CAVES.
3teyr Drsttict,Area Klein- Reifling. Report Recived. Aug. 27. 1963

" Mr Alexander Santner of Klein- Reifling( about 2o km. south of the town of 
Steyr) observed with his wife on Jily 28th 1963at midnight in a clear-sky, a 
ballshapod object changing luminousity , which moved in a criss-cross manner 
stopping and starting over the mountain range of Almkogel- Bodenwies and 
Lang locker Mauer as if it was looking for something. It vms visible for an 
hour and 45 minutes.
Being made attentive through this first sighting, Mr Santner , his wife and 15 
year old son had a similar experience on 11th Aug. 1963.
At about midnight Mr Santner was awakened by the restlessness^ of his farm anIN 

and went outside to investigate, searching around the farm house he saw to 
'his amazement a strange sight. Small fireballs; perhaps 50 of difgerent sizes 
were seemingly flitting in an out of caves in the mountain side (Arzmauer).
He woke his wife and son and together they observed at 3.28 a.m. a large flying 
object with torpedo like openings, sinking down to about 1.400 m above ground. 
then fleeting and hovering hither and tilither ^^fcogel and Bodenwies.
sending out at intervals light signals ( beams) Thereafter it began to collect 
the small flying objects , still dashing in and out of the caves. It was always 
turning in the direction of the object a9proaching it, which fitted into the 
torpQdo like opening, meeting the objectby a forward motion and then to suck it 
in like. This taking up in groups and sending out light signals repeated ite 
self 6 times when at 4.32 q.m. after a cloud bank passed over,the whole appar­
ition disappeared •
Altogether Mr Santner re-orted until the 24th Aug, eight sightings, which have 
all been put on record. On this day an investigation team of the Linz section 
of the Gesellschaft fur Interplaneterik, consisting of 5 men and. women were 
aide4 by Mt Santner in their investigations.
At 21.40 pfm/ • a ball shaped light apDearsd over t:ie mountains, pulsating 
in a white-yellow light , flying for about 50 rain, and err-actic course •­
The object was plainly visible in size fourtimes as large as a star of 1st 
m^agnitude. Little tongues of pointy flames were licking .around the contours 
Bf the object.- Two photos were taken : one af them turned out reasonably well 
hose observations were also witnessed by two stumer guests who hhppened to

be there. ---------

combined •

4. Vfuen Mr Kohler and his wife drove home that night, their motorbike , 
stopped without any tech. nical fault detectable, but t ere was a myster­

ious light above them, Vfuen it disappeared the motor worked again •

5« Flying objects were observed again on Aug. llth. 1963 between Boden\ries
(i541 m. ) and Alpkogel ( 1513m.) as on the 28th July 1963 in the same area the 
Arzmauer caves • Those fireballs could have been ionized gasballs, sent out 
bybthe objects above for the purpose of geophysical measurements into the in­
terior of the mountain.
It is not likely that these light. balls were directed by radio signals 9 the 
large object being under tension •
Observations indicated that the small objects were directed and reacllod through 
the light signals; consisting of needle-like stabs lasting a fraction of a 
second.. The Linz section is keeping in close eontact vlith santner for fur­
ther reports on sightings.

FIERY OBJECT FALLS IN ZIG-ZA.G FASHION

Bregenz.- It \vas a mysterious flying object which on the 24th july 1963 
between 21 and 21 ^30 hrs. was observed coming flutteringdovm at Partenon in 
Montafon • It has now been ascertained that the saem object has allegedly been 
seen an hour earlier over the Lake Bodensee. Eyewitnesses agree that it was 
a glowing object, leaving behind a tail of smoke. The unknwwn object stood for 
some time in the sky and moved later in the direction of Kontsanz.
Wheh the same obaoct appearedlater on over Partenen7 observers had the impres­
sion that it sank slowly in a zig-zag fashion to the ground.
But the mystery could not be solved. A patrol of Gendarmery, which was to in­
vestigate the place of landing on a slope of the Verettlasspitzei returned 
without finding any indication of a landing. ( From ” Wiener Kurrier"Aug. l)

NOTE. Due to the many times such fiery objects areiclaimed to be nose cone 
parts or other satellite rejects. the above could hardly be dubbed that by 
any official explanation. such satellite disposals do not hover and then moveon.

The above reports from Austria also contain a very full and lengthy account of 
much UFO activity near Marchfield. which is east and N . E. from Vienna. 
Significantly it is close to the ramp for iron curtain rocket batteries.
Oil wells also are in the close vicinity.
The reort sums u:p with a few pertinant q_uestions as to "What do UFOs want here?2 
" What makes this are so attractive to them ? " It could be-----------
1. The point where east and west meets as a strategic sector.
2. Perhaps military installations beyond Marchfield • in C.SoSoR are being 

kept under constant observations and control by the UFOs.
3. Possibly and experimental duel between Radar stations in Slovakia and the 

UFOs is being carried out.
4. The dryness of Marchfield offers favourable electrical conditions s

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" THE DEAD RAYS’’ By HANS LAURITZEN •
You have asked, whether I have noticed that during Jw1e and July of last year 
that there was a repeated performances over reservoirs throughout the USA. 
apparently an interest in fresh water. Well, do you remer ^that we have also 
had many reports on UFOs near power stations, near military works, and near 
other strategic points. NASA reduces the non-explainable reprts to 2%.
They say that from 9% to 2 % it is just a question of reflections and the like. 
But what can give such reflections?. Only search lights can give such reflec­
tions, when two rays of light arc crossing, but in that case the two rays of 
lightshould to some extent be visible too.

Dr. Heinz Krug and engineer •■olfgang Pilz disappeared com­
pletely • We know this9 because engineer Hans Kloinmaèhter escaped.
One of the culprits was arrested. He belonged to the spj'ine service.
The spying servicoseand the militaries both in western and eastern countries 
have lots of dead -ray weapons. They are classified as " TOP=SECRET" in nearly 
all countries. The Danish defence possesos dcad—r0ys.Before working with
aead-rays, danish soldiers have to swear. that they will never dislcose any 
information of what they are going to see. Only a few soldiers haVe had the 
opportunity. On aspecial training field they have to fire at a target, but 
the bullets never reach the tar *;t. At a certain distance f. inst. half the way 
tho bullets slowly fall to the ground. The soldiers are told that they will 
be ill9 if they approach the place. ( Certainlythey vrçruld; they would quite 
disappear ). It all began many years ago. In 1943 at Seofeld conference
in the Alps of the Bayern ? the presidents wore Sauter and Non Weizacker, and 
presnt were Joos, Hanle, Geiger, Mattauch, Rothe: and IIoffman,all from the 
Kaiser Wilhelm Institute in Berlin • S ,hieboldt proposed that throucb the 
interaction of two infra red rays, it Y’vvuld be possible to let bombs explode 
in all the planes from the Allies.
Develope^rnpnt of this weapon was carried out at the Kaiser Wilhelm Institute in 
Berlin. It was destroyed in the air raids. Scientist Zimmermann continued.
Hitler gave him a research centre at Lefer in Austria. He workod both vtith 
supersonic waves and infra rod waves and with combinationsof them and by aid 
of gas he created sounds with 3009 000 vibrations the second. By means of para­
bolic mirrors the waves are guided to the object f. inst. a human-and apart 
from superficial burnings nothing can be seen. but all the inner organs are 
destroyed. The dead-rays wore used for the first timein practice the night 
between tho 29th and 30th Aug. 1944 againstRu ssian soldiers in the Eastern 
Carpathians.

After the a^rmistice the Americans did not pay much attention to the dead-rays
