THE THINGS THAT HINDER.

Ever since the UFO brought itself into the public eye and its cause brought about
the various attempts to investigate them either individually or in groups etc.

a number of frustrating forces have had to be overcome or met by the sincere
investigator in his endevour to make a presantable case to justify his work

and his claims.

Those frustrating forces have come from without and from within .

Let us talcs a look at some on the most significant of them.

Firstly from without , from whence most of the blame is attchod at getting
nowhere, although as will be seen this is hardly altogether to blame.

In this regard we have those who blame Official Silence, and great attempts
have boon made to break this with little or no effect to date, despite the
sterling attempts of Major Keyhoe and his capable staf? of earnest workers,
who has led this field of attempts to break the 'silence"™ to date had had
very little significant effect. AIll honour to his work however.

Official silence however is only one of the number of causes.

Foil, in; along with this the next to get the blame are the papers , press,
radio. T.V. etc. and it is verv true that only about 10 p.c. of the informa-
tion received by these avenues of public information ever get a mention, for
we have it on good authority that most of it reaches the waste paper bin.

In this your Editor is favour of placing a great deal of blame, for the fol-
lowing reasons.

(a) If reports of sightings and observations are not published
they not only deprive the public of information but also hinder those who col-
lect this form of data, in their attempts of assessments, and therefor no true
evaluation could possibly be made unless the UHOLE facts of such sightings are
in the possession of the investigators, and here too often distorted versions
of the few sightings printed or reported cause even more confusion.

(b) - Jhpse reporting these sightings and finding that they have
got no consideration *rom the avenue of reporting, feel that it was either
"Nothing worth while” or that they have been made fools of. Hence in future
occasions they just don’t bother to send in any sighting or report -
or forget about the whole thing no matter how real it was to them at the time.
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(c) The lack of the publication of those reports not only causes the 0
public to think there havo not been any. judgoin{; by the data given « but also
members of gr ups and even earnest leaders at times fall for the effoct caPtf,..d
by the sparcity of information. Forgetting that unless the tote number of ro-
ports are knoun then no ono can say just hov; and what the true number of visit-
. ing craft have really been around. and it surely can be safely said that if
90 p.c. nGvor roaches ublicity. or tho knowledge of those collecting the data
at 1 jast one could say that' an.other 45 pc. of sightings havo beon made of
craft and added to those knovm ones. this being only 50 p.c. of thpse not re-
portBdlace this lack of inforrmtiop is thc¢ Editor: feels mostly to blame from
.those causes vithout, that hinder.

The third cause from without belongs to the public field itself.
Firstly in the-general apathy shovm to tho subject. but this could be offsot ue
feel if the VvHOLT) and THUI'; facts were knoim. such apathy would grow into keen
intorest. tais is folt by many to be th reaspn why Official silence from author-
tics and tbe above avenuos of news deliberately 1Nithhold the information -
On tlio other hand the public too often aro reticent to make kno.m some of their
sightings or exporioncos,; for fear of public ridicule. or a general dislike of
publicity of any kind. added to this is the exporienco of some who have had
soilo sad cases of booing thus mistreated and made fools of. this .not only causing
thorn to refrain from any future report but to any of their frionda and acquaint-
ances vmo know about tho"raw deal so and so got'. this truly frightens them away
2121, their information is lost to all and sundry.

This we feel covers the main lack of information and the discouragmng
uff..,ct on the investigators. from the outside sources of information -
but lets be honest and not throw stones for from Ydthin we too often arc our-
selves very guilty of hindering the work of getting informationacross.
Those too can be classified into several groups.

l. Opposition of views « interests and.approachos.

Here even somo of the bost known lenders aro not without blame. for wc could
namo some of tho most notable who quito openly disdain to give consideration
to views expressed by ot ers or groups of workers.

Ono has only to consider the number of those who are at variance on the dontact-
storios. some for and against. som8 violently opposed to accepting the other
Then the expression so often used derogatively " belonging to tho lunatic
fringe'" This self superiority complex. which ia the old better than thou atti-
tudo9so quickly doos damage by this attitude more than the lunatic fringe could
ever do. by any wild claims they may make. for it is a certain law of nature
tnat a house divided against itsolf cannot stand. hence by any unwillingness

on our part to allow the other follow his riBht to his opniony is in itself
creating a force of opposition which is quickly picl:ed up by the outside oppo-
sition as a weakness in our defences for unti we arrivo at some happy ground
of unity in diversity « this will tYur bo an opening chink in our armour.

Tho socond cause from within is the egos that roar their heads among
leadoro and individuals.. and from every class of the. various a’proachos thoso
can bo soon. and ono has only to road many of tho various denunciations of some
other follow worker. to havo no doubt that which is vdsdom and knowledge and
that ' hich is porsonal ego attompting to gain control . Again \'C ropaat a phrase
we hav, so often used. " By Choir fruits ye shall know t'iom ""is very true of
ostinating what is the driving force behind alas too many of thoso who would'
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claim to load us or pose as teachers.

Self aggrandisement can only bring its own rGrrard. N1, cause horvev&r good can
truly thrive on a leadership who is out for all he or they can get for them-
selves, especially if it is at the hurt of others. and | call to mind an ap-
peal | made many yours agp for a groater sense of humilty amongst us if rve
were over to gaina real foothold on public opinL:n. for the public who come
along to hoar us or sec what kind of folk we aro are not slow in picking up
the fact whethor we are using this thing for place gGtting or position seeking
and this could bo said most certainly of the press whose astute reporters are
trained to gmickly sizo up not only a situation but the individuals concerned
in it. The shame is that often in thepresence of such -somo 80 called loaders
havo openly insulted othors and vnthout out any sense of shame so openly dis-
played the attitudo of treading the other fellow down in order to rise above
him to gain their point .Is it any wonder the press too often just treat as
as a lot of school chidren fighting over some trivial thing.

This self seeking of the egotists among us. has led to the final hinderance
among us which is but the outcomo of the above. nalllely that of open enmity.

RED FLIlilhn AND ERUPTIONS ON Th'E MOON.' ‘

Eeus items have carried information that eruptions have been seen on the moon
and the latest onos vrorc obsorved im'llodiatley after a LESAR RAY B™A was
pointed at projected at ,the moon.

This follows a report from the Lowol Observatory by Dr. John Hall the direct--
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or « and announced on Oct. 3Ist9 that 3 apparent eruptions, wvliich were possi-
bly vobzanic in nature. Fore observed that week on the moon®s surface.

ho addod that this iteml, 'vrould probably create quito a stir in the scientific
community I' This is not surprising in that these know alls have said for

a long time that the moon is D"Mil.

Tho disturbances were all in the vicinity of the crater Aristarchus9 located
in tho moon's I'.Vl. quadrant. They were all light9 red ruby in color. and
each of the three were approximately 2 miles in diameter + They formed an
oblique triangle with two of them about 16 miles apart ruid the third some 40
miles on what vwuld be the apex of the triangle and near to the rim of
the Aristr*chus crater itself.

The disturbance attract8d the observers by their distinctive reddish calor
on the moon®s usually colorless surface: -

He have 'wondered since the latter information has reached us if there was any
connection of the LAS.IUI probe and the one reported by Dr Hall.

Could it be that t2ie observations reported by Dr. Hall were also LASAR probes
but not reported as such due to them being " topsecret'at the time 7.

The above case does however bring to the fore the age old dispute on the ques-
tion " Does lifo exist on the moon ?”.

Y1lilst most UFo investigators do not claim actual life such as Homo Sapien
exists in natural form on the lunar satellite, yet there has been sufficient
evidencG to assume t..iat some form of human activity doos exist there , but
moTG so that the moon is not "dond" as the astronomers have insisted for so
lone; « for it must be remembered that long before LAT|Alt probes were invented
indications of activity was being* observod by a number of observers some of
whom were accredited astronomers. and although human life woG not believed
to exist there. that the moon itself had at least some form of inner activity
could not be denied by those observations. For if a thine is "dead" this
does not allow for activity in the form of strange eruptions. dome like struc
turus which appear and disappear. and even a bridge which has all the indica-
tions of being not made by nnturo.l forces. :Jome of those things appearing

of recent years during the last two decades. or more. ancl nhic!i havo been
testified to by reliable vtitnessos and " Not being; there bofore " eat some
former observation « At best it doos indicate tnat there is a possibility
that tlie inner core of the moon may not bG as dead as thouGht and that these
eruptions if not by any other means nro the result of some disturbance from
t\is inner core. wwhat bas caused this sudden re-activity ho tnke place is
of course another question. and to sum this all up it does resolve itself into
tlio assumption that. cheso strange and unaccountable activities and observed
phenomenon. are the result of either the moon's omll reactions to some force
from within or without « orthat they are being brouelit nbov.t by some force
directed either on tlio moon . or nearto it. or to it

Mr + Gleason ho:;es she can come
to Hew York so the work may be continued.

Although he once did see an aura9 Mr. Gleason has net _-e.= . lolved in what
he could claim as a psychic experience. However he feels his success is based
on a precognitive ability over which he has no controll. He knovrs that when
something has to be corrected ata rehearsal he ri3es from hils seat with nothing
iii mind; he starts toward the stage and - gets there with the solution.

As T r anything thatcould be considered 3},.j_ :G influencing the course of his
life in any way, he is skeptical - The big problem . he feels . is distin-
guishing between what is genuinely psychic and what is hallucinatory.
