Wells, it seems. tried to bring his strange prophetic intuitions under the dis­
cipline of•his scientific training, but could never thoroughly tame them , des­
pite his valient show of religious •agnosticism • Like many, he hitched his 
apocalyptic soul to the<11^ obsolete chariot -Of::mat^iaiistic Victorian science, 
to find out , alas, too late, that the'telos' (end) avas overtaking mankind vdth 
all the fury of a divine judgement , contrary to all his earliest expectations.
PITIFUL DISILLUSIOFUCTT.
' This is the end',he writes on his deathbed with pitiful disillusionment.
' There is no way out or round the impasse' Again, 1 Our world of self-delu­
sion. is like a convoy lost in the darkness on an unknovm rocky coast.'
He records his disillusionment with a lucidity attributed ib vainby some apolo­
gists to sheer senility. He has been decieVed and he knows it at the last; 
but his pre-occupation with the ttelos * or judgement, dojs not abate.
His earliest prophetic venture, ” The Sleeper ’ Awakes", published in the late 
19th century, is a brilliant forecast of the prospects of pji agnostic mechani­
cal advance, including flying? radio, abd all the modern circus, Ydth the in­
evitable regimentation of mankind and the darker scenes of 'enlightened man's' 
destruction by the spectres lying dormant in his hideous ancestral memories

Many think that Wells actually gave a significant fillip and directive to the 
course along which scientific prugress has in fact advanced, and that the com­
batants of two wars clung to Wellsian imagination in sheer horrific self-defence 
Cynics may well lament the pathetic faith of Wells in his hey-day, that the 
social enlightenment of man and 'peace on earth' must ultimately walk together 
hand in hand with progress in the paboratory, and that man ( as he taught, 
evolved through the ape from an inexpicable miracle tun the slime) would at last become like a god. ht the last he ridicules the conceit of Henley's poem 
about man being the 1 captain of his soul '•
Many now follow him with strange and alomost fanatical cries to humanity of 1 Rpent, or be burnt.! These are not the wide-eyed fanatical ' Betiel' preach­
ers of the novelists, hyt i;he agnostic scientists.. including jins twin • Harl 
Russell, Heuer9 Hoyle and many otners in their Tanks.
The late C.:J.li. Jo ad wq s at least logical in throwing off his agnostic train­
ing some time before his unfortunate death, and bringing his mature convictions intc the context of the Hebrew- Christian revelation. He died a Christian and 
a member of the Church of hngaland. For here indeed , in the subconscious ind of the Vest is the real origin of that brooding over the future events which

FIRA BALS PLAY TAGOn the night and early morning following of April 20th 1964. Because from time to time we recieve’many questions and theories re the re­
lationship of the Antarctic to Saucers, we here reprint a very fine article .taken 
from the latest edition of the English " ORBIT". issued by the Tyneside UFO So ci et y . price 2/-. a ma--a zi n e we can re c omme nd to our r e a de r s. The Editor.

The idea of a possible lirik between an Earth-based source
