dont. some of course more so than others. an(;. ho was amazod to find that in 
tho north Island alone thjro were many more groups and kooncr interest 7 than 
in the, whole of Australia. this did not take into account the likewise intorost 
in the South Island.

this occurred in so many ways that nothing soemd to surprise us. the change of 
rosidonoco, or the timing of a sight s8oing tour. all sho^ od wo were being moved 
along not only to bless others • but often some event would occur which mado 
a visit more enjoyable. tho timing was uncnnny at times.

Two events stood out which despio any dosiro not to remain impartial. must be 
montionod. i.o. from a flying suacor angle. these wore Tho interview vvith Mrs. 
Moroland who had had a suacer land on hor farm property. this profoundly im­
pressed the Editor. for tjore was no doubt that this lady had vntnessed a very 
remarkable sighting. and ono would brought her a groat deal of inconvenience 
and inkind handling by oVficiQl people. but wo givo hor credit that after three 
days grilling sho camo forth still affirming hor original statements.
No wonder she said as like so ma.iy others havo done. " I'll novor report anything 
core 9 to officials 9 if it over happonod again ". Is it any wonder that people 
arc e.:pprohsnsivo of tolling all thoy know 9 when t.:oy got such a treatment •
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The second incident. was the meeting and personal chats with Mr X. who claimed 
to have been visitGd fx.rom by^space people. as reported in the magazine of 
Frod and Phyllis Dickeson of 33 Doo St. Timaru. ( suggost you write for these 
accounts. if you have not got them.
Tho Editor had road much of tho events and the writing left from time to time 
by tho brothers, some folk scorned tae idea. others looked on and withheld their 
opiniono and in this case the Zditor himself felt that he too would like to 
knorr more before forming his conclusions.
Prior to his visit he had been in communication with Mr.X. by tape. and had 
formed the conclusion that at least the man was honnst ans sincere. and rorllly 
had h2.d some experience • but wondorod if Mr.X. had not boon docievod by his 
visitors. i.e. ?r .X. was quito honest .. but wwro his visitors. ?.

Mr X. is a great musician and a composer. and half ..-ay during the evening. he 
said he felt moved to imprevise a piece of music,a simple now composition which 
had just come floating thDIDugh his mind. Ho went to the piano. and began play­
ing. and suddenly tho Editor felt himself being also moved. for as eacj note 
was played he know what was coming and began to hum the tune as though he had 
known it <:11 the whilo. at the ond ho said to Mr X. " Do you know the name of 
that tunc?" who replied ” No, Yihat is it ”? • " Dedication" quickly replied 
and there aro versos to it. Play it again ”. ho returned to the piano. and then 
as ho roplayod the theme the versos carne into the mind telepathically from 
tho space brothers. who Yvcre unseen yet present. they vmro taken down of tape 
as was the whole incident by Frcd Dickoson. and witnossod by others present•. 

Surely this was n.n evidence that wo two men were being movod together in unison 
to be instruments of service. rioro aro the words.on "lino next page. ..
Maybe you may not bo imprcssca by t • ..2 s account or fool it was a ppoof of the 
genuinonoss of either party. but ono had to be present to knuw what was folt 
and had transpired in that room to know tha t 9 we wmro not being moved by our 
orm powers but from those of a much higher scurco.
Ho loft New Zealand with a deep longing to stay further • for thoro seornd so 
much to do • so ma^r loft untouched. but it was unanimous by all and ovorywhhere 
that the Editor wont. " You will come again. " They scorned so cortai::. of this 
aad somehow 2. prayer wnot up. to the Father.

THE ALBUQUERQUE :MEXICO SIGHTING.

During the New Zealnd Tour. much interest was shown on the public Lecture of 
slides. and especially in those of the above sighting. These slides very for- 
tuneately just came into the Editors hands afew weeks before sailing, through 
the great coutrtesy and co-opaeation of our associate Herb. Clark of Vancouvsr. 
who especially mailed them to assist in this venture.
Because of this interest we here tell the story as given in Flying Saucer News 
of J an 1965.
Tnere we seven photographs in all of which we showed four of the main ones. 
They were taken by mF A. A. Villa Jr. on a Kodacolor 120 film v,rith a Japan­
ese ma.l<:e " Rckuoh-Shau camera having af4.6 • 75mm. focal lens.
The shot was made about 15 miles south of Albuquerque between 2.00 and 4.00p.m.
Mr. Villa states. that his contacts req_uested him telepathically to drive to 
the renedous area alone. There he met t e nine members of the crew, consisting 
of five women and four men , as they disembarked from their lanQJd spacecraft 
thro -:gh a hermetically sealed door.
They were all beautiful beings ranging from 7 to 9 feet in height, with hair 
of blonde ( fiery golden) red,(like polished copper) and black. They said they 
were from the galaxie of Coma Berebices.

The truck appearing in sc""G of the photographs is Mr. Villa's. r;ho states that

NTW ^ZEALAND. Nov. 1st 1964.
The Place, a Government establishment in Auckland, Time about 11-30 a.m.

An employee whilst passing a new building noticed a strange substance drifting 
dovm from the slay, he described it as like a huge mass of soap suds at an al­
titude of approximately 80ft. Despite strong -southerly v.rinds it descended 
in a perpendicular course as though it had substantial wei@it and mass.

It is my contention that a long time ago there-.. -existed on thsi earth a very ad­
vanced culture, which could and almost did invent a meruis of levitáüion and space 
mobility.

Examination of the Sacsahuaman Fortress, in 
Inca and pre-Inca city of Cusco, shmjs that

have be massed around them so that they could be moved and handled.

These stones— some of them weignir,g 10i 20 and 40 tons or more- had to be picked 
up, put approximately into place and pushed back and forth until they ground 
fchemselevs into their individually fitting contours.
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Such power would tax any modern machine or powder plant and require installation 
of generating equipment sufficient to run a city.
It seems plainly obvious that’some other source of power existed.
On Easter Island there exists a great and ancient stone'stature which still lies 
in the quarry where it was being s-ci lptured • It is in a depression from which 
great power and manipulation would be required to move ito Vfork on it stopped 
suddenly i and apparently th:; force lift for tue 19200-ton stones was lost spme- 
how. So vie must conclude that while massive stonework •was in progress all over
the world - including India, Tobet and Polynesia- sources of power were limitad 
in number9 and available only to a few imporatant projects.

1tt. Jone's observations were confirmed by several other observers who saw the 
objects at the same time, travelling in the same direction.
A spokesman from the R.A.A.F. at Garbutt said he had no idea of the identity 
of the objects • He said that theFewere defiaately no militray aircraft in the 
area at tho time of the sighting •

A department of Civil Aviation spokesman said he too, could not identify the 
objects , he said at the time there were no civil aircraft fl3nng over Towns­
ville. Neither were the objects weather balloons.
Anotther spokesman for the Townsville Moon^atch Group ( Ni:ro D. C • Tweedle) 
said last night that the objects wore not satellites. He said that. satellites 
could only be seen by the reflection of either the evening or morning sun, and 
at the time the objects were seen 9 satellites would have been invisible.

His guess, he said, was that the objects were two fallinc; meteors, although ge 
could not be definite.
He said that he had heard of other sightings of msteors pvor Townsville, in

As g matter of fact in these days of crisis' all over the world 
it strikes me the other fellow is not so rational as ho would have us believe.

It is because of recent happenings throughout the world which are affecting peo­
ple now7and I feel will affect us more strongly in tho days ahead7 that I am 
compei3lod to sit down- .ind set myself the task which by no moans is a pleasant 
ono. For aftvr nuch sober and intensive thought that with all that had happen­
ed of late 9 it appears more feasible that the rest of the dream could come to 
pass. However here is the drerun for anyone to speculate over7 to’ doride7 or 
ridicule if they desire 7 for I no longer care what others thinks

As before mentioned7 this dream occured sometime in 1953 9and had such clarity7 
:Juch vividness as to be not much different from an actual occurance , for during 
the whole episode my thiThking7 reactions and conjecturos were similar to those 
when witnessing anything when =v.lly awake. I knovt-’fvll well I shall not be able 
to describe adequately these feelings and thoughts etc; but will do my best 
in this account of the dream, as here de£cribeC«
I was standing at t.e bottom of a garden which is one tho side of a hill over­

By now of course all the folk fron the houses bclorr were mv:.:tre of • :no.t v/aa go­
ing on, nnd most vmro running around in a confused panic. Child.en were cry­
ing, vromen hystorical, Dogs harking, chickens werecrowing in a weird fashion, 
mon wore shouting advice to all and sundry, whether it was safor to remain in 
the valley or go up to the top of the hill nearest them.
I could see them running around quite clearly and hear what some were shouting 
q_ui to Iilistinctly. That is, I knmv who was doing tho shouting9 what house he 
had come from , and to whom he was shouting, and the house tey too had come 
from and so forth • why I stress this to you we learn when I come to the fin­
ality of this report.

b.s \70 '7ere watching all this I vas conscious of feeling very apprehensive, but 
n9t strangely enough terrified, like those people running’ down below in their 
wild panic. Rather there was some overwhelming feeling of sadness tinged
whth anger, for I vms thinking somehow’, somewhere, someone or other was respons­
ible for what was happening, that what was done had caused our Earth to veer 
off course to meet up th this;.J.planet, and I felt terribly helpless.
M:y wife was clutchin , my arm ash:ud what should we do. I roplied9 " theres 
nothing vio can do dear , this looks like the ond of everything", and as soon as 
those words were uttered , thousands of round shaped objects began appearing 
in the sky. Hunclr !ds of these things were coming down passing others return­
ing, soF!G were silver coloured 9 some gold , and they were swooping down to
land on points near and far then rise evor so rapidly into the sky again.

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As tho bedroom scone replaced the one I was watching and participating in, I 
found myself covered from head to toe in profuse per; . ‘ .-. .9 so much so that 
my pyjamas were absolutely ringing wet 9 so much so that I had to change th&m 
for a dry set. This puzzled me for in spite of several tgrrifying episodes 
during tue war'J in the R.A.F. they had never left mo in such a state in which 
I now found myself, and as I said my f elings throughout the dron.m were 
of apprrhension and sadness, not terror.

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HUGE SPACE STATION CIRCLING MARS.

U.S. Government scientists are working on a fantastic round-the-clock investiga­
tion as you read tr.s— trying to confirm that ahuge s_pace plat:dorm vvith living 
creatures aboard is orbiting the planet Mars.

In the n8:it 18 months the U.S. Govt. is going to spend over $55 million to find 
out if the satellite circling Mars is an artificially created space platforrn.
11 SpacG probes are novi being prepared to determine if Phobos isactually a huge 
•orbiting space station or base," said Raymond E. Hilson, Chief of Applied Math­
ematics for the National Areonautics and Space Administration • Last Jan 23, 
vmen Wilson first made this startling statement9 The ffiJQUI^PJm began an investiga­
tion behind the doors of official secrecy to bring the facts about this space pro­
ject to our readers. We discovered that the next Mariner s1>ace rocket, scheduled 
for launching late this fall or early next spring, will be aimed to pass closeto 
Mars and will contain special equipment capable of analysing the light reflected 
from Phobos.

Scientists say that if the moon reflects light the way aluminur does, it .111 
prove Phobos is a space station not a natural moon. Even if this M3.riner probe 
misses its target— and three in a row have missed it so far— follwoing the rock­
etwill try again. this time v.rit1 additional instruments designed•to detect the 
existence of life on the planet or its moons.

Fny do scientists belive that Phobos might be an artificial space platform and 
not •a-natural moon?. The EHQUI^RER interViewed astronomers and physicists. Here 
is what we found out.

Phobos and the other moon, Deimos, were discover, .. d by a U. S. astornorner, Asaph 
Hall in 1877. For over 80 years, nobody paid to much attention to them, because 
they were sp small— about 5 miles in dia. There ...haven't been any good photoe 
graphs taken of Phobos or Deimos • The earth's atmosphere interferes with cameras 
aid the reflected light of. Mars hlarik:s out Phobos • Then in 19599 Russia's lead­
ing planetary physicist , I,S.Shl:lovsky, published the results of observations 
he had made. He came to the conclusion that Phobos is an artificial satellite9 
probably made of aluminr.s-;:.

" Wo have to assume that Phcbos is hollow inside, something like ’a tin can from 
Y:hichtho contents hai7Je been removed9" he said. " It is an artificial satellite 
of Mars." Sbklrovsky based his statement on four peculiar properties of Phobos.

I. No other planet has moons that are as small as Phobos.
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2. Both Martian moons9 Phobos and Deimos , are extre9ely close to the planet9 
liars 9 Phobos is only 59000 miles from the planets surface.

3. Unlike all natural moons, Phbos moves in its orbit over tbree times as fast
as Mars. This is impossible for a natural moon, according to astronomical theories 
No natural satellite can move faster than the planet it circles 9 because both
planet and satellute were originally made fiUom the same substance , travelling
at t.ie same speed.

4. Phobos is slowing do-rn and falling toward Mars.. This duplicates of all 
man- made satellites put into orbit by the U.S. and Russia. Scientists all over 
tho world greeted shklovskyi s theory with mixed emotions.. Dr.- H .. M. Sinton an 
astronomer at Yorkes Observatury9 Williams Bay. Vis. , agreed vritli Shklovsky in 
a statement before the National Academy of Science. U.S..
Phobos may be a huge orbiting city filled with man 9 woken and children, 11 He said 
" The other moon, Deimos, might be one too." Agr-'ement also came from one of the 
world's leading astronomical experts9 Dr. Fred Hoyle9 astrophysicist 9 a professor 
of astronomy at Cambridge University9 Eng. and one-timo staff member of both Mt. 
Wilson and the Pal^mmr observatories in California.
" This is t:ie only theory I have heard that covers the mystery of these two moons" 
ho said• •r. S. Fred Singer, professor of astronomy at the University of Maryland 
and a key figure in the NASA Mars Probe project, added his agreement •

" If shklovsky's figures are accurate, then Phobos could be an artificial. hollow 
and therefor made by living creatures, He said. Other scientists disagreed with 
shklovsky and his themry • Dr.E.C.Slipher9 director emeritus of the Lowell Obser- 
vatorj9 near Flagstaff. Ariz.,thought it would'be physically impossible to orbit 
such a satellite. Astronomer Clyde. W Tombaugh, associate Professor of earth s 
sciences at the Research Cenetr of New Mexico University in Las Crucos9 said.
" Putting up such a stalleite would severely strain the capabilities of evon a 
world. rict in resources. The extreme pver:y of mineral resources on Mars would 
have do,7rived them of the • necessary materi!ls. "
n That's no argument 9 " retorted Dr. Singer. " That's like saying the Egyptians 
couldn't have built t ib pyramids." Then he added his oil opinion as to why the 
satellito was placod ir. orbit---- as a vacuum cl oaner for radiation. " Thier pur­
pose n2.turo.lly would be to sweep up the radiation belts around l/ars to enable 
Mart-- Ru to operate vlithout radiation hazards in tlia vicinity of their planet 9" 
ho Gaid.

Until the scheduled probe rockots arc fired from Cape Kennedy and accomplish t 
thGir missions of investigation of 'hobos, nobody will knovr for sure whether 
the moon is Aiartia.n - madeo It could be inhabitoe. by intelligent creatures who 
liave lived inside it for centuries.

Mrs9 Tavender said today " Wethought at the time what we savz was a flying. saucer 
but my younger brother scoffed vvhon I told- him about. it ? hB said " it .niust have 
been a weather balloon • ” . . . ER' -

She said after hearing of. an official statement made by a Flying Laucer Society 
that similar earth disturbances were often accoaraniER by reports of flying 
objects 9 pTompted her to report the sighting •

Mrs, Tavender said she and Mrs Lewis were driving along Henley Beach Road in 
separate cars when the object was £irst seen .
She said 9 " At first it looked +oke a 1 ft. wide gleam of light from an air­
craft. but it was' not moving.
We stopped our cars and the n we both saw that the object had suddenly moved 
sideways - a long way from its original position and was again stationary •"w . 
n It then started moving fast to the side again , and finally gaded from sight" 
Mrs. Tavender siad her father was a Civilian Aviation Department officer • 

She had seen many aircnaft in different parts of Australia^ and was sure the
