Can the disappearance of planes be put down to them 72

On March 70 1922. Flying Officer B. Holding set out from an aerodrome near
Chester on what was intenciod. to 1)8 a short flight in Wales, About seven
07clock he was seen near Llangollen, turning back and heading in the direc-
tion of Chester

He was never seen again . He disappeared over a densely populated country.

The unexplained and unannounced crashes of aircraft over land are numbered
in dozens. And while these crashes are not disappearances s there is a
strong element of mystery inmany of them ¢

It is the rules and not the exception, that the major c8:"t.rBtrophes come with-
out warning * Whatever causes the crash seems to cut _f curnmrmunication simult-
aneously Seldom is there any warning from the radios only routine re-
ports, and then silence----, until the wreckage is found with no survivors, and,
in at least one case— nobodies!

It is ono thing for a solitary aircraft to van!sh from above the sea without
trace and vQthout signals being heard. It is quite another for five military
aircraft , flying as a group, all with full crew ruid radio9 to pass silently
and irrevicably from human ken.

There were 14 men aboard those Avenger Bombers which disappeared one day over
Florida. As the hours passei’” the base and other aircraft on patrol listened

hopefully on the radio channels * But no word came to tell of the whereabouts
of the missing fliers.

The last routine message ¢ recioved at 5.25. p.m. had given the psoition of
the flight as about 200 miles north-east of Miami.

The hands of the clock crawled around to the point where the bombers' fuel
supply would be exhausted ¢ Still no word. Navy aircnaft and ships were or-

dered out to cover the enture area from Key West northward to Jacksonville
and 250 miles out to sea.

The Uavle pointed out tiiat the Avenger bomber' was noted for its buoyancy.
In similar emergencies aircraft had always remained afloat long enough for
the crews to launch the life rafts.

One of the first rescue craft to roar off the water in search of the miss-
ing fliers was a huge Martin Mariner bomber ivith a crew of 13 that had ben
trained for just such work . IT too s disappeared vrithout trace.

How could these aircrafty each vrith its ovm crew and radio facilitiess dis-
appear without even flashing a single message of explanation?. It was hard-
ly logical to assume that they collided ¢ Killing all the crew members sim-
ultaneously.
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- Point of no return'cont

0~ August 2, 1947. the British South American Airways Lancastrian Stardust
mysteriously vanished on a flight over the i\ndes. It would not have been
so surprising if the aircraft had siappeared in the high peaks of the Andes
But those had been negotiated , and she was due to landat the airport at
Santiago. Chile at 5*45*P.m.

at 5. 41. p.n. she sent out a signal stating her timo of arrival.

That is just 4 minutes from the airport,:imost within sight of the control
toweree ilt ths end of t e message came a word " StendccH , loud and clear
and quickly spoken.

The Chilean air Force operator of Sabtiago queried the word which he did not
understand. He heard it taice repeated by the plahe
No explanation of the word has ever been found.

The aircraft never arrived and the mystery has not been solved. Searches
were made by ski troops and skilled mountaineers over an area of 250 square
miles in vain

That aircraft carried a crew of 5 men and'there were sSix passengers.
Tno pilot Capt. L.J. Cook , had crossed the aides ei6bt times as second pilot.

Four mirrutes from the landing strip-------- What happened??.

In 1947 an American Super Fortress Bomber vanished when 100 miles off Ber-
muda-.- the area of missing aircraft. In March 1950 , a U.S. Globemaster
disappeared while flying from North America to Ireland, vlithout warning and
\i'ithout trace.

A Pan- American Constellation , vdth 40 people aboard was on her way from
South Africa to New York on June 20. 1951 -

The ship had left Accra * West Africa, for Monrovia, Liberia and at 3 p.m.
the crew radioed that she was due at Robertsfield airport, Monrovia. at

3.15*‘p.m. The aircraft was never seen or heard of aagc.in °
Fifteen minutes vnth no trouble? to +eport7 and anticipating and eventless
landing, this giant craft disappeared \r.Ilthout trace or record----, no outcry

from the radio.

I submit then that these disappearnces are in the greater n”“nbor than dis-
appearances of people and ships in the past because our air ag*e is proving
of great interest to our space neighbors.

I suggest further , that those disappearnces arc but mere kidnappings by
the spa8e contrivances e* Arc there any ot2or explanations which staify
all the questions. ?.

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AN iIISUAL TLLPJLTHIC EXPwhIENCE COHFIBUCD.

Tl.o following is an experience of the Nd.itor during his recent New Zealand
Tour and he now recounts it because of the many confirmGtions whichs he
recivod then as the story will show, and now more strongly confirmed by

a lJcws paper cutting which ho has just recived from his firn associate

Dan Saundors of Auckland.

For obvious reasons the Name of the’city wvvill not be given although it is
known to many as well as those connected with the story nncl thus can be veri-
fied by thorn . Tho roacon for withholding the nace is that the Editor does
not want to be labkod as a scare merchant. -r crente a cause for panic.
Hanover the facts aro undeniable and now that official warning has been
given to tli.e City. he merely relates the incident for the evaluation of
his readers.

The :Cditor and his sister had reached this city on a morning when a.l-J.eavy

gnlo was blowing and rain belting dovwn caused no happy thoughts to start with.
The next day it :ias necessary for tlie :Cditor to leave for Napiers e long J
journey to fulfillnhis promised visit to the folk in tho Hawkos Bay area,

a very pleasant time full of happy memories.

I would confess that | had strange feelings about going to Napier as it
was hero in 1931 that a huge earthquake occurred and completely wiped out
tho city which was rebuilt into its present stage. a beautiful place indeed.
I thought maybe | would got sooe vibrations of the instability of this
placo, hovmver strangely 1 felt none , in fact the very reverse.

Two days later | returned to mu sister at the place mentioned. oiliy tu find
her ina vory b:.d state of depression so much in fact that sho felt sho want-
ed to abandon the tov.r and return home. after a half an hour reasoning with
hor, 1 managed to cheer her up. but was very surprised that she was so upset
as she is a very strong character and hard headocl business woman , cqrtainly
not given to emotional upset and defiQntoly not psychic.

Retiring to my own room, fooling tired after tho long journey from Napier

I laid down on tho bed. and within a few minutes began to feol extremely de-
prossed and morose alr.ost as though some awful thing was pending and ono which
had dire results.

I coj_Icl not understand it. as | had returned in vory bright spirits from Na-
pior, tho local pooplo had made my stay sp wonderful o.nd full of fellowship.
I tried to explain away logically this sudden overwhelming sadness and ill
omooed brooding. | tried to throw it off9 as sooe reaction of myself of wear-
iness, but | could not.
