CHRISTCHURCH . Friday (f.A.) - There have been more reports of unidentified 
flying objects in Canterbury. Several of them apparently relate to the dame 
object, and ono corroborates the reported sighting of a largo object at South 
Brighton on ’"'ednesday night.

Yesterday, a man said he saw a large, bright object rise from the direction 
of South Brighton at Ô.45 p.m. on Esdnosday.
It moved fairly fast and went straight u- into the sky .

The man who first reported the sighting said the object made an oscillating 
noise almost whistling, and this same noise was described by a girl and an 
American serviceman who reported seeing an object ever their car at Harewood 
on Januray 15th.

There was no flying that night, but the couple reported tho bright , large 
low-flying circular object hovered above their car and thon rose into the sky.

Another man reported seeing an object on Wednesday at 9*30.p.m.
It was bigger and brighter than a staellite, he said, and travelled across 
tho sky and descended at an an^’lo.

Although many of tho sightings sent in were obviously those of Satellites 

or the bits and pieces, quite afow of tho reports could not possibly be 

classified into this category . as seen below.

Saturday Fob 27th 1965*

SAUCER BUZZES PLANES NEAR TOKYO.

Tokyo. March 21st •

Tuo Japanese civilian pilots say that their planes havo been buzzed by a 
flying saucer.

" Tho hairy monster" washed up on the Murivvai Boach is a " very dead and smelly 
whale" Auckland lecturer of Zoology at t^e .Auckland University said today

Mis Robb said tests had shovm the blubber had beun scoured or eaten off the 
flesh , lvaving fibrous tissue which had been so uniformly shredded that it 
locked like hair.

The above poses however a gew questions in that taking into account the huge 
mass of this " thing "• the statemont that the whole of its carcso was ” Uni-: 
fDrmiy shredded " means that a huge shoal of marine life must have attacked 
the creature, to have so covered such a large area and " shro(.dod" it so evenly 
all over making it appear hair-like.
We do not presume that it is anything but a -a if it HAS hair. as no deep 
sea life would require such. but of course IF Miss Robb's firldings aro correct 
and it is a whale. then hair is ruled out because of the statement of the 
learned Professor. J ..J. Morton •

It is hardly feasible that such a huge mass would havo been so covered with 
teeth shredded flesh leaving no part not attacked and showing at least some 
small portions of the orginal hido or covering of the creature.
Surely to ask us to accept such a theory is stretching it a bit.

The photo shovm in our local papers bears no rGsemblancu: at all to the shape 
of a whale , of course we admit that a largo portion is coverod by the sand 
and this may hide the true outline of tho creatures proportions, but taking 
it all into account. we have our doubts about the correctness of the findings 
Miss Robb, who-would rre1'1 us -of our-'right to thinkfCJr ourselvos a little bit.

t:Io have taken into consideration also in this account the vory similar size 
and facts of the strange object washed up mn the Tasmanian Beach about 12 
months ago or moro. This too had them all puzzled , but then Miss Robb was 
not there to declare what it was. Porhaps she will be able to answer tho a­
bove quori8s we have raised of tho way in which this hide was so ovonly and 
completely shredded, to make it appear liko hair•
