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l!-.wh water has flowed under the bridge since vie first looked intc the matter of the U.F.O. and when we think back on many who burst into the field with 
much fire and zest. many who produced some very worthy magazines .and journals, 
novi no longer spreading the news, pondering upon this we can only shake our 
heads , a little sadly perhaps. as many of them were our valued 9omrades in 
the beginning, sharing vdth each others not only the news .but the problems, 
each obtiining from the others hard earned experiences ina completely new field 
over tae pitfalls and errors of judgement .And indeed sadly we say and repeat 
the wards of a famous comedian. " we've seen em' come , and we’ve seen'em go"
In truth we have learned some good lessons from the departures , some very 
suddenly and dramatic. and thus keeping our fingers crossed, we. find ourselves 
like old Father Thames, who keeps rolling along., doing just that, and a little 
^eI>evenSwa^cfi. with some interest some of the new corners of the last five years 
making some of the very same mistakes many of those now lost to us made, artd 
wonder if the same misfortune may not overtake them because of the self super­
iority. their lack of humility. their unvdllingness to listen to good advise ■ 
from these who have passed through the hard school of exverience.
Yes, and much more than water has been flowing through our skies over the years 
and will continue to do so in spite of official protests • ( You will notice we 
said, flowing, not flying?. The observant ones among you can tell we know our onions.) In spite of the attempts by officialdom , top brass of the Ser­
vices and others to kick the U.F.O. into the cupboard of obscui-lty, the U.F.O. 
like the proverbial bad panny, keeps turning up , thereby causing then many 
sleepness nights and much gnashing of teeth •

Vfuich reminds us of our younger days when we teased certain old pompous types 
with the cry" look behind you mister". Remembering this • rm are today tempted 
to do , this every time some " eggspurt" tries to tell us that we are not see­
ing what we see. • Of course , the way the U.F.Os. keep sneaking into view and performing in the most unorthodox manner , it appears they are in a way, 
saying what vio dearly would love to shout out loud. " Hey, look behind you 
mistor !. So mucg for officialdom, who may , or may not, know more than they are to admit •

Now we come to certain researchers in the filed of U.F.O• • we cannot helpbut 
notice certain similar peculiarities especially those who have ^entered recent­
ly, ie vnthin years9 our domain •
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These Johnny- come - latelies9 after sniffing around- a bit for a very 

brief . ■ ’ I ' when taking into conaideration the vastness of the subject and
its implications. and having pushed ttieir way into' research among us 9 and not 
liking, or perhaps were scared of the things we were forced to investigate due 
to the very nature of the UFO. have shied away lik;-) frightened mares 9 because 
what they percieved did not fit in- the pattern •of •heir narrow conventionalised thinking. Ignoring the facts that the U.F.0. is the most unconventional obj.ect 
that anyone has seen , and the many years we have spent in this game, they have 
with much disdain 9 and. a certain amount of gallyhoo, turned, away from real re­
search and opened up shop • as authorities • and with ego posed as "an auth
orities= in public interviews. and-by their very statements have displayed to 
even a koen analytical observer their lack of depth. and in fact often made 
public statements which have d! ■ :.ie thecause klore haarm than good.

In doing so they have attempted to throw a spanner in our work, as it 
wore. Which makes us often wond?r9 when we muse on this. Are their intentions 
honourable9 and for thengood of Saucerdom .or purely of-old self aggrandisement?. Tho test obviously would be. take away the publicity and the show poney stuff 
would they be as eager to take leadership. ?. What say saucerdom•should fall 
into disrepute. and we found ourselves persecuted for o’1.r beliefs. ?. How far 
would they be able to stand•the strain. ?• For it mus« be remembered these 
s:.;lf styled " authorities" are riding the crest of the waves which the pioneers 
brought about when in their day the least mention of flying saucers was openly 
sneered at. but. today has gained through the hard work of such 9the sincere 
investigation anq approval of many people and bodies•

As vre say9 hy tho very nature of the we have boon forced to ex­
plore every avenue, and most of those av9nuesr whether we liked it or not, led 
into the borderline subjects, E.S.P. and all that sort of stuff, and in spite 
of what our critics say or think:9 we owe thorn no apologies for doing so9. even 
if they accuse us of being unscientific. in our approach •

Now that's the point' vre would like to deal with. • Those critics of 
ours who have recently set up^shop. declare Ar a very ambiguous way that they are stec±:',3g clear of any off beat stuff9 and are concentrating on the scienti­
fic lines of enquiry, 1 oudly proclaiming hoYf ” objective" they are.
Hot vvithstanding the fact that they have been known to frequent very select 
" inner circles" and mediums. Vihich again makes us wonder why sne-or at us. ?•Wo WGuld like to ask then , What do th'ey mean by being scientific?. 
Surely by shutting ones eyes and •ignoring certain aspects of enquiry, because 
thcydisturb and upset the comfortable pattern of ones thinking9 cannot by any 
stretoh of imagination 9 be called scientific • This is none other than the at­
titude of the biggot, the closed mind. This is not the right frame of mind con­
ducive to recievoing answers to such a complicated problem as the saucers.

Surely the mind must be free to look at every facot as it protudes 
itself into the area of our visiongeven if after investigation one finds it 
cannot sjfand up to a logical test. at least one has the boncar of knowing to 
his satisfaction it was not ignored. and that deliberately .

Not many years ago if anyone let it be know as we did, that he be­
lieved in mental telepathy for example, people like our critics 9 would look
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around for the man ina white coat to take him away. Woll for the benefit • 

of those who only read tho comic strips oftheir newspapers1 ne 1tvill give them a little bit of information thay may have overlooked.
Maybe it won't be as thrilling and ecstatic as lights running up a tank 

or strange noises on the phone 1 or people ringing u.p and saying "This is O:eorge 
from V Gnus 11 • but it IS factual data.

Two of the greatest nations , nq.rnely tho U.S.A. and tho U.S.S.R. are verji 
busy experimenting with mental telepathy, and be it notod, also other espocts 
of E. S. f. They have re cent ly come across various individuals viho can read books and discern colours witn thoir fingertips whilst blindfolded.
Do our critics not know of the great D.S.P. tests which vmnt on in the great 
sub Ju’tic Hautilua oxperimontZ in which a man was placed in a soalod room 
away from tho r -jst of the crew and another in a University in the U.S.A. com­
municated with each other by E.S.P. such tests proving a vory high rate of 
non- orror.

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U.F.0. REPORTS STILL POURING IN •WASHINGTON D^AILY 1^S. Aug • 4th 1965 ( Fourth consecutive day of sightings)
OKLAHOMA CITY. Thousnads of •persons across the nations midlands and South­
west again last night reported seeing mysterious flashing , winking and spark­
ing phenomena which sped and sometimes zigzagged adross the skies.
The Air Force contends tnat most of the sightings were porbably stars or planets. 
Najeeb E. Halaby1 former Federal Aviation Agency director, said that the rash 
of reports may signal a " new American mythology " •
" Reports of such objefts seem to reach a peak in August or Septenber, It 
may be that the long hot sumer expedites the imagination" he said in Los An 
gales. Most of the objects the people saw were described as red or yel­
lowish, and speeding across the sky from southwest to northeast at very high 
altitudes.
It was the fourth consecutive day of UFO sightings, which have harried some 
police departments so much they have reffered the enquiries to Air Force bases. 
A lot of people took issue with the Air Force claims that they were stars or 
planets. A Sioux City, Iowa, high school teacher said he saw a flashing
object , and"anyone who would say this is a star would be out of their mind'' An Air Force weather observer in Oklahoma City has repeatedly seen unusual 
objects in the skies , and said " they are no mirage i •One object"looked like it had a flat top and flat bottom , and it was not a 
true spnere, " the observer said. " There were two rings around it and the 
4ings were part of the main body •"
Shelby Crain , who lives near Harri son saw something " that moved back
and forth from northweat to south east • • It was joined by another thing 
that wad red and they moved together , seeming to get higher and high­
er until they disappeared. "A highway patrolman said he kept a flashing red object under observation for 
several minutes near Erick in Western Oklahoma • Similar sightings wwe report­
ed at Lawton and Tulsa.
Several persona reported a red-white flashing object southwest of Denver which 
was 2500-5^00 ft. high. It bobbed up and down then finally disappeared over 
tie mountains • A green object sped along at estimated 300 ft. north of Al bequerque, N.M. for about four seconds then rose sharply an observer said.
Reports of the UFOs were numerous in north Texas.
Two men watched a red glowing object thru. a telescope from Dallas for about 
45 seconds • ThFy said it resembled winking lights of a jet plane but " was 
much faster and much higher " •
The most northerly sightings were at Blain and Fridley, Minn. police reported 
seven or eight objects which bobbed up and dwon , hovered and darted about.+++++++++++++++++A FEW TITLES LATE REPORTS;
