YThile the probo is sending back to earth a number of fairly Valuable buttons

of data, somo of the shirts which are being sewed upon those buttons are q_uite

fo.ntnstic in their woo.lth of imaginative detail. Sherlock Holmos in his best
yonrs7 could not have dono so well.

As this article is boii'lg written only a few of the first pictures have boGn
relco.sod to the public. Thu pictures taken ot a distance of more than 107000
rnilosy and with a resolution of only 200 lines? is o remarkable testimony to
t:io ingonuity and the precision of tho prosent day tochnolo.py! but aside from
this, it contains but little that could be of interest except for the imagina-
tion. of the sciGntist or tho layman * Nevertheless § it is certain that this
