The following was given as an address to his Church on Sept. 9th 1965.
His address is 1119 Woburn Ave. Benoni. Transvaal Sth. Africa.
After Reading Col. 1, 12-20. He said.

Quite a lot of correspondence is flwwing through the pages of the world press
concerning what is called "unidentified flying objects”. 0Odd reports are be-
ing published about space vehicles landing and taking off--or more frequently,
hovering over a point on our planet( as we call it) and then disappearing at
great speed, and there are a few of us who can claim to have dismissed all these
reports without a second thought ».

Recently letters have been puglisheddiscussing the theological implications of
such phenomena. Whether or not beings which may exist on other planets embnafed
ina common salvation with that provided for the human family, for instance.

The New Testament prayer may well serve to confirm that if such beings exist9
they are fully provided for, and the inheritors of all those spiritual blessings
fer which all Christians hope.

It could therefor be worthwhile to see if we can learn something profitable

from such a speculation about other beings. The use of our imagination is not
precluded by the Christian Faith , provided we frankly admit that ' we are
spoculating about the unknown. There may weil besome new attitude towgrds truth,
that we can gain from such an incursion.

It seems reasonable to me to assume that other beingspossessed of vehicles of
space-travel greatly superior to ours are much more advanced in intelligence
and perception than we. How can that be? . none can say.. from an evolution-
ary point of view they mau have obeyed the Gospel’'more readily than we--- or
tney may not even have needed a Gospel in the same way that the human F/3mily
has needed one ' for they may not be infected with disobediance as we.

Obviously, if they were as brashly enterprising as we human beings in our space
exploits plan to be, then they would not hesitate to make themselves known to
us, but they not only hesitate but defiritaely avoid serious direct contact
with our race.

This seems to be in keeping with that which I have postulated. Theyhave sen-
sitiveness of far greater refinement than ours. The human raoe is only just
beginningto learn a very little about extra-sensory perception, although ecery-
one knows something of it, e.g. =: Without a word spoken we often know if we
are disliked, or unwanted. or suspected, or feared.

We :nay well wonder if truly spperior moral beings would commit themselves to
immediate contact with humanity and its attendant evils. Were such visitors
possessed of mere mortal sight they are now being entertained or repelled by
hatred, murderous wars, and preparations for destruction throughout the globe.
Hatred9jealousy, suspicion ruid predjudice raise their ugly heads so often both
before us and in us. Dven in your olwn journey to work, to the shops, or else-
where this ~ay, you have been aware of the clamour of hate hooters in the cars
of impatient drivers all snarled in traffic jams.

In fact, don't you think it to be more than pro? le that our planet is not
ready to recieve celestial vis"itors — if we may name them so— and furthr-
more . IS KNOWN TO QUITE WUUFPTTED for such further insights to God's Crea-
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tion. Such creatures as I am visualising are more closely in touch lLvith God
than we, and thus more sensitive to the potential of evil which exists with hu-
manityo Justifiably they may be ~willing to commit secrets of travel to such
greedy and dangerous creatures as the human family in its present state.
They recognise, as our own occasionally illmminated consciences warn us also,
our present untrustw”rthiness. For we threw out of sur society the only per-
fect manifestation of moral dignity and beauty of our race has known, by reject-
ing Jesus of Nazareth , and by murdering Him_. and still we have not repented
of the deed and changed our ways-- speaking generally.

So, you see, our little excursions into spatial possibilities provides us with
a spur to wards Godliness--- a call to see that we, personally, embrace the
highest standards of conduct of which we know, and thus improve the world of
which we are a part , by making much of Him, whom, both yesterday.and today,
our world rejects_. so let us pray --

THE GREAT PYRAMID.

By. Egerton Sykes. "PENDULUM" Oct. 1965 Volo 15. No.4.

As most people know the Great Pyramid is situated on top of a small plateau
rising from the b”aks of the Nile near Cairo. At tte bottom of the steep slope
stands the Temple of the Sphinx which formerly abutted onto tho Nile Waters.

This Temple was the place at which the various dignataries disembarked
from their boats in order to go to the GreatPyramid. As the distance separ-
ating the two is not more than a quarter of a mile it is generally assumed that
an underground passage was dug through the rock to connect the two edifices in
order to permit tho priests and officials to move from one to the other without
mixing with the public.
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Practically every dowser who visits tha pyramids is convinced that a
passage exists and that it should have its end in one or more undiscovered cham-
bers in the pyramid itself. However the conditions are not suitable for any
extensive tests to be made, the Temple of the SPhinx has not yet been entirely
denuded of the accumulation of sand which has drifted there over several thous-
ands years, while the pyramid is built of }housands of blocks of stone each of
Whichblweighs several tons which means that aby practical purposes they are im-
movable.

The only hope lies in discovering some form of concealed entrance which
whould be quite possible. The fact that nobody has done so to date means that
very little. Last week at Portsmouth, there were discovered on a shelf in one
of the cabins of H.M.S. Victory which has stood at Portsmouth dockyard for 150
years as a national monument to Nelson, two muzzles loading guns which had. been
mislaid in i860. When one bears in mind that generations of sailors have been
engaged since then in looking after the ship it seems almost impossible that
this could have happened. But it did.

Under the circumstances the fact that we have not yet found the hidden
entranccs.to the Pyramid in about the same length of time need cause us no sur-
prise. It is reported from ~airo that an effort will be made to use cosmic ray
measu:.rv.ents to show where such hidden chambers might exist. This may be so,
but 7 am gure tl:i.t a good dowser could provide the answer in far loss time and
at a smaller exr-8nse.
