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AN EX= AIR FORCE PILOT TAILS HIS STORY -
In the report of the Space Convention held at Giant Rock George Van Tassell
relates tho ...ollow:n0 in his latest " PROCEEDINGS" Vol 8 No I.

A man who introduced himself as Mel Noel, addressed the 6000 people on both
days of the Convention « He stated he was an ex-Air force pilot, having left
the Air Force under a medical discharge in 1957* He said that there is a 10
year statute of limitations imposed on Air Force personol, that does not per-
mit them to talk publicly on any event they are involved in vwhle in the

Air Force .

What he disclosed occurred in 1954, and he said " he had to live with it stuk
in his craw for 10 years9 and novi he just had to tell it to the people all
about it.

Ex- Lieutenant Noel said they were flying North toward Canada over the state
of ldaho, in a formation of F-86 jet aircraft. This formation «a'as flying at
38,000 feet altitude, at dusk, when suddenly 16 disk-shaped objects came from
above and flewin front of them in a "V" formation . The four F-86 pilots
continued in thair flight following the 16 '"saucers', while they took pictures
with their gun-cameras, at the instructions of the Colonel who was in command
of the squadron .

Mel reported that th8 "saucers" in formation flew at times from five to six
times faster than their F-86 speed, which was 680 knots per hour. The jets
increased their epeed above Mach 1. which is the speed of sound, or 750 miles
per hour at sea level. He said the saucers flew circles around them. He felt
like he was flying an old Wright biplane instead of a super - sonicjet .

This continued for 12 minutes. Mel said that the saucers at one time flew
close to about 1000 feet away from them . He said they would speed up, stop,
and reverse directions, and perform manoavres impossible to do with convention-
al aircraft. ffiel said when they landed all the film was removed from their
~an cameras and sent to Washinctcn.D.C--

A week and a half later whilst flying in the same area en another assignment |,
Llel says they were again accompanied by the saucers . Suddenly the Colonel
instructed them to swviten to another radio cknnnel . Eel says he heard the
man in mJ"he.rge of the saucers speaking in slow English to the Colci.iel.

Enen they landed aft*hathis flight, the pilots were instructeQ to fill out
forms telling exaatly- they had seer? but nothing about what whey had heard
over their radios.

Hel said tiat later the Colonel told him of an arrangement made by the people
in the saucers to meet the Colonel in a given room in a particular motel in
Phoenix , Arizona - when he was flying out of Luke Air Force Base.

The Colonel said he was furnished an Air Force Staff car by his juperiors to

drive to the motel. he Colonel went to the motel early, and soon two men
came to the door and admitted them . They said names were not important, and
ti:3 Colon3l coglc call them " Bill" and " Joe" - Thoy invited the Colonel

to go with them , and they drove beyond the outskirts of Phoenix into the
desort, where a lar'eo saucer was parked. The Colonel saiC. t.e lights on the
car went out as they drove up near the saucer, without the light switch being
turned off.
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As t:te Colonel and the two men E.puunoach:: the saucer on foot, one of them hand-
ed him a diE8 and told him to hold i1t between his t* liand.s. Then they went
aboard the sa.'cer, where he found there wero both men and women on board the ship.

The Colonel was embarrassed when two gorgeous women came into the room, because
ho was doing what he called " progressivo thinking"™ about the women- when he
discovered t™ey could read his thoughts. He thought the- women  oked very
young and was startled when the saucer commander informod him ol2 of them was
78 years old and the other 146.

The commander, whom the Colonel described as a su:por- intelligence compared to
humans, .told him the crafthe was aboard was taken into a mother-craft for inter
planet-ary travel. They told him thure was once an atomic war between people
who occupied the Moon and the people on the Earth . at tho time.

( This probably explains Sodom and GoiiLmrrah of the Bible). The cor-mander told
him that reincarnation was a scientific fact to them.

He said one only re- embodies on the Earth when they have failed to make the
grade hero in their last life-time.

The whlonel returned to his flying with t'ie £ir Force a much changed man, ac-
cordingto Mel. The Colonel later disappeared in a jet while in a flight over
the Atlantic Ocean 7 and was never found.

Mel stated flatly that the Air Force knows where tho saucers aro from; they
know they aro here, and that he believes the Air Force should reveal the facts
to the public.

Hel Noel is married. His wifo tils with him at the Convention and they havo
four children.

He is now trjdng to locate other Air Force pilots who have had experiences itith
saucers, and who are now beyond the 10 year steduto of limita-Gions.

Secondly he doeg not provide the name of the Colonel . fer this - juld be a very
good lead to confirm his story and the fact of the Colonel's disuppearanco would
give much further proof to his account i1 he had done so.

However we have great faith in our associate Geo. Van Tasse' 19 whom we bolive
would hardly print such a story whthout some investigation as to this sudden
Renown spoaker who offers his story at tho Convention.

We await some more further details of this remErkabls account, for we feel it
is another of the strong cases which go to prove our case if all the facts
can be verified.

Tliore are som:) very puzzling features about the sighting which could be well
cloared up if only some others would come forward and atato they had seen it
at this timo.
