In cleaning our our cupboards the Editor came across some old pages of a Border­
land Science Magazine, Vol Xlll No 6 of 1958, then Edited by tho late Meade 
Layne of early Saucer Research fame. Its contents so struck your Editor as
being so applicable even more so today than then 8 years ago , he felt it was 
worth while republishing it • giving credit to Q)th t^viTiter and the old Mag­
azine then knovm as " ROUND ROBIN" and later to be taken over by its present 
vro:rthy management of Judith and Riley Crabb.eoooooeeooooo^^o.«.^^
In our presÊ&tage of world tensions, fear and unrest- when t. e fear of extinc­
tion through the thermonuclear weapons has become so alarmingy one's thoughts 
aro apt to dwell upon other great crisBs in the evolution of this planet, when, 
because of the misuse^ of the creative forces, whole continents went down into 
oblivion • Then the thought comes to mind, must humanity again go through
tho same desperate circllinstances, the suffering and the pain , which is the 
rosult of the misuse of Divine Laws? Over and over again man has reached a high, 
degree of civilization , only to lose it all in his thirst for personal power.

As described in The Secret Doctrine, By Heleno Blavatsky, there have been 
four great Continents, each reaching sublime heights in civilization Three 
were destroyed as humanity took the difficult steps that load to Soul.

NEV/ FILM REPORTS SHOW.

NICAn U.F.O. INVESTIBATOR.. Jan. Feb • L966

The discovery of several " canals" on the Mars- Mariner Probe films—denied 
after the 1ly-by lc.st July_..ol’’ . >set off a new controversy about intelligent 
life on the Red Planet. It ho, also raised the question of whether the facts 
were known in July and withheld , or if the marks were fou d belatedly •

Copies of the Mariner film showing the straight-line " canals" were recently 
shown to NICAP by Dr. Frank. Salisbury of Colorado .&ate Univarsity, a noted 
exobiologist who has analysed the ev.Uc4iice for life on Mars. Rhe canal mark­
ings could easily be seen ,dir. ,nl)t i reprafftoe well enough for •' :i.J.lustration,
In a report to the American Association for the Advancement of Science, Dr.C. 
Tombaugh said he had found " canal" steaks and " oasis" £•ots in seven of the 
22 Mariner photos. ("Oases" are unexplained intei eecticrar areas of the"canals") 
All these markings, the astronomer said, coincided with canals and oases he 
had seen intelescopic studies and on Mars maps made by himsel: end other astro­
nomers.
11 I know d:;hers who say they can't see " canals" on Mars, 11 Dr. Tombaugh told 
assembled scientists,"but I'd like to see them have their eyes examined. "

According to the scientist in charge o±M\\rinsr IV's ...T.V. operations, 
Prof. Robert B Leighton , the films are still being studied end there is hope 
they may yi.lld further information about the mysterious " canals". He admitted 
it was not known exactly where the camera was aimed during the picture-taking, 
so that evaluators cannot tie in the photos to specific Mars areas. (Satement 
to the American Physical Society, dmi. 27, at New York. t
Asked about Dr: Tombau; i.'o report, Prof. Leighton said he had never shotted 
a canal through a telescope, but added:
" I have not done I% of the looking that Clyde Tombaugh has •••••Tombaugh knows 
the face of Marslike he knows the back of his hand. If he thinkshe sees a 
canal on Mars or sees something that could be a canal, I would certainly take 
him very serious^."

Exis .ance of the canal network has been declared by other well knovvn astron­
omers, among them 9 Dr. Earl C. Slipher, lifetime student of Mars at the Low­
ell Observatory, and Drs, Richardson and Pettit, who saw the cunals 9 sharply 
defined , through the Mt. Palomar and Mt. Whlson tolescmpos.
At least one ca al map,by Mars authority Wells Alan Hebb, shoarJ an impressive 
network of straight lines connecting the " oases'^ra r^ttern similar to rail 
road networks in the U.S.
Some analysts ,like Wells Alan Webb, suggest the oases are cities or large 
irrigated areas connected by waterways to polar caps which melt in the Martian 
springtime. Othor scientists , including Toifc-:t::<!b.7 4, sq)t the " canals" must
be huge fractures and the ” oases" are only large asteroid crat’ <rs. But no 
one has enpl :ri.ned how random cracks could fol ow straight lines :1nd craters 
could be litoced with such geometrical precision •

The conroversy vnll go on probably at least until the next Mariner-Mars probe 
shot in 1969. He" 'S for new clues, from an imminent NASA report on the 1965 
Mariner films, h now been dashed; This NASA reports Profo Leightom states
