" It seemd to have a string of roC.ciish lights behind it, and these went out 
when it stopped , but the white light stayed on •

NER YORK • o^ Two young boys have startled America with astounding photographs 
of an unidentified flyine object • .

The photographs, which mav people belive are of a flying saucer, wern taken 
vd th a box BrovnAie Camera.
The series of sharp pictures showing the object swooping doen from the sky have 
been splashed across American newspapers.

The boys, Gary Schwond and Robert Kreie, wore looking for squirrels to photo­
graph in the woods near their hone of Bloorningtono New Jersey, three weeks ago.
