^mperst descriie two kids' assertion about the behaviour of a " flying saucer" 
at low height across Sjellands Odde, as most credible. Avery heavy lump which

One of the boys meant that the flying vtject had thrown down someboxes.
A piece of the lump was sent to technonlogical institute far ex^afnation; the 
institute reported never to have seen or explain the wry in which the ele­
ments ( some of which were lime and inorganic coal) were mixed.
The two boys' observation, which took place some time ago, has been kept back 
by the panents for fear of ridicule by school friends.
In the begfaning the parents were sceptic tooj but as the boys very strongly 
kept to their explanation, they also were convinced that the boys' told the 
truth. In order to get the question examined , the mother applied to " Rude
Skov Satellite tracking station • " which referred her to the cent-ral office 
of Scandinavian UFO Information •

The centr-.l office sent a representative to Sjellands Odde, where he examined 
the b oy:- :.nd found many det ails , which ^agreed with near observations from 
the whole world. In areport to the magazine of the org^anisation , UFO-^NYT, 
he reproduces the boys report as below.

ehe two boys were playing in front Qf a big stack of hay; when it became dark 
they wanted to go home. As one of-tnem happened to look up, he noticed a gre- 
dark object in the sky •

mother remarked that it couldn't be a water-spout because it was not blowing 
enough • The other lad was not so afraid, but for safetys sake he crept down 
into a ditch, from where he went on watching the object.

/".nother statement reports that an object " rose like a rocket" then hovered , 
rotating , over the middle pf’a,paddock, this craft like the previous one meR- 
tioned emitted no decernable noise.
APRIL 6th. 6.4!L, p.m.
Miss Raelene Camilleri, 23 of Mannum , and four of her friends ( names not 
supplied) observed a bright object travelling across t:ie northern sky from west 
to east. The bright object appeeared to be about i the size of the 8venine 
star. The evening was fine and clear with a few clouds, and a perfect unobB.t. 
structed view was had by all.

The craft kept a constant speed across the sky, and could porvsibly be mista 
taken for a satellite , but for its speed , which seemed to be more than twice 
as that of a man made craft • Duration of sighting approx. 4! minso

A bright object in the sky was reported by 3 teenagers travelling west to f 

east across the northern area •

Their names are Reinhard Glasser. Frank Shannon, and Mary Pender. all of . 'T 
Lysle St. Brooklyn Pk.
The object appeared to be a bright yellow, alomst gilden in solor,and approx. 
the size of a pea held at arms le^^h • No unusual features were observed 
such a s pulsations , change in color etc • The only chnage being a decrease 
in size just before th disappearance of the object •

Duration of sighting 7 minutes•

Sat 27th S.45.P^ m.
A Magi_l garage proprietor and his father were travelling back to Adelaide 
from the direction of Noarlunga, when the top of O' Halloran Hill. approx.
12 miles south of the City , they sighted an unusual object outlined against 
-he eastern sky by the rising sun • They stopped their vehicle and joined 
a group of other curious people who were also gazing at the spectacle.
The object appeared to be eliptical in -tape and about the size of a cigare 
ett eYvhen held at arms length. It glowed with a bright golden hue as it hung 
motionless in the sky for several minutes.

A small dark object was seen to emerge from one BBd of the craft, and after 
moving aorund in the sky for a few moments , disappeared back from whence it 
came.
As the objects were at least 10 miles away from the observers, no positive 
description could be given with regards to the size or shape of the secondary 
object.
Upon the sun rising from behind the Adelaide Ranges • the craft rapidly dis­
appeared.
This sighting was confirmed by an acqtiaintance of mine 9 who stated that he 
observed the object on his way to his @olf 61ubHe assuaxal that it was pos­
sibly a high flying jet- craft, but was intrigued by its bright golden colour 
and the fact that it appeared to hang motionless in the sky • He was interes-
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ed.enough to park his car in another persons drivewayi and sat watching the 
phenomenan until it disappeared fnom sight.
Duration cf sighting • approx. 10 minutes^

Investigators evaluation •

It would appear re. the sighting of _th May ( the young teenagers) that c• nst­
ellite has again been confused with the real thing • W quite often recINJ. 
reports from people , acting in all goo d faith. and which we value very muchi 
whichi when investigated are found to be gebuine mistakes • However I would 
like to say if anyone sees an unusual cr suspicious light or object in the 
sky to send the report to us , they can be sure then that a very careful an 
analysis will be made of their sightings , and quite possibly a loy of them 
would be classified as non- identifiable.

With regards to the sighting of the " mother ship" no positive evidence is 
yet tv hand to rpove whether the sighting was a terrestrial object or if the 
object "as of extra-terrestrial origin •

Information however was eleicted from the Dept. of Civil Aviation that :.-1;o
possibly high flying jet aircraft would be in that particular area at that 
time of morning, and either the craft er its vapour trail would be suffused. 
by the glow from the rising sun , explaining its bright golden glowo V
Several doubts were left' in my mind however , by t h e Dui. As . glib explana­
tion as follows.

(a) How was the plane , if plane it Dusy enabled to hang station­
ary in the sky for approximately 10 minutes.?.

(b) If it was a plane,why did it 'not emit any discernable sound?.
(c) How many planes in our knowledge are able to eject and re- 

ciehe back into themselves other flying craft, whilst remaining still sta­
tionary ?.

To my way of thinking the latt€r sighting must be consigned to our unidenti­
fied reports file. to keep company with many thousnads of others like it.
Many thexHE.s to the sharo sighted people concerned , • To -:HT teenagers. Don'T 
be di: 'aged maybe next time it will be the thint:;. and to the gentle­
men concerned in the latter report we hope they will continue to keep their
