The ’‘Lanic F:1terprise '■ project has :-ssuJ ted from a discovery made by Mr« 
J olm Scarl of Movtiner that ó is pv;._ sib le to build a era ft that can 
dGrive its motive power fr .am the elechroragnetic field of the astro­
nomical universe, an! so --:an , murel through air and space without taking 
with it any fuel or source of power derived from this eurtho
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This originated from his discovery that by spinning circular metal parts 
a small electromagnetic force could be detected on a conventional metre 
as he tween the ne g at ive towards the periphery and the po s itive towards 
the rotational axi.s. The development of a generator upon this principle 
produced tto expected current but with the surprising result that the 
generator lifted into the air, and produced strange electrical effects 
upon other eloctricol equipment near at hand.

This has thrown light upon the working of flying saucers which have beer.. 
seen in all countries of the world9 and which we ha.V8 had to recognise

Ezekiel also said that, in the midsü of these vehicles, th8re were tifour 
living creatures’1, and that tbu vehicles? which he described as na wheel 
in the middle of a '..1 heGl" woan inseparable from the living creatures 
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because ’’the spirit of the living creatures was in the wheels n [ld 
controlled themi) So here, they are definitely declared to be controlled 
vehicles, nnd this is the conclusion vre have had to draw from observation 
of flying saucers, as they stop -and go, and make sudden changes in their 
fli;hto
