Do NOT open your mind to tho influences, it could bo 
malignj and results couldbe very very dangerous , above all, if you find 
you cannot cope with events , get out very quickly and seek competent help..

Already Fibonncci members of tho Association axo touring schools and colleges 
lecturing on the sequences, and there havo boon lengthy articles in many' learnod 
scientific jouri14ls.
Is ther:e really any connection between a sot of numbers and the moaning ofJifo? 
Did Leonardo Fibonacci, living in obscurity in I'isn 700 years agok nowsomothin& 
that modern manwith his space craft and computor8 stillhas to learn ••,•?
By the way tho answer to the rabbit problam is 377 pairs a year •

The above story opens up again the groat ou:::Li. / of othermon who know secrest 
3hich others did not know or understand • Tcslu. and his many invontion:J and 
vast khowlodge much of which was d8liboratcly dcstryed.
Also the Cza:x:hoslovakian Edward Lecd.skalnin. ruil how ho built his Cornl Castle 
moving huge stone of greet tonnage wit.. primitive, equipment , or so it soomc.
Ho claimed he had the knowledge used by Alr-ax il.:') built the Great Pyrr.mid and at 
least he demostra.tod he could do what they did. but How he never revealed.
For a good brief summary of this be sure and read CA.pt Bruco Cathies new book 
" Harmonic 695 • but this proposes a new thcnght in that Cathies mathmG.iiics use 
a different set of numbers. it will be interesting* to find out what ho thinks 
of the Fibonacci set os soquences.
