This is in answer to the many inquiries in regard 
to this question. It is not an easy question to 
answer as the people of other planets are images of 
the same Creator as we, and look no different than we 
do.

When it comes to knowledge they are far aead of 
us in relationship to things in the cosmos that we 
still have to learn. Only by talking to them can 
one tell if they are of this or another world. 
Even then it is hard to make a decision since we are 
learning so much about space. Unless one has under­
standing and is truthful to himself and his Creator, 
interested in the welfare and betterment of people in 
this world, he could easily be fooled.

On page 28 of OAHSPE our 20th century sightings of 
flying saucers were foretold 60 years before they be­
came common.

Of all the people in the flying saucer world, George Adamski stands alone as its 
most controversial character. Many others have claimed contacts and been treated with 
tolerance, belief or amused contempt, but George had only to open his mouth to ' 
down a storm of abuse, praise and wonderment.

Perhaps I came to know him as well as anybody, I stayed with him several 
and discovered facets in his character seldom revealed in public. Underneath the 
tive, colorful exterior lurked a very great human being. Some quirk in his nature often took 
pains to conceal this and pre sent instead, as his public face, a far more shallow person 
than he really was. Who was he? Certainly no ordinary person.

Physically he was Polish with, I think a touch of Romany. Immensely strong' good 
looking and with burning black eyes. Spiritually he was more than one person. There 
was the George of public lee-tures — the one I liked~ least for he

’ ’ aall at once. Then there was the relaxed, naughty George with 
face, and a pluckish delight in shocking the profaced and prudes.

Then there was another George,. beautifully spoken, wise, 
kind, and deeply aware of the importance of his task. 
Through this George, I several times glimpsed the presence 
of a Master, and I was always sorry when the curtain came 
down again and the worldly mask obscured him.

I often wondered why he should have been singled out 
as the prime prophet of saucery. He believed that he had 
reincarnated from another planet through karmic reasons to 
give his teachings, and I find that idea quite acceptable. He 
believed that others, greater in the world's esteem , had also 
been contacted and given the same mission, but that for 
various personal reasons had refused or failed. He saw him­
self as the 'lame the halt and the blind' who were called to 
the King's feast after the chosen guests had made excuses 
not to come. He felt he was a broken reed, but alas the only 
reed willing to try and play their tune. So with all his 
might, with his inability to write and speak good English' 
and the inate difficulties of being the character that he was' 
he set out updaunted by criticism or abuse to give the mes­
sage as best he saw it.

This to me seems most probable, even a wise move on 
the part of the Brothers. To choose a great and respected 
person would be too easy for us to accept, or too difficult 
for that person who might be demoted and declared mad. 
Again, in George Adamski were all the virtues and failings 
of this planet, slightly over-lifesized. So that one could 
recognize an aspect of oneself in him and judge from a more 
personal basis.

To assess the validity of his claims is still difficult. I am 
personally completely satisfied that his photos and early con­
tacts are completely authentic and will in time be proven by 
later events. Some of his claims take a lot of swallowing. 
But Just when you had decided to write him off as a babbler, 
something turns up to substantiate them. For instance, when 
I first visited him in 1954 he spoke of the Van Allen Belts, 
anq the 'Fireflies in space' as later seen by the cosmonauts. 
Neither of these were known at the time. The last time I 
saw him he calmly announced 'I saw Pope John yesterday.' 
Well, as it happened I was able to get independent confirma­
tion that this was true. John gave him a beautiful gold 
medallion effigy of himself which as far as I know has never 
yet been released and is only given to the most special people. 
George claimed to have given John a sealed package from 
the Brothers with advice for the conduct of the Council. 
Certainly the way the Church has behaved since then is very 
much in line with the Brother's policies.

That was the maddening thing about George. Just as 
you thought you had at last caught him in a whopper, some­
thing would turn up to substantiate his claim.

I remember two occassions on successive nights at Palo­
mar when I saw a tiny golden remote control disk leave 
rapidly. On the second occassion we were talking on his patio 
Just after dark when I got a tremendous feeling of being 
watched. I turned around just in time to see a tiny golden 
disk not more than fifty feet away, as it shot upward in a 
trail of light. George laughed, and I said: "Thank God our 
conversation has been clean the last twenty minutes."

He refused to ask me on a 'contact' with him and at the 
time it peeved me greatly. But I realized later that I was in 
no fit spiritual state for such an experience and had I been 
taken aboard a saucer I doubt if I'd have been a very suc­
cessful prophet afterwards for my ego is highly susceptible to 
spiritual aggrandisement. Many who have had genuine con-

I immediately wrote to George asking if he would 
let me see and possibly buy his photographs for my book. 
He replied by sending me the whole remarkable set of pic­
tures along with permission to

Later he se!lt me his manuscript 
be able to find a publisher for it. _ _
Girvin had accepted my book and was perturbed that if we 
used George's pictures and synopsis of his story with our 
own, George's book wouldn't stand a chance^ and after much 
soul searching suggested a joint publication. We wrote off 
to George who cabled back the following day before receiv­
ing our letter, "Agree to a joint publication." Here indeed 
was telepathy at work! And so the amazing relationship de­
vetoped. When we met again physically we were old friends, 
as if m some former life we had been very close. His de- 
yoted friend and housekeeper Alice Wells was also an amaz­
ing lady. :ou never had to tell her or ask anything. She 
knew. Shed pick up your thought and answer it in advance.

George claimed that many thousands of more mature 
souls who'd once lived on the Earth were returning both in 
flying saucers and by rebirth to help our planet through its 
time of trial. It seems very likely that George was one of 
them, and that he was chosen to confound the intellectual 
and the arrogant and the know-alls, just as the prophets in 
the past have been chosen whose very simplicity and humble 
birth has made them bet!er vehicles for a spiritual message 
th?n those whose reasoning powers have clogged up their 
spiritual channels.

We shall miss George. Miss him very much , but I can­
not feel sad at his going. He gave his utmost to the work 
a?d the world will never be quite the same place again, 
richer for his comng, a little poorer for his going. But I 
d?n’t believe by any means that we have seen the last of 
him. If he is reborn on another planet he has promised to 
come back and contact us when possible.

With George anything could happen. And usually does!

The following letters were written to us after 
the meeting.

Adamski, and his impression upon them.

I found Mr. Adamski to be a revered gentleman - a man who can and does have the 
ability and wisdom to explain complicated matters and simplify them to their 
proper perspective, so that the ordinary person can understand. He is not short 
on answers. In fact - he gives a quick answer, and that, to my belief, is due to 
the fact that the man knows whereof he speaks. Else he would hem and haw. Ra­
ther, one can feel his knowledge. My meeting him was both pleasant and enlight- 
ing. It is not the question of belief or dis-belief in Mr. Adamski's theories 
pertaining to a variety of subjects, or his expression of his personal experien­
ces that suffice for a pleasant evening, or tete-a-tete on a face to face basis.

The man himself» has the capability of holding one's interest on whatever subject he may be 
discussing.

In my short encounter with Mr. Adamski,! found that he relates only things that are good 
for all men., and while it is^ an old story, it's a story that is always good to hear again. 
The telling of a better way of life can be told in diverse ways, or inter-related to things 
that are new or strange, but that does not detract from the true facts, and the true facts 
lie in the goodness of the words spoken and the sincerety of the man himself.

Whether messages direct from him or in-direct from other sources, messages of true good 
will towards men are in a state of short-coming today. So, from whatever source such mess­
ages may come, they should be adhered to and practised by all. The world is in dire need of 
constructive practises, and has been for too long^

• •• As for UFO's - the hypothetical diversifications of various sources: The explanation 
put forth by this knowledgeable, yet, simple man "vhich is the impression that one obtains 
of him" are the most readily understood, and seems to me, to be of a nature practicable.

The impression Mr. Adamski left upon me will remain for as long an I believe in 
sincerety. Sincerety, there is the most fitting word to- describe George Adamski. 
You can de teet it in every cl aim he makes. Al though we are all " seeing is be­
lieving" type of people, we must all realize by now that many things that we do 
believe are not viaible to all of us. Such is the case with atoms or distant pla 
-nets or galaxies. We believe that they are there only because we have accepted 
the word of science, whom we place our trust in because they are sincere in what 
they believe. And although scientists very seldom agree with one another, we
tend to believe all of them; though we may never see what they claim is there•••

So is the oase with Ge rge Adamski. He is sincere. Let us not ridicule him simply because 
we were not fortunate enough, and may never be, to have experienced something which is(or 
might seem to be) abnormal to our way of life. Let us at least give him, or anyone like
him, as long as they are sincere, the benefit of the doubt•••until they either prove their 
cl aims•••or•••we prove them fools.

All that Mr. Adamski is trying to do, is prepare us for the unexpected; and in so daing, 
has discovered the ignorance of man. I need not quote examples wherein recognition of 
greatness has come about only after death••••for such cases are indeed numerous. To) often 
we have laughed at and ignored great minds and talents that••later••we could not get enough
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of( for, that greatness and talent had come to pass. I am not saying that George Adamski
should be considered as possessing greatness, or even that he should be admired for his 
beliEf in his claims. I merely suggest, that he be treated as a sincere person with infor­
mation that could lead to a better understanding of life, as it should be lived.

Everyone" has a purpose in life! Mr. Adamski discovered his in I946 when he first sight­
ed a UFO. Since /then, has felt it an obsession to further investigate this pnenomenon and 
farward such information for the benefit of m^ankind. This must be a ver.y difficult task and 
an extremely distouraging one• Only a few of us are willing to accept the existence of UFO 
and the possibility of them being intelligently controlled by inhabitants from distant pla­
nets. <Even our government will deny their existence, but yet, rill take the time, along 
with the taxpayers money,to investigate each sighting or landing thoroughly. It seems then, 
that the government must accept the sincereby o£ the witnesses and their claims, along with 
the fact that there is something there. We believe our goverrnment to be sincere and they, 
in turn, believe this of the people.

I consider myself_very fortunate in having met and spoken to Mr. Adamski on tuo occa­
sions. The first being at a lecture held in Worcester, Mass., and the second at an informal 
gathering in Woonsocket, R. I. It was at this second meeting that I fully realized the 
reasons behind the man. Because of his love for m^ankind, along with the knowledge gained 
through outer guidance, he stands on a strong foundation of confidence and faith in hi-s 
fellow man. How else could he withstand,'the resistance and ridicule ••• yet still take the 
time to answer any and all questions aske d ••• whether th ey ori gi nat e from an in t elli gent ••• 
or^ulg.norant sources? How else••could he, when &sked ,a question, answer that one and also 
the one that you were thinking of asking next? Everyone of us wondered why the other eat so 
quietly? We later drew the same conclusion! ESP! - And why not? He does claim to practise 
this quite regularly!

All in all•••Mr. Adamski has proven to me to be a very fine gentleman•••filled with love 
and understanding for his fellow man. And, above all, a sincere person with one thought in 
mind•••the preservation of individual belief without contamination, so that eventually, and 
with a combined effort from the people, we may someday have a better world to inhabit!

DO 'OT BE SAD - "Those who stay, are sad, for they feel left behind"- so I heard 
the saying., which could not be more true than it is no-w.
The cold grip of sudden loneliness s^nk its sharp claws into the hearts of those 
who respected Mr. George Adamski and heard of his untimely departure, from us. 
We feel left behind, and, deserted. I knew Mr. Adamski personally. But, those 
who never had a chance to meet him in private, probably will never know of his 
far-reaching interests and ever increasing knowledge. To me, he was a discoverer 
. •••a spearhead of a new interest in human knowledge. His ideas proved too much
and were too high for the present world he lived in••unot too long ago.

He fought his way through the rejecting mass of mind of people who al ways looked for sensa­
tion and excitement. He expressed the qualities of a discoverer in his boldness when pre­
senting his ideas, and Py his invincible convictions in those ideas.

As it happened, through history so many times previously, he too was rejected by men 
including the ignorant learned ones. He was made to look ridiculous in the eyes of
the public by very fashionable way o ' this so-called civilized twentieth century., when 
people are not judging the values with the di^alty of a noble soul, tut discriminating with 
the •brainof a puppet••••repeating popular slogans of sheer emptiness to satisfY their own 
perverted conception of distorted truths.

Adamski in Rome

—George Adamski's death and 
the article of remembrance by 
Desmond Leslie brought back to my 
mind the last few days I spent with 
Mr. Adamski in Rome, May/June, 
1963. As he is now dead I think I am 
entitled to give an account of the 
happenings in those days, and that 
your readers might be interested in it.

I had accompanied George to 
Rome already in 1959 and I still 
remember his urgent wish to see the 
Pope, Pius, in a private interview. 
This aim, however, was not achieved 
in 1.959. I was therefore afraid that 
also in 1963, George was going to be 
disappointed. He arrived in Basle 
together with Mrs. May Morlet from 
Antwerp. And as his mind was firmly 
set on going to Rome, she and I 
agreed to share the expenses and to 
let him try his luck again, this time 
with Pope John XXIII. George told 
me that he was pretty sure to be 
received and that he was to hand a 
personal message to the Pope which 
he had received at Copenhagen a few 
weeks earlier. He also said that he 
was to be in front of St. Peter's Dome 
on Friday, 31st May, at 11 o'clock.

We took him there in time. When 
we arrived at the stairway leading up 
to St. Peter's. George looked around 
and within a few seconds he said: “I 
can see the man, wait for me on the 
same spot in an hour's time." And 
swiftly he walked away from us, 
through the crowd, towards the left 
side of the Dome's entrance. I had

looked to my right because I expected 
him to be admitted through the gate 
where the Swiss guards are posted. 
Yet George walked to the left where I 
noticed for the first time a wooden 
door, some hundred metres away 
from where we stood. This door was 
slightly ajar and the figure of a man 
was standing beside it, apparently 
looking out for someone. He wore 
dark clothes but not a priest's robe. 
On his breast I noticed some kind of 
coloured shining stuff, either part of a 
silken vest, or a metal plate of some 
kind. The colours were red and green. 
There were crowds of people between 
us. But this is what I saw.

May and I went into the Dome and 
afterwards to a Cafe. We felt excited 
although we knew that George's 
admittance to the Vatican did not 
mean that he would really see the 
Pope. The morning papers had 
aarried bad news about his health 
condition. I made a mental note, 
however, that his being received at a 
gate other than the usual entrance 
would mean that he was not going to 
be registered on the daily visitors' 
list. I thought this was interesting.

When an hour later we met George 
again, all doubts were due to vanish. 
His face was radiant with joy, and his 
brown eyes shone like two precious 
topazes. I shall never forget this. "I 
have seen the Pope," he said slowly 
but triumphantly with his deep voice. 
"He spoke to me, I gave him the 
message, and he gave me his blessing. 
So you see, after all, we have accom­
plished something.

The interview had lasted only a few 
minutes, he told us, but afterwards he 
had spent a considerable time with the 
man who had received him. I asked 
him if he was a spaceman. He said: 
"Yes, I think so, at least I got the 
impression". He seemed to be a close 
associate of the Pope, a kind of grey 
eminence, he said, and he knew a lot

of things. George also stated that the 
Pope was not lodged in the rooms 
indicated to the people in the press, 
facing St. Peter's square, but that his 
bedroom windows went toward the 
Vatican gardens. He added confi­
dently: "The Pope is not a dying man 
if you ask me. He is very weak to be 
sure, because he can't eat, but his skin 
has a fine texture like a child's, even a 
tiny bit rosy. I have seen people 
dying of3 tomach cancer. Their skins 
looked very different. And they did 
not yet even try and operate on the 
Pope. He is not too old for that. 
Harry Truman underwent this opera­
tion when he was eighty."

That very evening the Roman 
papers told about the good day the 
Pope had had, and they even men­
tioned his improved colours. The 
first news on Saturday, however, was 
worse than ever.

When the first excitement had 
passed away I asked George how he 
felt about lunch. He heartily agreed 
and we went to a nice restaurant. 
George ordered a steak with onions, 
but none of the waiters knew this 
English word. And as neither May 
nor I could remember the Italian 
word it took us quite a time to fulfil 
his wisr

It v l- at lunch the next day when 
Georg._ suddenly took from his breast­
pocket a kind of plastic wallet, very 
small and with a most singular 
inscription beneath a transparent 
insertion. It was written with a pen 
in letters I had never seen. They were 
certainly not Roman, nor Gothic, nor 
were they Russian, Chinese, Japanese 
or Arabic. Beneath this inscription 
was the date of the interview, written 
with roman block letters in English.

When George opened this wallet 
we sat spellbound. A most beautiful 
golden medal with the Pope's head on 
it was embedded in the modest 
wallet. It looked like an ecumenical

coin to me or it might have been 
older. I took it in my hand and was 
astonished at the weight of it. It was 
certainly in pure gold, at least in 
18 carat, if not in 22. (Being a gold­
smith's daughter I know exactly what 
I am talking about.) This coin would 
cost between 200 and 300 Swiss francs 
at least. George could certainly not 
have bought it. He never carried any 
money around and he did not even 
know the difference between the 
currencies. And he had never been in 
the streets without us.

When I left him at the airport in 
Rome the following day he was still in 
his happy mood. The photos we 
made of him show it clearly. I knew 
that probably I would never see him 
again, but the fact that I had been of 
some help to him in order to bring 
about this meeting made me happy 
too. And for the first time it dawned 
on me that George Adamski was a 
missionary of some kind although he 
had never introduced me to his inner­
most secrets.

It is not for me to judge if he was 
able to fulfil this mission completely, 
and if he kept to the standard set by 
his specific task until his very end. 
But I do know that he was expected, 
and received by John XXIII three 
days before the Pope died on Whit- 
Monday, June 3rd, 1963. And I am 
therefore inclined to believe that 
there were other important meetings, 
in other important buildings, as he 
had told me.—(Miss) Lou Zinsstag, 
Gerbergasse 45, Basle, Switzerland.

I would like to say something about the latest Moon shot. Out of 
7,500 pictures that were taken - they only showed a few and I am 
sure they were not the best, for the ones shown on TV were out 
of focus, making it more than a little hard to pin-point any­
thing of a distinct nature. Some of the authorities said that 
the latest shots indicated that the lunar surface may be covered 
with a deep layer of dust, yet the explanations given were far 
from logical.
If the surface of the moon is as soft as they say, (and the moon 
does not stand still in space•••it is moving faster than••••we 
realize) and even if it were moving at only 60 m.p.h. it would 
create an airflow around itself. That airflow naturally uould 
pick up the dust or whatever would be on the surface (soft) of 
the moon, and keep blowing it away. The moon, to put it simply, 
would become smaller and smaller instead of staying as it novt 
is. The dust from the lunar surface would fall on the Earth in 
great volume. So, their explanation is very vteak. It doesn't 
make sense.

But, what can we expect from people who profess themselves as "authorities" in the astrono­
mical field, without ever having set foot on any body in space? Do you think that they 
would be willing or big enough to admit that previous statements of theirs were wrong? 
There are very few people, once in the seat of authority, who would admit their errors; for 
n o n e of them w an t to "lose face". This is the t hi n g that we have to contend ••ri th in almost 
all fields where such authority has been exercised. They issue definite statements without
personally examining the body itself. This problem shall undoubtedly prevail until we can 
get our authorities to walk over the surface of the moon, and other planets.

Most of these " experts " are like psychiatrists, and we know of cases where psychiatry has 
done more harm than good, especially to some of ou:: pilots l¥hc have encountered space ships 
while in flight. On some occasions, pilots have been delayed in their flight plans by 
space ship activity. fuen these pilots returned, they had to answer and explain the reason 
for their delay. Not only to their superiors, but to psychiatrists who were invariably cal­
led in as soon as the pilots told what had happened. What I would like to know is: how can 
anyone judge another's experience when they themselves have never had a similar experience, 
and in some cases, have never even been up in the air? Yet, these professed "experts", who 
mey never have been in an aircraft, pass judgement on a man who has experience that they 
never had. They discredit a man whose information could be of great help in saving time 
and money in this new field of space exploration. This has been going on for some time and 
will continue as long as these people exercise their power over others.
If an experienced man's word cannot be taken, why then, should another man^s word be taken? 
I am positively certain that we have a lot of good information! But, will those in autho­
rity and with power be willing to reveal it to the public at this time? I doubt this. It 
seems that when you talk sense to the people of authority, they look upon you as an unknown 
creature. They do not wish to understand the simple language. Truth is unknown to them. 
Yet, in my 70 years of l i fe, I have seen this nation grow in the most simple ways. And 
while I am for education I do not believe in exalting the ego. The educated person without 
an exalted ego is the most valuable person in the world.
We did not have the massive school system we have today, in the early days of this nation, 
but we had men and women with constructive ideas for the growth and development of this 
nation. These were simple people! Yet•••should any of them appear before the so-called 
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"learned ones" they are immediately asked what schooling they have had. If their schooling 
does not meet their standards...they are ignored.
According to history, when a nation goes so far as to ignore the simplicity of life and 
exalts its ego beyond reasonable boundaries, it seldom survives. With what little knowledge 
we have of Atlantis, and other lost civilizations, it is clearly indicated that the exalted 
ego was the cause of their destruction. And just as we can serve two ways, for progress 
and growth, or disintegration; so our technical advancement can serve to build the greatest 
civilization on this Earth; or annihilate us as the present instruments of war can doí
Faith sees the invisible, believes in the incredible, and, receives the impossible.

We definitely know 
that spacecraft do exist9 or, space people 
do No matter how m^any times••••the
only ones that deny it are the A.F. They have 
good reasons for it. I don't blame them. 
First place, they're afraid what the public 
might think if they did tell the truth. And 
they alwnys refer back to 25 yrs. ago, when 
Orson Wells, presented that picture, Invasion 
by Mars.

But, I also believe that they should have 
some kind of an educational program if they'­
re going to have the people settle down and 
not get pani^^ when the truth does come. 
Because it will come, sooner or later. It's 
breaking loose right along.

Mr. Adamski expressed pleasure at the 
views presented on a religious show 
he saw on television; saying ...............

They did not deny, at moment, that
there was no ^^^s on other planets. And 
didn' t deny that they would look something 
like us. They really admitted that they'd be 
patterned after us ver.y much. Because, the 
pattern w^ould be universal. They didn't name 
them as space people ; they called them - the 
prophets of other worlds. ^hich is a better 
name, I believe.

Last Fall, aft er the Council in Vatican 
closed their seasion••••for that reason, the 
Vatican paper called The Voice of Vatican,its 
Italian, published what conclusions they have 
come toJ and made a stateaent, point blank, 

and I got the Italian version of the paper; 
also the translation, by people in Vienna; 
Austria. And it was, I understand, also pu­
blished in some papers here in this Country. 
But I didn't get them. That••••tbe Church 
itself is preparing already and training mis­
sionaries that when we have a ship to go to 
the other planets, that they will be on that 
ship ca^rrying the message from their belief, 
to the people of another planet.

I sey goveroments were contacted 
because there's not a government in the world 
today that doesn't know about them ••• and have 
plen^ of information.
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Adamski constantly met high- ranking 
officials of other countries, as re­
lated in the following instance ..........

I never got any reaction from the head 
of British Defense when I lunched with 

him. He didn't say that they werenVthere. He 
said they were. They all tell you that; but 
they don't tell that to the public. And I 
th^ink it's about time that the public be in­
formed.
He was greatly disturbed at the Air 
Force attitude and as an example told 
of a talk he had with an AF officer••

So I asked him; I said "You fellas been 
shooting at these guys?" He said - "^ey of 
course". "Why do you shoot at them?" He said 
"We don^t know; they may be playing possums. 
I said - "They been playing possum for a long 
time. If they wanted to do something they 
would have done it already. And we have no 
defense against them. So. why do you want to 
shoot?" "Well, after allt'we^re military men, 
we defend the nation, we're sworn to that". 
I said - "Supposing God was coming in one of 
those ships•••would'you still shoot at Him;

So 
that's the attitude, you see.
Mr. Adamski commented on the beliefs,

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On December 3,!965, the editors attended a lecturt in Westford, Mass.

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On the evening of April 23, 1965, a call came from Silver Springs, Maryland, that George 
Adamski had been rushed to the hospital with a heart attack, that I would be called as soon as his 
condition was determined. The call came and the Doctor said they had given him every emer­
gency treatment but he did not respond and he was gone. This did not come as a complete shock 
to me for I had been forewarned that this might happen and George Adamski had told me exactly 
how he wanted his body cared for after he no longer had use for it.

And now, as he lives in a greater field of service, 
may we as mortal be ever mindful of the symbol of Life for which he so unselfishly lived and died.

His name is a symbol of hope, of understanding in the midst of confusion, a promise of 
happiness and Life Eternal when Nature's Cosmic Laws are obeyed. Amen.

The Science of Life Headquarters here in Vista, California, will continue as before. There 
will be no Oreak ih the handling and distribution of G.A.'s work. We have a strong unit of 
cooperation throughout the world, determined to carry on the work he so nobely started. I will 
act as coordinator of the George Adamski Foundation, under the guidance of G.A...and the 
Brothers.

Tully, Queensland• ••Saturday - Two more " flaying saucer nests " are reported to have been 
found in the Tully district. The three " nests " discovered are circular clearings of dry 
reeds, surrounded by green reeds. Hundreds of sightseers have flocked to the spot. Police 
and local officials are baffled.

The first "nest" was found in a swamp by a 27-year-old banana-grower, Mr. George Pedley, 
who reported seeing a vapour-like saucer take off from the spot on Wednesday. - The second 
and third were sighted by Mr. Tom Warren and Mr. H^ak Penning when walking around Horseshoe 
Lagoon. Mr. Warren is a cane farmer of Euramo, and Mr. Penning is a Tully school-teacher.
HIS STORY••••The first nest is about 30ft. in diameter. The reeds are all flattened on a 
clockwise direction, and surrounded by healthy green reeds. Police say that if some machine 
which travels on the ground had made the discs,it would have left traces in the surrounding 
scrub. But the scrub is untouched. Mr. Pedley today told me his story of seeing a flying 
saucer.

"Had anyone asked me five days ago if I believed in flying saucers I•d have laughed and 
thought they were nuts", he said. "But now I know better; I have actually seen a spaceship. 
No one will ever convince me that I was imagining things. I was driving the tractor through 
a neighbouring property on my way to my farm about 9 a.m., on Wednesday when I heard a loud 
hissing noise above the engine noise of the tractor. It sounded like air escaping from a 
tyre. But the tractor tyres seemed O.K.. so I drove on".

"At first I ignored the sound, bet suddenly I saw a spaceship rise at great speed out of 
a swamp called Horseshoe Lagoon about 25 yards in front of me. It was blue-grey,about 25 ft 
across and nine feet high. It spun at a terrific rate as it rose vertically to about 60 ft. 
then made a shallow dive and rose sharply. Travelling at a fantastic speed, it headed off 
in a south-westerly direction. It was out of sight in seconds. I saw no portholes or an­
tennae, and there was no sign of life either in or about the ship". Mr. Pedley said he de­
cided not to say anything because he thought no one would believe his story.

"But on my way hom e to Tully th a t night I met Albert Pennisi,who owns the property whe re 
I saw the saucer. He believed me straight away and told me he had been dreaming for a week 
that a flying saucer would land on his property. He said that about 5:30 a.m. on Wednesday 
his dog suddenly went mad and bounded off towards the lagoon". Mr. Pedley said he drove to 
a service station and told three people there what he had seen.

"Then the started. They were convinced I was crackers and told me so". Mr. Pedley 
took them to the spot and pointed out the strange circle and decided to call the police. On 
Thursday two s ight s e e rs, Mr. Tom Warren and H^ank Penning, took a walk around the lagoon and 
discovered the second of the bird nests. One appeared to be some days old, but the other, 
only a few feet away,seemed reasonably fresh. They were about 25 yards from the first one, 
but hidden by dense scrub. The fresher one is only eight feet across. The reeds were flat­
tened in an anti-clockwise direction. In the first di sc they ran in a olockwise direction.

All the reeds were dead. But they had not been scorched or burnt. One other mystery has 
turned up. A patch of couch grass about four feet square, and about three feet from the 
perimeter of the first disc, has been clipped at water level. The R.A.A.F. has asked police 
to collect samples of grass in the area for tests. (see Probe, issue #II, for photo and 
story of similar event which occured in New Jersey. Eds.)
