MARTHA O'NEAL AND FAMILY REUNITED ,

We promised in the ‘last News Letter to give you more details of the story
about Martha O'Neal, Translator, who -was recently released from prison in
Cuba. Originally, our plan was to relate some of her experiences before that
release as it would be both inspiring and helpful to all students. However,
further Translations have brought continued unfolding of the understanding
of "release." INn Martha's experience. We know she will want to share this
with you.

When Martha was released from prison, you will remember her dramatic
flight to Miami with only pile woman campanion and the U.S. government at-
torney. One day later-, Martha appeared in New York on NBC's Today Show and
was also jasked to be interviewed for a feature story to appear in the Satur-
day Evening Post. Her reluctance to relate details of her imprisonment is
readily understood as she had a Cuban daughter, a Spanish son-in-law and
a grandchild, still in Cuba and subject to Castro's disapproval of any story
that might be given out by released prisoners of his government.

Once released, Martha began a relentless campaign to gain freedom for
the rest of her family. Bringing her family to this country seemed to pose
a far greater problem than Martha's journey. For even taking the papers
through legal channels, it became a problem to insure admission for a Cuban,
citizen and one from Spain among the limited number of refugees being allow-
ed to reach our shores.

Martha sent cut a letter asking for Translations and began to file
the papers necessary for legal entry.

Are you ahead of our story? Yes, it. happened. On the last refugee
ship arriving from Cuba, May 18. 1'963, Martha's daughter, son-in-law and
grandchild were standing at the rail, waving their greetings to a.,waiting
family, a new life and a new freedom.

This is t.o extend greetings to our new .friends and to establish a
promise of freedom to all mankind wherever the yoke of bondage finds him
"imprisoned".

If 1 had to go through it all over again,
I feel 1 would do so, as | feel that | must have concluded some mission or
it had to be done for some reason. In prison, | told my prisonmates that X

1 do feel that inwardly | am a better person, wiser, healthier and richer-

May God grant that this experience and knowledge be used for the good of human-
ity to save others right here in the good ole U.S_.A, from having such an ex-
perience.. .or even worse.

Thank God that there does exist our beloved Prosperos and each does realize
that 2 + 2 = 4 and not...deliver us Lord from 2 + 2 = 5.
