it, mor take an instant’s time
out of my occupations, even to

In the up-
per left there is a neat drawing
of a lighted candle, golden
flame, pink body and bruwn
pedestal.

The inscription: “Celia P.—
dear one of earth—~The way by
which to grow is o shed the
personal in order to become

unpersonal: to shed the limited
in order to expand. How can
the God within yow manifest it-
self — your own divine con-
selousness—until the imperfect,
the small, the constricted has
been surpassed and cast astde?
It is in impersondlity that Kes
immortality; in personality lies
death. Therefore grow, expand,
evolve, become what you are
within.”

[t ought to be said that while
many unbelieving folk remain
incredulous about all this, be-
cause they maintain that “noth-
ing ahsolutely unknown” comes
through, they miss the mark.
[f my brother is on the high
seas and his ship sinks and I
get word from some reliable
authority that he has been
drowned—but later on I re-
ceive a cable from him in Paris

London, significance does
not hinge upon the “contents”
of that message!

My brother does not have to
lell me about the details of
French or English life and man-
ners. It is the FACT of a bona
fide “message” from my rela-
tive, who T thought was dead
and gone, that counts.

It is a religion
that spells freedom and this Foun-
dation has been designed for the
very purpose of bringing messages
of freedom and the emancipation of
the soul to as many of the human
family as possible; and 1 know a
hit later you, too, will feel so happy
to be here to enjoy this honor of
having three of America’s outstand.
ing mediums lecture and demon-
sirate for you.

“Rev. Mr. James Laughton, who is
lo speak first tonight. is not un-
known to New York audiences; nor
is he unknown anywhere in Amer-
ica. But there are some who
haven’t heard him so 1 know you
are going to have a fine treat.

“I look upon Mr. Laughton with
sort ‘of a motherly feeling because
I can remember when he hecame a
bit scared because he didn’t know
whether the spirit people could get
through. He has taken hold of my
hand and asked ‘old Judy' if she
reckoned he could get anything. I
never shall forget the first time he
was the medium for the Etta -Bled-

soc meeting at Camp Chesterfield.

He was shaking "like a leaf all day.
I can assure you he isn’t like that
now. ’
“And so, it gives me great pleas-
ure, indeed, 1o present to° you “a
great crusader for truth, a great
medium, the Rev. James Laughton
of Detroit, Michigan.”

LAUGHTON’S LECTURE

James Laughton speaks: “It is a
pleasure to be back here will you
“folks tonight. When Mrs. Pressing
said she looked upon me in a moth-
erly -manner, [ glanced at her and
felt: ‘What a young mother I have.

“I remember a few years ago, be-
fore I was a medium or even a Spir-
itualist—my family were Presbyter-
ians—in the Sunday School classes
I was always fascinated by the old
Bible stories of the past. And [
often wondered what a fine thing it
would have heen to have lived back
in the time of Christ and the pro-
phets of old.

“And [ thought how unfortunate
today that we cannot witness the
phenomena Jesus was able to dem-

onstrate. This was because I knew
nothing of spirit manifestations as

[ know them today. But, since I
became a medium, I began to under-
stand the great philosophy of com-
munication and now I realize that
the golden chain has
broken because there
manifestations of spirit all through
the ages. In our Bible, from Gene-
sis to Revelations, and all through
the Scriptures, it speaks of mani-
festations of spirit.

“If a spirit, or an angel, or a
disembodied entity as we say today,
had never returned out of that other
consciousness, we would have no re-
ligion today—bccause all religions,
even Catholic and Prolestant, are
based upon psychic manifestation.

“It tells us in our Bible that
Peter of old was a trance medium;
he fell in a trance, and lo, he had
a great vision, and he heard the
voices of spirits speaking unto him.

“Jesus prophesied, Paul believed
in spiritual gifts for in Corinthians
it reads: ‘Some shall have the gift
of prophecy.

“Do we find prophecy in our or-

thedox churches? No! But we find -

it in Spiritualism today

“Paul also said that there shall
be those who have the gift of tongues
and be touched by the spirit—mean-
ing an entity speaking through the
hody of the medium.

“And he also said there shall be.

those among you that shall have the
gift of the discerning of spirits. So,
St. Paul must have been a medium,
yes a clairvoyant. He had to be pys-
chic in order to be inspired to
write the wonderful things that to-
day are in our Scriptures.

“So we mediums upon this plat-
form, and many mediums out in the
audience, know we have the gift of
discerning spirits, and the gift of
healing, for we know these are the
gifts of spirit.

“Today in our scientihe world,
we have heard many of the greal

fell upon their faces

psychologists, scientists and psychi-
atrists who say there are many hid-
den recesses of the mind. In other
words, man may have more than five
scnses. Dr. Alexis Carrel, in his
book, Man the Unknown, said man
had a sixth sense and that there are
those who are able to see into the
future as well as into the past.

“Most of us, however, are only
conscious of our five senses. Many
wonderful experiments have been
taking place today in some of our
great universities, 1 always like to
honor the great work of Dr. Joseph
Banks Rhine. T think the research
work he has done is remarkable. I
remember reading his hook. At the
very end, he states that if the world
or the churches had never taught
immortality of the soul, the very dis-
coveries made in universities today
would startle the "world.

“In other words, they have dis-
covered that man has a soul (spirit)
and that there is something that
leaves the body after the change
called physical death.

“And so, all of the wonderful
things the scientists are finding out
about the great human family coin-
cide with the manifestations of spirit.
All of these things, mind vyou,
are not solely confined to the philos-
ophy of Spiritualism or to the seance
room. No, if you read the lives of

~some of the saints-in the Catholic

Church, you will find that many
wonderful things happened in their
lives, too.

“There were many manifestaions
of spirit. T have read the story- of
St. Theresa and it tells how, while
in mediation, her body was levitated
into mid-air. We would call her a
physical medium and other psychic

power applies to a materialization

or a direct-voice medium.

“But our good friends in the Cath-
olic Church choose not to use these
expressions. She was levitated in

mid-air just the same as the Christ’

when he stood upon a .mountain
with Peter, James and John—and
lo—when they turned, he too, was

“levitated before their very eyes.

“And then, vou remember, many
when they
heard a voice speaking: I am
Moses," and Elias also spoke. Men
that had been ‘dead’ many years
before the great Galilean walked in
the flesh,
