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About a month after the well-publicised 
Galt saucer landed in front of young 
Jack Stephone eyes in July, 1957, I 
went to interview Jack with a friend, 
who wa will call Leslie. We had talk­
ed all afternoon about his experience 
which I wrote about in issue M of 
this publication, Jack had the urge 
to go back in the evening to the scene 
of the -landing. We signified our 
approval and left right a ft,er we tad 
supper. We trudged through the farm­
er’s field and ns we made our way 
along the path in the seml-darkness, 
my flashlight want out. I found out 
later the bulb burned out. We only 
had the light, of the full moon to 
light our way. We stopped In ths 
centre of the recently ploughed field ; 
overlooking the gully and conversed 
a bit more. Suddenly, I became aware 
of an orange-red light above the tree- I 
tops on the far side of the gully.
I immediately told my companions and 
Leslie said it tad been there for 
about a minute but thought it was a 
light from a farmhouse window. We all ; 
watched it and memorized it’s position ; 
in relation to the outline of the 
trees. It definitely was above the 
trees, We looked at each other mystl- ■ 
fled and when we looked again, it was • 
gone. We didn’t know what to think. 
A few minutes later, behind Jack’s 
baok, and much nearer, being at the 
31de of our field about 50 yards away, 
appeared the ватпо or similar orange- 
red light. This time it blinked on 
and off twice and disappeared. By 
the time my two companions could turn > 

around, it was not to be seen. It 
seemed to be in a small tree or 
shrub. I ran over to the spot and 
could see nothing that could have 
made the light. Behind the shrubs 
was a steep incline down to another 
little lake or pond. You could seo 
the reflection of the moon on th© 
water below. We walked back to the 
Cedar Road, feeling we wouldn’t see 
anymore that night and besides, it 
was getting ohllly. We played with 
the idea that It was soma sort of 
signal from the oooupants of the 
saucer, even though it was now a 
month later, that the original 
contact by Jaok was authentic. Who 
knows, the spacecraft could have re­
turned but wished to remain invisi­
ble for reasons unknown to us.
A check-up in the daylight Wo weeks 
later shed no further light on the 
situation and the lights still re­
main a mystery. The reason I had 
not written about this sooner was 
that I thought I may have had some­
thing more to add to this incident 
at a later date. A story called 
the "Joshua Tree Saucer Contact" 
in the November issue of SEARCH 
relates a elmllar experience with 
orange lights. I’m wondering if 
there Is a relationship her® and 
were we really thiselose to our 
visitors from space. I would like 
to hear from anyone who thinks they 
may havo an answer to this pheno- * 
m®non. Incidentally, there are 
more reports from the Galt area 
inside thia bulletin.



STRANGE SIGHTS WATCHED IN THE. SKY..,
Wallaceburg, Ontario - It was seen 
here again last night. For the second 
time in less than two weeks an uniden­
tified flying object was sighted low 
in the northeast sky from this area. 
Last night a group of newsmen watched 
it through blnooulars. Opinion as to 
the identity or nature of the sighted 
object differed. Several known phy­
sical sights however, were tentatively 
agreed upon.
1. The object flashed brilliant red, 

green and blue.
2. It was not a highflying weather 

balloon.
3. It was not a conventional aircraft.
4. It moved much as a kite would move 

when flying.
The flashing lights followed no par­
ticular sequence but were more bril­
liant at one time than another. 
Speculation as to Its identity ran 
the gamut of Imagination all the way 
from a helicopter to a flying saucer. 
Through binoculars unsteadiness In 
the holding made clear sighting impos­
sible. It did not however, present a 
much different appearance to that of 
a star except for its movement and 
oolor. The suggestion that It was in­
deed a star whose light was being 
affected by the earth’s atmoephere 
appeared to be unsound because Its 

movements did not coincide with other 
stars in the same section of sky. 
A similar objeot in the northeast sky 
turned out to be a star after .Its 
pattern of behaviour had been exam­
ined over a half hour period.
Similar sightings over the past three 
weeks all appear to confirm that it Is 
something unidentified as yet.
An official of the Chatham-based Inter 
Continental Aerial Research Foundation 
said lost night that he had received 
reports of the objeot from several 
sootters In the northern part of Kent 
but the object could not be identified 
Inquiries to the RCAF brought dead 
silence. Two polloemen from Wallace­
burg, Constables William Laprise and 
Gerald 3tanlick saw the object less 
than a week ago.(Chatham "Dally News,

Johnston sighted the large stationary 
object-as they were on patrol near 
Paisley,. It was four or five miles 
east of them. They radioed headquar­
ters and P.O. Douglas Washburn and P.C. 
William Reis dashed out and corrobor­
ated the other officers' report. They 
sighted the sane object 12 to 14 miles 
away<. .

The recently dis­
covered band of le­
thal radiation 
around the earth 
may not be a barrlei 
to space travel.

Oct, ll/58~ Canadian and American Air 
Force ofrlcers and the ROMP held a 
secret session "somewhere in Kitchen­
er" this morning. The conference 
was called in the hope of establish­
ing the nature of a large mysterious 
flying objeot, that frightened a 
horse which in turn tossed it’s rider» 
The rider, Mrs. Laverne Asmussen, of 
Preston sustained a oompound fracture 
of the right leg» The incident oc- 
cured Saturday p.m., Sept. 27. Some 
eye-witnesses said the object might 
be likened to what they have read 
about flying sauoers. All agreed it 
was flying low at tremendous speed 
and perilously low. *It had double 
fins/commented Ken Mathews, propri­
etor of Sunset Riding Club. "I could 
see no markings on it." The day was 
bright and clear. The objeot shot out 
of the Chicopee hills at tree top levelr 
Oct. 14/58—Many Galt and distriot 
altlzenswere mystified last evening 
when mysterious flashing rays of 
lights appeared on the Northern 
horizon. The origin of the lights 
are unknown. They appeared to stem 
toward the earth in long fingers 
reaching from the dark evening sky.
By the angle of travel they were 
Judged to strike the Kitchener-Elmira 
area. A witness said it was not the 
aurora borealis.

Cottagers at Oxley, Ontario, are puz­
zled by blobs of semi-transparent 
jelly-like lumps which are floating 
to the beaches.

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GLOW LIGHTS SKY FROM ONTARIO TO PENNA.
Л flash of light lit up the sky on Oct. 
21st, for about a minute. Dunlap Ob- 
servo.tory gave their stoolc answer to 
any lights seen in the sky, saying it 
was a meteor. P.O. Stanley Hunter of • 
Barrie said, it looked like "A shooting 
star" only much brighter, and lit up 
the area for miles around. Other sight 
Inge at 3.39 a.m. came from London, 
Niagara Falls, Perth, Tillaonburg, 
Toronto and western New York state. 
State police from Lake Ontario to Pen­
nsylvania saw a bright bluish-white 
glow that shone with the brightness of 
daylight. A spokesman at Toronto's 
Malton Airport said the flash appeared 
to be on the airport boundary and look­
ed like a flare. Nothing had been 
found and that fog had hemmed in the 
airport all night.
This brilliant flash seen by Roland 
Mlohaud of Godbout, Saguenay, province 
of Quebec, said that "we suddenly felt 
a big push of wind, followed just a 
few Instants after by the flash, and 
right then a "big bang", undoubtedly 
aaused by the impaot of an object of 
great magnitude hitting the ground and 
sending violent tremors of high inten­
sity like earthquake vibrations, around 
the whole area.
Rev. Maurice Dulst, director of the 
geophysical observatory at the College 
of St.Jean de Breubeuf, Montreal, said 
the records show a minor quake close 
to the time mentioned.
Hrs. W.ÍI. Brooke of Vai David, heard 
"a noise llko a large explosion and 
then some large thumps."
Doug Ilapea of Buffalo, N.Y. sent me the 
following information which concludes 
this specific caee. Mr. Wayne Stanley 
saw the same thing over Manitoba on 
Oct. 15, and on the 22nd, he caught the 
tall end of a report over CKX, Brandon, 
saying that a woman saw a flash and it 
was sighted over two other towns in 
British Columbia, particularly the Van­
couver area. Later, the radio station 
reiterated that it never made the 
transmission.
On Sept. 22, over CJBC, Toronto, a re­
port that a guard at a petroleum fac­
tory in Nova Scotia, saw 23 objeats

The Buffalo Courier-Express reports 
the next item.

The brilliant 
flash lasted five seconds and was sight 
ed by a dozen ships and Coast Guard 
units. It set off a flurry of activity 
at the RAF Sea Rescue Center here, but 
authorities reported no plane was re­
ported missing in the area.
A meteorological office spokesman in 
London said, “It is unlikely to have 
been caused by lightning or to have 
some other meteorological origin." 
A Coast Guardsman in Southwest Cornwall 
said, "For a few seconds the whole sky 
was lit up with a great big blue glare 
that was nothing like a rocket or any­
thing else I know."
The French liner Colorable, In a radio 
message from the Guernsey area, said 
the flash seemed to take a downward 
path out of the вку. "We take it to be 
a meteor or meteorite," the ship's
