PREPARES SPACE MACHINE AT PORT COLBORNE
Says That Martian Made Landing Here 
Claims His Ancestors Were From Another 
Planet
Port Colborn© —(Staff) — In this town 
lives a man, who claims to be a descen­
dant of ancestors from other planets, to 
have met spacemen within a few miles of 
here and to be preparing a flying machine 
that will take him into apace. He boasts 
a badge showing him to be a member of the 
polioe force of the planet of Mars. He 
works now assembling the parts of the 
device that he says will take him out of 
the earth’s orbit.
Johann Purchalski, 38, works in a small 
house with little light but claims to be 
a scientist of great ability and is de­
scribed by some local people as an in­
tellectual. He asserts that he has evi­
dence of spacemen landing on this earth 
for the last 100 years and that they 
arrive here from other planets including 
Mars and live among us to be detected 
only by a few. Among them, he states, 
were his own grandparents.
“What does a spaceman look like?" asked 
our reporter.
“He is usually of medium build, around 
5 feet 2 inches, has very large, but kind 
eyes, walks just the same as humans and 
dresses in a felt looking type of mate­
rial. They breathe very heavy," stated 
Mr. Purchalski.
On mentioning the fact that hardly any­
one has actually stated that they had 
seen a spaceman, Mr. Purchalski said, 
“It was during the winter of 1936 that 
a saucer type object was seen going over 
Port Golborne and I followed it later to 
find the object, which would be descri­
bed as a apace ship, had come down in 
cne of the fields. It was then that I 
was introduced to the people inside who 
had told me that they did not wish to 
cause any harm by killing any of the 

earth people. After they showed me 
some of their many articles in their 
machinery, I left. 1 was alBo given a 
badge by them. This badge is made of 
a metal material and states that it 
was owned by a member of the Planet 
Mars Police Force in the main city 
called Marsopolis, all this is inscri­
bed on the badge.
Since this first meeting with spacemen 
Mr. Purchalski claims that he has 
travelled over almost every part of 
this world including Russian areas 
such as Moscow, and he names many plac 
where it is known that spacemen have 
landed.
He states that, when he was in Austria 
he had to destroy many things that 
would have proven his meeting with 
such people.
Mr. Purchalski expects to have his 
flying machine, which is of a twin 
rotor type using a special kind of fue 
for starting, and then switching over 
to another fuel when the height of tne 
machine, gets to a certain level, ready 
to take hime into Bpace later this 
summer.

The material he is using 1b all niokel 
and he estimates that the cost will be 
in the region of $100,000. He has the 
parts and it is at present in the 
stage of assembly. Mr. Purchalski was 
asked if he felt that people will be 
able to go to the moon or other planet 
in the near future. He said, "No, the 
won’t. The different governments from 
all over the world are trying to send 
rockets up there and none of them will 
succeed, they do not know how to make 
rockets well enough for them to be 
directed in the proper manner. On the 
other hand, if someone was asked to go 
I would offer on the condition that I 
build my own rocket ship, because I ha’ 
been told how to do it by those who 
know."

Mr® Cyril Rickers, area reporter for the 
Niagara region, visited Mr. Purchalskl 
and gives us this additional infomation..
Johann Purchalski lives alone, his Bother 
having died 12 months ago. They came 
from Austria and had spent some time in 
Ottawa», Ontario, where Johann had some 
schooling. I further learned that many 

jeople in the neighborhood find it hard
to comprehend Johann when he starts 
talking about ancient civilizations, the 
Incas, Egyptians, Homans, English, as 
well as outer Bpaoe to the comer boys. 
To look at him you immediately notice 
there is something different, his eyes, 
ears and face, and he is only five feet 
two inches tall. His mother was also a 
small person. After putting him at ease/ 
he brought out the machine and explained 
the construction and operation to me. 
Essentially it has a center column sup­
ported on a tripod which is the landing 
gear fitted with small wheels. About 
two feet up from the ground is a seat art 

__ fitted with safety straps?__ Immediately
behind the column are two fuelxtanks 
for high ootane liquid fuel, which is 
fed to a sort of mixer and in turn to 
the two jets, one at each end of the two 
blade horizontal propellers which rotates 
atop t.he center column. I asked him 
how does he know it will work and he re­
plied, “I have already made a similar 
machine . and it flies.“ He
showed me a photograph of this first 
machine surrounded by a group of people 
at St. Catharines, where the picture

. was taken on landing after a flight 
from Port Colborne at a height of about 
500 feet. This first machine was made 
of aluminum but the blades were not 
strong enough and the jet combustion 
chambers would not stand the heat, he 
said, being of aluminum. The new ma­
chine is constructed of nickel with jet 
bodies of monel to teke the high temp­
eratures. The propellers will turn at 
about 5,000 r»p«nio he said., A plastio

. helmet with oxygen supplied from cylin­
ders will be used for high altitude 
flying he stated. I asked him about 
the badge of a police space pilot, 
which he Bhowed me. On one side is his 
name and capital of Mars which he told 
me has a population of about 4 million 
people. On the other side is a repre­

sentation of Mars with Its two moons. 
I asked him if he had lived on Mars 
and he said yes, for two and a half 
years. I then asked him what those 
lines were that can be seen on Mars, 
and he said water courses which get 
the water from the polar ice caps. 
He volunteered the statement that Mar« 
is troubled with sand storms and the 
capital city is covered over with a 
sort of transparent roofing. He has 
several pictures on the wall which he 
states were taken on Mairs, one is of 
a police space patrol craft, another 
of a disabled spacecraft being hauled 
by a large horse with two small men, 
one on the horse and the other on the 
craft. There is another of himself 
in a flying suit standing by a space 
ship, also on Mars, he said. The . 
new machine is about 85$ completed, 
I would eay, and is of the best work­
manship and must have cost a pile of 
money. He hopes to finish it this 
summer. He supervises work in 
various shops to conceal Identity 
of the working parts.
I remarked about the weight of the 
new machine and he said try and lift 
it, I could just more it but hbhad 
no trouble at all. He states he oan 
lift 300 lbs easily. I asked him if 
he knew George Adamski and he said 
no. He does not appear to know much 
of what is going on in our skies 
these last few years, but seems to 
be living in a world of his own. I 
asked him where he gathered his know­
ledge from, and he said from my 
father and others. He has knowledge 
of spacecraft landing on this Earth 
but this is some years ago and he is 
not inclined to talk about it. His 
own visitation to Mars must have been 
before 1936 the year he came to this 
part of Canada. Neighbors who have 
known him intimately for the past 
twelve years say he has not changed 
in looks or age in that time.
There seems to be a little mystery 
surrounding the man and I an inclined 
to think that he is an outcropping of 
the remote past and there may be 
some connection with another race of 
people, with knowledge and legends 
still hanging in the family minds. 
During the last world war he was fly­
ing a private plane and in 1944 he 
evidently was driving a 12 cylinder

white, not red, light.
The St. Hubert control tower reported 
the object was similar to a red light« 
A tower observer said it seemed to h 
hang in the sky at between 3,000 and 
7„000 feet over the field for a few 
minutes, then darted north faster 
than any Jet interceptors at the air 
defense command base are capable of 
flying.
It was regarded as extraordinary be­
cause it was not picked up on radar 
soreens that cover St. Hubert and the 
Montreal area.

3AY3 'SAUCER# SEEN IS FAR NOH TH

UFOs have been seen "maneuvering and 
landing" in norther Alaska and the North 
Pole area, Lee R. Munslek of Morribtown 
told members of the Danville Rotary 
Club yesterday, February 19, 1959. 
These recent sightings in the north 
took place within the past two weekc, 
as nearly as can be determined at this 
time. The Alaskan sighting involved a 
single disc-type craft that was seen by 
a small party of trappers about 200 
miles east- of Umiat, Munsiok said.
The men estimated the UFO was about two 
miles away when they first noticed it, 
and it rose and descended to within a 
few feet of the ground several times, 
then flew slowly in tight circle before 
disappearing. They described it as 
"red-colored".
Munsick attributed this to the fact that 
there are numerous instances on record 
of UFOs glowing when in motion, a deep 
orange at low speeds, nearly white at 
high speeds. The polar sighting was 
made by two Norwegian soldiers. No 
further details are available. The 
Norwegian Embassy claimed to have no 
record of this sighting but added that 
all information on UFOs and their sight­
ings were considered classified.
This latest north pole sighting is at 
least the fourth in which members of the 
Norwegian military have figured as far 
as is known, the speaker Baid. 
In September of 1955» he recalled, a 
representative of the Norwegian General 
Staff revealed the "special details" 
assigned to observe the Arotlo region 
"are now convinced" It was being used as 
a base for UFOs, especially during bad 
weather "when we are forced back to 
our bases."

SAUCER OVER LONDON. ENGLAND
A "real flying saucer" is reported to 
have been seen over London airport by 
four reliable witnesses on Feb. 26/59. 
British air ministry officials have def­
initely classified the objeot as "uni­
dentified" whloh means that it is not 
believed to be any of the things common­
ly mistaken for flying sauoers. The ob­
ject was a "glowing diac" which hovered 
over the airport for 20 minutes. It was 
about 200 feet up but did not show up on 
airport or Royal Air Force radar screens, 
Tho report was taken seriously enough to 
be broadcast by the BBC.
