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FLYING SAUCERS ACTIVE NEAR

SUDBURY, ONT.

On the first Thursday In August,
1959, while vacationing in the Sudburg
distriot, a Hamilton man together wit
his wife and 3-year old son and his
brother-in-law observed a "flying
saucer..

In relating his experience, Gerald
Boileau said the saucer first made its
appearance rising over bushland in the
vioinity of his father-in-law’s farm.
The time was approximately 11 p.m, of
a "pitch black’! night...and in the
isolation of the remote farm the
silenoe was unbroken by any sound.

The saucer appeared to the astoun-
ded group as a bright light rising
slightly and moving in the general
direction of tho farm. As they watched
It continued to move slowly towards
them until at an estimated altitude of
two-thousand feet it slowed and then
hovered direotly over the farm clearing
and at an angle of about 45 degrees
from the observers.

Mr. Boileau could give no estimate
of the size of the vehicle because of
Its uncertain height. He said iIn
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appearance it was rather elliptic with
a slight bulge over the top centre
section. "It was all lit up,” he said
"the oolor of the light ohanglng from
white to multi-colored, but predomi-
nantly of a rather roee-colored hue."
The light was suoh that 1t rendered
some features of the landsoape visible
below the oraft.

It was the sound that convinced
the party they weren’t seeing things,
and i1t was a combination of the sound
and the weird speotaole that frighten-
ed the ohild in the group to the
point of hysteria and sent him scream-
Ing into the farm house.

The sound was described as a low
hum whloh alternately rose and fell
while the saucer hovered.

At no time oould any member of
the group see anything other than a
general outline of the shape of the
oraft.

After an interval of about 5
minutes during whloh 1t maintained
Its position over the field, the
sauoer began to move off slowly in
a northeasterly direction, then
suddenly accelerated vanishing to a
pinpoint of light in a matter of
seoonds in the general direction of
North Bay.

Questioned later by an Air Force
official to whom he reported the
sighting, Mr. Boileau denied su%gest-
ions that this might have been the
moon, searchlights at Burwah Reforma-
tory, light reflecting from clouds...
and so on.

He summed It up thus: "I know
what 1t was NOT but I do NOT know what
i1t was!"

Earth onoe had manY moons.
They were relatively email objects In
comparison to the present big moon.
They fell on the surface of this moon
or collided with 1t In their orbits
whioh is about the same thing—creating
some of the great orators which now
cover the face of the satellite.
This Is the conclusion of Dr. P.F.
Sabaneyev, of the astronomical section
of the Soviet acoademy of solonoes. He
experimented by dropping various sized
and shaped objects from various dletan=
oes on a plastic surface believed simi-
lar to that of the aboriginal noon.
A translation of hie report has just
been Issued through the U.S. department
of commeroe.
As a result of these experiments Dr.
Sabaneyev concluded that "lunar araters
were formed E)jy the i1j paot of dense,
homogenous, definitely circular masses
of loose material. The size of the
cratere Indicates falls of large masses
rather than high impact velocities. <*-
"Their circular shape suggests vertical
falle but occasional oval shapes of
craters, irregularities of their Inner
structure and their orientations are
proof that oases of oblique falls do
exist. All this suggests that the
falls were mainly the result of the
moon’s gravitation™ In case of vertloal
fall tho velocity was not higher than
24 kilometers a seoond and probably not
higher than 2.75 kilometers.
"Simultaneous falls of two adjaaent
masses near to each other occurred only
once In several thousand cases, but
oonseguetlve adjacent falls were fre-
guent. This shows that the masses that
ell were common In space before they
were attracted by the moon. Clustering
of craters may be taken as evidence of

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TO STUDY "GHO3TS" SEEN ON HIGH FLIGHTS
(The Edmonton Journal, September 28/60)

Washington (NANA) — Scientists on a
navy research project have discovered
that when there is ample light but noth-
ing to see, the mind supplies "visible"
objects to the observer—hallucinations
that are nonetheless real to the person
who sees them.

They are studying the psychological
effects of the "Ganzfold, " an adequa-
tely lighted but absolutely empty
visual field.

The Ganzfeld, whose effects are very
different from those of total darkness,
IS sometimes encountered by pilots at
very high altitudes. It Is similar to
the "white darkness" of the Antarctic
in which, under oertaln weather condi-
tions, the horizon and all visible
details of tho landscape fade from
view.

Dr, James W. Miller, of the Hughes Air-
craft Go., which is doing the research
under an office of naval research con-
tract, ascribed the weird hallucinatory
phenomena In part to the very rarity
of the Ganzfeld.

"Many Individuals experiencing total
darkness for the first time suffer
various degrees of depression, often
accompanied by a sensation of the en-
vironment closing in,"” he said Iin a
report. "It is not surprising to
these individuals however, to find that
they are unable to see anythin%.
"When these same Individuals, however,
face a well-illuminated Visual field
and still are unable to see anything

It Is not only surprising but often oL
quite disturbing.”
"One has the sensation,” he added, "of w-

belng completely immersed in a foglike g
atmosphere in which all awareness of
depth disappears. He 3ee3 various
hallucinatory ﬁhenomena, suoh as rings $
of different shapes and sizes, appar-
