The U.S* was last reported to hav6é 15
oatellltos orbiting around the earth
and tho Russians one.

Dozens of Cilgarlanfl reported see.Ing
what they believed to be a meteorite
flash across tho sky Sunday evening.
Their descriptions of i1t varied widely
a moteor was reported to have landed
iri Montana. As reports continuel to
come in Monday It became aertain that
more than one object came down.

WAS IT A FLYING SAUCTR?

The following was taken from the notes
of tho Dally Log 300k of the Polish
steamship “HUGO KOLLATAJ. “

Not until now did the Polish Press
mention about the interesting sighting
by the Polish sailors of the above
mentioned stoamabhip.

It happened on November 24, 1959 during
tho trip of the Hugo Kollataj to Rio
De Janeiro at the height of the islands
of tho Green Peninsula,

Tho 1st officer, J. Chrapkiewioz, who
was on night watch at the time with J.
Pezenny and” other members of the crew.
By tho established neasaroment of the
position of any unit in tho sky, |
noticed suddenly in tho sky about

20 degroos from th® right side of the
front of tho ship, a shining spot
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surrounded by whitish light, resembling
noon-lights.

This spot was more or 1033 10 degrees
above the planet Saturn. The bright
object moved toward us with a groat

speed. When wo could see it plainly,
wo notiaod that the top was rounde
while the bottom was flat.

At oertaln moment, tho objeot halted
and remained stationary for a while,
then suddenly departed with exceed-
mgl;iq great speed and vanished beyond
tho horizon.

The enormous spoed and the shapo of
the shining objoot, then the sudden
change of the direction of its flight,
can not be compared with any of our
earthly flying or astronomical objects.
This sighting lasted about 6 minutos,
beginning at 8:11 pm.

At the sane time there was received a
warning from the crew of the nearby
steamship “CnRINALDO! which also
si%hted a similar flying object. )
Information about tho sighting of this
uncommon phenomenon had been also

sent from a number of other shgos
navigating in that vicinity under
different flags.

MYSTERY STONE BREAKS TWO WINDOWS

OF HOUSE

Simcoe, Ont.—Police are beginning to
wonder 1f Simcoe vandals are wearing
-stilts those days.

They are seeking the explanation of how
a stone, which crashed through two win-
dows and a wall of a Simcoe home, was
apparently thrown from a height of

25 feet. "I'm baffled,” Constable Ro-
bert Woods wrote in his report of the
Incident to Chlof George Ashby.

The stone, about the size of an eqg,
crashed through a sunporch window,

then a living room window, and finally
through a kitchen partition at the

home of Mr. and Mrs. Lome S rl, 156
Victoria 3treet, about 2 a.ro. yesterday.
Constable Woods, who Investigated, said
the stone travelled In a straight line
through the two windows and the parti-
tion and was finally halted by a spruce
2 by 4-, which was dented by the impact.
Con. Woods said i1t would have taken
someone with a powerful arm to throw
the stone in a straight line through
two windows and a wall.

But where the thrower stood
mystery.

The ground in front of the house slopes
shaqﬁplﬁ down toward the grounds of the
Norfolk Golf and Country Club.
Sighting along the stone's course, Con.
Woods estimated that the thrower must
have been at least 25 feet above
ground level.

He rejected a theory that the stone
might have been thrown from a consider
able distance.

"If that had been the case the stone
would have followed a downward curve,"
he explained. "But i1t went through
the house in a perfectly straight line.
To a sugdqestio_n that the thrower might
have used a slingshot the offioer re-
plied, "No matter what he used, all
the evidence says he had to be 25 feet
above ground to throw the stone in the
straight line it took through the two
windows and the wall."
