STRANGE »FLAMING* OBJECT SEEN IN N.I.
STILL A MYSTERY

A mysterious “flaming“ object seen
recently in New Brunswick skies seens
to be more of a mystery then ever*
following a regort that a truck driver
cam" close to being struck by it—-
W'ic -ever »it» was .

Hubert Howe of Fredericton®* a truck
driver employed by the Willard Me Fey-
den sawmill of the Miramichi Lumber
Company Limited* about 11 miles from
Boiestown* reported his vehicle beirg
struck by “a pieoe of fire*“ Wednesday
night. He was in the cab at the tine«

Mr. Howe and three fellow workers all
agreed that the object seemed like “A
big blue ball of fire*“t They descri-
bed the light given off by i1t as sin-
liar in color and brightness to that
of an electric arc welder«

While moving the truck slowly along
a muddy road near the mill with a
load of lumber* M© Howe said the

first thing he noticed was a bright

glare comin? from under both sides of

the truck “like something was burning

underneath it»

“l got out of the cab and here was this

piece of fire stuck between the rear

of the cab and the front of the body.”

He then threw mud at the fire in an

effort to extinguish i1t. As soon as

the mud hit it* the flaming material

“fell off in blobs* almost like it

liras Jelly»*“

As soon as it hit the wet muddy ground,

Mr© Howe said* the fire went out©

He did not have any impression of

?reat heat coming from it™ “Although
remember it being warm.”

A Daily Gleaner reporter and photo-
grapher visited the scene Friday after-
noon and were unable to find any traces
of the object© Earlier reports reach-
ing Boiestown had indicated the truck
had been set afire. However* the truck
was unmarked and showed no signs of
having been hit by anything® —flaming
or otherwise©

Robert Palmer of Boiestown who wac[z)
working In the millyard with his bro-
thers* Murray and Benny Munn¢, also of
Boiestown, reported seeing the object
moving at what he thought to be about
tree-top level.

“The three of us were watching an air-
plane fly over to the northeast and
that was how we were looking at the
sky at ths time,“ said M© Palmer.
“Just after the plan© had passed we saw
a blue flaming object pass over in the
same direction. It seemed to break up
over the trees near us and fall to the
ground* giving off a bluish glare like

nNo meteor appears as a jelly-like
substance,” he said« "Also it would
have been extremely hot and the heat
-would have been far more noticeable
than i1t was«* )
The geologist said that the only possi-
ble explanation ho could offer was that
the object was something off a rocket«
Ho cautioned that It was only specula-
tion, bub some of the ways it behaved
might be similar to some of the "Sophi-
sticated alloys® being used in this
field.
"The glare i1t gave off seems similar
to some magnesium alloys,”“ he said«
The fact that no trace was found after
it burned would also seem to point to
magnesium “a3 it burns to a white ash,
and this would 'be very hard to find in
the thick mud«*”
“That’s just a thought | had, but I'm
quite likely wrong,” said Dr« Laning«

(Correspondent Henry R, Gallart sends
us hie experiences with thé saucers £fs
noted below,)

The first UFO | saw over Cuba was frcin
the vicinity of the town of Caney In
Oriente province sometime in January
1960« It was hear the base of the
Sierra Maestra mountain range.

At 7:4-5 pom, | v?as talking to the sol-
diers encamped on our property, Sudden
ly, moving In an east to west direction
and over the nearby mountains (2530 ft,
in elevation) there appeared what seem-
ed to be a great ball of fire silently
crossing right in front of us. There .
