With atomic anergy we are cCross-
ing a threshold, but are we entering
or leaving?

Much has haen sail and written
about the awful devastation which
would be caused by an atomic war. It
has ~en suggeeted, and with Just
cause, that such a war probably would
wipe out civilization, leaving the rem-
nants of the human race in atavistic
savagery, If there were any remnants.
Dr. Hugh”™Keenlyside, former Under Sec-
retary of State for External affairs
for Canada estimates that there are 1n
existence at the present time more
than 150,000 nuclear devices, many
more than required to do the Job!

Consider what happens when an atom
bomb explodes. The fission process
which comprises,cthe explosion releases
enormous quantities of ener%y which
originates within even the hottest
star. |If onlg ten percent of the
energy available 1n Uranium 235 or
Plutonium ware suddenly converted into
heat, the temperature of the mass
would jump to the order of fifty bil-
lion degrees centigrade. Even if the
blast ware dilutdd by five hundred
times as much inert material a  there
was active material, the temperature
would still ha of the order of one
hundred million degrees.

Now, the temperature of the sun,
as we determine it, is about six thou-
sand degrees on the surface and about
ten or twenty million degrees in the
interior. It is presumed to derive
its energy from the conversion of
hydrogen to helium through an inter-
mediate cycle involving carbon, oxygen
and nitrogen, which cycle progresses
very smoothly at the sun.'s temperature.
IT , however, the sun's temperature
were much higher the hydrogen could
convert directly, first into deuterium,
tritium, and helium, without benefit
of the time delay and stabilizing ac-
tion of the carbon-nitrogen-oxygen
cycle, and would produce most probably
an explosion of increasing magnitude
which would continue until it either
ran out of hydrogen or the eventual
expansion or the gasses produced a
sufficient drop in temperature to stop
the reaction.

Suppose that an atom bomb (either
fission or fualon type) landed in a
large body of fresh water such as one
of our Great Lakes, and furthermore,
that it sank to a considerable depth
before exploding. The explosion, when
it did take place would be confined
by walls of water consisting largely
of hydrogen, since two thirds of the
atoms in water are hydrogen. Before
the bobble or hot gasses resulting
from the explosion could overcome the
inertia of the water and rise to the
surface, it is almost certain that the
water directly in contact with the
blast would be heated to temperatures
comparable with that of the blast i1t- +*
self, one hundred million degrees or
hotter. At such temperature the hyd-
rogen in the water would be in prime
condition to convert directly into he-
lium and would in fact become a."hyd-
rogen bomb" with the release of about
the same or greater energy per unit
mass as was released from the active
material or the bomb itself. Conse-
quently, a thermo-nuclear chain re-
action would probably set in which
would ha cumulative and self-propa-
gating. Once initiated it would con-
tinue increasing in intensit¥ until
stopﬁed by either a lack of hydrogen
or the eventual drop in temperature
of the expanding gasses. In any case
the reaction would probably persist
until most or the available hydrogen
had gone _up in helium.

Should such a thin% happen, even qy
accident, and an atom bomb explode deep
in one of our fresh waterlakes, with
thousands of tons of hydrogen avail-
able, there could result a blast or
such intensity that it would envelope
the entire planet in a few seconds,
vaporizing”™ everything on it surface & .
maybe even shattering the core, and
producing a celestial display visible
throughout the galaxy. Unfortunately,
we would be in no position to observe
it as we would have ceased to exist.

The foregoing is not idle specu-
lation. It iIs based on the same data,
calculations and measurements which
produced the atom bomb, and the fact
of the bomb is grim testimony to its
potentialities. We may well ask our-,
selves the question—we are crossing
the threshold, but are we entering or
just leaving? (Ottawa. F.Se Club)

This spectacle of people studiously
tracing the movement of a light that
doesn’'t move is a psychological phe-
nomenon known as '‘autokinetic move-
ment" which psychologists have been
studying since the dawn of modern
psJchology. ) ) )

'l got interested in this funny little
henomenon,” explains Dr. Joseph Royce
ead of the department or psychology
at U of A, "because when | read about
It I just didn't believe it."

Dr. Royce believes it now. In fact,
the stationary light obligee with con-
siderable movement for him.

This i1s what happens. A person is
placed in a room, totally dark except
for a stationary pinpoint of light.
Watching the light, the person's nor-
mal reaction is that 1t moves.

Amount of movement varies. A very
small percentage see no movement.

Most see a moderate amount.

The path of movement is essentially
unpredictable and usually erratic.
"Our theory is 1t moves because it
has no frame of reference—nothing to
anchor it to,” Dr. Royce says.

Frame it in a circle of light and the
pinpoint stops moving.

There are common instances of perceiv-
ed illusion of movement similar to the
phenomenon of light. Ever sit in a
train, stopped at a station, when a
train on an adjacent track started to
move? "I'm interested in the basic
phenomenon itself,” says Dr. Royce.

I 1 want to know why it moves."

He has been doing research on autokin-
etic movement since 1955 and has been
aided-with grants from several agen-
cies, Including the U.S.A-.F.

The U.S.A.F. Is interested because
there is some evidence that autokin-
etic movement had caused plane acci-
dents.
