SPACEMAN'S 
VISIT IN 1823?

While travelling through some of 
the southern states of the U.S. last

• summer, your editor came upon a book 
which upon opening it, fascinated him 
as it contained an account of a man 
who had a very unusual experience, 
not unlike those who have said they 
had met spacepeople under somewhat 
similar circumstances. Saucerfans 
will note the similarity between this 
aocount and ones they have read in the 
past. One chief difference is that 
while the ones we have read happened 
during the current advent of the fly­
ing saucer era, this one occurred
in September, 1823. Here is the 
beginning of the story to whet your 
appetite:

"While I was thus in the act of 
calling upon God, I discovered a light 
appearing in my room, which continued 
to increase until the room was lighter 
than at noonday, when immediately a 
personage appeared at my bedside, 
standing in the air, for his feet 
did not touch the floor.

He had on a loose robe of most 
exquisite whiteness. It was a white­
ness beyond anything earthly I had 
ever seen; nor do I believe that any 
earthly thing could be made to appear 
so exceedingly white and brilliant. 
His hands were naked, and his arms 
also, a little above the wrists; so, 
alas, were his feet naked, as were his 
legs, a little above the ankles. His 
head and neck were also bare. I 
could discover that he had no other

• clothing on but this robe, as it was 
open, so that I could see into his 
bo som.

- "Not only was his robe exceed­
ingly white, but his whole person was 
glorious beyond description, and his 
countenance truly like lightning. The 
room was exceedingly light, but not 
so very bright as immediately around 
his person. When I first looked 
upon him, I was afraid; but the fear 
soon left me.

"He called me by name, and said 

unto me that he was a messenger sent 
from the presence of God to me, and 
that his name was Moroni; that God 
had a work for me to do; and that my 
name should be had for good and evil 
among all nations, kindreds, and 
tongues, or that it should be both 
good and evil spoken of among all 
people.

"He said there was a book de­
posited, written upon gold plates, 
giving an account of the former in­
habitants of this continent, and the 
source from whence they sprang.

"Also, that there were two stones 
in silver bows—and these stones, fas­
tened to a breastplate, constituted 
what is called the Urim and Thummin— 
deposited with the plates; and the 
possession and use of these stones 
were what constituted Seers in ancient 
or former times; and that God had pre­
pared them for the purpose of trans­
lating the book.

’’Again, he told me, that when I 
got those plates of which he had spo­
ken—for the time that they should be 
obtained was not yet fulfilled—I 
should not show them to any person; 
neither the breast-plate with the Urim 
and Thummin; only to those to whom I 
should be commanded to show them; if 
I did I should be destroyed. While 
he was conversing with me about the 
plates, the vision was opened to my 
mind that I could see the place where 
the plates were deposited, and that so 
clearly and distinctly that I knew the 
place again when I visited it.

"After this communication, I saw 
the light in the room begin to gather 
immediately around the person of him 
who had been speaking to me, and it 
continued to do so, until the room 
was again dark, except just around him, 
when Instantly I saw, as it wore, a 
conduit open right up into heaven, and 
he ascended until he entirely dis­
appeared, and the room was left as it 
had been before this heavenly light 
had made Its appearance.

11 I lay musing on the singular­
ity of the scene, and marvelling great­
ly at what had been told to me by this 
extraordinary messenger; when, in the 
midst of my meditation, I suddenly dis­
covered that my room was again begin­
ning to get lighted, and in an instant, 
as it were, the same heavenly messenger 
e 3



was a§ain at my bedside.
"He oommenced, and again related 

the very same things which he had 
done at his first visit, without the 
least variation; which having done, he 
informed me of great judgments which 
were coming upon the earth, with 
great desolations by famine, sword, 
and pestilence; and that these griev­
ous judgments would come on the earth 
in this generation. Having related 
these things, he again ascended as he 
had done before.

"By this time, so deep were the 
impressions made on my mind, that 
sleep had fled from my eyes, and I 
lay overwhelmed in astonishment at 
what I had both seen and heard. But 
what was my surprise when again I be­
held the same messenger at my bedside, 
and heard him rehearse or repeat over 
again to me the same things as before; 
and added a caution to me, me
that Satan would try to tempt me 
consequence of the indigent circum­
stances of my father's family), to 
get the plates for the purpose of 
getting rich. This he forbade me, 
saying that I must have no other ob­
ject in view in getting the plates to 
glorify God, and must notbe influenced 
by any other motive than that of 
building His kingdom; otherwise I 
couli not gettaem.

"After this third visit, he 
again ascended into heaven as before, 
and I was again left to ponder on the 
strangeness of what I had just ex­
perienced; when almost immediately 
after the heavenly messenger had as­
cended from me the third time, the 
cock crowed, and I found that day was 
approaching, so that our interviews 
must have occupied the whole or that 
night.

"I shortly after arose from my 
bed, and as usual, went to the neces­
sary labors of the day; but, in 
attempting to work as at other times, 
rfound my strength so exhausted as 
to render me entirely unable. My 
rather, who was laboring along with 
me, discovered something to be wrong 
with me, and told me to go home. I 
started with the intention of going 
to the house; but, in attempting to 
cross the fence out of the field 
where we were, my strength entirely 
failed me, and I fell helpless on the 
ground, and for a time was quite un­
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conscious of anything.
"The first thing that I can re­

collect was a voice speaking unto me, 
calling my be name. I looked up, and 
beheld the same messenger standing 
over my head, surrounded by light as 
before. He then again related unto 
me all that he had related to me the 
previous night, and commanded me to 
go to my father and tell him of the 
vision and commandments which I had 
received.

By now, you have seen the many re­
semblances between this contact with 
a higher being and the contact stories 
connected with the flying saucers. 
The brilliant light in the room, the 
being withbis exceedingly white gar- 
menta, face like an angel, the un­
conscious incident, the obvious pro­
mise of a better life for mankind, 
the ascension of this being into the 
sky as related a number of timeein 
our own Holy Bible with it's own 
similar stories.
WHO, was this man who had this contact? 

name was Joseph Smith and on the 
night of September 21, 1823, he 
sought the Lord in fervent prayer, 
having previously received a Divine 
manifestation of transcendent import. 
Through this man, the BOOK OF MORMON 
was brought forth and translated into 
the English tongue, as related in 
the foreword of this book.
Whoever wants to delve further into 
this amazing account, could probably 
get a copy in any large bookstore or 
public library. I have printed the 
story you have jugt read for whatever 
worth it may have for you in your 
investigation of the flying saucers 
as I think there is a close connection 
between this and the classical tales 
as told by our contactee group.

CREATURES ON MOON & MARS 
TRY CONTACT WITH EARTH

Flashing lights observed on the 
mountains of the Moon, and 
flares seen brightening the sur­
face of Mars, were recalled re­
cently by the report et a young 
man and woman who said they 
were pursued on their way 
home by a mysterious light.

The Air Force, as usual, "ex­
plained” the light seen by the 
young couple, as being the planet 
Jupiter, which was shining 
brightly ia the sky all that 
month.

However, the Air Force does 
not explain how the planet Jupi­
ter, 438 million miles away from 
the earth, could affect the car’s 
radio, and cause the headlights 
to dim, as the young couple r^ 
ported.

Neither has the Air Force a 
good explanation for the myster­
ious lights that have been seen 
Hashing on the Moon

Scientists, also, are at a loss 
to explain them.

A constantly flashing white 
light was seen on the dark side 
of the Moon, near its western 
edge, by an astronomer in 
Woodland, California, on Jahu- 
gry 16, 1956

The flashing continued for 
Bbout an hour and a half.

Flashes were seen also, on 
toe east wall of the crater Ca­
vendish, on January 24, of that 
year.

The crater was just emerging 
from darkness, as the sun rose 
over that section of the moon.

The flashes continued brightly 
for about three minutes, and 
then took eight minutes to fade 
away gradually.

In the short intervals between 
flashes, the location of the dis­
turbance was marked by a point 
of light a little brighter than 
the walls of the crater.

During each flash, a reflec­
tion ef the light was seen from 
the western wall ot the crater.

These two reports could be in­

terpreted as evidence of signal­
ling from the Moon.

But the regularity of the flash­
es suggest that it could have 
been merely a method of call­
ing attention to a certain area.

A white light, which shone 
steadily, was seen on the Moon, 
from Stanford, California, on 
April 19, 1959.

It was too far into the dark­
ened side to be a mountain peak 
shining in the sun.

After shining steadily for one 
and one half minutes, it faded 
gradually from view in a tow 
seconds.

This could have been an actual 
attempt to send a message from 
the moon.

A steady beam of4 light сав 
be modulated in a way similar 
to radio waves, so that intelligi­

ble speech may be transmitted. 
Activity observed on the planet 

Mars could indicate the place of 
origin of the supposed signallers 
on the Moon.

A desert section, called Edom 
Promontorium, in the equatorial 
region of Mars, was being ob­
served fiom Japan on January 
1, 1954.

Suddenly, it began to brighten 
rapidly.

It went from light yellow to 
bright white in three seconds, 
and then back down to normal in 
five seconds more.

This flare-like Light could be in­
terpreted as the actual take-off 
of a rocket from Mars.

The rapid brightening and 
dimming of the light, suggests 
such a possibility.

A slightly different interpre­
tation may be applied to activity 
observed on the same spot on 
Mars, six months later on July 
23, 1954.

This time, the brightness in­
creased for thirty seconds.

Then, after fifty-eight seconds 
of gradually dimming, it com­
pletely disappeared.

If this flare is from a rocket 
launching, then the Longer length 
of time of brilliance may indi­
cate a much more powerftil roc­
ket.

Another possibility is that 
atomic energy experiments may 
be going on

But one of the most startling 
of recent observations, was that 
of an nndentified object which 
appeared in space near the 
planet Mars, oa September 8, 
1956.

As the red-colored planet was 
being observed by an astrono­
mer in New Mexico, on that date.

a faint point of light passed 
through the field of the teles 
cope, in the opposite direction ot 
the apparent drift of Mars, and 
slightly below the planet.

The telescope was moved away 
from Mars, to follow the object.

The mysterious light took tea 
seconds to pass across the field 
of the telescope, an arc of about 
five minutes.

This may have beca the first 
observation a possible rocket 
traveling m the Marti» л stratos­
phere.

Though, of course, the satel­
lites of Mars, Phobos and Dei­
mos, are believed by some not 
to have a natural origin.

The color ox the satellites ef 
Mars is a neutral gray, an un­
usual color for natural satellites.

Their time of revolution 
around the planet is that which 
a hollow object would take.

And the objects, themselves, 
were not observed prior to the 
1870’s, though fairly powerful 
telescopes had observed Mars 
since the 1700’s.

AU these various observations 
seem to tend toward one con­
clusion.

There is something in the akiep 
Of Earth, and the space sur­
rounding the inner planets of 
the solar system that is not of 
a natural origin.

These objects may be the 
craft of intelligent bsings from 
Mars, or they may be alien be­
ings from other stars of our ga­
laxy.

Whatever the explanation, to­
day is a great time in which to 
be living, when mystery and ad­
venture surrounds the people of 
Earth to an extent to which, per­
haps, they do not even dream.

Object
Said Small
Meteorite

A geologist with the Albert* 
Research Council says a flash 
seen over northeastern Alberta 
last week probably was a small 
meteorite.

L. A. Bayrock said the report 
came from the control tower at 
RCAF Station at Cold Lake, 175 
miles northeast of Edmonton.

The RCAF sighting was made 
at 4:53 a.m. Thursday south of 
the station.

Mr. Bayrock said it appears 
the'meteor came down in an 

area between Cold Lake, Ver­
milion and Lloydminster. He 
said it was not possible to pin­
point the area because of lack 
of reports about the sighting 
and he doubted whether any 
fragments hit the ground. 
TWO REPORTS

He said only two reports so 
far have been conclusive. The 
RCAF described the meteorite 
as about one-eighth the size of 
the sun, while the other, from 
Meadow Lake, Sask., said it 
was three-quarters the size of 
the moon.

Other reports, three in all, 
were of sightings of objects 
which could not have been the 
meteor, Mr. Bayrock said.

A National Research Coun­
cil committee wants to know. 
It’s Interested in meteorites 
and fireballs, but flying 
saucers haven’t been men­
tioned.

The committee is conducting 
a country-wide effort to get 
all sightings recorded. When 
a sufficient number of fire­

ball observations are obtained 
over an area 100 miles or 
more in extent, it becomes 
possible to combine the obser­
vations and predict the most 
probable area in which meteor­
ites associated with the fire­
ball may have reached the 
earth’s surface.

A fireball is a meteor 
brighter than a planet. It 
moves rapidly across the sky.

IIt was a friendly night. The 
new moon hung high in an 
i e-clear November sky,

talk about ghosts and weird noises 
in Sandling Park, the brooding 
estate that stretched ahead of them.

Even with the comforting pres­
ence of moon and stars, it was a 
lonely stretch of Kent countryside.

John Flaxton, seventeen-year- 

old painter and decorator of Salt­
wood village, near Hythe, looked 
away nervously from the menacing 
cluster of woodland beyond Slay­
brook Comer and turned to the 
sky for reassurance. What he saw 
there made his hair stand on end....

“It was uncanny. This reddish 
yellow light was coming out of the 
sky at an angle of sixty degrees. 
As it came towards the ground it 
seemed to hover more slowly. I 
grew cold all over as it vanished 
behind a clump of trees.”

What John and his companions 
saw next sent them scurrying for 
safety in white-faced terror. A bright 
golden light suddenly appeared in 
the field alongside them.

, "It was about eighty yards 
away,” says John, “floating about 
ten feet above the ground. It 
seemed to move along with us, 
stopping when we stopped as if it 
was observing us. The light was 
oval, about fifteen to twenty feet 
across, with a bright, solid core.

“It disappeared 
behind trees and 
a few seconds later 
a dark figure 
shambled out. It

Other people saw 
similar lights and this has led flying 
saucer experts to list the sightings 
at Saltwood as definite evidence in 
their dossier of visitations from 
space.

Mr. Charles Stickland, B.Sc., 
physics master, mathematician and 
an official of the London Unidenti­
fied Objects Research Organization, 
told me at his home in Bermondsey: 
“I'm confident that some of the 
lights that have been seen came

“Almost certainly a visitor from

“A total of 158 flying saucer 
‘pilots’ have been seen all over 
Europe and America this century, 
several of them tallying with this 
latest description.”

MAPPING THE MOON
MANCHESTER, England (AP> -The first 

Americans to reach the moon will have better 
maps than any other explorers in history.

They will need them, too.
Because the moon's diameter is only about 

a quarter of that of the earth, the moon has 
a very short horizon. A man six feet tall 
would disappear from view after he had gone 
a mile in the most level of ateas. And, as 
everyone knows, the moon has plenty of moun­
tains, crass and craters.

Without proper guidance, an astronaut who 
wandered too far away from his space ship 
might have great difficulty finding it again in 
the vast and inhospitable lunar landscape.

A MOON-MAPPING PROJECT got under 
way with the backing of the U.S. Air Force 
about six years ago. The priority on the job 
was stepped up in 1900 when the man-landmg 
mission was endorsed. Now the project is mov­
ing into high gear, and already has proved of 
value in the Ranger de­

s.g.ied yet doseup picwres of the moon's 
surface.

More than 100 people in the U.S. Air Force 
aeronautical chart and mapping centre in St. 
I.ouis. Mo.. are working on the project, but 
Jt has all been made possible by a British 
tea m led hy a Czech-born American using a 
Fr fnch observatorv.

The project leader is Zednik Kopal, 49- 
year-old professor of astronomy at Manches­
ter University. This round-faced man with sil­
ver hair and blue eyes looks more like a busu 
ness executive than a scientist. His blue-carp­
eted office on the third floor of the university 
science block is dominated by a huge photo­
mural of the visible face of the moon.

The mural was a gift from the U.S. Air 
Force chart and mapping centre, made from 
photographs taken by Prof. Kopal's team.

LUNAR MAPS are nothing new, as the 
professor points out. On another wall of his 
office he has a reproduction of a lunar map 
drawn by hand by the Italian astronomer Gio­
vanni Domenico Cassini in 1684.

''Considering the crudity of the apparatus 
available to him it is a remarkably accurate 
map," said the professor.

Cassini's map is one of the earliest, pro- 
rluced only 37 years after the German as­
tronomer J oh ann Hevelius produced the first 
known lunar map in his ''selenographia'', an 
elaborate and magnificent folio volume.

But three centuries of scientific advance 
have enabled Professor Kopal and his team to 
provide the Americans with information that 
leads to maps almost as detailed as those mo­
toring maps you can pick up at your local 
filling station. If you want О do some lunar 
exploring yourself (on paper) you can buy 
some of the 144-sheet series they are produc­
ing from the U.S. government printing offic­
es. They each cost from 25 cents to $1.50.

"WE HAVE BEEN ABLE to resolve de­
tails down to one kilometre --about five- 
eights of a mile," said Prof. Kopal. "And we 
have managed to map ridges only 20 or 300 
metres high — about 656 to 1,015 feet."

Their information on the moon^s topogra­
phy comes from thousands of photographs 
taken by teams of British astronomers at the 
French observatory on the Pie du Midi, 9,30 
feet up in the snow-capped Pyrenees.

Using a huge telescope with a 43-inch 
reflector and a movie camera taking film nine 
inches wide at the rate of three or four frames 
a minute, they have so far produced more 
than 40,00 photos of the visible face of the 
moon. By the end of the project they expect 
to have produced more than 100,00 m o o n 
photographs, said ProL Kopal.

SO FAR THE ONLY information the team 
has on the remaining 40 cent of the lunar 
landscape --the dark of the moon -has 
come from the Russians. They supplied photo­
graphs taken by their Lunik Ill in October, 
1959.

As part of this interchange of informa­
tion, the maps being produced by the Ameri­
cans are also supplied to Russian scientists.

"It is our firm belief that the moon is in- 
tornational and we are holding nothing back," 
said Prof. Kopal. "We exchange copies with 
our scientific colleagues elsewhere, and that 
includes Russia. These maps have no security 
classification.''

About 30 years ago a Lahigh Valley man 
claims ha actually entered and inspect- 

ed a saucer at close hand. Mr. X's 
identity has been withheld to protect 
him from hecklers but his story is re­
counted here.

Early on a warm summer morning-----
actually about ?:30 a.m. in l933 I 
_was on my way to Nazareth from Lehigh­
ton. I wcas driving a 1925 Ford road- 
ater.
Between Cherryville and Morrestown at 
a lonely spot on the road one of my 
tires went flat.
\'Thile jacking up the car, I noticed a 
faint violet or purplish light in the 
field on my right. It was not especi­
ally bright but the peculiarity of the 
hue made me curious.
I walked about 200 feet toward the 
light. On the grass lay a bell-shaped 
object about ten feet in diameter and 
about six feet high.
There was no moon but a faint light 
emanated from the stars. Light was 
also issuing from a slit in the object 
which proved to be a circular door, 
slightly ajar, on close examination.
This door was about a foot in diameter. 
When I pushed 1 t, it Swung open. It 
was constructed somewhat like a bank 
vault door with sealing steps on its 
edges and at the opening.
There was nobody around so I put my 
head inside. But, because of the 
peculiar light—apparently coming from 
the ceil_ing—I had difficulty seeing.
The chamber was full of tubing and 
dials with a kind of console in the 
center. There were no perceivable 
windows. The chamber was about six 
feet in diameter and about four feet 
high and it hada dome.
I could see no beds or seats. But, I 
remember the walls had a striated pat­
tern like that of marble. Since I was 
able to put my head through the door 
directly into the chamber, the object • 
apparently had no air-lock—a device 
that is said to be important to earth­
ly apace ships.
The odor in the chamber was similar

Pas e 

to ammonia and the temperature was 
quite cold. The shapes of several 
small objects in the chamber had 
strange curves--unlike anything I had 
ever seen before or since.
I \vithdrew my head and walked around 
the obj ect. There were no windows 
visible on the outside, either. Nor » 
could I see any person or creature.
The outside surface of the object was . 
extremely smooth—metallic in texture 
as I recall—and cold to the touch.
I walked back to the car after spend­
ing about ten minutes examining the 
object. I fixed my tire and went home. 
At the time Mr. X was about 18. Today 
he makes this recapitulation of his 
experience:
When I had this experience I had never 
heard of a fly^ing saucer and hadn't 
the remotest idea what the object was. 
But, now, looking back I am convinced 
I saw something not of this earth and 
perhaps not even of our planetary sys­
tem. While inspecting the object, I 
neither saw nor heard any living thing. 
In fact, the silence was deadly. But, 
it's entirely possible I was observed.
I think we of this planet are presump­

tuous to suppose that all other intel­

ligent beings in the universe have two 
arms, two legs and look like us.
From the size of the door and the - odor 
emanating from the object, it's possi­
ble the occupants of this ship were 
reptilian in nature.
And, obviously, judging from its shape, 
this vehicle propelled by some means 
other than our clumsy and relatively 
inefficient rockets.
Sir Isaac Newton discovered and ex­
plained gravity. Our world is waiting 
for some unknot-m genius to discover 
and explain anti-gravity.
It's quite possible other people in 
tha.t neighborhood saw the object. It 
would be interesting to hear their view. 
Our scientists say it would take four 
years to reach the .nearest star if we 
travelled at the speed of light, How 
long would it take travelling at, a 
billion miles a second?

Colorado Springs, Colo. A Russian 
satellite burned-’up between the Great 
Lakes and the northeastern Canadian 
coast Thursdaynight, March 26, 1964.

Socorro, New Mexico. (UPI) It's a good 
place for a flying saucer. Right on 
the edge of White Sands missile range. 
on the wide open New Mexico desert, 
just 30 miles northwest of the site of 
the world's first atomic blast.
Socorro policeman Lonnie Zamora says 
he saw it, and police and military men 
seem inclined to believe him.
Zamora is a ’ 1 very reliable w itnes s 11 , 
Army Capt. Richard T. Holder, uprange 
commander of White Sands’ Stallion 
Range, said. Holder, whose headquart­
ers is. near this central New Mexico 
town, was called in by local police 
after Zamora reported seeimg the ob­
ject Friday.
Deputy Sheriff James Luckle said he be­
lieves "it's something out of the or- 

something very few have ever 
seen.11
"I was scared," Zamora said. He said 
his experience taught him one thing: 
If it happens again, ha will still run 
away like he did Friday, but he will 
not tell a soul about what he saw. 
Zamora said he spotted an egg-shaped 
object on the desert about a mile 
south of Socorro. He denied seeing 
any signs of life around the object 
and said the machine rose and flaw 
slowly away until it faded from sight. 
He said he spotted what appeared to be 
a pair of white coveralls near the 
saucer, but could not tell if anything 
or anyone was in them. The object, 
about the height of a car but larger, 
appeared to be made of a shiny, alumi­
num-like substance, Zamora said. It 
flew away after he got within about 
lOO yards, he said.
Two investigating officers were at the 

' scene Sunday from Kirtland Air Force
Base in Albuquerque. Major William 

ч Connor and Sgt. David Moody used a
Geiger counter to check the area, 
where the only evidence of an unusual 
visitor was a burned bush and four 
small depressions in the grofind.

Socorro, N.M. (AP) One of the things 
that bothers the scientist investiga­
ting New Mexico's UFO reports for the 
Air Force is the lack of mention of 
radar contacts.
"It's my understanding Nevt Mexico is in­
fested with radar equipment," said Dr. 
J. Allen Hynek of Northwestern Univer­
sity J an astronomer with is a special 
consultant to the Air Force. 11 I 1 m go­
ing to check to see if there have been 
radar contacts that might tie into these 
reports.и
Hynek visited Wednesday the secluded 
hill where Lonnie Zamora reported see­
ing an egg-shaped object fly away from 
a.draw last Friday evening. ■ Other’ 
reports have followed.
Hynek said he had investigated many 
such sightings but "this is one of the 
clearest, no tha. t 's not the right word, 
just say it is one of the soundest, best 
substantiated reports as far as it goes. 
Hynek would not offer an opinion on 

what Zamora did see.
one finds many contradictions 

or omissions in these reports," Hynek 
said. "But Mr. Zamora's story is sim­
ply told, certainly told without any 
intent to perpetuate a hoax. Ths story 
of course was told by a man who obvi­
ously was frightened badly by what he 
did see. ■ He certainly roust have seen 
something,. **
Zamora's reliability as a witness was 
supported by Dr. Lincoln LaPaz of the 
University of New Mexico who has an in­
ternational reputation in running down 
reports on fireballs and meteorites. 
"I would first point out that we are 
not personally involved in the investi­
gation of these unidentified flying ob­
jects." La.Paz said. "But I do want to 
say that I have had contacts with Mr. 
Zamora for 16 years in my work and he 
is a thoroughly dependable observer." 
Hynek said soil samples had been taken 
to "see if there are any particles in 
the ashes or at the site that might be 
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foreign to this area.
He said the lack of radar contact reports 
bothered him.
“So often we have such a contact and then 
can trace the object to some natural 
phenomena or aircraft," he said.
The scientist also discussed the markings 
that Zamora said he saw on the side of 
the object, a red, inverted V with bars 
through it.
Hynek said that a report that the Air 
Force had asked Zamora not to discuss 
the markings was false.
"No one in the Air Force even suggested 
that nothing should be said about the 
markings," he said.

FLYING OBJECT VISITS REGION
La Madera, New Mexico. A team of in­
vestigators from Kirtland Air Force Base 
a group from Washington, D.C., and the 
FBI are expected to join State Police 
this afternoon to investigate two report­
ed sightings of a UFO here.
They were the third reports over the 
weekend, the first coming from a Socorro 
police officer.
State Police also received a report from 
two men traveling in the same general 
area Saturday night that a flying object, 
definitely not an airplane, had swooped 
down toward their car, then veered off. 
"Ther was definitely something there," 
Capt. Martin Vigil, state police district 
commander, said this morning, referring 
to the second sighting.
"The ground was still smoldering 20 hours 
after the sighting."
And, as in Socorro, there were footprints 
which resembled paw tracks of a mountain 
lion around the charred area.
The latest report came Sunday afternoon 
from Orlando Gallegos, 35, of 515 Silver 
St., Santa Fef He told it this way; 
Gallegos and his family arrived about 
12:30 a.m. Sunday at the home of his 
father, FY'ank, just north of La Madera 
on the Petaca Road.
The younger Gallegos said he went out­
side to chase away some horses. It was 
then that he saw the thing sitting on 
the in a gravel area.
He said he was about 200 feet away and 
afraid to approach closer. When he 
first sighted it, there was a ring of 
blue flame erupting from numerous jets 
around the bottom of the craft, he said.
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There was no noise and as he watched, 
the flames were turned off. He said 
he didn’t see anyone or anything mov­
ing around the craft.
Gallegos returned to the house and 
told his family but no one ventured 
outside. His wife described him as 
being "badly shaken". He returned t 
twice more to look at the object, he 
said.
He described it as being of bright 
metal without windows, as long as a 
telephone pole and about 14 feet in 
circumference. He said it was egg- 
shaped and resembled a large butane 
tank.
Sunday morning the object was gone, 
but the ground was still smoldering. 
Gallegos said he stayed away from the 
place and Sunday afternoon as he was 
returning to Sant Fe he stopped Esp­
anola Police Officer Nick Naranjo and 
told him about what he saw.
"I just had to tell somebody," Gallegos 
said. Espanola Police notified State 
Police Officer A4arvin Romero, who with 
Officer David Mngsbury, questioned 
Gallegos at length. They then noti­
fied Capt. Vigil. He radioed State 
Police Officer Albert Vega at Ojo 
Caliente and Vega went to the scene 
and verified the "evidence".
Capt. Vigil, accompanied by Officer 
Kingsbury, went to the scene last 
night.
"The ground was still smoldering and 
was charred over a large area." 
Vigil said what looked like paw prints 
were found at the scene and depres­
sions, similar to those found at Soc­
orro, also were found. It was guess­
ed the depressions were made by land­
ing gear.
Vigil said he telephoned a major at 
Kirtland AFB and described the scene 
and was told it sounded exactly like 
the evidence at Socorro.
Vigil offered no explanation of the 
object reportedly seen except to say 
that at this point there is no reason' 
to doubt Gallego’s story.
"Something was there."
State Police officer Marvin Romero 
told today of the Saturday night 
s ightlng.
Officer Romero said two men, whose 
names he did not get, told him of see­
ing a strange flying object about 10:30 
p.m. Saturday, which would have been
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about two hours before Gallegos' sight­
ing at La Madera.
The two men told the.>Officer they were 
driving from Abiquiu to Espanola when 
the flying object came straight toward 
their car. It veered away. All they 
could see, they said, was a jet stream 
of blue flame. They said it definitely

• was not an airplane. .
