Strange figures or gigantic 
proportions, which could only 
be seen from high and above, 
discovered in l943 by arche­
ologists using a helicopter, 
on the desert Mesa, at Blythe, 
Calif., U.S.A.

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FI^REBALL IN SKY - BLAST MYSTERY

' Sleeping residents were jarred to wake 
tulneas about 6:30 am, Wednesday by 
what witnesses describe as a fiery 
aerial blast.
Sound of the stratoepheric explosion 
has^ been described^ as similar to that 
of the familiar sonic booms, but the 
origin of the big noise remains shroud 
ed in mystery.
The U.S. Weather Bureau reports it has 
nothing definite on the explosion. Air 
Force officials said there was no re- 
cord of m1litsry aircraft in the area 
when the blast was heard.
Prol bly the most vivid description of 
the incident comes from Mrs. Fred Barn 
horet who lives on Senior Road.
She sa id she had just gone outeide 
about 6:30 am when she saw a fireball 
in thi ky. "I thought it was the sun 
but was awar i it was moving," she re­
counted. "It was almost overhead, 
travelling from east to west."
The fireball, she eail, was travelling 
at the speed of a jet when "it was 
snurred out like a candle".
She said she re-entered the house and 
in about 20 seconds she heard the 
eXplosion.
State patrolmen and members of the 
Bexar County eheriff’s department 
searched the area but no evidence 
pointing to the blast origin.
Among others who gave graphic descrip- 
t1ons of the fire in the sky were 
Leonard Specht of Shavano Park, hie 
7-year-old son and W.L. Baker who saw 
the fireball along with seven others 
arriving at Oxford Methodist Church.

has Tioga County aroused with curious- 
1ty.
Thi report has brought inquiries by an 
official agency and has been a fre­
quent topic of conversations in reoent 
days in Owego's downtown streets.
Thi Tioga County Sheriff's Dept. inter • 
viewed the fermer, Gary T. Wilcox of 
Davie Hollow Roan, end took a state- 
m ent from-him.
The Binghamton offici of the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation was informed of 
the incident. It notified the FBI's 
Albany office, which passed word on to 
thi Air Fore * •
Mir. Wilcox, 27, who operat.ee a 300-acre 

1ry farm a few miles northeast of
Newark Valley, said th9t a "federal 

presentative" also has been to see 
him about what happened in a secluded 
spot on his farm.
Mr . Wilcox who wa i described by neigh­
bars as a "hard-working" farmer, initl- 
lly rebuffed a reporter'a attempts to 

interview him about the incident, but 
finally gave this account of what 
happened:
On the morning of April 24, Mr. Wilcox, 

^ho works the farm alone, was spreading 
manure in an opan field.
Shortly before 10 o'clock, he decided to 
oheok a V-shaped field on another part 
or the rarm that is almost completely 

urrounded by woods. rle wanted to se 
whether ground conditions would permit 
ploughing.
As hi approached thi field, which is 
about a mile from his dairy barn, he 
saw a shiny object thnt he at first 
thought was a discarded refrigerator 
that had been in the field for some 
time• He realized thAt the shiny ob- 
jeet was not the old refrigerator as he 
drew nearer. Hií next thought was that 
1t was a wing tank or some other part 
оГ an airplane that had fallen into 
the field.
Thi object was shiny and looked some- 
hat like aluminum. But it looked as 
if it would bi mor I durable than alum 1 - 
num and seemed to have metallic c 
Leristics different from any he had 
ever seen before. The object was about
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20 feet lo. ; _ nd 16 feet wide and waa 
shaped like an egg. he touched 1t & .
felt no heat.
H« observed no door or escape hatch,, 
but two human-like men suddenly appear­
ed . They were about four feet tall, 
wore clothing that appeared to have no 
seams and had on what appeared to be a 
headdress with a full-face hood.
He could not distinguish any facial 
features because of the face hoods. 
They appeared to have arms and legs, 
but he could not tell whether they had 
feet and toes.
"Do not be alarmed, we have, talked to 
people before. We are from what you 
people refer to as planet Mars," one 
of the figures said in smooth English. 
He thought this surely must be some 
kind of gag somebody wao playing on 
him, but the conversation continued. 
One of the creatures stood about five 
faet tram him and the other stood 
farther back, close to the spacecraft. 
Their voices seemed to come from their 
bodies rather than from the headdress- 
covered heads.
"They were interested in organic ruat■ 
erial such as fertilizer," Mr. Wi.J.c x 
recalled.
They expressed considerable interest 
in why he was spreading manure and 
in the various uses or fertilizers. 
The Martians explained that they grew 
food in the atmosphere, but changes 
in the universe were expected to 
ereate problems. They said they were 
visiting enrth to obtain information 
about organic material.
They appeared to know little about 
organic material and their questions 
were like those a child would ask. 
Each one carried a tray filled with 
soil, apparently taken from the field. 
They said they can only travel to this 
planet every two years and they are 
P.reaently using the Western Hemisphere 
'When they talked about space or the 
ship, I had difficulty in understand­
ing their explanations," Wilcox said. 
The Martians said they land only dur­
ing daylight hours because their ship 
is less readily visible in daylights 
They expressed surprise that he had 
aean the craft.
The two figures said astronauts from 
earth would not be successful in 
3 ce travel. Astronauts travelling 

n outer epaoe (Con't next pase•••) 
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would die atter being 1n apace a year 
because their bodies are not adaptable 
to such conditions, they said.
!he figures asked whether ha had any 
organic material. He said yes, and 
then was asked if they might have some. 
He atarted to leave to get a beg of 
fertilizer tor them. As he did so, 
the spacecraft took oft.
The noise the spacecraft made was like 
an automobile idling. There was no 
turbulence, exhaust of ftre or raising 
of duat.
''Within seconds the craft was out of 
sight," Mr. Wilcox said.
He returned to the barn, picked up a 
bag of fertilizer and took it to the 
spot in the field where the Martians 
had been. He left the bag of fertili­
zer there. It was gone when he returned 
the next day.

The latest report on "Project Bluebook" 
the congressionally ordered Air Force 
study of UFOs extends through 1963. 
It shows that over thRt 16-year span, 
1.1 percent of the 8,128 reported cases 
remain unidentified.
The Air Force is not conceding that 
there is anything sinister about these 
unexplained sightings. It just says 
in effect, they can’t be correlated 
with any known objects or phenomena. 
It was stressed that a "great majority 
ot the unidentified cases occurred 
dur1n§ the first five years of the pro­
ject, w before analysis techniques were 
abarpened.
a at year there were 382 UFO reports 
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aqd only 15 are still listed aa uni­
den tified. '.

PLANETS CAUSE WEIRD LIGHTS
Late-night reports of ''blue-green 
lights in the sky" have kept Journal 
ond planetarium telephones ringing 
this week.
Susolcions of unscheduled celestial 
intruders have been allayed by planet­
arium director Ian MacLennan who in­
sists the "lights" are simply the plan­
ets Venus and Jupiter.
Turbulence in the upper atmospherei 
explains Mr. MacLennan, often creates 
the blue-green color illusion. In add­
ition, the deep blue twilight sky dre- 
queptly intensifies the illusion. 
Several callers claim they have obser­
ved the "lights '' moving. Mr. MacLennan 
attributes this illusory effect to 
foreground movement, such as a swaying 
tree, which often creates the illusion 
of planetary motion.
Planetarium officials predict the two 
plariets whould be visible in the late 
evening western sky for another three 
weeks, their distance apart gradually 
dimin ishing.

Washington area residents report that 
UFOs are haunting the skies agairu 
Mr. & Mrs. Nelson Rodeffer of Colas- 
ville spotted a "very brilliant star 
with reddish overtones" moving against 
a background of fixed stars in the 
northern sky last Sunday night.
The UFO, also observed by the Rodeffers 
guests, maeea "sharp left turn, then a 
U-turn, zig-zagged, and stood still." 
The object rocked, moved again, and 
finally "shot straight up" out of sight 
The maneuvers lasted for about 30 mins. 
giving the Rodeffers time to call rela­
tives and friends in Rockville, who 
also spotted the object.
The Rodeffers called the Goddard Space 
Canter, which confirmed that the object 
"could not be either satellites or 
weather balloons. 11
Just prior to this, two daylight sight­
ings were reported from the same area. 
The UFOs, the viewers said vrere bright 
silvery objects vrith a "greenish-blue 
halo", flying at jet height. Like the 
Colesville object, they were noiseless 
during maneuvers.
When the object paused in flight,
10-power  binoculars revealed details 
of a "strange undercarriage" the wit­
ness said.
Another UFO sighting was reported by 
Mr. and Mrs. Fred Steckling, of Wash­
ington. They had just left a depart­
ment store at 11th and F-sts mt, on 
March 28, at 3:20 pm, when they said 
they saw a silvery object with a "three 
ball landing gear" plainly visible.
The Stecklinga estimated the UFO was 
at a height of about 12,000 feet.
They said it was flying vary rapidly, 
paused momentarily, and darted out of 
sight in seconds.

Mrs. Dorothy Berke, part owner of a 
Newark shop said she was sitting in 
the driveway of her home at 205 Wee- 
quahic Ave. about 9:30 p.m., when she 
said she saw a “sparking light” moving 
towards her.
Mrs. Berke said eight adults, including 
her husband Irving, a post office emp­
loyee, saw the strange light.
“It looked like a star but it was 
brighter...like the sparking light on 
a chandelier. It started to revolve 
clockwise and moved in a tremendous 
circle over our heads, coming from the 
south and heading north towards Beth 
Israel Hospital and in the vicinity of * 
Lyons Ave,." Mrs. Berke said.

in the air.11 (It is not clear whether 
she was refering to actual or apparent 
size.) She said a red light left the 
main light, moved north, returned and 
then the light disappeared.
Several nights later, another witness, 
Mr. Bill Willard, described a large 
UFO "like a dishpan held at arm's 
le^ngth. и no more than a few hundred feet 
above the ground. It moved very slowly 
and had red, white and green rotating 
lights. In a telephone conversation 
•with myself, Mr. Willard said that mem­
bers of his family and a provincial 
policeman watched the object for at 
least twenty minutes. He stated that 
"It could •not possibly have been a 
plane or helicopter."
Explanations that the UFO was either 
an orbiting satellite or the planet 
Venus are dispensed with by Mr. Will­
ard's account. This description, in­
cidentally, is very close to that of 
a UFO seen over northern Japan on 
December 29, 1952 by an Air Force 
pilot. (Special to SS&S. Credit:

SOVIET. WRITERS SAY EARTH HAS_ RECEIVED 
SIGNALS FROM SPACE
Moscow—Two Soviet science writers have 
advanced a hypothesis that on three 
occasions within the last century, 
light signals have been received on 
earth from inhabitants of a planet of 
the 6lst star of the constellation 
Cygnua. '­
These signals, which the authors inter­
preted as "knvitations to talk" were 
said to have been received in 1882' 
1894 and 1908.
The signals, which may have? been. gen­
erated by a ' laser, is extremely narrow • 
and intense in beam width.
In the first two instances the light 
was said to have produced a greenish 
disk in the sky. The third allegedly 
set off an explosion in Siberia that 
had been attributed by astronomers to 
the earth's collision with a comet head. 
This wap said to have been sent "in re­
ply" to the explosion of the EAst Indian 
volcano, Krakatoa, in 1883, mistaken by 
the distant creatures for an artificial 
signal.
Actually 61 Cygni, as astronomers call 
it, is a two-star system. In orbit 
around one star is an object about ten - 
times a;s large a Jupiter. Most aatro- 
nomers consider this solar system a 
poor prospect for life because any 
planets would have complex orbits. 
They would be perilously close to a 
star for a time and then far out in 
frigid areas.
The theory is published in the latest
