Bruce says that at first
he thought it .might be a helicop­
ter, but after watching it for a 
few minutes he discarded the idea. 
"I've watched helicopters through 
my telescope before and know the 
thing I saw was not a helicopter.i

He argues that it could not 
have been a meteor because he 
watched the Perseids meteor storm 
Aug. 12 and knows what a meteor 
looks 1i ke. "And I know my planes 
it's one of my favorite subjects, 
and it was not a plane,'’ he said.

So after ruling out meteors, 
helicopters and nlanes he was left 
with only one conclusion to come 
to, he sa id, that the thing •he 
saw wa9 a UFO.

"It really looked queer. It 
ha0 a banl of red lights around 
the middle which flashed in rota­

tion. The bottom had blue-green­
ish streaks and the unper half 
glowed blue. It had this funny 
little tower on top with yellow 
lines;" said Bruce. But the 
strangest part of the whole busi­
ness, said Bruce and his mother, 
was the orange glow which covered 
the extremes.

Bruce, who uses Fr9nk Edwards' 
book, Flying Saucers-Serioua Busi­
ness, as a re ferences, sa id the 
era ft he saw re sembled the type of 
UFO first sighted in the mid T50s 
except it had a "belly." •

He said he tracked the object 
on the second sighting as it tra- 
velled westerly, using a 55X power 
eyepiece on his telescope. When 
it got far Enough away he switched 

-to a 117X eyepiece and watched it 
stop and then head back east, gain­
ing altitude as it travelled.

Bruce tried to photograph the 
UFO by coupling his small Star­
flash camera to the eyepiece of his 
telescope, but when the film was 
developed at The Free Press it was 
bla nk.

He has no idea how large the 
vehicle was or at what altitude it 
was travelling. "I had no referen­
ce points to calculate its size and 
the distance it travelled, But it 
must have been a fair size."

Mrs. Currie and her son say they 
have be 11 eved in UFOs for about . 
three years. ''There aba too •.many
authentic sightings. People have 
seen them on the ground and hover­
ing. • #nd some people have been, 
burned by them," said Mrs. Curri€.

Bruce, who likes•to look at the 
stars and describes Jupitebaand 
Mars as beautiful, says he was not 
disturbed by what he saw Thursday.

Provincial police ani an RCMP 
officer here reported sighting 
what aupeareO an extra bright star 
in the western sky, straight west 
of the city, at about 8.15 p.m.

Ringle, Don Westover, Bill Green 
and Gary Bainbridge and Douglas 
Se ha ller of the RCMP watched 1Jt.ie . 
object, or star for about 20 minu­
tes as it went iown in the .direct 
tion of the sun.

Gordon Metthias a local amateur 
astronomer, later told the OPP 
that the planet Venus is visible 
for about two hours after sunset 
at’ this time of year.

Mr. Leonard, who first reported 
the sighting, is a sailor. He 
works in the pilot house of the 
SS Douglas Houghton of Upper Lakes 
Shipping, Toronto. A very bright 
light shining beyond trees near 

his home first aroused his atten­
tion Sunday evening.

Previous UFO sightings hav€ 
been reported in this •area in the 
last 80 years. The first record­
ed occurred in the Inglis Falls 
area when the community was in 
process of settlement here. More 
recent sightings were renorted 
about three months a go.

'UFOs’ PROBABLY STARS - ASTRONOMER
An astronomer says persons 

sighting strange objects in the 
skies recently probably saw a star 
or reflected lights.

Two city residents who reported 
early-rooming sightings of a sta­
tionary, reddish, round object in 
the western skies, likely saw the 
star Betelgeuse, he said.

"Stars tend to get quite reddish 
when they near the horizon in the 
early-morning hours," Dave Roger, 
director of the Queen Elizabeth 
Planetarium, said Wednesday.

Mrs. Mamie Goad of 11246 - 95A 
St. end Mr. H.C. Bell of 10534 - 
13th St. had reported the phenomena 
in letters to The Journal.

It is also likely, Mr. Roger 
said, that two RCMP constables who 
reported seeing a noisless reddish 
object at Valleyview early last 
Friday morning, also saw Betelgeuse. 
The constables reported the object 
had a green tail. Mr. Roger said 
the star Sirius, which would be a 
little higher than Betelgeuse on 
the western horizon, is bluish in 
color.

He speculated that three city 
teen-agers who claimed they saw an 
object that "looked like a flying 
saucer" Friday night "were probably 
seeing light reflections."

Mr. Roger added, however, that 
he is not ''a cornplete skeptib" 
about UFOs 3nd that "I definitely 
think we don't have all the answers.

You may wonder how all this 
affects us here in Central Alberta 
if you have not kept up on this 
UFO business. The answer is that 
many people are convinced that our 
entire world is being systematical­
ly studied by a race of humanoid 
beings from somewhere in outer 
spa ce .

It doesn't make much 1iffer€nce 
whether or not we believe this. 
Enough evidence hs accumulated to 
indicate that something is going 
on for which there is no satisfac­
tory expl?nation at present.

The general assumption is the 
U.S. CIA and Air Force deciled to 
smother UFO reports because they 
were afraid the truth might lead 
to public panic like that which 
happened when Orson Welles put on 
a radio show simulating an invasion 
from Mars.

This seems rather superficial 
thinking by men in high positions. 
The reason for the panic was that 
the public had not been prepared 
for such a fantastic possibility. 
Instead of preparing people for 
the possibility of an invasion 
from space, the U. 9. had done the 
verv opposite•••

There are numerous reports, 
from widely scattered points around 
the world, of the occupants of 
UFOs being seen on the grounl near 
their machines. Nearly 811 these 
reports sav the se creatures a re 
remarkably human in appearance. 
They are between three and four 
feet tall, have bodies proportioned 
like ours, five-fingered hands, 
large heads, slightly slanted blue 
eyes, hair on the head, a nose and 
a very small mouth.and chin.
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Other reports, which seem to be 
backed up by evidence, indicate 
that these little fellows have kid­
napped a considerable number of 
humans, some of whom were released 
and others never heard of again.

The objection that there is no 
known planet within five or six 
light years from which such re­
portei beings coull come does not 
mean much, say some investigators. 
They could be in an enormous space 
ship half a million miles away, 
shuttling back an0 forth to earth 
in smaller ferry ships and then 
using flying saucer types for 
closer investig9tion. Strangely 
enough, a lot of reports indicate 
that this may be going on.

To 
me this demonstrated that these 
visitors were concerned for his 
safety. Bob did not again approach 
the ship close because there was 
great heat which burned his scalp 
enough to make it very red. He 
said he also lost some hair be­
cause of this and has had trouble 
with his left eye ever since the 
incident. He had a pair of canvas 
shoes with rubber soles during 
this experience and said that by 
the next morning the soles had 
fallen off.’ He also feels that 
his teeth are loose and has lost 
a few because of his exposure to 
the saucer.

In the meantime, the State 
police had been phoned and arrived 
and a photographer from the James­
town Post-Journal had also appear­
ed on the scene. NOW THIS IS
TYPICAL•••Bob says that although 
4 State police stood there and 
looked at the saucer, they later 
denied they had seen itJ But ..• 

they prevented the photographer 
from taking pictures of it. Where 
the saucer had hovered for at . 
least 20 minutes or more, the area 
was all burned brown. The photo­
grapher was almost prevented from 
taking a picture of the scorched 
earth the next day. Two months 
later the grass recovered the burn­
ed area.

Mr. Beckman is a fine, sincere 
person and showed me the lanling : 
spot and told me of its later 
movements. After , the hover­
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ing of the saucer, it raised up 
about 2cr ft. in a slow wobbling 
fashion and then went like a streak 
of lightning back to the woods, 
about 1500 ft. back further. Bob 
says it set down in these woods 
and stayed there, he feels, until 
he left at about 12:45 a.m.

One interesting item that I 
should have mentioned in this 
story, concerns the under side of 
the saucer. I asked Bob, "When 
this thing went over your head, 
what did you notice underneath?” 
He said, "it had a very curious 
look like a mass of spongy materi­
al, dark, with a sort of honeycomb 
look to it.11

Bob was skeptical about sau­
cers until this happened, but now 
knows that this is a real solid 
thing. Nq swamp gag and no reflec­
tions.
