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The Camrose Canadian newspaper printed the photo-
graph you see below in their August 9th edition.
The path in the picture is one part of four com-
plete circles found on the weekend of August 5th
in a pasture on the Edgar Schielke farm at Duham-
el, Alberta, and gives the appearance of having
been impressed by some large article sitting in
the grass for a considerable period. The track
varies from five to seven inches in width, and
the smallest ring is 31 feet, 9 Inches in diameter,
while the largest varies from 34’5l to 367°3*1.
While no reasonable explanations for the rings has
been offered, the hunch of pressure is strengthen-
ed by a distinct indentation found in a piece of
cowdung across the path. Several friends and
neighbors have experienced interesting "phenomena"
not explained by any normal solution.
The smaller ones are clr-
cular impressions in the
turf and have a kind of
tread marking on the out-
er rim while the larger
ones are Just a flatten-
ing of the grass.
One ring, on a sloping
piece of ground, has an
elliptical shape. W.K.
Allan, a physics instruc-
tor, suggested a saucer
produced the rings with
an anti-gravity solen-
oidal field by hovering
at various altitudes.
A report in U.S. army
files on a saucer appear-
ance in Florida showed
grass root had been des-
troyed on the site where
the object was supposed
to have landed.
No radioactivity was pre-
sente
Capt. Walker of the Suf-
field Experimental Sta-
tion says they could not
prove or disprove the
marks as a fraud.

proach from the south with a brilliant white light, six miles from Beause-
jour, Manitoba, checked the area the next day and found burned soil.
] A sample from a patch of radioactivesoil near where a f_Iylnglg saucer
iIs said to havehovered has been sent to the U.S. for analysis. The burnt
area, 25-feet_in diameter, after preliminary tests, revealéd the radioact-
Ivity may be isotopic, but anything from sodium to strontium.

Ben Weibe, a farmer, 2! miles north of Little Morden, Man., is baffl-
ed by the appearance of a perfect 15-foot ring in a strip two inches wide,
in which _heat, or some other source had turned the grass brown. He found
such a circle in his farnyard. He says neither henor his neighbors have
noticed or seen anything unusual. The event was noticed sometime in the
latter part of August.

Grant Field of Bowden, Alberta, on a recent fishing trip with Walter
Pollock in the James River area, crossed a secluded corner of a field and
there over a slight depression was the perfect circle where some object
had rested. The circle was about 32 feet in diameter. The actual depres-
sion 1n the grass was about 8 inches wide. Grant examined the impression
very closely and could find no lagical explanation. This happened around
the end of September.

_And on November 19, Cedric Cunningham of Gull bake saw a blinding ball
of fire down near Swift Current Creek 1n Saskatchewan when he was traveling
between_his home in Gull Lake and Shaunavon where he works, He saw a bri-
ghtly lit object hover over a field and then land. After it disappeared
tl)’apldcliy from “sight, Cedric checked the field and reported a large, circular
urned” area.

Three 23-inch perfect circles were round at_ Frankford, Ont., 3 years
ago, the ?rass_growmg about 18 inches high on either side of the rings,
each about 16 inches wide. Saucers were reported in the area at the time.
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UFO SEEN ON VALLEY FARM

A UFO, the second seen north of Otta-
wa Iin 14 hours, disrupted a family’s
supper on Thursday, Feb. 9th. The ob-
ject was spotted 3 miles south of

Deep River on the rarm of W.J. McCar-
thy. Miss Mary Me earthy, 65, a re-
tired CPR wire operator said her six-
teen-year-old nephew Lee EIliot, one
of six children of Mrs. Dan Elliot

who also live at the rarm, had sight-
ed the object from the supper table.

Miss McCarthy described it as being

extremely bright and about 16 feet

in diameter. It remained stationary

on a hill about a quarter of a mile

from the rarm house. She said the bright yellow lights would dim at short
intervals but that the object also appeared to have red lights glowing from
its outer rim which seemed to leave and return again.

"When the object was spotted at 6:43 p.m., the television set went on the
blink,”* she added. Two older sisters, Cathy, 12 and Margaret, 13 began to
draw pictures or the object. When the object disappeared about 40 minutes
later, the TV reception was restored. Miss McCarthy said she would have
investigated if the snowmobile was working. She telephoned police and

two neighbors. The neighbors arrived to witness the spectacle but the po-
lice cruisers came after the ~FO had vanished.

About 6 p.m. another UFO was reported by three OPP officers. "A brightly
lighted'™" object was seen in the sky one mile south or Killaloe Station.

Two other OPP officers near Barry'a Bay reported seeing a similar object.
Barry's Bay is 40 miles southwest of Deep River. (Ottawa Citizen Feb.9/68)

LAURENTIAN STUDENTS CLAIM THEY PHOTOGRAPHED 'SAUCER.

A disc-shaped "'white light'"" was seen and photographed
near Laurentian University January 23,1968, five students
at the University of Sudbury College claimed.

Jim Lockett, a second-year arts student and photo edi-
tor for the university yearbook, said he and four other
students were setting up a camera for night pictures of
the University of Sudbury residence when the strange
light appeared. They were on the golf course adjoining
the campus at about 7:15 p.m. when one of the students,
Jim Calarco said he saw the light coming slowly from the
west. "1 didn't know what it was,”” said Calarco. 'r yel-
led to everyone."

The boys said the object seemed to hover over Nepahwln
Lake to the west of their position for about 4 minutes.

Lockett said he had time to snap a dozen pictures withhis 3mm camera using
time exposure and trl-X film. Calarco then said it went away quickly, it
just got smaller and smaller---phfttt! They said they didn't hear a thing.
The light was about a 45-degree angle above their heads.

A spokesman at the Falconbridge Radar Station said there would be no
comment from the armed forces with regards to this, or any other object. He

said it was service policy not to give information on such sightings.

NOo Evidence beresult
'Of Invasion

DR. J. A. HYNEK
. studies reports

Dr. J. Allen Hynek, dean of
UFO experts on the continent,
said here today there is no
scientific evidence the earth
is being visited by either
creatures or vehicles from out-
er space.

Dr. Hynek, head of the as-
tronomy department at North-
western University, niinois,
and a part-time consultant for
the United States Air Force’s
Project Blue Book dealing
with UFOs, is in Calgary to-
day to interview persons from
this area who have seen
UFOs.

Among those he will see to-
day are Lome Grovue and
Warren Smith, two. Calgary
men who last summer photo-
graphed a UFO west of High
River and later showed Dr.
Hynek metallic samples from
an area where they claimed
“something” fell from the ob-
ject.

Dr. Hynek said he invited
the two men to take lie-
detector tests, not because he
doubts their story, but as an

expression of good faith. At his
suggestion a Houston, Texas,
newspaper recently had a Tex-
as UFO sighter take a poly-
graph test which proved the
man a fake.

Dr. Hynek criticized those
Eeople who have an emotional
elief that UFOs exist and are
the vehicles of visitors from
outer sgace. Such people can-
not be bothered with evidence
and are blind advocates of
UFO cultism, ‘he said.

He also criticized people
who flatly deny that UFO
sightings are legitimate and
close their minds to available
evidence. On the other hand
skepticism is a healthy thing,
if the reason for it is a desire
to get only concrete evidence.

He said the strong suspicion
of some UFO believers that
there is a plot by the mass
media, governments and the
USAF, in particular, to cover
up evidence is false. He said
the files of Project Blue Book
are open to any reputable
scientist or writer and have
several times been examined
by writers

Rumors of  government
cover-ups are probably based
on a general skepticism on the
part of military personnel who
don’t wish to spend tax-payers’
money to trace down reports
which may be faked or pure
imagination.

Dr. Hynek said the apparent
rash of UFO sightings which
often follows an isolated sight-
in is often due to a “me-
tooism” factor. But often
people are more candid about
reportin%-sightin s once the
subject has been broached hy
someone_else.

He said he invites reports
of sightings from anybody and
will respect requests for an-
onymity. He can be reached
by mail in care of the North-
western University astronomy
department at Evanston, Ill-
inois.

MONTREAL — Unidenti-

fied flying objects which

cannot be explained natural-
ly may exist by courtesy of

Dr. Roy M. Pritchard, an

associate professor of psy-
chology at Hamilton’s Mc-

Master  University, said

Tuesday man can “most em-
phatically not” believe what
he sees because people in-

terpret visual stimulations
in different ways.

“Any visual signal is af-

fected by what's in the brain

already,” he said in a ses-

sion on unidentified flying
objects presented here at
the Canadian Aeronautics
and Space Institute’s annual
astronautics symposium.

“We see what we need to
see, what we expect to see,
what we try to see. The
amount of visual informa-
tion we receive is so big that
we must be selective (in ex-
tracting bits from it. That
extraction can result in per-
ceptual distortion.)

“The human is interpret-
ing the outside world. He
can be fooled very easily.”

Human perception

Dr. Pritchard pointed out
that human  perception
could be affected by such

factors as hunger, anger and
prejudice.

Despite natural and visual
tricks, there are still unex-
plained UFO sightings
which Dr. James E. Mc-
Donald of the University of
Arizona’s Institute of Atmos-
pheric Physics believes can
be explained most easily by
assuming UFOs come from
somewhere else in earth’s
Milky Way galaxy.

Dr. McDonald told the
symposium: “Very far from
being a nonsense problem,
the UFO issue is one of ex-
tremely great scientific im-

portance” of international
scope.
However, he was con-

fronted by Phillip J. Klass,
an editor of Aviation Week
magazine whose own book
on unidentified flying ob-
jects — UFOs ldentified —
seeks to explain some sau-
cer sightings in terms of
such atmospheric phenome-
na as ball lightning and the
creation of charged gaseous
masses called plasmas.
