Jim McPherson of the Toronto Telegram reports that famed underwater

Titicaca, ostensibly as a prelude to filming a documentary for theatre or TV
release {To be seen A[ﬁ[ll 13 and April 24 on TV - GD). One local government
dignitary laughs off this explanation insisting that Cousteau and company is
working with two miniature subs and a crew of 12eeeand are looking for evi-
dence of UFOs vanlshln}q'_lnto the sacred Inca lake. It appears there have
been 36 instances of this happening and having been reported by Peruvian Navy
personnel in one month alone.

Sightings of UFOs over Pelican Lake near Sioux Lookout, Ontario have not been
explained says John Reid, MP for Kenora-Rainy River and that if the government
has any knowledgeof the phenomena, it should be made public.

Williams Lake, B.O. was the scene for an investigation by the USAF a few years
ago when Frank MacBurney was dumping garbage at the Puntzi Mountain Air Rase.
He told of a brlghtly lighted object near the airstrip which looked like it
was about to land, appeared to have spotted the observers, changed course and
took off with a flash of light.

EPIC’s UFO S"KYWArCH magazine says that an investigating team from the Nation-
al Interplanetary Institute reportedly discovered huge caves, which they
thought to be hangars for "flying saucers" in a mountain close to Cuzco, Peru.
The explorers all agree that the caves seem to be the work of intelligent be-
ings. Many sightings have been made by residents of the area and people
have reported seeing "small beings" at various times.

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HOW TO RECOGNIZE A

By Hans Lauritzen

The contactee matter is very in-
teresting and it is of immense impor-
tance too. In cases of psychological
effects, it must be examined whether
or not the contactee had psycholo?l-
cal difficulties before the contact.
IT he had not, the psychological dif-
ficulties can be ascribed to the con-
tact.

So many silent contacts have ta-
ken place that we can see a pattern
turn up. A typical case is this:

A person walks alone in a more
or less deserted area - a wood - or a
park. Suddenly he hears a voice talk-
Ing inside his head giving him a mess-
age or advice. He usually calls it te-
lepathy, but the signals are much
stronger than ordinary telepathy. Some-
times no telepathic message iIs receiv-
ed. He often reels induced to walk
a certain path, which he otherwise
would not have followed. Here he sees
1 or 2 globes or disc-shaped objects
usually rather dull. Often nothing
is sighted. When he comes back from
his walk, he finds that he is missing
about 30 minutes of his time. What

has happened to him during these 30
minutes, he does not know. In a few
cases the person remembers having
been aboard an alien space ship.
Everybody can see that he has
completely changed his behavior. He

now cares little about his social work
using nearly all his time to spread
the message. It is a message of love,
peace, brotherhood and friendship of-
ten with a religious tendency.

Seen from the outside. the per-
son seems to be very confused and
have difficulties in making decisions.
His suggestibility has become greater,
so he is easily influenced by what he
hears.

Seen trom inside...the person
feels his body and mind has changed
and are changing. These changes are
so great, that he is arraid to tell
about them, as he tears what other
people would do to him, if they knew
what is %om_g on inside him. His
states of mind and emotions are in-
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teneified, and he might experience
%u’\te a new pleasurable sexual reeling.
ut he does not talk about it.

When a person 1s hypnotized to do
something and at the same time hypno-
tized not to do that, he experiences
a _complete psychic breakdown. Dut to
hie increased suggestibility the con-
tactee experiences the same psychic
breakdown, when he hears contradictory

opinions. He discovers that he has
not his free will, but he is forced to
believe in things in which he has not

decided by his free will to believe.
All this can cause psychotic or neuro-
tic conditions, so he needs treatment
at a mental hospital.

_ After the contact, the person _
discovers that he 1s extremely sensi-
tive to electricity and electric equip-
ment including radio and TV.

After the contact, the person
feels that something is moving up along
his spine to his neck and back of the
head. Often after some time it causes
a severe pain in his back of the head
and especially in his neck. He might
complain of these pains, but as he is
afraid to be discovered, he will not
tell that i1t started with something
strange moving along inside him. ]
Sometimes he has been told telepathic-
ally not to speak about it.

_You can use everything above as
a gwae when investigating contactee
and silent contactee cases. It is
especially important to ask_him, what
he feels. and what he experiences in-
side himself. As he is afraid to tell,
you can inform him that thousande of
persons have experienced the same
things which he is experiencing, so
that he can tell everything about it
without fear. |If he does not get some
assurance, he will not tell about what
is going on inside his body and brain.

Unfortuna-
tely 0I’'ve found that the general buff-
ery are too untrained and too misguid-
ed by beliefs and "causes” to be of
much help. You are in an excellent
position to prepare tables and studies
of the Canadian reports. | know you
are handicapped by lack of time and
funds, as most of us are, but we must
begin the massive job of collecting
and correlating these events-_-_first
on a continent-wide level and later on
a world-wide level.

Remember Ruppelt's comment about
a scientist in an unnamed Washington
agency who told him that a big "flap"
was about to break either 1n New York
or Washington in July 19527 Obviously
somebody in government had already
figured out the patterns. This was a
frank admission by Ruppelt. But why
has it taken the ufologists so long to
make the same discoveries?

Now, let's extend this specula-
tion a bit further. I1f the govern-
ment had figured the patterns out al-
ready in 1952, they must have had very,
very good reasons for adopting their
anti-UFO position in 1953. Right?

I believe their main reason was their
inability to prove or to sensibly ex-
plain the phenomenon. When a civilian
ufologist stumbles onto the '"secret"
(and many have done so) they usually
drop the subject because they know
no-one would believe them anyway.

Newspaper clippings serve as no-
thing more than a barometer.
