They couldn't be identi­
fied but were described as large white tells, trailed by a red streak.

Three saw a Ung on the eveining of March 11 while return­
ing from the kehead in Ontario.

That poor fanner 
of Chapeau, Quebec, on 
the Island of Allum- 
ettes, declared yester­
day In the Montreal 
Journal (May 24, 1969) 
that for sometime, 
strange flying machines 
use one of his fields 
as a landing strip.

The most striking 
Incident happened 3 
weeks ago. Sunday at 
2 a.m. Leo-Paul Cha put 
was sitting In his kit­
chen with his wife and 
2 of his 10 children 
when an Intense light drew their attention towards a field 400 feet from the 
house. Going out to see what could produce the light, they found themselves 
face to face with 4 objects about 30 feet In diameter and about 16 feet high. 
The objects projected a light so Intense that they had to close their eyes and 
to protect them with their hands. The apparition lasted 5 or 6 minutes and 
the Chaput family said they had been very afraid.

With the departure of these 
strange objects, the lights went 
out and Mr. Chaput heard a motor 
noise which made him think of a 
boat motor.

Since this ex­
traordinary visit, the Chaput fam­
ily had the occasion of seeing

omenon which disturbed the little Quebec village of Chapeau on the border of 
Ontario, near Pembroke.

ASTRONAUTS SI^CKD ON UFOs - SPACE RESEARCH CLAIMS
American astronauts flying in space have not only sighted UFOa, but 

have taken photographs, said Dr. Garry C. Henderson, a noted space research 
•olentist, when he lectured at the Calgary Planetarium. April 10, 1969.

Dr. Henderson said that astronauts had been instructed to say nothing 
about seeing UFOs and that their pictures had been locked up. Henderson 
said he had spoken to one astronaut who told him he was instructed along 
with other astronauts by NASA officials ''not to mention any UFO sightings 
made."

He attributed the shroud or secrecy to NASA rears or r1d1cule. The 
U.S. Congress, he claimed, could become wary or the space progrem and even­
tually cut down on financial appropriations.

Dr. Henderson also criticized the Condon report for prematurely dis­
pelling thoughts about poseible existence or UFOs. It will now be harder, 
he said, to get any government support for a continued investigation 1nto 
the possibility of UFOs.

He predicted that UFO probes would virtually end unless governments in 
the more advanced nations took an active stand soon to mount more positive 
and Improved ^FO investigations. He also termed as apalllng that the U.S. 
government had failed to date in its efforts to determine whether UFOs did 
in raot exist.

Dr. Henderson urged that if official interest in UFOs was not forthcom­
ing, university students could help by conducting investigations or their 
own. The U.S. Air Force, he said, has warehouses full of outdated military 
equipment such as radar sets, infrared detectors and geiger counters that 
could be given to students to aid in their investigations.

Dr. Henderson works for a division or General Dynamics at Ft. Worth,Tex.

Calgary. On his flight here from the U.S., he found himself stranded in 
Spokane, Wash. There wasn't time to make the trip by car. He phoned Plan­
etarium officials with his problem and they in turn talked to the Calgary 
Flying Club. Engineer Bill Cummings immediately volunteered his plane (a 
Bonanza, single-engine) and pilot Ed Jordan agreed to fly it. They took 
otf tor Spokane, picked up Dr. Henderson, and started hack. Most ot the 
trip had to be made at something like highway marker level - so foul was 
the weather. Dr. Henderson was supposed to begin his talk at 8:00 p.m. 
He didn't make it to the Planetarium until 9:30 p.m. Only two people left.

Some days before, a young Parisian, Yves 
Hamelin, 20, who was camping in Charpy, witnes­
sed an identical situation. He was alone.

Luc Fontaine, an agriculturist honorably known in the vicinity, is claim­
ing he saw, on July 31, 1968, a flying saucer in the area where he lives, the 
Plaine des Capres, Reunion Island, which is situated in the Indian Ocean be­
tween Madagascar and Maurice Island, a French "departement d 'outre-mer’'.

Fontaine reported the following: "I was gathering grass for my rabbits 
when I saw over a small glade, an oval-shaped object hovering one meter above 
the ground. Its diameter was about 5 meters (approx. 15 teet.) and its height 
could be 2 or 3 meters. The central part or the craft being transparent, I
spotted through it, two figures looking like ''Bonhommee Michelin" (Michelin is 
a French company which makes tires. Their symbol is a verY rat man, made out 
ot various shaped white tires, piled one above the other.)

They were small, nearly one meter, and broad-shouldered. One of them tur­
ned his head and glanced at me. Then, sudlenly, there was a white blinding 
light that obliterated the whole landseape. I looked down in order to protect 
my. eyes. When I looked up again, the object had disappeared.''

Fearing ridicule, Fontaine didn't warn the authorities at once. Ten days 
atter the incident, Protection Civile inquirers went to the sighting place 
with Geiger counters. With the greatest surprise, they found radioactivity 
tracks on the ground and on the clothes Fontaine was wearing on July 31.

"The devil, if God allowed it, can manifest himself tangibly by all sorts of more or less serious peaterings of certain people or certain things, as hap- 
i:ned in the lite or many saints•••
"The gravity of a diabolical infestation depends on the latitude God gives the 
Spirit or Evil to try his servants.''
The Saint-Onges also told reporters that a six-year-old girl, Guylaine, who 
lives with them, was dressing that day when her clothes began to fly about her, 
carrying rosaries, ashtrays and vases with them.
In their report, the priests say they searched the house for "possible natural 
causes but it was quickly egtablished that there was no vibration on the walls, 
there was no draught and no one was touching the objects.''
"Those who were in the house began to pray and things quietened down.''

UFO CRASES WOMAN RIDING BICYOU: 
(As told to SS&S aaaociate, Gilles j 
Cote) Time: End or October, 1957.
It was 10:30 p.m., a summer-like eve­
ning and the sky was dark. Jeanne 
Chene, 25, was going home alone in 
Oka, Quebec, when suddenly, near the 
Shell Service Station she saw a ruzzy 
disc like the reflection from a power­
ful searchlight on a white wall. She 
was surprised to see that this reflec- 0 
tion of 11ght was standing in mid-air, 
there was no beam of light from which 
it could be projected, no obstacle to 
simulate a screen, and there was no 
sound coming from it.
The disc could be at least 4 feet in 
diameter, rotating fast, had a verti­
cal motion up and down varying from 
six to twelve feet from the ground. 
Jeanne was riding her bicycle and de­
cided to head for home as she became 
very frightened. It followed her at 
close range (5 to 6 feet) all the way 
to the next street keeping sideways 
over the ditch as on that side of the 
road there were no houses, and passing 
under the trees, it kept exactly the 
same speed as the bicyclist, while 
keeping its up and down motion.

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SAUCER SWINDLE - On April 19, 1969, a "Mr. Zacharias" impersonating a Toronto 
ufologist-writer, made a phone call to SAUCER NEWS editor, Gray Barker in 
Clarksburg, W.Va. As a result, the crook was 3100 richer and Gray's wallet was 
leaner, making him miss a car payment.

Gray accepted the call reeling his friend had important UFO information. 
Barker knew this researcher ror years through correspondence only, never meet­
ing him personally or talking to him on the phone. There was no way or knowing 
that the caller was an impersonator!

His ''friend" explained how he came to New York City the previous night and 
had been robbed or his money and identification by muggers. The idea was to 
telegraph him money to pay the hotel bill, etc., and return home. The Canaaian 
Consulate was closed and it was impossible to get that much money from home on 
short notice.

Knowing his "friend's" fine reputation, Barker wired $100 but made out the 
telegram to a Mr. J.Zacharias as per instructions of his caller since the re­
searcher had no identification tor cashing the wire.

Calling back to confirm the sending or the money, the researcher then told 
Gray some "new information" on Carlos Allende (the Allende letters) and also a 
strange story or seeing an "android" on the Toronto subway. It was then that 
Gray smelled something rotten as the researcher he knew was not addicted to 
wild stories. The caller promised to return the money on Monday.

Upon phoning Jim Moseley and Tim Beckley, Gray round they received a very 
strange visitor the previous day in the SAUCER NEWS office who they felt might 
be connected to the notorious Zacharias. This man, a rather tall, thin, un­
kempt individual in his 30's with a gift for UFO talk, claimed to be Jerry Kirk 
and had put the bite on Jim for one dollar, promising Jim and Tim an interview 
with Allende. Kirk gave them pretty much the same information as the research­
er had given Barker on the phone.

Gray then phoned the Canadian researcher and found him at home an^ very 
shocked that he had been impersonated. Gray phoned your editor right arter and
told him what had happened and could he shed any light on the mystery? He re­
membered an individual who we will call "Mr. A" who talked and acted much the 
same as the mysterious phone caller. Checking with the real UFO researcher on 
the phone, it was round that he also knew the "Mr. A" who knew certain personal 
details of the researcher's life, as did the "Zacharias" phone call.
