United States. It seemed to me “now’s
the time” and therefore | would like
to report this story to you, and make a
few comments of my own on the
subject.

During the dark days of the
American Revolution, George
Washington was cheered and
encouraged by a “vision” of the
future.

Sherman reports that it was a chilly
winter day with a cloudless sky and
bright sunshine in the year 1777.
General Washington had remained in
his quarters alone all afternoon. When
he came out he looked pale and
shaken. He seemed to feel a
compulsion to tell Sherman something
that was on his mind.

“l do not know whether it is owing
to the anxiety of my mind, or what,
but this afternoon, as | was sitting at
this table engaged in preparing a
dispatch, something seemed to disturb
me. Looking up, | beheld standing

that it was some moments before |
found language to inquire the cause of
her presence. A second, a third, and
even a fourth time did | repeat my
question, but received no answer from
my mysterious visitor except a slight
raising of her eyes. By this time | felt
strange sensations spreading through
me. 1 would have risen, but the riveted
gaze of the being before me rendered
volition impossible. | assayed once
more to address her, but my tongue
had become useless. Even thought
itself had become paralyzed. A new
influence, mysterious, potent,
irresistable, took possession of me. All
I could do was to gaze steadily,
vacantly at my unknown visitant.
Gradually the surrounding atmosphere
seemed as though becoming filled with
sensations, and grew luminous.
Everything about me seemed to rarify,
the mysterious visitor herself
becoming more airy and yet more
distinct to my sight than before. | now
began to feel as one dying, or rather to
experience the sensations which | have
sometimes imagined accompany
dissolution. | did not think. ! did not
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reason. | did not move; all were alike
impossible. | was only conscious of
gazing fixedly, vacantly at my
companion.

“Presently | heard a voice saying,
‘Son of the Republic, look and learn,’
while at the same time my visitor
extended her arm eastwardly. 1 now
beheld a heavy white vapor at some
distance rising fold upon fold. This
gradually dissipated, and | looked
upon a strange scene. Before me lay
opened out in one vast plain all the
countries of the World—Europe, Asia,
Africa and America. | saw rolling and
tossing between Europe and America
the billows of the Atlantic, and
between Asia and America lay the
Pacific. ‘Son of the Republic,”said the
same mysterious voice as before, ‘look
and learn.’

“At that moment | beheld a dark,
shadowy being like an angel, standing
or rather floating in mid-air, between
Europe and America. Dipping water
out of the ocean in the hollow of each
hand, he sprinkled some upon America
with his right hand, while with his left
hand he cast some on Europe.
Immediately a cloud raised from these
countries, and joined in mid-ocean.
For while it remained stationary, and
then moved slowly westward, until it
enveloped America in its murky folds.
Sharp flashes of lightning gleamed
through it at intervals, and | heard the
smothered groans and cries of the
American People.

“A second time the angel dipped
water from the ocean and sprinkled it
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out as before. The dark cloud was then
drawn back to the ocean, in whose
heaving billows it sank from view.

“A  third time | heard the
mysterious voice saying, ‘Son of the
Republic, look and learn.” | cast my
eyes upon America and beheld villages
and towns and cities springing up one
after another until the whole land
from the Atlantic to the Pacific was
dotted with them. Again, | heard the
mysterious voice say, ‘Son of the
Republic, the end of the century
cometh, look and learn.’

“At this the dark shadowy angel
turned his face southward, and from
Africa | saw an ill-omened spectre
approach our land.

Instantly, the inhabitants, casting from
them their weapons, became friends
once more and united around the
National Standard.

“And again | heard the mysterious
voice saying, ‘Son of the Republic,
look and learn.” At this the dark,
shadowy angel placed a trumpet to his
mouth, and blew three distinct blasts;
and taking water from the ocean he
sprinkled it upon Europe, Asia and
Africa. Then my eyes beheld a fearful



scene: from each of these countries
arose thick, black clouds that were
soon joined into one. And throughout
this mass there gleamed a dark red
light (use of Communism?) by which |
saw hordes of armed men, who,
moving with the cloud, marched by
land and sailed by sea to America,
which country was enveloped in the
volume of cloud. And | dimly saw
these vast armies devastate the whole
country and burn the villages, towns
and cities that | beheld spring up. As
my ears listened to the thundering of
the cannon, clashing of swords, and
the shouts and cries of millions in
mortal combat, | again heard the
mysterious voice saying, ‘Son of the
Republic, look and learn.” When the
voice had ceased, the dark shadowy
angel placed his trumpet once more to
his mouth, and blew a long and fearful
blast.

“Instantly a light as of a thousand
suns shown down from above me, and
pierced and broke into fragments the
dark cloud which enveloped America.
At the same moment the angel upon
whose head still shone the word
‘Union,” and who bore our national
flag in one hand and a sword in the
other, decended from the heavens
attended by legions of white spirits.
These immediately joined the
inhabitants of America, who |
perceived were well-nigh overcome,
but who immediately taking courage
again, closed up their broken ranks
and renewed the battle. Again, amid
the fearful noise of the conflict, |

heard the mysterious voice saying,
‘Son of the Republic, look and learn.’
As the voice ceased the shadowy angel
for the last time dipped water from
the ocean and sprinkled it upon
America. Instantly the dark cloud
rolled back, together with the armies it
had brought, leaving the inhabitants of
the land victorious.

“Then once more | beheld the
villages, towns and cities springing up
where | had seen them before, while
the bright angel, planting the azure
standard he had brought in the midst
of them, cried with a loud voice:
‘While the stars remain, and the
heavens send down dew upon the
earth, so long shall the Union last.’
And taking from his brow the crown
on which blazoned the word ‘Union,’
he placed it upon the Standard while
the people, kneeling down, said
‘Amen.’

“The scene instantly began to fade
and dissolve, and | at last saw nothing
but the rising, curling vapor | at first
beheld. This also disappearing, | found
myself once more gaping upon the
mysterious visitor, who, in the same
voice | had heard before, said, ‘Son of
the Republic, what you have seen is
thus interpreted. Three great perils will
come upon the Republic. The most
fearful is the third, passing which the
whole world united shall not prevail
against her. Let every child of the
Republic learn to live for his God, his
land and Union.” With these words the
vision vanished, and | started from my
seat and felt that | had seen a vision

wherein had been shown me the birth,
progress, and destiny of the United
States.”

There you have the gist of the
vision, and it is generally believed that
it is the third “peril” that is imminent.
Some believe that it will occur in the
period from the present to 1980.
However, it would seem to your editor
that the period from 1977 to 1984 is
the critical time, largely because
universally predictions of that great
disaster to happen on this planet seem
to center on that period, with 1994 as
the end of the 7-year “clean-up” that
various factions indicate as the
“coming of the space people”, the
“return of the gods™, the “defeat of
the armies of Satan in Heaven” and
Oahspe's “removal of the drujas
(obsessive spirits of the dead clinging
to the living and driving them to
madness) by the Ethereans”.

If Washington’s vision is to be taken
literally, it would seem that the Soviet
Union would be the victor in the
Middle East, taking over all of Europe
and Africa, and joining their armies in
a final assault on America to complete
their conquest of the world.

PLANTS GIVE

LIVE CONCERT!

“Plants are at least as musical as
some of the rock groups we have
recorded,” Edmund S. Barnett, Jr.,
president of Sound Reasonable, Inc.,
of Washington, D.C. is reported to
have said.

By using highly sensitive
equipment, a plants electrical
impulses are translated into sounds

that people can hear—mostly shrieks
and whistles.

More than 5000 records, called the
“Stereofemic orchestra” have been
sold by Sounds Reasonable, Inc. The
company also has staged a live concert
performed by coleus plants! This was
given at American University,
Washington, D.C. “A bit eerie, but
very interesting” was the reaction of
the audience.

Mr. Barnett, of the recording
company, has discovered that tomato
plants give out the loudest sounds.
Each plant has its own distinctive
sound which can vary' according to the
physical or emotional environment.
For instance, if, during a recording

session, someone strange (to the
plants) walks in, the plants will
suddenly stop ‘singing’. As with

humans, some plants are performing
‘hams’. They will only sing when
someone is in the room.
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THE LINES

ON YOUR PALM

Byelorussian scientists working at
the heredity and medical genetics
laboratory' of the Minsk Medical
Institute came to the conclusion, while
studying the causes of hereditary
diseases, that the lines on people’s
palms are no accident of nature. They
are coded signals of genes responsible



for the formation of a human
organism, the key to the mystery of
many “family” diseases.

The results of this research have
already been put to wuse. The
laboratory has set up a special medical
genetics clinic, which last year handled
over 800 patients. In addition to
people suffering from genetic diseases,
they included married couples and
young people thinking of getting
married, who were interested in the
likelihood of passing on hereditary
diseases to their children.

These are the words of Bart J. Bok,
former president of the American
Astronomical Society and professor
emeritus at the University of Arizona.

ridicule lesser mortals who may have
different opinions.

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COMMUNES
and their Pitfalls

From time to time I have noticed that certain of your readers either
want to join a commune or to start one. Recently | wrote this letter to
a friend, giving him some of our experiences along these lines in an
effort to clarify his intentions. You might find that some of these
findings are controversial to various groups.—K.W.

Dear Jack,

During our travels, we have visited
many communes and colonies. They
all limit the growth of the individual
to certain prescribed restrictions. In
this sense many commune devotees
lose freedom rather than gain more
freedom and growth. It happens due
to the methods and processes that the
group must use to survive for a long
period of time. Unfortunately, this
happens to over 99% of the colonies
and communities.

To survive, the community must be
able to live off the land where the
group is located. If this is not possible
the group must “build” a product or
perform a service which the
“establishment” pays for. The group’s
ideas are often against the
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“establishment” which the group
needs to survive. This puts the group’s
ideas to an unusual test which most
dreamers and revolutionaries are not
prepared for. That test is actuality and
practicality. Many can only exist by
virtue of “flukes” and freedoms in the
surrounding culture.

Still another pitfall of the colonies
and other communities is the
organization of functions by people to
keep the group going. Sometimes the
group’s ideals are “bent” to perform
the necessary work functions which
keep the group going.

Sometimes it is more desirable to
function in the “establishment” yet
learn and grow through the help of a
non-profit institution. This can also be
a foundation type of operation which



can use the money means to obtain
the desired goals. The capital
investment demanded by this type of
community still needs the
accumulated monies of certain
individuals which can then exercise
undue influence on the running of the
community to get special favors or
benefits. Thus, the disliked practices
of the old “establishment” creep into
the community by the back door.
Even authoritarian communism has
had to stoop to capitalistic methods to
motivate their own people.

Still other alternatives are a church
or business venture. Admittedly, this
does not correct out the faults and
injustices in the present system. But,
the revolutionary' “cure” is often
worse than the disease. There is more
freedom to personal growth under the
present system than any of the
“communities” we have visited. This
may be a bit harsh for the lazy,
unevolved, and greedy. Variations of
capitalism keep popping up for the last
2,000 years. It leaves motivation to the
inner drives and greed of people.
Society then has to protect itself from
those that “go too far”.

There is an esoteric concept that
Earth is a prison or school for the
“dropouts” of outer space who can
not learn or evolve any easier way.
Thus, Earth is a severe school to teach
those who are too lazy to find an
easier way. Utopias are of no value to
such persons because they have not
learned the rudiments of group ethical
responsibility. This is necessary before

such ideal communities can survive.
Each person in the community has to
have a certain basic foundation or
education. They can then realize their
civic responsibility and duty to
perform functions before being forced
to do so.

It always seems glamorous to blame
other people and institutions for our
own inner laziness and faults rather
than do the “inner engineering”
necessary to root these things out of
our selves. Wars start from the
prejudices and hurts that we inflict on
our neighbors. We must get these
things out of our natures before we
can hope to get these things out of our
society.

Many of the above things seem
particularly applicable to John
Newbrough who wrote OAHSPE. The
newer commune members may be so
enamored of their group’s ideas that
they ignore the implications of the
above ideas. What these new members
of communes do not realize is the
“sacrifice” that they have made to
obtain promised new attainments.
Why do these same members later
complain that they feel “trapped” by
this Utopia-commune? Is there a
WORKABLE blueprint for an ideal
society? Is civic responsibility and
duty such a curse that we no longer
feel it is a necessary ingredient for any
society?

AND
THE ANCIENT CAVE WORLD

Dees Cibola Exist?

The Spanish Conquistadors in
South America were toid by the
natives that fabulous wealth could be
found in what they called the Seven
Cities of Cibola.

The greedy adventurers went on
many wild goose chases looking for
the fabled Cibola. Did they look in the
right place? Does Cibola exist or was it
merely a story manufactured by
cunning Indian priests?

Actually, how much does modern
man, with all his knowledge of nuclear
power, space navigation, etc., know
about the ancient past?

In spite of scientific explorations
and studies of crude pottery and bone
fragments, there are glaring
inconsistencies and wide gaps between
substantiated knowledge and unsolved
mysteries which are carefully shoved
aside in order to keep theories of
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evolution constant.

Science claims the ancestor, or
predecessor of the American Indian,
was a stone-age man type that
wandered about the American
continent eating berries and hunting
animals with crude weapons. Yet this
theory does not explain a mystery in
western New York State, in the valley
of the Chemung River. Chemung is'a;
corruption of the Indian word for Big
Hom. The river winds through land
once occupied by the Senecas, the
Iroquois, and the Cayutas.

Old Fort Taboo For Indians
When the first white settlers movejd
into what is now known as Chemung

County, near Elmira, New York, they,,/ 1

were surprised to find the remains of a
fortification high on a bluff
overlooking a narrow portion of the
river.

The ruins of the fortification were



old, very old, yet when the early
settlers cleared the brush from the
ruins, it was apparent the original
structure had been constructed in a
manner completely foreign to the
Indian concept of defense and
comparable with the best defense
fortifications of the European armies.

The Iroquois, whose sages passed
the history of the tribe down through
the years, and who had occupied this
portion of New York State for many,
many years, could not explain the
origin of the fortifications.

The medicine men of the tribes told
the white settlers that the fortification
was taboo and had been ancient when
the first Indian came into the valley.

These facts were duly noted in the
white man’s history books and
promptly forgotten in preference to
the safe theory that no one with
intelligence preceded the Indian.

A few miles north of Elmira, on the
Chemung River, in the town of
Waverly, exists another unsolved
mystery. It is a small hillock, known in
the vicinity as Spanish Hill. It is
covered with underbrush and cattle
roam over its surface today while
modern cars zoom swiftly by it.
Geologists state the rise is not natural,
but must be man-made.

Joseph Smith, founder of the
Mormon belief, brought his divining
rod to Spanish Hill in search of buried
treasure. Two groups of hard-headed
bankers in New York financed treasure
hunting expeditions to Spanish Hill in
the latter part of the 18th Century

looking for gold. As far as is known,
neither the bankers or Smith were
successful.

The same Iroquois sages who
disclaimed knowledge of the
fortification builders, said the mound
also existed at the time of their entry
into the valley.

Traveling westward, who built the
serpent mound in Ohio? Science claims
Indians did, yet there has been no
substantiating statements found in
local Indian history.

*We Came Out Of The Caves
Of The Underworld”

Getting into the southwest we
come upon stores of historical material
concerning caves, and underground
passages.

The Pueblo Sage sitting at the fire
tells his listeners, “We came through
the caves of the Underworld, where it
was crowded, and where a bad people
had driven us forward into darkness.”

A Hopi legend states, “We came out
of the caves by tribes, each led by the
spirit of its own mystic animal-totem.”

High up on the rocks of Salton Sea
are tablets on which are engraved a
curious rune-like script. These are
covered with a deep coating of
travertine rock showing that the
writing was carved long before the sea
was that high, and splashed its salt
water up against them.

This old sea level, or level of the
ancient Salton Lake, is twelve feet
higher than the present sea level. If
this was the old Inland Sea, it proves
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that man, and script-writing man at
that, was here before the sea was
drained and became the desert of
today.

The Salton Sea Fish Traps are an
equal mystery to the scientist, because
they are formed of very large rocks
which make a wall whose unbroken
side is toward the lake. These traps are
located below and to the north of the
Tablets. The obvious explanation that
they were built to trap the fish during
the outgoing tides involves the fact
that we are supposing that man was
present when this was a part of the
Gulf and the sea level was twelve feet
higher than at present.

If we presume Salton Sea, the
ancient Salton Sea at least, to be an
arm of the ocean, then it would place
civilized man upon California’s old
coast more than 12,000 years ago.

Continuing our investigation into
Mexico, and Central South America,
we run into even stranger historical
narratives which, however, with the
others in mind, seems to bring out a

Sernent head design in conper, Hopewel Mounds,
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similar pattern.

“Before the time of the Great
Flood,” says the Zapotec, “we lived in
Cave-cities, but the power of the
waters washed us out.”

One of the Indian accounts states
that “Before the coming of the Toltecs
the people lived in caves, but great
empires held sway then, and powerful
monarchs ruled vast territory.”

The quippo readers of the Inca,
fingering their knots read, “Our
forefathers came through the places of
the cavernous openings, which, in your
language might be translated
windows.”

Although Mexico has more than its
share of legends of Chichomoztoc, of
the City of the Seven Caves, we have
to go south to identify such a place
with any certain locality.

Magnificent Ancient Carvings

When we enter Yucatan we are in
the land of great natural caves which
honeycomb the limestone shelf upon
which the land lifts her jungle.

It may be taken for granted that
the ancients knew many of the caves
much better than does modern man.
Some, like the ones Stacy-Judd
partially explored, are connected by
local legends with ancient carvings
many miles deep in the earth.

The jungles of Guatemala are filled
with legends and tales concerning
extensive cave cities and man-made
strife between two classes of priests
which drove the multitude into the
sanctuary of the earth.



One of the most notable of these
legends have to do with the great
cavern of the Santa Maria River near
its junction with the Monagua, where
it is reported to flow underground.

At the entrance of its channel are
magnificent carvings beyond whose
portal no native will pass.

Then there is a cavern supposed to

be located a few miles west of Mixco,
Guatemala, which is entered by a
flight of stone steps, and which has
never been explored over a couple of
hundred feet. ,

- Ruins of once magnificent temples,
comparable with those found in
Egypt, are hidden by extensive jungle
growth throughout South and Central
America.

Examination of these ruins
disclosed to investigators that the
construction, involving the fitting of
huge stone slabs weighing many tons,
was of such excellence that modern
man with all his construction aids,
would find hard to duplicate. And yet
this construction was done in deep
impenetrable jungle and often many
miles from the nearest quarry, across
deep ravines and rushing rivers.

Science claims slave labor and
rolling logs were utilized in the
movement of these giant slabs to the
construction site. Yet ancient legends
of the natives explain the construction
was made possible by Priests, who

carried the slabs in the air by means of
a slender wand.

Legends such as these correspond
with amazing similarity to ancient

" hymns of India and Tibet, the

psuedo-mythology hymns written
three and four thousand years before
Christ and taken from even older
songs.

| am writing to you based upon
information received from The
Venture Bookshop, P.O. Box 249,
Highland Park, Ill. 60035 that the
Amherst Press is the current publisher
of the book Oahspe in the United
States.

| have a series of questions
concerning Oahspe and various
organizations professing belief in the
content of this book. | am hoping that
you may be able to help me in this
regards.

As a teenager in 1961 | purchased a
copy of Oahspe which according to
the title 1E)age was published by the
Essenes of Kosmon, A Fraternity of
Faithists, Route 2, Box 26-A,
Montrose, Colorado. To this day |
have an abiding interest in the
teachings contained in Oahspe and |
have periodically attempted to
communicate with people like-minded.
Unfortunately when | attempted to
contact the Essenes of Kosmon in
1972 at a Los Angeles, Calif., and a
Montrose, Colo, address there was no
response. In a letter from the editor of
Fate Magazine dated Feb. 26, 1973 |
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was informed that the Venture
Bookshop had no communication
from the Essenes of Kosmon in over
three years and presumably this
organization no longer existed. From a
1971 letter from the Venture
Bookshop | was given the address:



Essenes of Kosmon, P.O. Box 5881,
San Jose, Calif. 95150. Upon writing
to that address I received a response
from the Essenes of Kosmon, Eastgate
vie Fallon, Nevada, 89406 on a Keno
game card. Upon subsequent
communications, the letters were
always - signed ‘“The Director”. The
Director indicated that the Essenes of
Kosmon would like to republish
Oahspe but for a want of $26,000
were unable.

t is not known how long ago the

first case of spontaneous human

combustion occurred. The
recorded case which took place in
America happened on Christmas Eve,
1885, on a farmhouse near Seneca,
Ilinois.

An elderly lady, Mrs. Patrick
Rooney, had ignited and burned a
hole through the floor of her
farmhouse. All that remained of the
200 pound-plus woman was a
“calcined skull, part of a vertebra, a
foot, and a mound of ashes””.

Although the fire must have had a
temperature of at least 2500 degrees
Fahrenheit, objects near the woman
had not burst into flame.

In 1908, Wilhelmina Dewar, a
retired schoolteacher, who lived in
Whitley Bay, England, was “found
burned to death™ by her sister. Her
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charred body was lying on a bed yet'
the bed showed no sign of fire, nor
did any other part of the house.
Perhaps the most mysterious case
of spontaneous human combustion

first to'ok place on April 7, 1938. The

three victims met their fate at the
same time yet they were separated by
large distances.

The S.S. Ulrich’s helmsman. John
Greeley, was found dead. Objects near
his severely burned corpse had not
caught fire. The S.S. Ulrich was off
the coast of Ireland.

A truck driver, George Turner, was
discovered burned to a cinder in the
cab of his truck in Upton-by-Chestcr,
England. The cab showed no evidence
of the fire which had engulfed Turner.

Near Nijmegen, Holland, a young
man, William Bruick, was found
roasted to death in his car. The car
was barely damaged.

A similar case occurred on
December 27. 1938. Three persons



died by spontaneous human
combustion on this date. The victims,
two women and a man, died in
Downham, England; Brixton,
England; and Ballina, Iceland.

1938 seems to have been a peak for
this type of occurrence. The English
writer, Eric Frank Russell, recorded a
total of 19 victims for this year, six of
them were males.

Two more 1938 cases are worth
mentioning because they are unique.
On July 29th, a woman aboard a
cruiser in the Norfolk Broads, caught
fire without warning and was burned
to death. Almost two months later, on

September  19th, in Chelmsford,
England, a woman on a dance floor
became mysteriously engulfed in

bluish flames. In minutes all that
remained was a mass of black ash.

Some of the victims of spontaneous
human combustion did not always die
immediately. In December, 1916, a
hotel housekeeper, Lillian Green, was
discovered by her employer severely
burned but alive, near Dover, New
Jersey. Her clothing was burned.
Beside slight damage to the floor
nothing else showed signs of fire. She
could not account for the fire and
died several hours later.

On November 19, 1943, an elderly
woman, Mrs. Madge Knight, of
Aldingbourne, England, received
severe burns on her back while lying
in bed. The bed coverings under which
she was lying had not caught fire. She

died days later, still unable to explain
the burns.

It would perhaps be beneficial to
the reader to examine several further

cases and to take note of the
similarities with other cases.
Allan Small, 53, of Deer Isle,

Maine, died of extensive burns on
January 13, 1943. The carpet on
which he was lying was scorched but
there was no other indication of fire.

In December. 1949, Mrs. Ellen K.
Curtis, 53, of Manchester, New
Hampshire, died of extreme burns.
There was no evidence of fire in the
house.

On May 3, 1951, Carl Blocker, 44,
died of third degree burns shortly
after being found by passing motorists
near Wabash, Indiana. His clothing
was burned and the car seat where he
had sat received minor fire damage.

Two years later, Waymon P. Wood.
50, met a similar fate near Greenville,
South Carolina, on March 1, 1953.
He died of burns in his car. There
were signs of an intense fire in the car
yet fire had not started the car aflame.

Hundreds of similar cases have
occurred, usually they do not come to
public attention. When they are made
public they are explained away. But,
who can satisfactorily explain away
fires of unknown origin, reaching an
intensity of several thousand degrees
that kill humans but leave paper,
wood and other inflammable objects
virtually untouched?

In our temperate climate where we
have an abundance of weeds, juices
are cheap and a tremendous aid. 1fwe
juice the lamb's quarters, pig weeds
and dandelion greens as well as the
lops of the root vegetables, we are
using the abundance of natural
nutrition to the utmost advantage.
Most of the greens from the vegetable
tops are of more significant nutritional
value than are the roots themselves.

I am awaiting the arrival of a very
good hand-driven juicer from India.

It will be sold at
cost. I firmly believe in the juicing of
the greens as they are the key to
health and youth.

I could not talk for three
weeks, and was in the hospital for two
months. Luckily, I was in an Adventist
hospital where they did not serve
meat. I received carrot juice once a
day. I don’t know for sure just how I
got hold of your literature. It must
have been in 1964, late Fall. I started
taking wheatgrass therapy off and on
and the pains left me and I began to
move about easier. Much to my
doctor’s surprise my blood was normal
when tested; before this, I had been
enemic. An X-ray of my gall bladder
showed that everything was in good
working order. I no longer use a cane

indoors or out.—E.R., Chico,

Answer: Working with many

persons who have been stricken with
strokes, I find that recovery is very,
very slow. Much of this delay is caused
by the inability of the stricken one to
realize the importance of trying to
help himself. :

My experience has shown that
those folk who are worriers, who are
easily excited, are more prone to have

strokes than those who have control of .
their feelings. The worriers generally
are dfflicted with upset digestive
disturbances mostly due .to
deficiencies in nutrition which have

‘existed for some time. Usually, the

blood circulation is impaired and is
unable to cleanse itself properly and
blockages cause the stroke.

Many watched as Richard - Nixon
almost lost his life to Phlebitis. It
could have been such a simple job for
the body to heal itself if the cause was
removed through cleansing and
rebuilding the blood stream. Instead,
more pollution was given to the body
in the form of drugs. This is the same
reason many people die from
pneumonia; enduring the operation,
too many drugs are given, which
aggravate the lungs, etc. Dr. Willard
Krehl, Professor of Preventive
Medicine, said more than half of
heart-attack deaths would be
prevented if doctors would prescribe
diet instead of drugs. He continued by
saying that each year over 320 million
dollars are spent on treatments.

ature’s first intention is to
create a female” because, as a
fetus, we all start as female and remain
so until the fifth or sixth week. ' -
When spontaneous abortion and
stillbirth of the fetus occur, 62% are
male and 38% are female.l
During a pregnancy with twins,
“when male and female compete in
the womb, the female wins.”1
At birth, 51% of the babies are
male and 49% are female. But. after
birth, more female babies survive.l
Congenital defects of newly born
babies appear more in males than in
females.1
As a coordinated system, it has

been determined among animals that
the “fewer the number of apocrine
glands, the higher the development of
the animal.” Because females have
more apocrine glands in the form of
mammary glands, females are not as
developed as males.l And yet. females
develop more rapidly than males, and
females seemed to be “better-made
animals™.”

The amount of care required for
medical problems is about the same
for males and females, but the
quantity of serious illness is greater for
the males than for the females.1

Concerning heart attacks in the 45
to 64 age group, 3 times more males
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die than females.l In deaths from

cancer at all ages, 55% are male and
45% are female.l The life expectancy

of Americans is 67.6 years for males
and 74.7 years for females.!

All of the above information, and
what is to follow, is based on the
statistical average. You may find many
exceptions to the rules, but the
majority will perform as stated.

If we review the above data on
BIOLOGICAL factors, we must
conclude that, in general, females are
superior to males.

Now, let’s look at the PHYSICAL
differences.

The bones are bigger in males than
in females.1,7 The strength or muscle
force of males is greater than
females.1,2,7 The physical activity of
males is longer than females.!
Housewives work about 100 hours a
week and a husband puts in a formal
40 hoursl, however the husbhand
spends more hours expending energy
on the house plus the car plus sports.
Endurance and stamina is greater in
males than in females.2,7

The acuteness or sharpness of the
five senses is less in males than in
females.l Males are better on hearing
low notes, and females are better on
high notes.

The menstrual cycle affects the
physical performance of the female as
evidenced by increased accidents
during that period.7

Finger dexterity, or rapid and
preciss movement of the fingers
(sewing, typing, assembling small
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parts) is better in females than in
males. Fine muscle control is superior
in females.!

Even though the girl’s test is not as
strenuous as the boy’s test, in the
National Physical Fitness Screening
Test, 84% of the boys passed, and 80%
of the girls passed.l In most athletic
contests, females could not compete in
the same game with males.1 Because
of a pelvic structure that is adapted to
bearing children, females run in a
relatively awkward way so that
females can’t run as fast or as long as
males.7

So much for the PHYSICAL
factors. Now, let's look at the
MENTAL aspects.

Girl babies tend to speak a little
earlier and utter words more
comprehensively than boys.1,2,4

In Intelligence Quotent (IQ) tests,
males and females score about the
same.1,2,4

In complex tasks, women seem less
creative than men.2

The menstrual cycle reduces
women’s mental prowess as proven in
tests.7

In remembering faces, names and
social events, females have a better
memory than males.10,11 In
mathematics and technical subjects,
males Eemember better than
females.1

Concerning MORALS, character
and criminality, females are better
than males. However, the female crime
rate is increasing as they become more
aware of the freedom that they had



for many years. In 1970, 3,968,744
males were arrested compared to only
675,212 females.9 Women commit
only 1/5 as many murders as men.l
But, “in a majority of cases of child
abuse, the battered child has been
attacked by its mother.” 1

And lastly, let us look at a few
EMOTIONAL differences.

The chemistry of the blood
determines how people feel and act.
Hormones are one of the most
important parts of blood chemistry.
Males and females have different
strengths of the various hormones.
Therefore, males and females have
different basic personalities.

As a result of the process of
evolution, in order for the tribe to
survive, males have been conditioned
to “hunt together, to defend together,
and to maintain social order
together.”  Therefore, there is an
inherent male-to-male band that is
necessary to protect the species and
the communities.7 These evolutionary
requirements make the males more
aggressive and cooperative.

In all cultures, male infants tend t
play more aggressively than females.
“When a barrier is set up to separate
youngsters from their mothers, boys

try to knock it down; girls cry
helplessly.”2 In both animal and
human males when aggression is

reduced, it is associated with estrogen,
a female hormone.2

In a competitive situation, males
showed a spurt of motivation; females
did not.2 In psychological tests.

women seemed afraid of success.2
Anxiety about competition apparently
held the females back.2

In the face of danger, men are more
courageous and aggressive.7 Females
have more hysteria than males.!

The menstrual period “affects
women’s social performance”.7
“Frigidity in  women is more

common than impotence in men.”’!

The amount of emotional stress
that a person feels can be accurately
measured from the amount of a
stress-chemical in the wurine. In
laboratory tests, persons were
subjected to the stress of intelligence
tests with a deadline on time, and to
the stress of withdrawing samples of
blood. In these tests, females showed
less reaction to stress than males.6
“Whether you experiment with
animals in the laboratory or simply
observe everyday life of people, males
go to pieces faster than females. The
endocrine and central nervous systems
of males just do not stand up as well
under the strain.””1

The emotional support or escape
provided by alcohol, narcotics and
tobacco is utilized %ore often bv
males than by females.

“Four and one-half times as many
women attempt suicide as men.
Women try harder (more frequently)
than men to commit suicide but they
usually botch the job.”1 But, of the
21,000 successful suicides in the USA
in 1968, 72% were by males, and 28%
by females.9

Stress causes males to emotionally
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suffer more than the females, but the
normal male reacts to this stress by
accomplishing more through aggressive
and creative action.

Scientists are still arguing whether
the differences between male and
female are due to INHERITANCE or
to ENVIRONMENT, or both.

Physical and biological differences
are largely inherited.

“The women’s liberation believe
than any differences (other than
anatomical) are the result of
conditioning by society”, i.e. the
environment.4 However, the scientific
community realizes that differences in
personality are the result of complex
interaction of inherited characteristics
plus environment.4

All animals, including humans, have
been in the process of evolution for
the last 2 or 3 million years.7 In that
process, the human male became the
hunter, and the dominant aggressive
protector of the female and her
off-spring.4 The female, as bearer of
children, also became the caretaker of
children.! This is true of most
primates. They have a mothering
instinct that is inborn. “If animals are
raised in isolation (so that they do not
learn how to mother), and are then
put in a room with babies of their
species, it is the female who goes to
the infants and takes care of them.”2

“Behavioral differences of boys and
girls show up long before any baby is
old enough to know which parent he is
expected to imitate.”4 As one
example, baby girls gaze longer at
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pictures of people, and baby boys gaze
longer at geometric figures. As adults,
females are more people-oriented, and
males are more thing-oriented.

If you really believe that the Bible
is the inspired instructions from God,
you must live up to these male vs.
female relations: “A woman must
listen in silence and be completely
submissive. | do not permit a woman
to act as a teacher, or in any way to
have authority over a man; she must
be quiet.” | Tim. 2:11. “If anyone
does not provide for—members of his
immediate family;. . .he is worse than
an unbeliever.” | Tim. 5:8 ““You married
women must obey your husbands.” |
Pet. 3:1 “Treat women with respect as
the weaker sex.” | Pet. 3:7 “The head
of a woman is her husband.” I Cor.
11:3 “Wives should be submissive to
their husbands—because the husband is
the head of the wife... So wives should
submit to their husbands in
everything.” Eph. 5:22-24 “Similiarly,
the older women—by their good
example they must teach the younger
women to be. . .submissive to their
husbands.” Tit. 2:3-5 “You who are
wives, be submissive to your husbands.
This is your duty in the Lord.
Husbands, love your wives. Avoid any
bitterness toward them.” Col. 3:1.8-19
“When one finds a worthy wife, her
value is far beyond pearls. She obtains
wool and flax and makes cloth. . .She
secures her provisions from afar.
She. . .distributes food to her
household. She. . .plants a vineyard.
Sturdy are her arms. Her fingers ply



the spindle. She extends her arms to
the needy. She makes garments and
sells them. Her husband extols her.
Give her a reward of her labors.”
Proverbs 31:10-31

All of the above guidance in the
Bible can be taken lightly because not
even all of the clergymen are
convinced that the Bible was inspired
by God.14
