HE READERS of SEARCH

Magazine (for the most part)

are familiar with our sister
magazine, THE HIDDEN WORLD.
They know that it is a publication
devoted to publishing in complete

We published a large mag-
azine, 192 pages, and mostly on
good, permanent paper, We asked
its readers to pay by the year
(four issues) at $6,00 or $1.50
per copy. Obviously this is a high
price for a magazine, but actually,

bound book, and in a category that
usually sells for $2.00 or even
$2.50. Some of our readers sub-
scribed for 4 issues, some for all
12 (and paid $18.00 in advance).
In our initial report to them, we
said that the $18.00 would pay for
all 12 issues (and therefore for
the complete Shaver Mystery and
its related material), But when we
got to issue 12, we still had the
main portion of our unpublished
and personal material to print, and
found that 4 more issues would
be necessary.

These four final issues are now
being set in type and will be
printed as fast as they can be

The simple item of setting
the type for each issue comes to
the total income for the whole
900 subscriptions!| Then there is
paper to buy, labor to pay, ink,
binding, and shipping. So, since we
would obyiously not make it, onthe
basis of previous decline in re-
newals, we decided to ask the re-
maining 1,700 to pay $3.00 a copy.
We felt that if somewhere between
500 and 900 did this, we could
print the required number of
copies, and those truly interested
would get the whole material, Ob-
viously anyone who did not renew,
and later changed his mind, would
find the ‘‘sold out’’ sign out, and
that would be that,

We did get the required number,
We got 759 renewals (some of them
at the old rate because we offered
reluctant ones an issue printed on
newsprint paper). That is where the
matter stands now, and we will
shortly go to press with 800 print
order, To us this is truly regret-
table, because these last four books
are actually the whole and complete
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answer to that oft-asked question:
““What does Ray Palmer himself
really think about the Shaver Mys-
tery?’’

When one considers that origi-
nally, some twenty years ago, about
3,000,000 people read the Shaver
Mystery and were vastly intrigued,
today only 759 people remain who
want to be in on the final chapter!

In the process of getting these
759 people to subscribe, we ran
into considerable animosity. Some
people said they had already paid
$18.00 for the full series, and
accused us of money-grabbing to
ask for $12.00 more without giving
them what we promised. We did
promise 12 books, and they were
all delivered, Now there are four
MORE, so we hope that misunder-
standing is cleared up. Others
realized this fact, but felt the
price was too high (and it is| if
you are considering it on a pound-
age basis - the book weighs 8/10
of a pound - but it’s cheap if you
consider it is the final summation
of 30 years of personal research
on the part of Ray Palmer).

scientists, astronauts, etc, really
discovered about outer space, and
is it compatible with Shaver, Oah-
spe, the Spiritualists, Flying Sau-
cers, etc.; or does it destroythese
concepts?

Think of it, and think of the fact
that there is one man who has
spent a lifetime looking for the

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CATHERWOOD’'S
YUCATAN

UR COVER this month is a

reproduction of a drawing by

Frederick Catherwood, who,
more than 120 years ago accom-
panied John L. Stephens on an
expedition into the jungles of Yuca-
tan, It is an accurate copy of
the Castillo, a building which today
is completely excavated, and
should presumably furnishus with

more information than available in
the time of Catherwood. But this
is not true, In the intervening 120
years, weathering has been so ex-
tensive that much of the carvings
has been worn away, and can no
longer be completely distinguish-
ed. This is regrettable, because
we have not yet translated the
ancient written language of Yuca-
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tan’s Mayas, and when we do, we
will have precious little to read.
But thanks to Catherwood, we have
several hundred very detailed
drawings, exact copies, of Mayan
inscriptions, which will be very
precious to the future explorers
into the culture of the ancient
races of Yucatan, Without these
drawings Catherwood made so
painstakingly in the steaming jun-
gles, pestered by insects and
disease, and by illnesses that final-
ly killed him, we would have lost
forever what may prove to bevery
precious keys to a past that may
prove more important to us than
we realize.

We obtained this particular
drawing from a book called Ste-
phens’ Yucatan (or rather a pair of
books, because Yucatan was pub-
lished in two volumes in 1843 by
Harper and Brothers). These books
are exceedingly rare, and our two
copies are particularly good. Even
though the pages are yellowed,
modern photographic methods en-
able us to restore the drawings to
their original vivid detail. Natural-
ly they are not in color, which
we took the liberty to add for the
purposes of our cover,

To the editors of SEARCH,
these drawings of Catherwood are
even more important, because of
the link they provide withahistory
of the past which we find very
necessary to explain the nature of
the reality we seek in SEARCH.

We believe it to be a fact that the
earth has been inhabited by civili-
zations we do not even suspect
today, that these civilizations are
numerous, and go back perhaps
50,000 or even 75,000 years ago.

ITH
education by uneducated

persons all over the United
States has come increasing attacks
on educators by uneducable per-
sons in New York State. This
is probably to -be expected, be-
cause that which is suitable to
attack by words becomes suitable
to attack by violence,

Of course, it is never the edu-
cators (except in rare instances)
that come under attack, It is
education and the methods of ed-
ucation that come under attack,
The educators aren’t really to
blame., It is just that they are
duped into something that they
cannot understand. It takes people
outside the professiontotell exact-
ly what is wrong with the teaching
profession. They have all the an-
swers to all questions,

True Education calls for a
complete revision of WHAT is
taught in the schools and HOW
it is taught, and HOW the child
is instructed. A corkscrew is
effective in pulling corks because
it is designed for the job! The
‘“pulling out’’ of the faculties of
the mind also needs a tool de-

signed for the job!1

American educators did the
best they knew how:. . .Not know-
ing how to read, the educators
only had a knowledge of half of
the mind, and they don’t know any

And of course, since *‘‘they
don’t know any better yet’’, the
following line of reason logically
follows:

One of the worst dangers lies
in the fact that our educational
system is being turned into a brain-
washing system. . .The degree of
Ph.D. now means that you have
been thoroughly brainwashed, and
you will not be likely to think for
yourself again,

Such silly assertions that the
more educated a person becomes
the less able he is to think hardly
merits an answer, Irresponsible
pronouncements always remind me
of Mr. Walt Kelly’s brilliant Pogo,
who was visited by a pig from a
communist country, The com-
munist pig made the following



announcement;

“Yes, little companions, you
might like to know that I have
just written a book, all about
America, . .Written from a com-
pletely unprejudiced view. I don’t
know a thing about it and so
have had a free mind. . .See,
right there in black and white it
says my father-in-law discovered
America in 1906.* 4

Some of the recent books and
magazine articles on education
have been written with the same
“‘completely unprejudiced view’’
as outlined by Mr, Pig. The sad
difference is that while we laugh
at Mr, Pig, these writers on educa-
tion are being believed, I know
this because I wrote an article
which was recently published, This
article was nothing but satire from
start to finish; and I did not ex-
pect that it would be literally be-
lieved. It said in part:

As a teacher, I would be first
to realize that not all our methods
are perfect. Teachers are ever
striving to hypnotize and brain-
wash better. ., .It is my sincere
hope that textbooks of the future
will be about half the size they
are now, and that their covers will
be shiny. It is to be hoped that
they will be equipped with a bright
chain upon which they can be sus-
pended. .As the book is spun,
the light will glare off the shiny
covers and into the eyes of the
student. As the wind whips the

pages, tears them from the book,
and scatters them around the room,
the message on the pages will
fly to the brain of the student. . .
At this point the millennium will
be reached. In addition to In-
stant Coffee, Instant Starch, and
Instant Security, we shall have the
ultimate -~ INSTANT EDUCA-
TION,S

Absurd as it may sound, some
people who read the article ac-
tually took it literally.

So while the irresponsible
writers make money with their
books about what’s-wrong-with-
education? - the hoods in public
schools make attacks on teachers,
It seems that one group is try-
ing to bury education figuratively,
while their allies, the hoods, are
trying to bury educators literally.
Perhaps both groups believe in
equality for everyone, Perhaps
they both know the old German
proverb, THE ONLY EQUALITY
IS IN THE CEMETERY. Perhaps
they are trying to make everyone
equal as soon as possible. Or do
you suppose they heard a leading
figure from Russia state, ‘‘We’ll
bury you’’ - and they are sub-
consciously assisting him?

It has been stated that a man’s
character depends largely upon
what the public doesn’t know about
him, This is true to a large
extent. However, if one keeps in
mind the following quote, he can
usually define the character of
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the man:

A man never reveals his own
character more vividly than when
portraying the character of
another,

The character of some of the
followers of extremist agitators
was recently summed up in the
closing paragraph of an impoxrtant
book:

But perhaps the majority of
the followers of extremist agi-
tators., . .are those whom the
psychiatrists call the ‘‘inadequate
personalities.’””  These are the
people who have never been able

All of them are
consumed with a sickening con-
viction - and a valid one - of
their own individual worthless-
ness; they have no reservoir of
inner strength to enable them to
take the responsibility for their
situation and to try to cope with
it. So they blame the ‘‘system’’,
the Negroes, the Catholic Church,
the Jews, the Communists, the
“big guys’’. These are the raw
material for the lynch mobs that
the extremist agitators hope to or-
.ganize, exploit, control and, when
they have served their purpose,
erase.
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In short these people are in-
competent, One might as well
accept the fact that incompetence
is not the exclusive monopoly of
any particular segment to the
society, Practically no one ac-
cepts the fact that he is incom-
petent, however, Or in the words
of another:

One’s own incompetence is a
difficult fact to accept. So the
citizen is prone to believe the
demagogue who tells him the fault
is not in himself. He wants to
believe he can work less and
earn more, save less, and have

more, go in debt and not have
to pay for it.
I have a friend who teaches

in New York. I had considered
applying for a teaching position in
New York, so I wrote to my
friend after I read about attacks
on teachers. I should like to
quote his answer:

First of all, I’ll put your mind
at ease by saying that the ‘‘stu-
dent attacks’’ on the teachers have
been occurring in the fair metrop-
olis of New York City and. . .has
not penetrated into the suburbs.
Not a day passes without some
such incident in the ‘‘more de-
prived-area’’ schools of thecity. . .
Obviously such things have been
going on for years, but lately the
papers seem more ready toreport
it, . .with the integration business
bringing such matters into the
limelight. . . it’s the colored



and Puerto Ricans who have been
making the attacks, and na-
turally. .the white parents. . .
don’t want their kids being bussed
into the areas where this is hap-
pening. . .

I’ve seen my own neighborhood
deteriorate considerably within the
past five years, and that neighbor-
hood is still one of the better
ones in the Bronx. But the faces
you see on the streets now are
a portent of what is yet to come,
and believe me, it stinks.

Years ago the ‘‘bad element’’
was made up principally of
Sicilians, but they’ve come up in
the world, . .along with the Irish
and Jews, and those with the money
have moved out long ago, making
way for the newer lower-classes,
which. . .continue to be Negroes
and Puerto Ricans, the latest class
of Welfare Folks, . .living with
them (in the same community) is
one thing and being liberal from a
- distance is another,

At any rate, I personally have
not been attacked yet, but I'll let
you know as soon as I am.,

Before anyone accuses myself
or my friend of being prejudiced,
I would like to point out at this
time that my friend is a member
of one of the ‘‘minority’’ groups
that he mentioned in his letter.

The articles on education, both
pro and con, will no doubt con-
tinue to be written and published.
I am all for it. 1 agree with

Thomas Jefferson when he wrote,
““Our liberty depends on the free-
dom of the press, and that cannot
be limited without being lost,”’
I don’t want to see this freedom
lost.

But instead of condemning and
criticizing everything and every-
body, it might be reasonable to
first remember a sentence written
nearly two hundred years ago:

The world is my country, all
mankind are my brethren, and to
do good is my religion.8

HE MAY, 1964 issue of
SEARCH magazine contains
two mystical articles enti-
tled AKHNATON-AMENHOTEP

1V-MOSES? and MRS, LAUER’S
PROPHECY. These both seem to
be an aftermath following THE
‘RELIGION’ OF OAHSPE in the
March, 1964 issue, All three
articles will be analyzed in the
light of a more orthodox aspect -
a puritanical evaluation based on
the Holy Bible. Such a process
may be slow, awkward to some,
Still, to others, the burdensome-
ness of it may seem painful and
strict,.  Still, the same method
may provoke accusations of calling
us ‘‘naive’’. However, it is our
contention that the evolution for
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truth comes only by a tedious,
sometimes, painfully slow over-
throwing of ‘‘orthodoxy’’. If the
“‘/discovery’’ can’t successfully
establish itself, it hasn’t won over
orthodoxy. In religion - more
specific, the Church of God -
orthodoxy should present itself that
much stronger and ethical.

The author states: *‘‘The
message Akhnaton has for now is
as modern as tomorrow’s most
erudite sciences, coupled with the
most advanced knowledge of the
universe, of the creator of the
universe, and of man’s relation-
ship to that creator. He has a
vital message for this New Aquar-
ian Age which is fairly bursting
upon us. It is coming through,

He is working in and through
almost every main Mystery School
and Lodge. So far they have only
parts of his whole message, but
it is here, waiting for the world
to receive. His message, as
does the message of Moses, cen-
ters around pyramids even as his
religion centered round Gizeh and
possibly the Moses pyramid in
Jordan long ago.’’ Later the au-
thor says, ‘“Ah-mena (the author
reincarnated) is working for the
One Religion and is giving out the
Lost Secret Wisdom to all who
receive,”” First, let us see if the
Bible can be included as one of
the author’s ‘‘Mystery Teachings’’
and supports the coming of the
““Aquarian One Religion’”’. What

is the ‘‘Gospel’’ Christ came to
preach? Mark 1:14-15 says,
‘‘Jesus came into Galilee, preach-
ing the gospel of the Kingdom of
God, and saying, the time is ful-
filled, and the Kingdom of God
is at hand. . .”” The word ‘‘king-
dom’’ means government, Jesus
was talking about the coming gov-
ernment of God over this ‘‘terra’’,
Christ also commanded us to ‘‘re-
pent’’ and ‘‘believe the Gospel’’.
To be so SORRY never to break
the laws (I John 3:4) of God's
Government, Where in the Bible
can we come to understand these
“Laws’’? Matt, 19:16-17: “Why
callest thou me good? There is
none good but one, that is, God:
but if thou wilt enter into life,
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keep the commandments.’”” What
did that state? Various and sundry
““mystical’’ teachings and dogmas?
No! The Bible explains further
in Luke 16:16-17, ‘““The law and
the prophets were until John: since
that time the Kingdom of God is
preached, and every man presseth
into it. And it is easierfor heaven
and earth to pass, than one title
of the law to fail,”” Does this
seem to be - or even sound like -
a ‘‘liberalized’’ basic law, wherein,
‘““all mystical teachings’’ should
group? Instead, the Bible precise-
ly states ‘‘it is easier for heaven
and earth to pass, than one title
of the law to fail.,’”’ Jesus clearly

shows that God’s Kingdom or
“‘Government’’ is inseparably con-

nected with God’s Law., Verses
18-19 go on to show ‘‘which laws’’
they are. Nor can it be anything
comnected with a mystical-astro-
logical foundation astheauthor’s
‘‘aquarian age’’ implies. Daniel 2;
1-11 hits somewhat of the Bible’s
criticism of ‘“astrology’’ (and this
includes what concepts of it are
contained in ‘“pyramids’’ and ‘‘py-
ramidology’’). However, Isa, 47:
13-14 states it much more ex-
pressly: ‘‘Let now ASTROL-
OGERS - STAR-GAZERS - stand
up, and save thee, .the fire
shall burn them; they shall not
deliver themselves from the power
of the flame.’’

*Note: Luke 16:18-19 was re-
ferring to one of the Ten Com-
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mandments.

As we go into this matter
furthur, we seem to find that the
teachings of Christ were ‘‘dia-
metrically’’ opposed to those told
of by the author under discussion,
in his ‘““mystery teachings’’. To go
into it much later, and deeper,
we briefly remind the reader of
the Bible’s damnation of the
‘‘Babylonian mysteries’’, We shall
see how such “‘counterfeit’’ and
““Satan fostered’’ dogmas could
easily be the foundation of your
adon, yahweh, adon-ai, el-elyon,
chri-sat, elat, el, ah-menes, hotep,
menes, etc., which all seem to
appear as ‘‘excuses’’ to take the
authority of God and Christ away,
in these forms of Pantheism - if
not plain idolatry. For example,
what does Simon Magus and his
declaration to counterfeit Christ
and His teachings have to do with
Rome and Nimrod, by which the
‘“‘Babylonian mysteries’’ planted
“Nimrod’’ (the ‘‘opener’’ - Hebrew
‘“‘Peter’’) off as ‘‘apostle Peter’’?
In turn, it would be interesting to
note the connection this has with
a pagan cemetery in Rome called
‘‘Vaticanus’’ (at the time of the
Apostles) whereby this ‘‘Nimrod’’
was connected. And our mystical
author is going to tell us that his
“‘teachings’’ are the ‘‘exception’’
to this ‘‘rule’’, It is striking,
but true, that the Bible teaches
of a ““majority’’ being lead away.
If everyone is so busy being one



of the ‘‘exceptions’’, wherein do
we find the Biblical ‘‘many’’ that
the Bible talks of? What a circle!

To review  deeper, the
“Gospel’”’ of “‘Christ’”’ as com-
pared to the various ‘Mystery
Teachings’’, it is very important
to note that Christ’s main message,
aside from all other important
teachings and words he gave, was
the “‘Kingdom of God.’’ Not evol-U-
tion-birth by reincarnation pro-
cesses, or mystical ‘‘CHAR-
ISMATA’’, but he sent seventy men
preaching, and commanded them to
preach the Kingdom of God (Luke
10:9). He sent the Apostles, on
whom the Church of God was
founded, to preach ONLY the King-
dom of God (Luke 9:1-2). For
example, Apostle Paul -preached
the Kingdom of God (Acts 19:8,
20:25, 28:23, 31). And through
Paul, God placed a double curse
on man or angel that would DARE
preach any other Gospell (Gal.
1:8-9) It appears that the Bible
is very specific to its Gospel -
and not as nebulous and liberalized
as some want it, in order to in-
corporate it into - or, into it -
the ‘“‘mystery teachings’’. Godhas
always set apart and “‘marked’’
those who truly serve Him by
keeping his commandments and his
laws. I John 2:4 says, ‘“‘He that
saith, I know him, and keepeth
NOT his commandments, is aliar
and the truth is notinhim.’’ IT John
9-11 gives an equally strong

charge: “If there come any unto
you, and bring not this doctrine,
receive him not into your house,
neither bid him God speed:; for
he that biddeth him God speed
is partaker of his evil deed.’”” A
person who isn’t keeping God’s
commandments does not grasp the
kind of character and personality
that the true God is. . .he is not
truly ‘‘acquainted’’ with God! He
is actually fostering his “‘own”’
‘‘god” out of his own belief and
imagination. Rev. 12:17, 14:12,
22:13-14, all speak of those WHO
KEEP HIS COMMANDMENTS, re-
ferring back to Matt, 19:16-19,

If the Bible and Christ’s teach-
ings were majorly connected with
the “‘aquarian mysteries’’ we’d be
sure to see some kind of strict
collaboration. However, we fur-
ther, and more clearly, note that
those views of the discussed author
and the teachings of the Bible
are still *““diametrically’’ opposed
by his comments on Daniel: “Two
things reveal Daniel’s prophecies
recently and opened them wide for
the world to know now. One:
Gizeh first, then Zion, then all
pyramids the world over, revealing
their meanings. Two, it was a
scientific discovery which finally
opened Daniel’s prophecy so that
all mysteries and all prophecy
may be completely revealed
through the pyramid form and its
accompanying  Wisdom.’”? The
author states that it was ‘‘a sci-
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entific discovery’’ which finally
opened Daniel’s prophecy - fur-
ther, ‘“‘Gizeh’’ and ‘‘Zion’’. The
Bible, in Rev. 5:5 says: ‘‘. . .the
lion of the tribe of Juda, the root
of David, hath prevailed to open
the book, and loose the sevenseals
thereof.”” There’s the answer.
The lion of the tribe of Juda - the
ROOT of David - IS JESUS CHRIST'!
The verse does not say ‘‘mount
of the tribe’’ or ‘‘temple of’’. Nor
does it say ‘‘mount of David’’ or
“temple of’’. No reference to a
pyramid. No MAN can interpret
this momentous prophecy but Jesus
Christ, God the SON, Not John,
not some modern church leader,
not any man, religious organiza-
tion, sect, or denomination - cer-
tainly no pyramid! This is the
revelation of Jesus Christ, which
God the Father gave to him! Note
(vs. 7): ‘‘And he came and took
the book out of the right hand of
Him that sat upon the throne.,”
It is through God’s ONE, TRUE,
Church (Eph. 4:5) (I Cor. 12:13) -
not to be confused with counter-
feit Christianity (Matt, 24:11)
(Matt, 24:4-5) (Matt, 24:24-26) -
that Bible prophecy is to be un-
derstood (John 16:13). Since the
author under discussiondidn’t ela-
borate uponthe meaning of Daniel’s
prophecy, it is hard to compare it
with prophecy understood by the
Church of God. However, it should
be an interesting note that the
true interpretation has been done
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by Christians in this Chuxch, who
have NO INTEREST in pyra-
midology, or, even, perhaps, are
familiar with pyramids. Also,
this understanding has come to
them significantly sooner than
the discussed discovery of MT.

‘ZION (if this indeed, refers to the

one and same Biblical thing. Mt.
Zion of the Bible also seems to
show the characteristics of the
“‘Church’’, aside from construc-
tion of pyramids). If the under-
standing of Daniel’s prophecy de-
pended so heavilv onthe pyramids,
especially Zion, how is it that
this discussed Christians profess
revelation and inspired under-
standing of the prophecies?

The author’s next statement:
“‘Christianity has wandered far
from its earliest truth, Jesus
would recognize very little of what
passes for Christianity today. A-
bout nine tenths of our present
day ministers read one, maybe
two verses from the Bible, and
from there on, their sermons are
their own opinions colored by the
general attitudes of the time. The
Bible, as a real source of material
to study, is almost completely neg-
lected. Yet it is the most occult
and factual book inexistence today.
It is a book by initiates, for ini-
tiates, once the keys to unlock its
coded messages are obtained and
applied to it, If Jesus were with
us today he would bow to worship
his most High Father God, the One



who was known as El Elyon in
Zion,”” The author and ourselves
agree that ‘‘Christianity has wan-
dered far from its earliesttruth’’,
However, we and the Bible
vehemently disagree from the
author as to ‘‘when’’ and ‘‘where”’
the ‘‘earliest truth’’ was. Christ
told ‘‘often’’ of clever counterfeit
theology (look up the meaning of
“‘counterfeit’’). ‘‘In vain do they
worship me, teachingfor doctrines
the commandments of men. . .
making the word of God of none
effect through your tradition.”’
(Mark 7:7,13) The beginning of the
“destruction’” of Christianity can
be told in Acts 20:29-39. Paul
explains HOW this would BEGIN:
“. . . I know this, that AFTER
my departure shall grievous
wolves enter in among you, not
sparing the flock. Alsoof your own
selves shall men arise, speaking
perverse things. . .to draw away
disciples after them.’’” And Ah-
Mena from Hotep is going to tell
us that the ‘‘Aquarian Mysteries’’
are void from such diabolical
error? It is opposite the Church’s
own revelation and the Bible’s
teachings., As for using the Bible
as an ‘‘occult’’ book, in the same
sense as the mystics of the
‘““Babylonian Mysteries’’, let’s
see what the Bible says about that:
““And upon her forehead, was a
name written, Mystery Babylon the
great, the mother of Harlots and
abominations of the earth.”’” (Rev,

17:5) Here is a ‘“‘mother’’ church -
a church which is the lineal de-
scendant of ancient Babylon, a
church carrying on the ancient
Chaldean Mystery and other occult
dogmas. John sees this church as
“‘drunken with the blood of the
saints’’ (verse 6). This ‘‘organi-
zation’’ or ‘‘collaborationof man’s
dogmas’’ is called by God a
‘“‘whore’’ because she has entered
into illicit relationships with this
world by getting into and corporat-
ing human ideas and wishes.

To quote: ‘‘All present re-
ligions have come to us mainly
from this One Body of Truth, color-
ed by the particular prophet who
founded the religion, ..we are
travelling at breakneck speed into
the New Age. And all that is
true in the old will be carried
forward into the new, . .science
and religion are her two wings
and they will balance her in this
New Aquarian Age.’’ The general
impression which Ah-Mena seems
to try to give us is that, as he
says: ‘. .is working for One
Religion, .giving out the lost
Secret Wisdom. . .a Wisdom which
every modern science reveals and
substantiates. An impression that
the ‘‘followers’’ of the ‘‘my-
steries’’ are gathering, growing,
and progressing at a ‘‘break-neck
speed’’! Could this be character-
istic of the True Church? Let’s
see what the Bible says. As
described in Acts 20:29-39, the
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elders and ministers were es-
pecially assembled because, im-
mediately after Paul would leave
Ephesus (immediately, not later,
as at the time of the Protestant
revolt) there would appear in the
Church congregations false min-
isters. Paul told of this as ‘“‘turn-
ing their ears from the truth -
turned unto fables.’” Nor was the
Church to be sowed up with
social, political and occultistic
ideas: “‘Come OUT FROM AMONG
THEM, AND BE YE SEPARATE’’
(I Corinthians 6:17). Jesus, as
he prayed for his ONE Church,
said: ‘I pray for them. . .not
_for the world. . .the world hateth
them. ..they arenot of the world. . .
even as I am not of the world.”
(John 17:9-16). They are ambassa-
dors, representing His Kingdom,
which is *‘‘“foreign’’ to the world,
never being of the world, Start-
ing at Paul’s exit from Ephesus,
the Christians were being put out
of the visible, organized congrega-
tions {III John 9-10). They were
to be persecuted and *‘SCATTER-
ED’’: *‘It is written, ‘I will smite
the shepherd, and the sheep shall
be scattered.’’’ (Mark 14:27), John
16:32 also says, ‘‘Ye shall be
scattered,’”’ Acts 8:1 gives, “They
were all scattered abroad.”” Nor
is this true but tiny and nebulous
group to be for a short time, but
this condition is to pass well up
‘until the “‘End Time’” - right
on through Ah-Mena’s ‘‘Aquarian
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People’”  which will “‘burst
upon us. . .”” *‘, ., .Yet they shall
fall by the sword - by captivity,
and by spoil, MANY DAYS. . .
EVEN TO THE TIME OF THE
END.”” (Dan. 11:33-35). Ezekiel
tells of this also, ‘“When he shall
have accomplished to scatter the
power of the Holy people, allthese
things shall be finished.’”” No men-
tion of a ‘‘great, powerful, dy-
namic, force exerting influence
in this world.”” Jesus called it
the “little flock” (Luke 12:32). . .
despised, persecuted, scattered by
the world, separate of the world,
but never divided. Itis this general
situation that the Bible speaks of
when it says: ‘“PERVERSE DIS-
PUTINGS OF MEN of corrupt
minds, and destitute of truth, SUP-
POSING THAT GAIN IS GODLI-
NESS: from such withdraw thy-
self.”” (I Timothy 6:5)

A further characteristic of this
same nature can be illustrated
when we quote Ah-Mena: “It
(the pyramid) points the way to
that other city, It includes every
Wisdom Incorporated in every re-
ligion, science and philosophy and
all the human knowledge yet to be
known in the world. No matter
which religion, which wisdom,
which Bible, which age, if it is
true symbolism it is incorporated
in Zion and supported in Gizeh. ..”’
Jesus foretold the very FIRST
event to come on this world; Great
Deception climaxing inour day now



just ahead, in Great Tribulation:
‘““Take heed, that no man deceive
you. For MANY shall come in
my name saying I am Christ, and
shall deceive MANY."” (Matt: 24:
4,5) Christ was speaking of the
“majority’’ - vast majority, being
deceived. This counterfeit and de-
ception is included in man’s
“World View’’, This highly sug-
gests that it includes every ‘‘in-
corporation,’’ most religions, sci-
ences, philosophiesandall human
carnal knowledge. It is Satan who
is god of this world (II Cor. 4:4)|
The environment and World View
of this planet is Satan’s kingdom,
The Devil has many doctrines (I
Tim, 4:1-4). He is referred to
as “‘prince of the power of the
AIR’’ (Eph. 2:2), He can counter-
feit ‘‘miracles’ (Matt. 24:24), It
is Satan, the Devil, who ‘‘deceiveth
the whole world.”” (Rev. 12:9).
‘‘Wide is the gate, and broad is
the way that leadethto destruction,
and many there be which go in
there at: because strait is the
gate, and narrow is the way, which
leadeth into LIFE, and FEW there
be that find it.”” (Matt. 7:13-14)

Unlike ~ Ah-Mena’s  ‘“‘sym-
bolism’’, the True Church has had
a characteristic that has made it
stand out quite different from an-
other, any other, ‘‘organization’’.
Throughout the history of the
Church, it has always been referred
to as ‘“‘the Church of God’’. Not
John’s, Paul’s, Luther’s, Rome’s,

Calvin’s, But God’s Church. The
Church is not named after any man,
organization, construction, symbol
or element. Note the following
verses: ACESTRE2()29 B SR Ty
3:5 S I MGCo 1 SN Cor -9
(€ily ACIEY i (Cferey, 5SS 1T (Cloye,
11:22, I Gor, 10:32, II Thes,
L4 nlEThes, 214 S @oris 1163
I Tim, 3:15. Paul referred to
the various Church congregations,
of which Christ is the Head, as
*“the churches of Christ’’ (Romans
16:16). The actual NAME is the
CHURCH OF GOD. Named after
the Father (John 17:11).

Further, ‘““The great Central-
Sun-Son gives some of itself to
every heavenly body, to every liv-
ing being, to every single atom
in all of the created universe,’”
What this seems to purport, is the
same fundamental-basic idea that
‘“‘science’ has incorporated with
psychism. That such an *‘ob-
jective’’ view, while it may be
“‘common’’, says nothing of who,
really, fostered this “World
View’’. As just explained, it is
Satan who is god of THIS WORLD!
This ‘‘gives some of itself, . .to
every single atom’’ is only partial-
ly right, for God did create man
in his own image, But not by
any ‘‘ready-made’’ means as Ah-
Mena describes. What the above
statement of the author’s seems
to be is a ‘‘short-cut’’ for Spirit-
ual reunion. The Bible knows
of no such thing,
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Part Il

This article is a reply, mainly
directed at two articles appearing
in Search (May, 1964). The first
is ‘‘Akhnaton - Amenhotep IV -
Moses?’’ The author states that
(she, he) is ‘‘Ah-Mena’’ from
Hotep. The second article is ‘‘Mrs.
Lauer’s prophecy’’. No author is
listed, but it appears to have been
written by the same person who
authored the first article,

This covers a lot of territory
for one article, And although we
will keep it brief as possible, it
must of necessity be somewhat
long, in order to even begin to
adequately cover the subject. Also,
it is difficult to organize so much
material in logical sequence, so we
will just cover one subject and then
move to another,

First, there is the subject of
reincarnation. The ‘‘Akhnaton-
Moses’’ article preaches it, andis
based on it. Even the author
claims to be reincarnated, and
claims to have ‘‘much good evi-
dence, to substantiate’’ reincarna-
tion, ‘‘Not superstition or ESP
alone, but modern research, sci-
entific knowledge, etc.’”” Justwhat
evidence, research, and knowledge,
is not mentioned., But a i great
many statements in the article are
based on the idea, Ahknaton was
supposed to have reincarnated as
Peter, Christ’s Apostle, Ahkna-
ton is supposed to reincarnate
again in the presentor near future,
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etc. No evidence of any kind is
brought forth in support of these
and many other statements. The
statement is made, however, that
Jesus Himself mentioned Elijah
who had reincarnated as John the
Baptist. We may deduce from this
that the Bible is considered as
one source of evidence for re-
incarnation, Another. writer in
Search even goes as far as to admit
that the Holy Bible is the ‘“‘only
reliable proof we have of eternal
matters.’’ Yet he too preaches re-
incarnation. I submit that inorder
to furnish proof or evidence for any
teaching, based on the Bible, one
must be able to point to at least
a few plain, definite, statements in
the Bible which set forth this
teaching. Further, the statements
must not be taken out of context,
but must be consistent with the
context and with the over-allteach-
ing of the Bible on this subject.
The fact is that not a single
verse in the Bible makes a plain
statement teaching reincarnation.
Not one! There are a few - very
few-mostly obscure verses, which
could possibly be taken to refer to
reincarnation, butonly if one starts
with the idea already in mind
that reincarnation is a fact! Never
could anyone honestly deduce the
theory of reincarnation from Bible
verses, This is not evidence!
No one with any idea of the nature
of evidence and logical deduction
could ever claim that it is! To



start with a given idea, apply
certain obscure verses to it (which
could just as easily be taken to
mean other ideas entirely), and
then come up with the original
idea again, is not proof! It is a
silly argument in a circle! One
could, by using this method,
“prove’’ anything at all he might
conceive of, from the Bible. Fur-
ther, the verses in question, if
taken to refer to reincarnation,
contradict other plain and direct
statements. Such as, ‘‘it is ap-
pointed unto man once to die, and
after that the judgment.”” Not to
die many times, and after each
death a subsequent reincarnation.
But just for example, let’s talk
about the case in question re-
garding Elijah and John the Bap-
tist. Matthew 11:14 states ‘‘And
if you will receive it, this John
the Baptist) is Elias (Elijah)which
was for to come.”” Matthew 17:
12-13: “‘But I say unto you, that
Elias is come already, and they
knew him not. . .then the disciples
understood that he spoke unto them
of John the Baptist.”’

Now this is surely the strong-
est ‘‘proof’’ of reincarnation that
anyone can find in the Bible, But
let us not forget to read all the Bible
says about it. You wouldn’t expect
to understand all of any other book
by reading two sentences. Why
do you think you can do this
only in the case of the Bible?

It had been prophesied by Mal-

achi and Joel that Elijah would
return to prepare the way for the
Messiah, The Jews who do not
now, and never did, believe in
reincarnation, took this to mean
that Elijah would be resurrected
from the dead in order to do this.
There are literally hundreds of
verses which plainly teach the
doctrine of resurrection; Jesus
Himself plainly said that the hour
is coming when all that ‘‘are in
the graves shall come forth. . .to
resurrection. . .(not that ‘‘all shall
reincarnate or all those spirits
awaiting reincarnation would be
reincarnated - but all in the
graves - the same bodies that
were buried - would be resur-
rected).,  The fact that Jesus
Himself preached resurrection,
alone disproves reincarnation.
Now with this in mind, we can
see that the Jews who were looking
for Elijah expected him to be
resurrected, mnot reincarnated,
Jesus, however, was trying to ex-
plain that this particular prophecy
was with a spiritual meaning;
rather than literal, We can see
this, when we look at John 1:21,
where John was plainly asked ““‘are
you Elias?’’ and he plainly replied
“I am not”’| Now we seem to have
a contradiction, Jesus said, ‘“This
(John) is Elias’’, and John him-
self said, ‘1 am not Elias|’’ But
the whole thing becomes clear when
we read Luke 1:17, where the angel
told the parents of the person we
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just mentioned, John the Baptist,
that he (John) “‘shall go before Him
(Christ) in the spirit and power
of Elias. . .to make ready apeople
prepared for the Loxd.”’

There you have it! The re-
ference is to one coming in the
same attitude, with the same spirit
(God’s Holy Spirit), and the same
power (the power of the Holy
Spirit), and teaching in the same
manner, It does not refer to
either reincarnation or resurrec-
tion. Many of you could under-
stand the Bible a lot better if you
would purchase a good ‘‘concord-
ance’’ and run references onthese
verses, and thus get all the Bible
says on a subject, and begin to
let the Bible interpret itself, in-
stead of putting some ‘‘mystical’’
interpretation on it, based on your
own faulty imagination or ‘‘intui-
tion’’, or the ‘‘interpretation’’ of
some so-called ‘‘great master’’
from the Orient,

All the other verses which
claim support of reincarnation are
even more easily explained than
this: I purposely used as an ex-
ample the one which is most com-~
monly used and which is most
easily misunderstood. Anyone with
questions about the other verses,
please write to me personally at
my home address.

Now - outside of the Bible -
what evidence is there to support
reincarnation? The only ‘‘evi-
dence’” which I have ever seen,
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is that of people who ‘‘remember
past lives’. Perhaps the best
known example of this was ‘‘Bridey
Murphy’’, but there are other ex-
amples - notably, in India - which
furnish much more conclusive evi-
dence that indeed someone or
something is remembering a ‘‘past
life.”” Once again, however, this
is not conclusive evidence for re-
incarnation, but could be taken
several different ways. Some have
suggested ‘‘ancestral memory’’ as
explanation for it, This seems
partly unsatisfactory, mainly
on the basis that some cases of
‘‘past life’’ rememberance do not
involve any ancestral relationship
at all. But spirit-possession or
spirit-obsession could explain
every case completely., Even Dr.
Wickland brings this out in his
‘30 Years Among The Dead’’, but
he makes the mistake of assuming
that the spirits involved are spirits
of human beings who have departed
this life. The Bible reveals that
‘‘the dead know not anything - a man
dies - and then his sons come to
honor, and he knoweth it not. . .in
that very day his thought perish?’’,
he no longer has any knowledge of
anything which occurs ““under the
sun.”” That is, anything which
occurs on earth, cannot be known
by the dead. But, there are
“‘demons’’ “fallen angels’’.
These are spirit entities, ordinari-
ly invisible to us, who have, ac-'
cording to the Bible, been livingon



this earth since before man was
ever created. They do know what
goes on ‘‘under the sun’’, and they
can know details of lives of humans
who have lived in the past, and
they can impress the knowledge -
the ‘‘memory’’ of such details -
on the minds of living persons,
causing them to think that they
themselves are ‘‘remembering a
past life’’. The purpose? To
foster the false, pagan doctrine
of reincarnation! I submit that
this explanation is far more con-
sistent and satisfactory than re-
incarnation, because: (1) it is in
accord with the Bible; reincarna-
tion is not. And (2) if we have
all lived lives in the past, and if
any of us should be able to re-
member these lives, then all of
us: should be able to do the same
thing! The fact that we cannot, and
that only a small fraction of a
percent of the population has any
such ‘‘memory’’, is in itself an
evidence against reincarnation,
rather than for it, For this shows
that some abnormal condition is
at work, and not a normal human
memory, [ repeat, if it were a
normal human memory of a past
life, then all of us could remember
past lives. When it is pointed
out to reincarnationists that re-
incarnation would make senseonly
if we could remember past lives
and thus profit by mistakes, they
reply that ‘‘this is not the way it
works?’’, Yettheyturnright around

and rely on a few cases of sup-
posed past life memory, as their
strongest proof of reincarnation.
This again, is an argument in a
circle, and no proof at all. If
this is an example of the ‘‘sci-
entific proof’” which Ah-Mena
claims to back up (his, her) theo-
ries. I think we have little to fear!

Now the next subject. Ah-Mena
states that the Creator is giving a
message to the world through ‘“al-
most every main Mystery School
and Lodge.’”” Well does the Cre-
ator work in this way? These
‘““mystery schools’’ are by their
own admission a continuance or
revival of the ancient Mystery
schools of Egypt and Babylon. Both
Egypt and Babylon are used
throughout the Bible as the very
types of wickedness and sin. Israel
was delivered from Egyptian bond-
age, and this is used in the New
Testament as a type of the Chris-
tian’s deliverance from the bondage
of sin, It was this ‘‘mystery
religion’’ which started in Babylon
under Nimrod and Semiramis, and
which later became centered in
Egypt, which was the beginning
of the idolatrous system which so
often led Israel astray in Old
Testament times, and brought
God’s punishment upon them, (See
“The Two Babylons’’, by Alex-
ander Hislop). I do not vouch for
the truth of every idea expressed
in this book; it is written from a
somewhat prejudiced viewpoint,
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But the section dealing with the
origin andspread of the Mystery
Religion in ancient times is
thoroughly documented and con-
tains a wealth of information with-
out which no one can understand
the true nature and meaning of
ancient pagan religions.

What does the New Testament
say about these “‘mystery
schools’’?  Speaking of the very
teaching of the Anti-Christ which
would finally culminate inthe ‘‘man
of sin,”” Paul says,’”’ The mystery
of iniquity doth already work. . .”
(I Thessalonians 2:7). In Reve-
lation 17, a -great false religion
is described as having on her
forehead written ‘‘Mystery, Baby-
lon the Great. . .”’, inother words,
a religion teaching the Babylonian
mysteries, In the first century,
A.D., the center of this religion
had shifted to the ancient city
of Pergamos, and precisely atthis
time we find Christ the Revelator
causing John to write to the Chris-
tian Church which was at Per-
gamos, ‘I know thy works, and
where thou dwellest, even where
Satan’s seat is . . . where Satan
dwelleth (Rev. 2:13). Language
could hardly be plainer!| In other
words, the *‘‘mystery schools’’,
instead of teaching the Creator’s
message of one true religion, are
actually teaching the very religion
of Satan the devill Why is it,
that so many in this age, are
turning away from Christianity in
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all its forms, and back to the
ancient ‘‘mystery religions’’ of
Egypt and Babylon, to black magic,
spiritism, and various forms of
occultism? I believe that this
too, was prophesied, in a prophecy
which specifically pinpoints cer-
tain identifying marks of the oc-
cult religions, I Timothy 4:1-3:
“Now the (Holy) Spirit speaks
plainly, that in the latter times
some shall depart from the faith,
giving heed to seducing spirits
(spiritism and spirit contactees)
and doctrines of demons (occult
mysteries), speaking lies in hypo-
crisy, having their conscience
seared with a hot iron, forbidding
to marry (the anti-sex teachings
of ‘‘super-pure’’ occultists), and
commanding to abstainfrom meats
(compulsory vegetarianism) which
God has created to be received
with thanksgiving.’’

Every doctrine here can be
found in the occult ‘‘mystery
schools’’, It cannot be found
anywhere else! Let me urge all
readers to consider carefully, that
your creator forbids you to dabble
in these Satanic mysteries!

Next the writer states: ‘‘If we
are to believe one thing in the
Bible, it is that it is now time
for the pyramid to begin witness-
ing,”” Now this is amazing! The
way that statement is worded, you
would think that both the *‘fact’
of a ‘‘pyramid witnessing’’, and
the time of such *‘‘witnessing’’,



is as plain as can be in the Bible|
This is the one thing, supposedly,
if any, which we can believe! The
fact is, the Bible nowhere even
mentions a ‘‘pyramid witnessing’’;
and of course, not the time of
such a witnessing, Isaiah 19:
19-20, which Ah-Mena interprets it
to mean pyramid, but this is purely
opinion, with no basis whatever
for assuming that her interpreta-
tion is correct. An Altar is a
place of worship. The pyramids
were, first and foremost, tombs
or burial places of the Pharoahs,
There is a difference. And as
for the time of the altar’s being
a ‘‘sign and witness’’, read the
connected verses in Isaiah 19,

Verse 17, ‘“In that day shall
Judah be a terror unto Egypt.”’

Verse 18, “In that day shall 5
cities in Egypt speak the language
of Canaan,”’

Verse 22,
smite Egypt.”’

Verse 23, “In that day shall
there be a highway out of Egypt
to Assyria.”’

Verse 24, “‘In that day shall
Israel be a third with Egypt and
with Assyria, even a blessing in
the midst of the land.”’

I submit that:

(1) The term ‘‘in that day”’
refers to the same time in all
these verses.

(2) The things listed in verses
17,18,22,23,24, are mnot happen-
ing now,

“The Lord shall

(3) Therefore, the things in
verse 19,20 are not happening
now either!

‘‘Ah-Mena’’ has again given us
a classic example of taking verses
out of context and mis-interpreting
them, Her interpretations are
purely fictitious imagination!

The ‘“‘belief of modern
scholars’’ that there were ‘‘two
Moses’’ is even more ridiculous.
The text of the Old Testament,
which was accurately preserved
by the Jewish scribes, knows only
one Moses. In Exodus 2:21, we
find the Moses who was getting
ready to lead Israel out of Egypt,
married to Zipporah., In Exodus
18:2, the Moses who led the people
to Mt. Sinai (next chapter) was
still married to Zipporah. Quite
a coincidence, if two different
Moses’ had the same wife! And
Yahweh was the same ‘‘One God’’
which first revealed Himself to
Moses. God has many names,
which simply reveal different at-
tributes. One name was ‘‘the
Eternal’”’, meaning the ever-living
one. Another name is El-Shaddai,
meaning the Almighty. Still an-
other is Yahweh-Ropha, meaning
God-Healer, And there were
several others. The different
names reflect different attributes
of the same God, not different
gods. And the idea of a ‘‘Jealous,
Vengeful, Tribal God’’ shows a
complete ignorance of the meaning
of the Bible, God created all
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people, He loves all people, and
He will yet save all people. But
He is the God of Israel in this
sense: He chose Israel, they
were His chosen people. But
chosen for what? For special
favors? NO! They were chosen
to do a job, and to be used as an
example before all the world! God
demanded obedience to His Laws
from them, and He punished them
when they were disobedient., This
was all done in love, to teach les-
sons to them and “‘to us who live
now’’. Because it is only through
love for God and man (summary
of the Law) that we find peace,
happiness, and (eventually)eternal
life. God used Israel also, to
execute judgment on a few very
corrupt nations. God had inter-
vened to protect these same nations
years earlier, because ‘‘their
iniquity was not yet full.”’ But
when their iniquity became ‘‘full”’,
when so corrupt that they could no
longer have any happiness in this
life, God in love destroyed them,
in order that He might later save
them and give them Eternal Life.
The destruction was the lesson
they needed to bring them to their
senses. Exodus 34:6-7 (still on
the mount) show what kind of God
this so-called ‘‘second Moses”’
worshipped. ‘‘, . .the Loxd, the
Lord, a merciful and gracious
God, slow to anger, and rich in
kindness and fidelity, continuing
his kindness for a thousand gen-
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erations, and forgiving wickedness
and crime and sin; yet not declar-
ing the guilty guiltless. . .”

Does this sound like a vengeful,
hateful, tribal god? These verses
alone prove the scholars wrong!
David worshipped this same mer-
ciful God, he didn’t ‘‘discover’’ a
new one in Zion. Many modern
scholars, and modern occultists,
are ignorant of what the Bible
says of God’s ways and plans, so
they twist the Bible around any-
way they please, to suit their own
imagination,

Beginning the last paragraphon
page 15, the author gives a lot

.of names of gods and goddesses,

etc. I will just point out in
passing that Hislop in his Two
Babylons proves this ‘‘Holy
Trinity’’ of Father, Mother, and
Son to be none other than Nim-
rod, Semiramis, and Semiramis’s
illegitimate son Ninus or Tammuz.
This is the ‘“son’’ who was called
“Osiris’’ in Egypt, and they were
known by various names else-
where! This was not the God of
Israell Not the Creator! It is
true that Israel did at times re-
sort to worship of this unholy
Trinity. But God always punished
them for it!

There are many errors be-
ginning about the middle of page 16
and on to the middle of page 17.
I will try to briefly comment on
each, without quoting from the
article, as you can read this for



yourself.

(1) Christianity places all the
powers and attributes of the Son
(of God) in Jesus, because he was,
the Son of God, the ‘‘word’’ or
‘“‘spokesman’’ made flesh, This
same Jesus was the One who
created the Universe (John 1, He-
brews 1).

(2) Christianity does not re-
member the ‘‘adept perfect son’’
‘“‘initiation = of the mystery
schools’’, nor the ‘‘seven mys-
teries’’, because thesethings were
never part of Christianity, but
were rather, as we have explained
before, Satan’s religion,

(3) The form of ‘‘Pantheism’’
which Ah-Mena presents is also,
in error. The world is separate
from its creator, He is not dif-
fused inside the universe, but is
wholly independent of and separate
from it.

(4) We were not ‘‘there in the
beginning’’ with Christ, nor does
our Christian Bible make any such
statement. Rather, here is what
the Bible does say: Gen. 1:26,
man was created after the earth,
and all the plants and animals,
were already created, Gen, 2:5,
‘“‘after every plant, . .was in the
earth. .there (still) was not
(vet) a man to till the ground.”
Job. 38:4, God said to Job (a man):
‘““Where were you when I laid the
foundations of the earth? Speak,
if you have understanding!’’ And
Job could not speak and declare,
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because he had not been in existence
then!

(5) It may be that many Chris-
tians have wandered from their
earliest truth; but at the same
time it is well to remember that
Christ promised to be with His
followers (Christians) all days,
even to the end of the world. He
also promised that the Holy Spirit
would guide them into all truth,
Now Christ proved the truth of
His promise by rising from the
dead, so it is not sensible to say
that His promise failed! The
truth then, always has been, and
is today, to be found among Chris-
tians, and not among occultists
who persist in preserving the
“‘mysteries of inquity’’. The Bible
has been written, preserved, and
translated by the Christian Church.
It is not left to modern ‘‘Initi-
ates’’ to unlock its messages.

(6) Jesus came to ‘‘save sin-
ners’’ and to give ‘‘His life a
ransom for many’’. Not to teach
man to ‘‘redeem himself’’,

In closing with the first article,
we agree that religion should be one
and truthful; but this unity and
truth is not found inoccultism.

Now for the second article
“Mrs. Lauer’s Prophecy’’, actual-
ly, most of the points in this
article have already been dis-
cussed in the commentary written
on the first article, but there are
a few comments which should be
made. The whole thing again is
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based on Pyramidology, which is,
as we have already pointed out,
totally foreign to the Bible. It
might be pointed out here, that
dozens of people have interpreted
certain elements in the design of
the great pyramid as having pro-
phetic significance of some certain
events, Some have set dates for
the world wars, the return of
Christ, the end of the world, etc,
And every one has been utterly
wrong, as proven by the failure of
his ‘‘prophecies’’ to materialize,

Further, the Bible knows
nothing of a temple of God at Zion
(though Zion is often used pro-
phetically in reference to the
Church), but the only literal temple
was built originally by Solomon,
after David was ‘‘already dead”’,
and it was at Jerusalem, not Zion,
and it was in this temple that
God placed His presence and a
manifestation of His glory. And
it is certain that the worship of
the true God was not present in
any part of Palestine before
Israel’s conquest, otherwise God
would never have used Israel tode-
stroy or drive out the other inhabi-
tants. The true worship may have
existed there much, much earlier,
but not at that time., David was
brought up in the worship of the
most High, he didn’t have to be
converted by the Pagan Jebusite
priesthood. They did not worship
the Most High anyhow, but were
idolators.



The author identifies the
Father’s Only Begotton Son with
light. Then states that both re-
ligionists and scientists recognize
this primal creating Light as the
source of Creation. The Bible
on the other hand, states that God,
in whom was life, created light
along with all other portions of
the physical universe. (Gen. 1:3-4).
Life always came first, then light,
The life which was in Christ gave
llight to every man, and not vice
versa (John 1:4). The author’s
theory is just the reverse of the
truth, and is just Pantheism re-
stated.

Mzr. Erdmann has already com-
mented on this - I would like to
add one point. ‘‘Ah-Mena’’ states
that it was a Scientific Discovery
which opened Daniel’s end-time
prophecy, and that this opens the
door for correct understanding and
revelation of all prophecy *‘through
the pyramid form and its ac-
companying Wisdom’’.

What does the Bible say about
this? Daniel says ‘‘none of the
wicked shall understand, but the
wise shall understand’’. Psalms
says, ‘‘the fear of the Eternal is
the beginning of Wisdom, a good
understanding have all they that
do His Commandments,”’ True
wisdom, therefore, comes not from
pyramids or scientific discover-
ies, but from the Spirit of God
which He will give only to those
who are willing to obey Him. It

is the *“way of life’”’ which is
important to God - the keeping of
His Commandments whichteachus
to Love God with all our heart
and to love our neighbor as our-
self - this love which Paul said
teaches or edifies; But Paul also
said that ‘‘knowledge puffeth up’’,
When one makes such a big issue
of ““pyramid wisdom’’, the ‘‘shape
and bounds of the universe’’,etc.,
he only succeeds in puffing him-

self up and not improving his
life at all. . .this kind of ‘‘wis-
dom’’ God does not care for,

He wants us to amend our lives;
not to vainly puff ourselves up with
‘“‘secret wisdom’’.

The question then, of whether
the universe is egg-shaped or not,
is of interest only as a matter of
abstract scientific knowledge, but
has nothing to do with our rela-
tionship to God or with True
Wisdom. The Bible account of
Creation is very brief, showing
that it is not necessary to know
all the details in order to please
God. The main point is that
God is creator and sustainer of
the Universe, and that man owes
Him worship and obedience. It
is certainly not wrong to learn
about other details ofthe universe,
but it is wrong to make it a mat-
ter of religion. Besides, even
though our scientists may ‘‘tell
us’’ that our universe is shaped
like an egg, the fact is that they
do not as yet know, or have any

way to know, what the shape or
limits of the universe are, And
it is deception to pretend that
they do, and that such is a “‘sci-
entific fact”’,

The bit about identifying the
‘‘Father, Mother, and Son-Sun’’
with various parts of the ‘‘Egg-
universe’’ again is just false pan-
theism, and a return to the ridi-
culous, fairy-tale type creation
concepts of the ancient pagan Baby-
lonians and Egyptians. They had
a very similar personification of
light, darkness, chaos, etc. They
called these inanimate conditions
their ‘‘gods’’, and, as the Bible
says, ‘‘worshipped the creation
more than the creator.”” Why do
foolish people today wish to return
to such abysmal ignorance? It is
a fact which all should consider,
that even modern scientists who
may (in some cases) even be
trying to discredit belief in God
and creation, never even consider
the creation-myths of the ancient
gentile nations when discussing
the matter! The only question
which concerns them is whether
their atheistic theories or the
Bible is correct! The other crea-
tion sStories are not even con-
sidered!| Yetsome occultists today
will return to such foolishness,
believing they have discovered
some great ‘‘secret wisdom’’!

Now just a brief word about
“Thirty Years among the Dead’’,
Chapters IX and X. We have
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already said that the ‘‘spirits’’
referred to here are not spirits
of human beings but demon
spirits, Spiritists cannever prove
that these ‘‘spirits’’ are departed
humans, for the same reason that
reincarnationists cannot prove re-
incarnation. The work of demons
explains both phenomena perfectly,
and at the same time is consis-
tent with the Bible and with Chris-
tianity., The fact that these spirits
deny salvation (page 27), and refer
to the Christian religion as a
‘‘hoodoo’” (page 28) proves they
are demons. Besides, even if one
insists on believing that such
spirits are really dead humans,
the Bible forbids having recourse
to ‘‘familiar spirits’’ (of any kind)
and forbids the living to seek in-
formation ‘‘fromthe dead’’. Should
not a people seek unto its God?
In connection with this, we could
refer back to the other side told
IS ECcE, 19:5, e ithesdead Sknow;
not anything!’’, supporting the
over-all view,

In conclusion, occultists have
the same right as anyone else to
hold opinions and to express them.
But to claim, as ‘‘Ah-Mena’’ does,
that such views are ‘‘proven by
science’’ and are ‘‘taught in the
Bible’’ is utter falsehood and utter
deception!

We urge readers to ‘‘have no
fellowship with these unfruitful
works of darkness’’, but rather to
‘‘seek unto your God!”

POWER, kinetically liberated
would function upon the remaining
masses, and every person would
begin to change and become aware
of a new self, powerful and
supreme.

What is our circle of limitation?
What is our level of awareness?
Evidently we do not think BIG
enough nor realize our pos-
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sibilities, We strive and strain
for the praise of others but seem
totally unaware of the far more
vitally important, the ability to
praise ourselves.

The shortcuts of the ancients,
and also some of the moderns,
though basic, are not fully and all
inclusively scientific. If we break
down the wall of our accepted limi-
tations placed upon ourselves and
fellow humanity, would this
liberated thought force startager-
mination of seeds belonging to a
new order and a truly free in-
dividual? Has superstitious thought
served its purpose of conditioning
and is now ready to be replaced
by a science clearly perceived and
realized as a sure system of ac-
complishment?

Could this ‘‘hour of the world’s
greatest need’’ be a place of transi-
tion, a finish of the old and a
beginning of the new? Psychiatry
is heralding a new man and a
new day. Surely it is time to
heed these revelations and
promises based upon a field of
new facts that shine an energiz-
ing light upon a hope that has
either been long dead or far away
in a realm of imagined illusion.

What is at first reasonable be-
comes in the final analysis unrea-
sonable, There must be a fact
more vital, more personal, withan
effect of direct, intense, physical
experience, added to the field of
awareness, before an age-old pat-
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tern of attitude can be changed.

Blind striving for a protection
against an obvious foe outside the
body, can be a hoodwinkto a great-
er enemy WITHIN that kills with
a certainty, whereas the other, in
all probability, will never come
near to harm in any way, ESPE-
CIALLY, if the inner mental state
becomes clear of any negative
emotional aspect, but broadcasts
by polarity affinity a clean har-
monious state into the vulnerable
unconsciousness of those less
positive and consequently recep-
tive to that which has been
energized into what is truly the
most beneficial.

Cure the war inside the flesh
caused by emotional dislike and
opposition to the environment and
the body will change, the entity
will change and become an im-
proving influence upon adverse
conditions.

The Divine Law will become
an active Ruler making a fact of
the statement, ‘‘Ye shall have no
fear of the terror by night, nor
for the arrow that flies by day.’’

tory is that hate poured into phys-
ical contest merely lays the foun-
dation for another repetition ofthe
same,

Nothing is more dangerous to
our future than the war clouds
gathering today. A counter-offen-
sive against the war system of
emotional immaturity is the only
sensible procedure, Millions are
being spent for publicity that is
of little moment. What is needed
is a book campaign, Our best books
with the psychiatric truths broad-
cast for all who can read, Trained
lecturers teaching the art of men-
tal-emotional health to those whose
minds if left to the animal in-
fluences of the past, will shoulder
a gun in-the next conflict, Mental
Science isthe keyto a better future,
A key we must use for our own
security, and for a world-wide har-
mony, void of threat and sudden
destructive eruption,

We have the education and the
knowledge it takes. The ques-
tion is, Are we going to use these
vital assets or just drift along in
the maze of increasing discords
until something blows and we either
stir our stamps or else?

ANALYZATION

The building of the char-
acter, Jesus, the Christ, might
easily be considered the great-
est hoax known to man of
this age.

potential perfection.

Once it is thoroughly under-
stood that man has the power to
redeem himself and that no out-
side force is going to do this work
for him, then only will he proceed
from the state of inertia he has
been in for so long, and begin
to release the inner abilities that
potentially await expression.

The parent complex that holds
one to a state of immaturity and
mental inefficiency can be broken
by revealing this false God illu-
sion, and applying with common
sense the truth of the ancient
statements that were placed in a

PROJECT
MOHOLE

OW MANY  readers of

SEARCH have heard of the

two words that make up the
title of this article - Project Mo-
hole? 1, for one, was aware of
it only hazily. Then I read an
item in The Telegram for Jan-
uary 25, 1964. It was an Our
World column by J. Tuzo Wilson,
titled ‘‘A Hole In The Ocean
Floor’’. At once my interest
was aroused, rekindled. Further
research brought more light on
the subject.

A discovery was made in (Wil-
son says 1904 - another source
puts it at 1909) by a Yugoslavian
seismologist, Andrija Mohoro-
vicic, that the earth has a crust
a few miles thick, a thickness
which was later found to be about
twenty miles under continents, and
only three miles under the deep
oceans.

The deepest hole so far dril-
led has never exceeded five miles,
So, if science wanted answers re-
garding the nature of the solid
material below the earth’s crust,
the drilling would have to occur
on the sea floor. Thus was born

Project Mohole, named after Mo-
horovicic.

A group of scientists became
interested, but in an amused sort
of way. They called their meetings
the American Miscellaneous So-
ciety which was largely for en-
tertainment where - as Wilson
wrote “They tried to outdo
each other in proposing imagina-
tive schemes that did not fit into
the regular frame-work of exist-
ing science.’’

This drilling scheme which at
first sounded so outrageous, later
took on more serious tones. It
was, after all, a most intriguing
thought.

The core of the earth is be-
lieved to be of nickel-iron sub-
stance which has continued to cool
and contract since this globe’s

birth. Next comes the encirclingd
mantle, a layer of still-molter
rock., Under tremendous pres-

sure it twists, bends, and flows in
a viscous tide. The upper layer,
or crust, is never-endingly shift-
ing. It moves, reshaping itself,
sometimes imperceptibly, other
times with a sudden violence that
produces earthquakes or volcanic
eruptions.

In the rocks of the Matterhorn
are to be found the remains of
molluscs. This, please note, is
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in an area thousands of feet higher
than the sea in which they once
lived.

At one time the continents were
part of a single land mass which,
| when broken apart, were carried
upon the tides of the mantle to
' their present locations. So goes
the popular belief of many sci-
entists.,

Project Mohole, when it ap-
peared on the scene, caused a num-
ber of questions to be raised.
How could a hole in the ocean’s
floor be drilled? Could a ship
be anchored inwater several miles
deep? If so, would the ship’s roll-
ing break the drill rods? And
how could the hole be re-
discovered after the withdrawl of
the rods to change the drill-bits?

To find the answers, one would
have to consult. . .whom? Well,
how about certain oil companies
that had drilled holes from barges
in close-to-shore water?

This was done in 1961 and,
encouraged by their experience,
a decision was made. Pro-
ject Mohole would be tried in two
stages. The first stage was to
experimentally drill short holes
in deep water with no attempt at
changing drilling bits. Second
stage: the major project itself.

So an existing drilling barge
was found, Specially equipped,
it was taken in water south-west
of Los Angeles where several
special buoys - unlike the barge -
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were anchored to a depth of twelve
thousand feet. Four great out-
board motors were used to keep
the barge near the buoys which in
turn were watched by instruments
like radar and asdic or sonar posi-
tion-finders. Nextcame the lower-
ing of the drill-rods and, finally,
the drilling commenced,

When the drill-bits wore out
at about six hundred feet, they were
pulled up and a new bit was in-
stalled,

Further drilling completed an-
other hole of six hundred foot
depth. This was not a continua-
tion of the first hole to extend
it to a depth of twelve hundred
feet. This could not be done
because no method had been de-
vised of entering the old hole.
But, then, the $7,500,000 test was
merely a limited one, a huge
success as far as it went., What
was needed now were three things.

(1) A large vessel (2) longer
drill rods (3) a workable method
of changing bits to re-enter the
original drill-hole.

Technically, the undertaking
appears possible. The biggest
problem, of course, is the in-
evitable one of financial backing,
for estimates to do the job have
been quoted up to sixty-seven mil-
lion dollars.

THE STRANGE MAN

I went to work for the
Corp. on January 4, 1961, for the
building maintenance department,
which means I was an assistant
janitor.

Even getting on as a
janitor took a lot of pull and it
was through a friend of mine who
had been with themfor seven years
that I got the job.

But then there was
the day I saw the strange man
for the first time, and from then
on it was never the same work-
ing there for me.

Although I was assigned to
the wash rooms upstairs where
the executive suites - and the
“Forbidden Room’’ - were located,
it was in the basement where the
Wheels parked their cars that
I first saw him.

1 really had no business being
down there in the first place.
It was part of The Rules that
no employee ever went anywhere
but in his own assigned area.
But by then I felt I knew the
place and was smart enough to
get away with things that others
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couldn’t, I had already explored
certain off-my-own-limits areas
and not got caught, and I was
already getting snoopy about those
strange things that seemed to be
going on in the place and I thought
I might get a line on - who knows?
Maybe something un-American, I
knew the Wheels drove into the
basement and took a private ele-
vator up to their suites, so no
one ever saw any of them. But
I wanted to get a gander at what
these characters looked like, some
of whose names were in the news
a lot. So I ‘‘borrowed’’ the keys
from the clean-up man who did
the garage while he was taking a
break and I went down there,
Just as [ opened the door to the
stairway, I saw a big black Lim-
ousine pulling in, and no one was
looking my way, so 1 stepped out
quickly and ducked behind a pil-
lar., From there I had a clear
view of the occupants as they got
quickly out of the Limousine and
stepped over to the elevator. They
had to wait a minute for the lift
to come down from the third floor
and while they waited I looked them
over, There were four men, three
average looking, dressed in char-
coal black business suits, smoking
cigars and looking very impoxrtant
and impatient. It was the fourth
one who struck my attention.

It’s hard to explain what it
was exactly that was so strange
about him. He was dressed like
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the others, but wearing a hat,
a Homburg I believe they’re called,
I only got one short good glimpse
of his face and that was from the
side. The first thing I thought
was that at one time he must have
had part of his face shot away or
torn off in an accident and re-
placed by plastic surgery. I knew
a vet who had lost half his face
during the war and had it re-
placed, and the rebuilt portion
had a changeless; doll-like ap-
pearance to it, This was how
the strange man first appearedto
me. :

When they’d gone into the ele-
vator, the chauffeur drove the
Limousine past where I was hiding,
but he didn’t see me, and I ducked
back through the stair door and
up to my own area. No one had
seen me, but when I was taking
the keys back, the garage janitor
was just coming back and I just
barely got the keys back where
he’d left them. Even then I guess
he wondered what I was doing
there. 1 nodded as we passed
but T could feel he was staring
after me. He was an odd-acting
duck - but then most the em-
ployees were. No one hardly
ever spoke or payed much at-
tention to the other while on duty,
or even during breaks. Aside
from my friend, I never associated
with any other employee, even
after work. And my friend and
I never ‘‘talked shop.”’



* After that I developed an eerie
feeling about that whole place,
I can’t explain it. But my curi-
osity was even stronger now and
I was more determined than ever
to find out what was going on,
I've always been pretty gutsy and
the only thing I could have been
afraid of was losing the best job
I'd ever had. I was building up
a pretty fair bank account - I
don’t drink very much and I never
carouse - and was hoping to save
enough to start a little business
of my own. The only thing, by
then I was getting restless. It
was already longer than I'd ever
stayed on one job. But trying
to find out what wasn’t quite right
about that place kept me interested
enough.

The only thing, it was almost
a year later before I was able
to do any more successful
snooping. In that time, I realized
how tightly things were guarded and
how stiff the security was, My
getting down into the garage must
have been a slip-up that happens
once in a thousand times, plus
a lot of luck. Although I can be
pretty wily, it must have been
luck too that no one got
suspicious that I was trying to
learn something - although part of
my act that kept me there, and
probably got the promotion, was
my playing the not-very-bright,
good-natured janitor who was doing
the sort of job that required the

maximum of his mental abilities,

It was probably because of the
Cuban crisis that I finally got
the ““break’’. My shift began after
office hours, when all the help on
the third floor, except main-
tenance, had gone home. It was
against regulations for me to go up
there - even in the small area
I was assigned to - except after
office hours; and not even then if
anyone up there worked overtime,
In fact, I learned that my key
to the mantenance stair door didn’t
even work if I wasn’t supposed to
£0 up there.

But one night I was up there
during my regular hours, cleaning
the rest room that never was used
very much but had to be cleaned
daily anyway, when I heard the
private elevator coming up. I

«quickly turned off the rest room

light and listened through the
closed door. I heard the elevator
door slide open and hurried, padded
footsteps cross the corridor onto
which the rear doors of the exe-
cutive suites opened, mumbled
voices, the click of anopening door
and the sound of it closing and
re-locking. I waited afew minutes
to make sure the corridor was
clear, then I eased the door open
and, seeing the coast was clear,
stepped out. Then I noticed a most
unusual thing, . .

The door to one of the suites
was not fully closed, and through
the crack I could see light, I
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had tried these doors in the past,
when I knew I was the only one
up there, and they’d always been
locked. Whoever had come up a
few moments earlier had gone into
one of the other suites, I was sure,
because I had distinctly heard the
door close, latch and lock. Per-
haps this door had been ajar when
I’d first come up and I hadn’t
noticed it. Anyway, I couldn’t
imagine, as cautious as everyone
had always been, that anyone -
especially one of the Wheels -
would have gone and left his door
open.

I never thought it might have
been a trap. . .

By now, my curiosity was
stronger than my desire to keep
this janitor job any longer. I
had a pretty good bank account
by now and I was really rest-
less to move on to something that
wasn’t so much a routine, I
used to box and I’m pretty strong,
so I never had any fear of what
anyone might do to me if I got
caught snooping, except for the
job, which I didn’t much care about
now anymore,

I walked quietly over to the
door that was ajar and I carefully
peered inside. I could hear voices
coming from somewhere beyond
the room that the door opened
onto, and the light was coming
from a further room. The office
itself was dark and unoccupied,
as far as I could see. The door
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to that further room was wide
open and I figured that must be
the ‘‘Forbidden Room’’ which could
only be entered from one of the
executive suites and which none of
the janitors were ever allowed to
enter. (This was information I
had gleaned from my past snoop-
ing, along with the fact that even
the executive suites were main-
tained by someone other than mem-
bers of the maintenance depart-
ment where I worked out of.)

Quietly I pushed the door open
far enough to admit myself and
I slipped inside. I could see just
well enough from the reflecting

First I’ll describe that room.
It was real plush, like you see
in movies of private clubs for
rich people. Cigar smoke was
drifting up toward the vents and
the lighting was indirect but good
enough for me to make out de-
tails, In my line of vision I
only saw three men, but I think
there were probably about six
altogether. But what my atten-
tion became riveted on was that
strange man [ had seen a year
before - ‘“‘Doll-Face’’, I’d always
remembered him., Now he was
facing my direction and I saw that
my first impression hadn’t been
exactly correct.



His whole face looked syn-
thetic. Even his straight, black
hair looked like patent leather, or
like it was painted on. He oc-
cupied a chair that seemed to be
somehow special in its form and
position. He sat straight and
Stiff. He wasn’t smoking. I
couldn’t make out his eyes for
they were deep in shadows.

The other men were doing
most of the talking, although in
quiet, subdued voices, there
seemed to be a note of emergency.
I only caught occasional, mean-
ingless snatches of their words -
until the strange man finally spoke.

I could understand each of his
words clearly, although he said
only a few words. He didn’t
speak any louder than the others,
but his voice was so much dif-
ferent, higher-pitched and clearer.
It didn’t seem to have any foreign
accent, The other men quit talk-
ing and listened whenever he spoke
his occasional word. There was
no doubt who was in charge.

Several of his words I remem-

ber: ‘“The domain is stable
enough.’”” “‘Three million is the
limit.”” ‘‘Water must be hot be-

fore it can steam.’”’ ‘‘Let’s al-
terate that to 7.”’

He was speaking again when
suddenly he broke off inthe middle
of a sentence and, even though
I still couldn’t see his eyes, I
suddenly realized he was looking

directly toward where I crouched

in the darkness. He couldn’t pos-
sibly have seen me - not with
normal vision - yet I swear he
was looking directly at me!

I've told you I’'m pretty gutsy,
but right then the hair on my
neck started to crawl. There
was this long period of absolute
silence, with only the bluish cigar
smoke drifting up toward the ceil-
ing and that weird character
staring right at me, none of the
other men moving (maybe they
thought he was only deep in con-
centration), And then the door
to that ‘“‘Forbidden Room’’ started
swinging slowly inward, until it
softly closed with a click of the
latch, leaving me staring at a
blank panel.

For an instant I had the im-
pression of being trapped, but
looking around quickly, I saw that
the door to the corridor was
still open.

But I still didn’t run. I ex-
pected any minute security guards
to start popping up out of the
woodwork and I thought, “‘If I'm
running, they’ll start shooting.’’

But no guards appeared, no
one, Hardly believing it, I went
back out into the corridor - hesi-
tant at first, expecting someone
to be waiting out there to inter-
cept me - closed the door to the
suite (latching it this time, and
it locked automatically) and started
for the stairs. [ remembered
my cleaning equipment in the rest
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room, went in and got it, then,
without further incident, went
downstairs. Now I tried the bot-
tom stair door through which I’d
just come, and my key wouldn’t
re-open it.

1 was really shaky now, like
I’ve never been before. I thought
of telling my friend what had
happened, but then I suddenly
wanted one thing more than any-
thing else - to get out of there
and never come back. 1 went to
my locker, hoping now I wouldn’t
run into my friend, changed my
clothes and went home.

When my friend got home he
called me (I was lying in bed
by then thinking about the strange
man and my experience). I told
him I’d got sick and gone home
early and that maybe I’d better
take the next day off, too. But
when he finally hung up, I knew
I’d never go back there, and I
got up as soon as the banks opened,
drew my account, dropped a line
to my friend telling him to col-
lect my pay for me and save it
till I got in touch with him. Then
1 caught the next bus for the
town I’d always figured on going
to if I quit that job.

Later, when I had a Post Of-
fice box, I wrote to my friend and
told him to forward my two days’
pay 1 had coming. He sent a
letter along with it. What in the
hell had I done? he wanted to
know. The day after I'd quit,
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‘‘Hatchet-Face’’ had a requisite
for an ‘‘interview’’ with me, and
my friend hinted that it could
have been part of my ‘‘discharge.’’

An “‘interview’’? What I be-
lieve is that if I had stayed and

faced that ‘‘interview’’, 1 would

perience. As we became adults
we laughed at our childish idio-
syncrasy. But now as we become
more and more inquisitive we
find that old sneakin’ suspicion



coming back - and yes, we know
what a ‘‘persecution complex’’ is,

We wondered if the above story
was the result of a ‘‘persecution
complex’’ experiencing certainco-
incidences. It seemed rather
peculiar that a corporation that
exercised such rigid security
should leave itself wide open at
the top. However, as the writer
said, it must have been one slip
in a thousand, a pretty good record
at that for something which after-
all still would be subject to hu-
man error.

We did a double-take when we
saw Brinsley [Le Poer Trench’s
article Two Sides Of A Coin, in

the Aug. ’64 issue. Why? Be-
cause we had just read almost
those identical words in a book
entitled THE SACRED MUSH-
ROOM, Doorway To Eternity
(Doubleday & Co., Inc., 1959). The
author, Dr. Andrija Puharich, a
leading American para-psycholo-
gist, states that he has no more
doubt as to the existence of ‘‘dis-
incarnate intelligences’’ than he
has to that of carnate ones; to
him ‘‘they are but opposite sides
of a coin,”’

Now, if we read Mr. Le Poer
Trench correctly, what he wants
us to consider is the possi-
bility of an ‘‘alternate uni-
verse’’ in which things are per-
haps the reverse of what they are
here - like a reflection in a
mirror? - as a source of the flying

saucers; and that left-handed
people may represent that Other
World, they having somehow been
born into the wrong universe -
or on the wrong side.

We may be wrong - too literal
Oor even naive - in our interpre-
tation of Mr. Le Poer Trench’s
meaning; but the thing is interest-
ing to consider nonetheless.

Anti-matter and the idea of an
alternate universe are, of course,
common postulates, but we are not
familiar with any materialistic
speculations regarding our per-
sonal relation to this Other
World. .unless the so-called
‘‘spiritual’’ turns out to be ac-
tually just as material as the known
world and we’ve attached a super-
natural quality to it simply because
it is so far from the grasp of
our comprehension in demon-
strable terms.

Two lobes to our brain? Only
the Right side utilized by right-



handed people, and only the LEFT
side by left-handed person?

It is impossible to imagine that
Nature could be so remiss as to
sustain an imperfection, which an
unused portion of our brain would
be if it had no intended function.
Mr. Le Poer Trench obviates the
“‘wise provision’’ answer; and the
idea that our unused grey matter
is just waiting for us to evolve
to the point where we learn to
utilize all of it seems untenable
by the same token. The only
other demonstrable answer we can
think of is that (as we speculate
elsewhere) modern man is a de-
generate from a former higher
being who once made use of all
of his brain and that the unused
portion we now carry is a left-
over, like the appendix, tailbone,
EECS

Otherwise we must recognize
that our seemingly unused portion
DOES have an unknown function, as
essential as the other, . .if not
more So.

At this point we can only pose
certain questions:

Are there beings in a converse
universe who have twin lobes in
their brains and do the majority
there utilize the LEFT side
only?

Does our RIGHT lobe and their
LEFT lobe, then, share some com-
mon psychic affinity?

Is our seemingly unused lobe
the gateway to that other world?

When we have a psychic ex-
perience or talent is it a contact
with that world? Is the ‘‘unused’’
portion actually being used?

Ancient history and mythology
are fraught with references to The
Twins: Do you have a twin in
the Other World? Do you and he
share a common lobe - to him
the RIGHT, to you the LEFT?

May we someday learn to con-
tact this world directly and at
will?

Might we someday find a ‘‘phys-
ical’”” way to contact or reach
this Other World? (Other than
through the mind.)

Have beings in that world Al-
READY learned how to do this?

Could this be what the flying
saucers are?

Dr. Puharich, whose book we
have cited, is particularly in-
terested in the phenomenon which
he refers to as MCC -for ‘‘mobile
center of consciousness’’ and which
we more commonly call astral
projection. Siberian shamans are
known to attain this through use of
the *‘sacred mushroom’’ (Amanita
muscaria) and Dr. Puharich be-
lieves that MCC may be the key
to the ‘‘other side of the coin.”’
We will never understand that other
side, he believes, until we first
understand THIS side - and we’ll
never fully understand THIS side
until we DO realize there ARE two
sides!

I am a student at Brigham
Young University and in writing
this letter I am representing ap-
proximately 50 students, in my
class alone, all of whichare study-
ing religion, and in particular,
the Book of Mormon.

After reading your recent book
entitled He Walked The Americas,
I noticed some distinct correla-
tions between your book and the
Book of Mormon. As youundoubt-
edly know the Book of Mormon
speaks about great nations of
Indians who long ago left Jeru-
salem and came to the Americas.
The Book of Mormon tells of the
history of the people as they lived
and grew in the Americas; in par-
ticular the Book of Mormon tells
of the religious aspects of the
lives of the people and of their
association with Christ who visited
them in their lands.

To make a long story short,
1 would like to make a short list
of some of the things you mentioned
in your book which parallel the
Book of Mormon and the present
day doctrine taught by the Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter Day
Saints:

4, Your book tells of storing
records in caves for future ages;

up at various times in caves, etc.,
for the explicit use of future gen-
erations.

people recorded it on the metal
plates which were later translated
and called the Book of Mormon,
(The Book of Mormon was named
after a fellow called Mormon who
was responsible for abridging
several records into one record
now called the Book of Mormon.)

6. Time and again your book
points out that the ancient Indians
built great temples in which their
sacred ordinances were perform-
ed, people were blessed, etc. The
same is true in the Book of Mor-
mon times, and as you probably
know, the same is true in our
present day church,

ways, and of the ability of the
ancient peoples to do great work
in metals. The Book of Mormon
also relates similar facts - almost
word for word.

Can you comment at all about
this?)

4. When you wrote your book
were you aware of the fact that
it would appeal to the members
of the L.D.S. Church in that it
does tend to confirm many of the



teachings of the Book of Mormon?

I feel rather foolish asking such
basic questions of you as I strong-
ly feel that anyone who could write
a book such as yours must surely
have been aware of many of the
things which I have commented on,
etc. However, since the demand
was so great that someone write
to you to get the answers to some
of the questions which I have
presented you with, I have done it
so we can all benefit from your
reply. I would be delighted to

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similarities between HWTA and
The Book of Mormon. However,
I am not a Mormon and up to
last week had never seen nor read
any part of the Book of Mormon.
Not that I am prejudiced but never
had been exposed to it.

In the last copy of SEARCH
Magazine put out by Amherst
Press, Amherst Wisconsin, I at-
tempted to answer all these ques-
tions which you have asked, and
incidentally, many, many others.

My authorities are the Indians
themselves and the legends as
they were told to the explorers
or interested parties over a hun-
dred years ago before ignorant
people began making fun of what
they did not understand when they
heard the stories. They are to be
found for the most part in books
over a century in age and usually
out of print, therefore, collector’s
items. I believe that many of
these legends were discovered
when the Spanish first entered The
Americas, and that I have by no
means recorded them all.

No, I have never met any of
the LLDS archaeologists. Most of
my information on Mexico was
gained at Mexico University. [only
wrote the book because the I.egend
of The Pale God fascinated me
and has since before the Second
World War. I wrote it up for a
short article in a small maga-
zine then, and in researching the
legend, found the book taking shape
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in my mind. Writing something
to appeal to Mormons was never
in my thoughts at any time. I
was not attempting to appeal to any
