EDITORIAL 

THERE IS a great deal of dif­
ficulty involved in deciding 
what is real, and what is not. 

We have some people who have 
decided that nothing is real, and 
that all is illusion. There is only 
one trouble with that viewpoint, 
and that is the fact that there 
exists an illusion, which makes 
it a reality, and destroys the whole 
viewpoint. Yet millions of human 
beings hold to this view, especial­
ly in the Orient. 

Then there is the viewpoint of 
the subconscious mind. This is 
held particularly by psychiatrists 
and psychologists. They say that w~ 
sometimes have something "real" 
happen to us, which we believe to 
be factual, but it is only our 
subconscious mind giving us an op­
portunity to conquer or forget a 
guilt feeling or complex ( a primary 
example being the dream which 
provides an outlet). They also say 
that a frustration can be satisfied 
by a dream which seems to give 
us the reality. They very con­
fidently say that such things as a 

dream of "heaven" is not reality 
very certainly, but a result of our 
subconscious desire, and an evi­
dence of a feeling of fear of death, 
of annihilation, or of need for re­
mission of "sin" (again the guilt 
complex). 

We have the idea that "faith" 
can perform miracles, that the 
reality of an illness can be e­
liminated, become a fantasy, by 
believing that it does not exist. 
The reverse of this is that thoughts 
are things, and if we think about 
it hard enough, wish for it hard 
enough, pray for it hard enough, 
the fantasy will become reality. 

Just how do we decide that any­
thing is real? Not even our five 
senses can be trusted, they say, 
because they can be fooled, and 
they register illusion with perfect 
reality. It would seem that de­
ciding a thing is real is simply 
a matter of having an opinion. 
Basically this amounts to the be­
lief that thinking a thing is so 
makes it so. Which would be ac­
ceptable enough, except for .those 
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who insist nothing is real, even a 
thought. The whole thing amoun:s 
to a great deal of frustration on 
the part of people who haven't 
learned one GREAT reality - that 
their OWN decision, based on all 
the available evidence, is the only 
dependable and logical basis from 
which to work. In short, if it hap­
pened to you, and your reasoning 
poW't!r decided it really happened, 
that is the only reality that you 
can achieve. To yourself, you are 
real (even though others say you 
are only a figment of their imagina­
tion). Whatever you are, you are 
real; figment of someone's imagin­
ation, or an unreality made mani­
fest. 

We say all this to lead up to 
something that happened to u~. 

In our family we have three 
dogs. Or, we had three dogs. One 
of them is dead ( a reality it is 
hard to deny, considering the cir­
cumstances). This dog, whom we 
named Scamp because that was 
exactly what he was, a very scal­
lawag of a dog, naughty as he 
could be, yet very bright and 
alert. His one bad habit was a 
little game he played with our 
car: every time we got into it 
to go somewhere, or when we re­
turned, Scamp would rush pell­
mell directly toward the auto, from 
the front, until it would seem he 
would dash right under the wheels, 
at which point he would turn on a 
dime and race on ahead, barking 
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furiously, running at full tilt. He 
did this only to our car, but it 
was very annoying. You always had 
to keep from running him over, 
as he depended utterly on the fact 
that he knew you as a friend, 
trusted you, and knew you could 
never harm him. Naturally it re­
quired a foot on the brake, an 
alert eye, and the knowledge that 
this was his habit. At any time it 
would have been easy to run over 
him, because if you did not brake 
your forward progress to give 
him time to wheel and race the 
other way, he would never make 
it on his own. He was a very fool­
ish dog that way, unable to cal­
culate the safety factor. But we 
always slammed on the brakes, and 
he always made it (or nearly 
always). Twice, each time in the 
winter, he slipped in the snow, and 
actually did go under the car. One 
time he was simply scared, the 
other he was run over, but the 
deep snow acted as a cushion, and 
he only limped for several weeks. 
He didn't learn, however. He re­
sumed his practice each time. 

Several weeks ago we drove out 
of our driveway, turned down the 
road, looked for Scamp, and found 
that he was not in sight. So we 
started off for town, accelerating 
as we went. We never saw Scamp 
tearing out of another driveway, 
pelting so hard and fast to gee to 
his usual position in front of the 
car that he was unable to bark. 



We could not see him, we did not 
hear him, but we did hear the 
ominous bump-bump that signaled 
a front and back wheel going over 
something, and we knew instantly 
what it must be. We also knew 
that this time Scamp would not 
just be scared, or made to limp. 
This was bad. In our rear-view 
mirror we caught a glimpse of 
the dog, still running, already 
down in the ditch beside the road, 
his little legs pumping like pistons, 
but his head dragging in a peculiar 
way. We didn't know it at that 
instant, but Scamp was already 
dead, and his legs working only by 
reflex action. 

By the time we stopped, backed 
up, we had a demonstration of the 
faultiness of observation in such 
events - we had no idea within a 
hundred feet of where Scamp had 
really run off the road. We wound 
up searching the ditch on the wrong 
side of the creek. We thought we 
heard a peculiar whistling whine 
just once, but nothing else. We had 
shut off the car engine to have 
silence, but we heard nothing. We 
went back up to the house to see 
if the injured dog had returned to 

his home, but nothing. 
Now we were very concerned, 

not because we hoped Scamp would 
live, because we knew it was hard­
ly possible, but the prospect of 
him suffering for hours or days 
before dying if not found was not a 
pleasant thought. We had to find 

him, and if fatally injured, put him 
out of his misery. 

It was the other two dogs that 
found him. He was only thirty feet 
from the road, in a clump of 
bushes, and he was very dead. We 
took off his collar. It seemed sort 
of ritual, sort of final, to do so. 

Scamp was dead, and we had 
killed him. He was dead because 
he had loved us. He was dead be­
cause his usual delight at his game 
on departing and arnvmg had 
brought him under the wheels he 
had previous reason to know would 
not hurt him, because the owner 
he loved would protect him by 
adjusting his speed to accommo­
date the game. It bothered us. It 
would bother you. One question in 
particular bothered us. What about 
Scamp? 

What about him? Was he just 
non-existent now? Real one mo­
ment, and not real another? There 
is an old saying: "I think, there­
fore I am." Scamp could think. 
Particularly when our wife would 
try to break him of the ha bit of 
running before the car, by 
threatening him with a stick. Scamp 
would look at her, run the other 
way, double back in his tracks, and 
approach the car from the op­
posite direction, knowing she 
couldn't catch him. He reasoned. 
He figured out ways to avoid her 
and the stick, and yet play the 
game. He thought. Therefore, he 
wast 
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But what about now? Is he now? 
And if so, where, how? 

For days I kept asking this 
question in my mind. It was a 
personal thing now. And in the pro­
cess I forgot one thing I learned 
long ago: the truth ofthestatement 
in the Bible: "Ask, and ye shall 
receive." Here I was, asking re­
peatedly, "What about Scamp?". 

The answer came, as I should 
have known it would. 

Last night I had a dream. It 
was the kind of dream l have 
learned to classify as ''reality" 
rather than "illusion". I class 
Llreams which occur in color as 
real, the ones in black and white 
as due to the subconscious, patch-
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ing experiences together (very 
cleverly sometimes) to create 
an illusion designed to alleviate a 
frustration, remove a guilt feeling, 
or simply to compensate for a 
disappointment. This dream was in 
full color, it progressed at a nor­
mal time rate, it progressed 
logically from event to event, from 
detail to detail, and it answered 
the question in such a wealth of 
completeness that no one could 
find a further question to ask 
regarding it. 

We live on a lake. It is lined 
with trees. It has some dead trees, 
some rotting stumps about it, much 
beauty, and some ugliness. Some 
dead trees, such as the dead white 
birches, are beautiful. A dead 
scrub oak isn't beautiful. A dead 
fish, rotting on the shore, is not 
beautiful. 

In the dream the lake was the 
same, but all the ugliness was 
removed. The trees were full­
grown and stately, and magnificent. 
The color of the landscape was 
incredibly- beautiful. And the place 
teemed with wildlife. There were 
six beautiful horses, racing about 
the field adjacent to the lake. There 
were magnificent large geese and 
smaller clucks swimming ab:::iut. 
There were myriads of birds. The 
sunlight was beautiful. Everything 
was a veritable paradise. And there 
in the midst of this paradise was 
Scamp, racing about joyfully. 

And he came instantly tearing 



toward me, obviously delighted to 
see me. 

Now, Scamp was always dirty. 
He had a habit of poking into the 
most tangled briars, into the mud, 
challenging turtles, etc. And he was 
no different now.

In the dream I washed him clean, 
using soap, and rinsing him off 
in the shallow water near the shore.

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THE MYSTERY OF THE 

PETRIFIED FOREST

I N ARIZONA and in Colorado, 
in the general area below what 
in long-gone ages was a great 

inland "ocean", where now exists 
the Great Salt Lake and its sur­
rounding desert, is the wonderful 
"Petrified Forest". We call it an 
ocean, because it, like the world's 
larger bodies of water, was salty. 
Great Salt Lake is one of the salti­
est bodies of water in the world. 
Bue in chose old days, the whole 
vase area surrounding it was a 
much greater body of water. This 
body of water was bounded on the 
south by mountains, which con­
tained it. Today, in order to re­
constitute the old inland ocean, we 
would have co plug up the Grand 
Canyon and the gorge of the Col­
orado River. Th is mile-deep crev­
ice would effectively empty our 
inland sea if we tried to fill it -
and that is exactly what it did 
in ages past. 

We are told that the Colorado 
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river formed the gorge. Formed it 
through millions of years of slow 
erosion. We are told that the great 
Salt Sea dried up by evaporation 
until today all that remains is 
Great Salt Lake, the Salt Flats, 
the Salt Desert. And we tend to 
believe the geologists because they 
are geologists. Yet, all the same, 
there is a mystery here. 1\nd the 
mystery becomes quite intriguing 
when we look at the mystifying 
petrified trees that make up one 
of America's most interesting na­
tional monuments. The mystery is 
simple - how do we link the trees 
with that same very ancient past? 
How do we place these trees in an 
era hundreds of millions of years 
ago - when they are modern trees 1 

When we say "modern" we 
mean simply that at the geological 
level at which they are found 
(supposedly) they are not com­
patible with what should hn\·e been 
growing there, i~levels are 



what they are presumed to be. But 
the fact of the matter is that the 
same type of petrified tree is found 
high up on the canyon walls, as 
down in the lowest eroded areas 
separated by hundreds of millions 
of years. 

It can be said that they are not 
modern trees, to which all we can 
say is that they are not ferns. 
They are definitely trees so simi­
lar to those of today that they 
cannot be separated. We can't say 
what kind of trees, because the 
trees themselves are gone, and 
only their mineralized images re­
main. 

The explainers tell us the trees 
were covered over with water, and 
with mud, and as the wood rotted 
away, the mud seeped into the 
interstices, hardened into rock, 
and finally the whole tree was 
stone. Then this was subjected to 
long eras of pressure under the 
weight of mud and water, and 
finally turned into the agate-like 
stone which today constitute the 
petrified forest - very beautiful 
stone, capable of high polish, and 
valuable as an art stone. Actually 
they are semi-precious stones, 
jewels. Then, by some means the 
seas evaporated, the mud eroded, 
leaving the trees standing and 
lying just as they had been when 
first inundated. Nobody explains 
why the trees became jewels and 
the mud that caused the be-jewel­
ing in the tree remained just plain

mud around and over the tree. Why 
did not all the mud become the 
same stone, become petrified? 

The answer, it seems to us, 
is plain - the trees did not take 
millions of years to petrify, but 
perhaps only thousands. They fell 
into, or were inundated, or were 
carried into by torrents, this salty, 
mineral-laden water that con­
stituted the Great Salt Sea of 
ancient times. It was thedissolved 
minerals in the water that im­
pregnated the tree, and entered 
into each cellulose wood cell, and 
convened it into this beautiful kind 
of agate. The wood did not rot 
away at all. This IS the original 
tree, with the salts ADDED. 

Since some are still standing 
(many!) they must have been in­
undated in a flood. It couldn't 
have been an ordinary flood, be­
cause this would have been fresh 
water. It was a flood of water 
from the salt ocean that once 
existed, but now does not, because 
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the Grand Canyon and reaches of 
the Colorado River Gorge do not 
permit it! In short, the Canyon 
and the Gorge are the CAUSE of 
the emptying of the Salt Ocean, 
and NOT through millions of years 
of slow erosion. 

Because of the location and 
nature of these petrified trees, we 
believe the Grand Canyon to be a 
giant earthquake crevice, which 
when it was opened, must have 
rocked the continent. And when 
it opened, the Great Salt Ocean 
of old times emptied through it, 
smashing all before it, destroying 
the mighty forests that once stood 
about it and to the south of it; and 
in the areas where the Petrified 
Forest is now found, createdgreat 
log collections in low areas, whe1·e 
they soaked for centuries in min­
eral-laden waters until they be­
came fully impregnated, and as 
the shallow waters evaporated, 
left them exposed on the surface. 
No vast erosion occurred, lower­
ing the land ove_r thousands of 
square miles hundreds of feet. The 
land there today is as it was 
(10,000?) years ago,whenthetrees 
grew there. The Grand Canyon 
is worn by the elements over the 
centuries, because it is only sand­
stone, and its original jagged edges 
smooth. But it is not the ancient 
thing they say it is. For growing 
at varied heights along its length, 
at different geological levels, are 
these same KIND of petrified trees, 
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some still rooted where theyorig­
inally grew. The water levels have 
changed from time to time, per­
haps because of new quakes, or 
wearing away of holding obstruc­
tions below, toward the south. 

Last of all, the Great Ameri­
can Desert south of the whole 
area is covered with 1500 feet 
of ocean sand, in an area where 
there NEVER was an ocean. The 
sand came down with the Salt 
Ocean to the North, when it erupted 
through the great break in the 
barrier that had held it in place, 
through the Grand Canyon, and 
spread out in this instantaneous 
alluvial sand plain which even to­
day is so fertile, with all its miner­
al content, that when rare rain does 
fall, we have the most beautiful 
flower display in the world, the 
delight of all tourists who have 
seen it. Water, in this desert, they 
say, could result in a Garden of 
Eden in beauty and fertility. 

And we think, given the water, 
those same trees would grow again, 
identical to the petrified forest, 
and we would know for sure just 
what they were; oak, pine, 
ponderosa, redwood, or what? But 
not ferns from hundreds of mil­
lions of years ago, and not harden­
ed mud casts which mysteriously 
harden into jewels in rotten wood, 
while just beyond the bark of the 
tree, remain just common mud that 
washes away in the rain.

THIS TEEMING 

UNIVERSE

TEEMING IS the word that 
best describes life in this 
universe. Space literally 

reeks with life forms. In place 
of the old concept of Earth as 
an oasis in a limitless desert 
of space l want to convey a pic­
ture of life everywhere. The old 
notion of life only on Earth re­
flects an immature consciousness, 
a limited perspective, a primitive 
understanding. Out of the nar­
row concepts of a primitive so­
ciety a fast growing science has 
carried along numerous notions 
one of which is that man and life 
itself is peculiar to Earth. The 
logical view is Earth and all there 
is there on is a sample of what 
is universal. 

Man's consciousness has ex­
panded with his learning. The 

baby becomes conscious of its 
toes, its fingers, and its mother. 
The child is conscious of its plea­
sures, its fears and its immediate 
neighborhood. The adult becomes 
conscious of the world, the solar 
system and the universe. The 
consciousness of some adults in­
creases to include an understand­
ing of atomic physics, biology, 
psychoanalysis, etc. Always man 
looks out from his own little self 
centered mind and his thinking 
is colored by this egocentricity. 

Mankind's growing conscious­
ness first became aware that the 
Earth was round and then real­
ized that it revolved about the 
sun and then that the sun re­
volved about other stars. Yet 
even though such vastness was 
conceived there was a reluctance 
to admit that anything could fall 
to Earth that did not originate 
on Earth. The current scientific 
dogma asserts that sedimentary 
rock with or without fossils can-
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not fall to Earth unless it ong1-
nates on Earth. Fifty years or 
so ago and again very recently 
some maverick scientists have 
claimed to have found bacteria 
inside meteoritic rock. Tomorrow 
the dogma of science will include 
fossils among the allowable 
meteorite materials. 

Charles For_!: amassed ooxes 
of newspaper clippings telling of 
objects fallen from the sky and 
these objects included aoout every 
imaginable thing ooth animate and 
inanimate. Things are still fall­
ing unexplained from aoove. Ice 
is the most common of these 
non meteoritic meteorites, chunks 
weighing hundreds of pounds crash 
through roof tops and narrowly 
miss pedestrians - always ex­
plained as originating aoout some 
aircraft - ignoring the fact that 
such ice falls were reported long 
before man began to fly. 

Our astronauts reported the 
space aoout them (at sunset) filled 
with what looked like fireflies. 
An explanation seemed forthcom­
ing when Scott Carpenter pound­
ed on the side of his space ve­
hicle and supposedly dislodged 
chunks of frost, no one dared point 
out the obvious that he could have 
scared or disturbed a number of 
said fireflies that had settled on 
his craft. Besides it is ex­
tremely doubtful that a layer of 
frost that could be dislodged by 
banging on the inside would col-
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lect upon the outside in the almost 
complete vacuum into which his 
exhaust gases were ejected. Added 
to the fireflies there is the 'piece 
of paper' that kept pace with Major 
White's XlS for five seconds at 
an altitude of 310,000 feet. Most 
significant is Major White's ra­
dioed remark while at the top of 
his record breaking climb, "There 
ARE THINGS out here I'' 

But the teeming life I referred 
to is not the tenuous eerie fire­
flies, the life I referred to is 
life as we know it here on Earth. 
The entire imaginable universe is 
only a dot in the infinite and re­
gardless of the mechanics of cre­
ation and degeneration such as the 
gathering together of the entire 
energy of the known universe at 
one point in space and its sub­
sequent explosion or the compara­
tively 'steady state' principle, life 
infests every friendly sphere with 
equal zeal from here to eternity. 

The elements from which our 
planet is constructed number 
roughly one hundred, from simple 
hydrogen to the unstable heavy 
plutonium. This list of elements 
comprises a quite complete set 
of all possible combinations of 
protons and electrons and it is 
very unlikely that other universes 
are made of different stuff. Chem­
ical action depends on temp­
erature, the chemical actions that 
comprise living things cease to 
function at even moderately low 



temperatures and at moderately 
high temperatures they are de­
stroyed. Where ever in the uni­
verse life exists it is constructed 
upon the same one hundred ele­
ments as is our own life. Where 
ever there is matter in the uni­
versal expanse of space this mat­
ter has elements with which we 
are familiar. 

A star may explode hurtling 
its satellites out into space, or 
a wandering mass may collide with 
a living planet destroying it and 
scattering its rocks and oceans 
into space: During an infinity of 
time an infinite number of life 
filled planets have thus had their 
contents dumped into space. The 
complex life forms probably all 
died but many of the simple one 
celled life forms were put into 
a deep freeze where they 'hiber­
nated' until they found a home 
on a new planet or burned up 
falling into some blazing sun. With 
a suitable heat shield Glen and 
Carpenter survived re-entry; 
Nature could do as much for its 
one celled wanderers. Time means 
nothing to the hibernating one cell­
ed life forms as was shown by 
the resurrection of germs 
650,000,000 years old by Or. Heinz 
Dombrowski (Academy of Sci­
ences, N.Y. City). 

The numerous simple life 
forms chat contaminate much space 
ruble with their hibernating bodies 
seed each new born planet and the 

pattern for evolution is set there­
by. If chis was the only way in 
which life spread itself through­
out the universe it would save 
billions of years in the evolution­
ary processes which culminate in 
the creation of man. These simple 
seeds sewn on suitable planets 
would evolve in each case along 
roughly similar lines and produce 
oxygen breaching creatures of flesh 
and blood resembling in many re­
spects those of Earth. lt is also 
possible that more complex 
forms of life such as the seeds 
of large plants or fish or their 
miniscule offspring could survive 
the deep freeze and indefinite time 
of space travel. These more 
complex forms would set more 
definitely the pattern of evolu­
tion. 

But these simple seeds are 
not the only life in space. Since 
new suns with new planets are 
constantly being created some­
where in the infinite reaches of 
space and since this has been 
going on forever, then through 
the natural course of evolution 
intelligent life has reached the 
atomic age with its rockets, space 
probes, ecc. Queer space must 
be 'full' of space probes and space 
vehicles chat went astray and never 
returned to their home planets. 
Projecting our own space program 
into the future we can see how 
other people of other planetary 
systems muse have developed their 
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space travel vehicles. 
We can assume with some de­

gree of certainty that in many in­
stances of the destruction of a 
planet having a highly advanced 
civilization that an approaching 
cataclysm would be predictable. 
Seeing calamity coming it follows 
that escape would be the natural 
course and one or more space 
arks would be constructed for that 
purpose. Following the ever pre­
sent laws of evolution only those 
arks fit to survive would survive. 
Of the few arks that survived the 
innumerable scattered cosmic cat­
aclysms over countless billions of 
years some would live and prosper. 
This means that it is extremely 
likely that during the habitable 
life of our planet it has been visited 
by creatures whose home was some 
space ark. It is also possible that 
a communication exists between 
space ark dwellers. In fact there 
may be a tremendous multitude 
of space arks of all sizes and 
descriptions, some may be in or­
bit about our Earth and some about 
our sun. 

Picture a group of people en­
capsulated in one or more space 
ships starting out on an endless 
journey into space. Part of the 
knowledge they \\'Ould require to 
survive would be the use of atomic 
energy to provide heat and light 
out there in the cold dark lonely 
reaches of space. fheir arks 
would require extreme maneuver-
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ability and most likely would be 
joined together in a cluster or 
train to reduce vulnerability from 
collision. They would possess 
smaller vehicles for reconnoiter­
ing in space and rounding up space 
junk useful in the life and growth 
of their community. More than 
likely the pilgrims would have 
chosen deliberately and with con­
siderable planning to begin the 
endless journey through space. 
They might even be emigrating 
from a community of such con­
structions placed in orbit about a 
distant star a million years be­
fore when their original home 
planet had been destroyed. l lav­
ing journeyed for many generations 
through space they could have at 

last happened upon our solar sys­
tem and placed themse!Yes in orbit 
about our sun. These space dwell­
ers could have constructed an 
artificial planet a hundred miles 
in diameter behind our sun, in an 
orbit exactly like Earth's but 180 
degrees out of phase so that it 
would always remain hidden from 
Earth. 

You probably wonder "\\'hy 
don't they take O\'er our Earths i nee 
we are so relatively helpless and 
our planet is so wonderful a place 
on which to Jive·)" fhe ans\\'er 
to this is simply that to them 
our Earth is NOT a wonderful 
place to live. Conditioned by 
countless generations of encap­
sulated living, the Earth \\'ith its 



daily temperature changes, its 
storms, earthquakes, hostile 
natives and worst of all its germs 
would be a formidable place in­
deed. It is extremely unlikely 
that they would ever endanger their 
health by contacting in person 
the people of Earth. As for 
contacting us on an intellectual 
level there would be no point, we 
would have nothing in common. 
Their landings on our planet would 
require them to wear protective 
coverings and such landings would 
only be for the purpose of en­
tertainment since all the raw ma­
terials they need could be ob­
tained from the uninhabited 
planets without stirring up a hor­
net's nest as it were. 

Millions of years ago, figura­
tively speaking, the old race of 
space dwellers had to decide (just 
as the people of Earth will soon 
have to decide) what kind of people 
they wanted to be. Just as a 
child reaching adulthood has to 
decide what it is going to be so 
a world outgrowing its primitive 
adolescence has to learn to plan 
its future. Traditions and tab­
boos had to be established that 
would literally last for ever. It 
would be suicidal for a confined, 
integrated and encapsulated so­
ciety of living creatures to trust 
their future to the battle royal 
tactics of the small primitive 
groups on a large planet. Plan­
ned parenthood would be a must. 

Life would settle down to a rou­
tine, possibly terrifically boring by 
Earth standards. Their knowledge 
of science would grow until there 
was nothing new to be learned. 
Their practice of medicine would 
make ours look like that of the 
Australian bushman. Although di­
sease germs would have long ago 
been eliminated they would be so 
familiar with body chemistry that 
diseases would be quickly cured 
if they did occur. Chances are 
that all the ark or capsule dwell­
ers in one community would look 
as much alike as identical twins. 
It is quite possible that in spite 
of resolutions made millions of 
years ago to maintain certain 
physical characteristics they have 
evolved into a big headed tooth­
less and toeless creature much 
like pictured thirty years ago for 
the future of man. It is also 
possible that at the onset they 
decided that individuality was a 
characteristic to be preserved and 
that such individuality would be­
come traditionally preserved and 
their numbers controlled. Perhaps 
for the sake of variety their so­
ciety would be divided into equal 
groups of black men, red men, 
yellow and white. Brown eyes, 
blue eyes, hazel eyes, etc., might 
be rationed proportionally. Of 
course all types would be socially 
equated. 

Out of protection for them­
selves adults must necessarily

imbue their young with certain 
habits such as honesty, kindness 
and such; since this must be so 
in any society we might expect 
the old race of space dwellers 
to be no exception. So regard­
less of the number of arms or 
legs or noses they might possess 
the qualities we know of as vir­
tues would most likely be general 
amongst them. However, their 
kindness might not be projected 
to include such as we, still by 
millions of years of habit the 
space creatures most likely would 
be peaceful. 

Although the old race might 
have sprung from the same seed 
as did we, still it is possible that 
they would not look like us. Due 
to natural laws the odds are that 
all creatures evolving under simi­
lar conditions would produce end 
results not too much unalike. It 
is probably not due to chance alone 
that insects and reptiles did not 
win over man in the evolution­
ary struggle. However, even 
though the space creatures might 
resemble Disney's humanized ani­
mals this present generation of 
Earthlings would have no difficulty 
in accepting them as equals. 

There have been many reports 
of contacts with saucer operators, 
practically all those that describe 
them as tall have been proven to 
be hoaxes, while there is still 
some doubt concerning the stories 
involving little men. Little men 
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make sense. When l was at sea 
I was struck with the uselessness 
of large men. They ate three 
times as much as little men, re­
quired bigger accommodations and 
did less work. The big men 
couldn't squeeze through a hole in 
a domestic water tank to paint 
the inside, they were too heavy 
to haul up a mast to work on the 
rigging, and in general moved more 
slowly. The little man can push 
a button, pull a trigger and gen­
erally do all the things needed 
in the operation of modern equip­
ment just as easily as the big 
man. 

In the planning of the desirable 
stereotype for their society it 
seems to me that the capsule dwell­
ers of space would naturally choose 
an optimum size which off hand 
I would guess to be about three 
feet tall. However, eighteen inches 
could as well be chosen. Per­
haps the little creatures of Ireland 
or the miniscule tunnels of the 
Andes are somehow connected with 
the saucer people. 

Russia and the United States 
are spending good money to send 
men to the moon. In view of 
the hot competition and high cost 
of such an undertaking it seems 
to me wasteful and foolish to 
employ full sized men as astro­
nauts. While we are specializing 
in mechanical and electronic min­
iaturization we ignore the advant­
age we could gain by cutting the 



weight of our astronauts from 
180 down to ninety pounds, with 
the accompanying savings in food 
weight, personal equipment weight, 
etc. Of course, the attitude of 
our scientists is governed by the 
hope that they themselves might 
someday utilize the facilities, how­
ever, the use of little people as 
astronauts until we get more know­
how seems to me the sensible 
approach. 

When will the first contact 
be made between man and the 
old race that lives in space? That 
is a contact that is so ob­
vious and public that everyone will 
know about it and believe it? When 
man sets foot on the moon will 
he find the old race there? Will 
we meet them on Mars? lf my 
surmise is correct their operation 
on both the moon and Mars con­
sists only of occasional visits for 
raw materials. When man reaches 
the moon he will find just what 
it looks like a rocky dusty desert 
with no living thing anywhere. 
Mars will resemble Antarctica 
except there will be no unfrozen 
pools of water there. In be­
tween here and there man will 
be alone yet not unaccompanied 
because the saucers will go every­
where he goes. 

I Juman specimens are undoubt­
edly taken from time to time to 
check our progress. A race that 
has existed a million years may 
still have compassion and return 

the specimen to Earth after ex­
amining it with induced amnesia 
of course. On the other hand 
they might mercifully exterminate 
said specimen. They might re­
work him and make him into a 
slave, or they might keep him in 
a sort of zoo. They might even 
brainwash him and sterilize him 
and generally render him harmless 
after which he may be allowed the 
freedom of the community. At any 
rate the old race must know all 
about us and most likely will not 
fraternize until we have evolved 
far enough to be admitted to their 
society. The inevitable end of the 
trend of man's achievements must 
be to carry him into outer space 
and for him to make a home 
there. It could hardly be other­
wise that other creatures have 
already learned the ultimate and 
that their numbers have spread 
throughout space. Just as the 
winds carry spores, just as the 
oceans carry seeds so that life 
is distributed to every nook and 
cranny of the world, just as germs 
fill the air and contaminate every­
thing we pick up, so life per­
meates the universe. The uni­
verse must literally reek with 
life, and just as on Earth when 
the barren desert is watered or 
the snows melted life springs up 
so where ever conditions combine 
to favor life throughout the uni­
verse there life will also spring 
up.

REINCARNATION

MANY TYPES of trees shed 
their leaves in the fall, and 
to all appearances that tree is

anything less than perfection in all 
categories would not be perfection. 
This also implies that ultimately 
we can build universes in our own 
right, and send our own "Sons of 
God" to inhabit them and work out 
their own evolvement.

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Light + Chlorophyll -- Life 
By W. D. Chesney 

That was true from the beginning, is now and will ever be. Gene­
si S l:J. 

"And God said, let there be light: mid there was light." Gene­
sis 1:11. 

"And God said, let the earth br.ing forth grass. And the earth 
brought forth grass." Revelation 22:2. 

"And the leaves of the tree were for the hea1iug of the nations." 

T HE LEAVES of grass, that 
includes all grains and all 
trees, are green because they 

contain chlorophyll. Without chlo­
rophyll there could be. no life of 
plants and without plants there 
could be no animal life. With­
out animal life and the products 
derived from them, there could 
be no human life. And if, as 
Paul said: "What, know ye not 
that your body is the temple of 
the Holy Spirit?" there would be no 
habitation for the human spirit that 
depends on a human body as a habi­
tation while the spirit gains wisdom 
that is to last through eternity. 

The atmosphere that surrounds 
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the earth is composed largely 
of oxygen, nitrogen and carbon 
dioxide. Our bodies burn up the 
oxygen in human metabolism, and 
release carbon dioxide in which' 
man cannot survive. The ultra 
violet rays of the sun react through 
the chlorophyll and convert, or 
rather synthesize the moisture and 
the carbon dioxide into simple 
carbohydrates as in the case of 
the cereals and fruits, and in the 
act carbon is fixed and pure oxy­
gen is released into the air and 
thus is eternal equilibrium estab­
lished and maintained. Certain 
essential minerals are worked into 
the composition of food from the 



Juice that brings them up from 
the ground. The juice is brought 
up to fill the loss of water ex­
pired from the green leaves be­
cause of the light of the sun. 

When sufficient light does not 
reach green plants, the process 
tends slightly to reverse itself. 
Or the photosynthesis ceases and 
carbon dioxide accumulates and 
acts adversely to life. Dr. Rem­
sen, the great chemist and physi­
cist, once proclaimed: "Try 
nature in the light of experiment." 
Why not? Find a nice, green 
plot of grass. Drop a broad 
board over it and let it remain 
a day or so. Take off the board 
and find the grass wilted, almost 
devoid of living green. Then 
water the faded and dejected grass 
and in a few hours of exposure 
to sunlight, it will again turn 
brilliant green and take up the 
work of photosynthesis. That is 
the miraculous, marvelous system 
whereby the invisible is changed 
into the visible and tangible 
starches and simplest sugars, plus 
a marvelous supply of the water 
soluble vitamins of the B and 
C groups, and the vitamin A and 
E complexes, the fat soluble vita­
mins, after they are acted on 
by certain secretions of the body. 
The use of so-called greens in­
cluding spinach, dandelions, chard, 
beet tops, cabbage, turnip top 
greens, green peppers make the 
use of supplemental vitamin com-

blnation as purchased on the open 
market unnecessary. PROVIDED 
another use of solar photosynthesis 
is employed for gaining a suffi­
cient supply of the very essential 
vitamin D. And that, too, comes 
from the action of the ultra violet 
rays of the sun - the same rays 
that give sunburn, and tans the 
skin, and very dangerous to 
health when an excess of sun­
light blisters the skin. Surpluses 
are always hazardous. 

For untold centuries men have 
used cod liver and shark liver 
oils for natural fat soluble A and 
D vitamins. It is still used by 
careful pediatricians to prevent 
that scourge of children called 
rickets, and as a preventive of 
tuberculosis. It has the property 
of fixing the essential lime (cal­
cium) in the bones, teeth and 
nerves. Man has shut off the 
best source of vitamin D by avoid­
ing the solar radiation on his 
bare skin. There is a substance 
called cholesterol in the skin of 
humans which, on exposure to 
solar rays becomes vitamin D 
and entering the circulation is 
stored in the liver fat, and drawn 
on as needed. The photosynthesis 
of the fat soluble vitamins ,\ and 
D occurring in fish liver oils comes 
about as follows: Microscopic 
green colored plants float about 
the ocean and the sun rays syn­
thesize the vitamins in the plants. 
Various marine fish use the ac-
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tivated plankton as food and the 
vitamins are deposited in the liver 
fat. The various fish liver oils 
are obtained by pressing them 
from the liver fat of the fishes. 
Although little understood, it is 
evident that the green coloring 
matter, chlorophyll is necessary 
in this marvel of photosynthesis. 
That is the same chlorophyll al­
ready described that synthesizes 
the simple starches and sugars 
in land plants and tree leaves. 

But how can the same elements 
produce such a variety of end 
products? Returning the Genesis, 
l: 12 we read: '' And the earth 
brought forth grass, and the herb 
yielding seed after its kind, and 
the tree yielding fruit, after its 
kind whose seed was in itself ... " 
Divine Providence created all 
these things, •'And it was so.'' 
It is so today. Human science 
has partially succeeded in develop­
ing new species but, in time, 
they ALMOST INVARIABLY RE­
VERT TO THE FORMER STATE. 
The very tasty apple, the Delicious 
was developed from the Ben Davis 
apple, but are slowly, but surely 
reverting to the dry, tasteless 
Ben Davis. Wonderfully sweet 
strawberries have been produced 
by human art, but after a very 
few years revert and approach 
the original strawberry, the 
fragaria Chiloensis - the wild 
strawberry. Human art has tried 
to cross the chicken and the turkey 
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without even a reasonable success. 
The turkhen. A few specimens 
of the tigon have been produced 
by human effort in crossing two 
breeds of cats, the lion and tiger. 
Daring scientists, believing that 
there is a very strong relation 
between the higher apes and hu­
mans, have vainly attempted to 
cross breed the species, without 
the least success. As the Bible 
stated, '' Each after his own seed''. 

Even the cross breeding of hu­
mans is fraught with danger, often 
disaster. Good examples of this 
are found in the horrible disease 
known as hemophilia. And the 
sickle cell anemia that comes from 
the negro almost 100%. And those 
horrible appearing scars called 
keloids. From the Sematic races 
come intractable skin disease, im­
petigo and leprosy. Even Nature 
puts a stop to interbreeding in 
the equine species. The crossing 
of the horse and the ass can be 
carried beyond the third genera­
tion, a fact easily discovered by 
consulting any reputable encyclo­
pedia. 

ALL LIFE IS POSSIBLE ONLY 
BY THE ACTION OF THE SUN ON 
CHLOROPHYLL. The only plant 
that comes to mind - a plant that 
contains no chlorophyll, and can 
be grown without solar light, is 
the mushroom. Although consider­
ed a delicacy by many, its con­
tent of nutrients hardly entitles 
it to be called food. It is used 



much in such sauces as Bordel­
laise but it's the meat juices chat 
make it palatable. My aunt, 
Wescine, lived almost co the cen­
tury mark. She had a 'yen' for 
mushrooms greater than a ciga­
rette victim for another cigarette. 
She peeled off the skin, soaked 
it in salt water, fried it in butter. 
A slice of good bread fried in 
butter, is far more palatable, far 
less expensive, and more nutri­
tious. And bread is only made 
possible by the action of solar 
rays on green grass, or its close 
relatives, wheat, rye, maize, etc. 

Thirty odd years ago, this 
writer was in Paris caking some 
P .G. work. Physicians and re­
search chemists had made two 
great discoveries, 1) Fat beef 
carcasses, just unloaded from for­
eign ships, and left a short time 
in the sun, were found to have 
been endowed by good anti-rachitic 
properties. Further investigation 
proved that the sun power had 
created vitamin D by photosyn­
thesis in the cholesterol of the 
fat. On returning co America, 
I started an intensive study of 
Nature's processes of photosyn­
thesis, applied for Letters Patent 
on vitamin synthesis and received 
several very valuable patents. I 
patented both the use of sunlight, 
and the use of artificial sources 
of ultra violet - the mercury vapor 
lamp and the impregnated carbon 
arc lamp. Anyone interested may 

find the full proofs by examining 
the official Patent Office Gazette 
for the lacer part of the twenties 
and early in the thirties. This 
publication can be found in most 
large public libraries. 

While I was in France when 
the beef matter (supra) was made 
public, a number of highly 
reputable physicians were an­
nouncing the very favorable ef­
fects in disease prevention from 
the use of the element magnesium. 
They were using the non-organic 
salts of magnesium. But, where 
could one find the organic source 
of the element? Then came the 
wonderful knowledge that the green 
color in grass, leaves, etc. - the 
chlorophyll - was a very rich 
source of organic, natural mag­
nesium. A well known Kansas 
City biological chemist conceived 
the idea of growing various grasses 
(wheat, oats, rye, barley, etc.)and 
extracting the magnesium-bearing 
chlorophyll. He applied for Letters 
Pa tent and the process was taken 
over by the great Quaker Oats 
Company. In marketing this na­
tural vitamin-mineral product they 
first dehydrated their grasses 
(wheat, alfalfa, etc.) and ground 
the residual powder-dry grasses. 
It was a good product as far as 
it went, but was not acceptable 
co the AMA Committee on foods 
because it was dry roughage, de­
spite che fact it was rich in min­
erals such as· magnesium. Un-
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questionably the dehydration by 
heat and vacuum damaged the pro­
duct. It is no longer on the 
market. 

Reports regarding the good ef­
fects of chlorophyll were so favor­
able that commercial concerns 
began advertising chlorophyll 
preparations in troches for hal­
itosis, in creams as a safe deo­
dorant, in foot powders, etc. to 
the state of nausea. The reason 
is obvious to anybody at all con­
versant with biological chemistry. 
There are two general types of 
chlorophyll: l)The water soluble -
that may be expressed from the 
green herbs, leaves and grass. 
2) The portion that may be ex­
tracted by first drying the grasses, 
and then extracting the far less 
valuable portion with such sol vents 
as ether, benzine, benzol and the 
like coal tar and petroleum dis -
tillates. It is reliably reported 
that this second form of chloro­
phyll was used in the various 
cosmetics, chewing gum, tooth 
pastes. It is little wonder that 
these products did not make good 
in any respect. 

Our own Benj. Franklin once 
wrote: "The man that doses 
himself has a fool for a patient." 
Mankind is a prolific wastrel. He 
often eats the chaff swine would 
not touch, destroys himself by 
his omnivorous and insatiable ap­
petite for stuff that contains very 
little if any nutrition. Not to 
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turn an honest stomach, but simply 
to demonstrate a truth, one may 
now buy, and supposedly eat, such 
things as rattlesnake meat, choc­
olated grasshoppers, gusanos de 
meguey. Any Spanish student can 
tell you what the last item con­
sists of, I will not. However, 
it is considered one of the great­
est delicacies in Mexico. I low ever, 
let us be fair minded. Who has 
not eaten raw oysters, whole, etc.? 

As it is beyond my province 
to prescribe what not to eat, I do 
tell you what you should eat along 
with the American staples, meat, 
potatoes and bread. That would 
be raw green salads and the vege­
tables both red and yellow. You 
should eat green vegetables for 
the chlorophyll content with the 
natural content of organic magne­
sium. If not raw, most of them 
are delicious, easily digested and 
nutritious when cooked a short 
time, at a low temperature be­
cause heat destroy the normal 
enzymes. Many of us remember 
that great psychic and physician, 
George Starr White, the man who 
actually could diagnose disease by 
the aura of the patient. I took 
his special course in 1923. He 
had been a chronic invalid when 
in his youth and middle age, but 
regained his health perfectly and 
lived into his nineties on a simple 
diet in which green grasses 
(alfalfa, beet tops, onion tops, 
chard) predominated. 



There are many biological 
chemists who argue that fresh 
juice from green plants is a pro­
tection against insecticide resid­
uals and radioactive fallout. Not 
long since, the dairy farmers of 
Minnesota and parts of Wisconsin 
were warned that the amount of 
radioactive strontium on fresh 
pasturage was so high that the milk 
animals should be placed in their 
stables and fed on dry feed. Tens 
of thousands of bushels of wheat 
and uncounted gallons of milk were 
buried because of the dangerous 
amount of radioactive chemicals. 
If you read the daily Press, you 
read that. One notes with con­
cern many advertisements in 
health magazines: 

"MAGNESIUM THE MAGIC 
Ml~ERAL'' 

They advertise that the Mag­
nesium is obtained from sea water. 
"Ah, there's the rub." This is 
like taking coal to Newcastle be­
cause if you can grow geraniums, 
African violets, or other house 
plants, you can grow your own 
chlorophyll- bearing magnesium 
and other essential food elements 
the year around in your house. 
,\ny place where a reasonable 
amount of sunshine is available. 
You will see the seeds die, as 
Jesus said: "Except a corn of 
wheat (seed) fall into the ground 
and die, it abideth not: but if 
it die, it brinp;s forth much fruit." 

The reports from using wheat 

grass juice are so favorable, even 
in serious disease conditions that 
it is not in the province of this 
writer to prescribe for specific 
conditions. But he feels it his 
duty to tell you that many reput-
able physicians and many social 
workers who work with people so 
poor they cannot afford expensive 
medical treatments, have been 
using what: they call 'Green Drink' -
the juice from various grasses, 
flavored with nothing but fruit 
juices, or tomato juice, and claim 
extraordinary results in the pre­
vention of diseases due to inade­
quate food of the right nutritive 
value. And it is my duty to advise 
this wheat grass juice seems to 
supply the missing link that in­
creases and supplements the nor­
mal protective powers of the human 
body. Who has not seen his 
dog, apparently ill and listless, 
chew up grass and swallow the 
juice, and then be relieved of 
conditions of indigestion and hy­
peracidity. And again let it be 
noted that more artd more phy­
sicians are using magnesium in 
actual diseases and in the pre­
vention of diseases. 

Nor should we lose sight of 
the fact that the essential min­
erals in the various green grasses 
are 100% organic and ready for 
assimilation and metabolism. 
Many medical scientists have stud­
ied the paucity of some of man's 
great killers in Egypt and have 
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concluded it is the high content 
of magnesium in their diet. So 
rapidly is the demand growing 
that many men are growing wheat 
grass commercially and supply 
the juice at reasonable prices. 
Very interesting and informative 
reports are now being circulated 
about the reaction of the pendulum 
over fresh wheat grass juice. Why 
not grow it yourself. 

l) You will know that your end 
product is not tainted with fall­
out or insecticides because you 
grow it in your own home. 2) Be­
cause seeds while germinating 
synthesize water soluble vitamins. 
This takes place when barley and 
othe:i; grains are malted and in 
the process synthesize vitamins 
and essential digestive enzymes. 
There was a time, not too far 
in the past that every physician 
prescribed malt syrup combina­
tions for many diseases and symp­
toms of malnutrition. Malt syrup 
was also combined with cod liver 
oil and lime salts in the treat­
ment of TB. 3) Probably all 
of us have eaten fresh bean sprouts 
in Chinese dishes. 4) You can 
have this aid to better health 
every day in the year. 5) Wheat 
grass while growing in the home 
is a beautiful sight and a symbol 
of life everlasting. Green plants 
of all kinds purify the air by 
breaking down the noxious product, 
carbon dioxide, and liberating pure 
oxygen for better health. 
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To have a constant supply of 
wheat grass, two growing con­
tainers are essential, used alter­
nately, so that while one crop is 
being harvested by snipping off 
the grass, a new crop is just 
beginning to push its way from 
the soil. A great poet wrote: 

''There is no unbelief 
Whoever plants a seed below 

the sod 
And waits for it to push away 

the clod 
He trusts in God." 
So we start with two contain­

ers, say 8 x 24 inches, and eight 
inches in- depth. Fill with about 
6 inches of good soil in which 
some sand has been mixed to make 
the soil more easily handled. Be 
sure to have a few earth worms 
(Lumbricus agricola) mixed in as 
he is a better farmer than most 
humans and keeps the soil aerated 
and tilled. Sow about one pound 
of good winter wheat seed in box 
No. l, cover with about l inch 
of soil, keep moist (not muddy 
moist) and WATCl-1 GOD AT WORK. 
Keep warm - not hot, and in a 
few days the top soil will be covered 
with a living green carpet. As 
soon as the wheat grass is about 
6 inches tall, harvest by cutting 
close to the ground. Start box 
No. 2 the same way. The har­
vested wheat grass may be stored 
in a refrigerator and used as 
needed. Authorities state that 
every human will profit greatly 



by using about 1/2 cup a day. 
They place the required amount 
in a liquifier, add pineapple, 
orange, or other juice, switch on 
liquifier and run until the contents 
are a bout the consistency of milk. 
lt may be further sweetened with 
pure honey, or dark brown - never 
white sugar. 

White sugar is brown sugar 
from which every possible nutrient 
has been removed. Hundreds of 
orthodox physicians are now using 
fresh sprouts from seeds in their 
own families. Many are recom­
mending fresh sprouts to their 
patients. Other have written: 
''There can be no possible harm 
in patients drinking the green 
plant Juices. It is entirely 
possible that they may be of dis­
tinct value in cases of malnutri­
tion and some types of anemia." 
As the green coloring matter chlo­
rophyll is rich in organic magne­
sium, and as that element in or­
ganic form has a definite pan 
in human metabolism, and has a 
corrective action in controlling a 
form of spasmophilia, it appears 
to have distinct value. 

Many have asked the writer 
why not let head lettuce serve as 
a main source of Chlorophyll and 
certain water-soluble vitamins.

As the Quaker Oats Com­
pany discovered about thirty years 
ago, the fresh, green grasses are 
truly excellent protective agents 
in the human dietary. But, when 
they got away from supplying the 
fresh material, the product was 
of little value and was abandoned.

This 
breaking out of the chrysalis is 
causing some considerable stress 
and trouble in different parts of 
the world. We know this only too 
well from a study of our daily 
newspapers. Nevertheless, it is 
happening. Humanity is in a state 
of Change. And Change is often 
painful. It is disturbing. It is 
almost like a rebirth. There 
will be a great deal more Change 
in the world. Once a momentum 
starts it goes on and snowballs to 
a climax. The world is coming 
to realize that all the peoples 
of the earth, of every color and 
every faith, are entitled to the 
same rights as Individuals. 

In the same way, we may

These changes from vege­
tation to minerals occurred when 
the vegetation burials occurred at 
intervals of 6,000 to 7,000 years, 
when the earth successively 
changed its Axis of Figure. 

We seek to learn under what 
Laws of Nature the metamorphoses 
occurred, and what was the motive 
power that caused the transforma­
tions. 

Coal is known to be composed 
of former vegetable matter which 
became waterlogged and sank to 
form the muck bottomsofswamps, 
lakes, etc. We find that the carbon 
of the vegetation remains and that 
most of the hydrogen and oxygen 
have been removed. Electric earth 
currents are postulated as the 
motive power that caused the met­
amorphoses. The earth is as full of 
electric currents as the air is full 
of radio waves and incoming energy 
radiations from celestial space. 

Electric earth currents cause 
the creation of coal by removing 
the hydrogen and oxygen from the 
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vegetable materials, leaving only 
the carbon. Electrolysis causes 
the separation of hydrogen and oxy­
gen, one going co the negative pole 
and the other to the positive pole. 

Dinosaur bones and petrified 
trees give us a different problem 
to solve, because in their proces­
ses of petrification the carbon and 
other elements are completely re­
moved and they are replaced by 
silica in the petrified forests of 
Arizona and in the dinosaur bones 
at Dinosaur National Monument, 
Utah. 

The American Museum of Na­
tural History, New York has in 
its collections petrified green 
leaves, as fresh looking as though 
just fallen from the trees. Their 
scientists have advised me that the 
original forms are retained, down 
to microscopic details. We there­
fore cannot say that silica has been 
added to the vegetation, but must 
admit that the silica molecules 
have replaced the original mole­
cules which made up the cells of 
that vegetation. 

The original vegetation con­
sisted mainlyofC6H12 06. There­
fore, each molecule consisted of a 
combination of the 16 primary nu­
clei and electrons of atoms (atomic 
numbers are 6, l and 8 respec­
tively). These have been replaced 



by silica, SiD2, consisting of a 
combination of 30 primary nuclei 
and electrons (atomic numbers 14 
and 8 respectively). Atomic num­
bers denote the number of nuclei 
protons, and also the number of 
electrons composing the atom. 

Here we have for discussion 30 
sets of primary nuclei replacing 
16 other sets of primary nuclei. 
The replacing atoms are carried 
in tenuous solutions of percolating 
soil water, which are absorbed as 
the water sinks into the ground, 
and liberated as the water evapo­
rates, at which time the silica crys­
tallizes with other materials to 
form rock. Some of the rocks 
are the petrified trees. 

In the petrified forests of Cairo, 
Egypt, and elsewhere, we find cal­
cium and some other elements re­
placing the wood cells and fibres 
of trees. Also silica has replaced 
calcium in certain sea shells. A 
different theory is required than 
for the formation of coals, when 
we find that silica has replaced both 
carbon and calcium in dinosaur 
bones. Where did the calcium and 
carbon go? Was the bone meta­
morphosed by rearrangement of 
the nuclei of the atoms, so that 
calcium and carbon were changed 
to silica? 

This research release is issued 
in the hope that scientists and sci­
entific organizations will take up 
the study and discussion of petri­
fication.

D EFEATED in World War II, 
Japan has now begun another 
campaign of world conquest; 

but this time, the goal is not 
military victory, but the hearts and 
unqualified religious loyalty of hu­
manity. 

Japan's Sokagakkai, the ten 
million member lay organization of 
Nichiren Shoshu Buddhism, seeks 
co change the religious outlook of 
the whole world.

The United States, as the west's 
most important country, has been 
chosen as a key target. 

With the selfless fervor of 
medieval crusaders, Sokagakkai 
members (both American and ori­
ental) devote a portion of every 
day toward the promulgation of 
their faith. They represent all 
portions of society, yet all seek 
the spread of a religion which they 
sincerely believe to be the sole 



hope of the world. 
The Sokagakkai is not a new 

religion, nor even a new inter­
pretation of an old one. It is the 
lay movement of Japan's Nichiren 
Shoshu Buddhism. 

In a short few years' time, the 
Sokagakkai has spread across A­
merica like a prairie fire. Four 
years ago the Sokagakkai had but a 
few score members in the San 
Francisco area; spreading outward 
like the circling ripples on the 
surface of a pond when a stone 
is thrown, the Sokagakkai in the 
United States now has thousands of 
members and is growing every 
month. 

What is the Sokagakkai exactly, 
and what are its origins? 

Nichiren Shoshu Buddhism, of 
which the Sokagakkai is the lay 
action movement, is over seven 
centuries old. It was founded in 
the 13th century by a Japanese 
Buddhist priest, Nichiren Oai­
shonin (1222 - 1282), who, dis­
gusted and dismayed by the moral 
and religious corruption in the 
world of his day, began preaching 
a system of esoteric and mystical 
Buddhist doctrines which he felt 
were the core of true religion as 
given in the orthodox Buddhist tra­
dition. 

Nichiren Shoshu Buddhism sur­
vived for seven centuries in spite 
of periodic persecutions, confident 
that the day would come when not 
only Japan would be converted but 

the whole world. 
The Sokagakkai was founded in 

1937 by Tsunesaburo Makiguchi 
and J osei Toda under the name 
Soka-kyoiku-gakkai (literally, 
Value-Creation Education So­
ciety.) The society had its be­
ginnings as a research group in 
education, but because Mr. Maki­
guchi was a convert to Nichiren 
Shoshu Buddhism the basic charac­
ter of the movement changed. 

The war in the Pacific had al­
ready begun, and the militaristic 
Japanese government began pres­
sure on the various religions of 
Japan to support the war of con­
quest. There were enforced mer­
gers of various groups, and even 
suppressions of certain prescribed 
religious sects, such as the Oomoto 
Kyo. State Shinto (the veneration 
of the Emperor as divine, and the 
formalized worship of the gods of 
Japanese folklore) was made ob­
ligatory in every Japanese home. 

The Sokagakkai refused to co­
operate, and in July, 1942, it was 
suppressed. On July 6, 1943, 
the president of the Sokagakkai 
(Mr. Makiguchi) and 21 other lead­
ing members, including Mr. Toda, 
were arrested and thrown into 
prison. 

On November 18, 1944, Tsune­
saburo Makiguchi (one of the co­
founders of the Sokagakkai) died of 
malnutrition in solitary confine­
ment. He died as a martyr for 
world peace and in protest against 
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the military totalitarianism which 
then ruled Japan. 

Yet, the Sokagakkai has been 
denounced as being "militaristic." 

The Sokagakkai seeks to guar­
antee that Japan shall never again 
begin a war of military conquest. 
Sokagakkai leaders in Japan are 
aiming at establishing Japan as the 
"Switzerland of Asia," a nation 
dedicated to peace. 

At the end of the war, Jose~ 
Toda was released from prison. 
He re-established the Sokagakkai. 
Although he died in 1958, he laid 
the foundations of the international 
spread of the Sokagakkai, and the 
proclamation of Nichiren Shoshu 
Buddhism throughout theworld. 

The present Sokagakkai presi­
dent is Oaisaku Ikeda, under whose 
gifted and inspired leadership the 
organization has spread so might­
ily. 

The Sokagakkai already has had 
a profound effect upon the life and 
outlook of Japan, and this in­
fluence can only increase in the 
future. Sokagakkai teaching teams 
have already established spiritual 
"beachheads" in southeast Asia, 
in the Phillippines, and in Aus­
tralia. 

It iS, of course, firmly es­
stablished in the United States. 
The Sokagakkai iS already making 
deep inroads in Brazil. It is no 
longer strictly Japanese. 

In Europe, the Sokagakkai is 
teaching the concepts of Nichiren 
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Shoshu Buddhism to hundreds who 
have never heard of Buddhism be­
fore. 

The Soka_gakkai primarily 
teaches through personal contact. 
Many Americans have been con­
verted through the efforts of their 
Japanese wives. However, teach­
ing is not done by personal con­
tact alone. There already exists 
Sokagakkai literature in the Eng­
lish language, and a weekly 
English-language newspaper, 
"The Seikyo News," is circulated 
throughout the English-speaking 
world. ("The Sekyo News" is a­
vailable for a subscription rate of 
only 50¢ per month from the Soka­
gakkai headquarters in the United 
States: Sokagakkai Los Angeles 
Kaikan, 2102 East 1st St., Los 
Angeles, Calif. 90033. A literature 
price list is free.) 

Nichiren Shoshu Buddhism is 
based upon a daily practice which 
has its roots in a very profound 
mysticism; yet it has a very strong 
pragmatic element to it too. 

The Sokagakkai's presentation 
of Nichiren Shoshu teachings 
seem, to many Americans at least, 
to be both too Japanese and al­
most bordering on ritual magic; 
but, the challange goes out to the 
contact, "Well, it works because it 
taps cosmic power through spirit­
ual law. You do not have to ac­
cept merely on faith alone. Just 
try it, and see for yourself." 

This is the ultimate test. 



Many Americans coming a­
cross the Sokagakkai for the first 
time have had profound doubts; 
but, challanged to try it, they have 
found that it does indeed work. 
This has been the basic reason 
why the Sokagakkai has grown so 
rapidly. Its teachings are subject 
to actual pragmatic test. 

Nichiren Shoshu practice has a 
three-fold manifestation: Twice 
daily performance of the Gongkyo 
ritual, chanting of the mystic 
phrase "Nam-myoho-renge-kyo," 
and teaching others. This is the 
key by which the power of the 
cosmos is tapped. 

What is the ultimate goal of 
Nichiren Shoshu Buddhism? It is 
happiness for the individual, and 
peace and security for humanity. 
The Sokagakkai does not preach a 
pie-in-the-sky salvation. Happi­
ness begins here and now. There 
is no teaching of a purely per­
sonal God. 

The Sokagakkai is tightly or­
ganized for mutual help, study, 
guidance, and mutual action. Gen­
erally, each ten Sokagakkai 
members are organized into a unit, 
a "kumi". Approximately ten 
units form a "han," and several 
hans form a district. The dis­
tricts form a chapter, and the chap­
ters are united to form a grand 
chapter. Each grand chapter is 
answerable directly co the inter­
national headquarters in Tokyo. 

The Sokagakkai has been 

strongly attacked in the Japanese 
and foreign press because it claims 
unique truth for Nichiren Shoshu 
Buddhism. But truth is one. The 
religions of the world frequently 
contradict each other, and it is 
obvious even to a child that all 
religions cannot be equally true. 

"Other religions deceive 
people," write Daisaku Ikeda, 
president of the Sokagakkai, "with 
specious argument, but they can­
not offer actual proof to their 
followers. You may possibly have 
held faith in other religions. How­
ever, even though they may in­
clude noble ideas, they cannot be 
called true religions. 

"They must form plausible ex­
cuses in order co spread their 
faith and make money. Otherwise, 
they will fail. It is easy co shuffle 
along, speaking honeyed words. 
Nichiren Daishonin, however, is 
the True Buddha. I le is neither 
a politician nor a swindler. I le is 
the True Buddha who can infall­
ibly save unhappy people through­
out the three existences of past, 
present, and future. l assure you 
there is no mistake in His teach­
ings. It can be proven from the 
fact that we can enjoy meritorious 
divine benefits through earnest 
worship of the Gohonzon which He 
inscribed. This actua.l proof is 
vital. No ocher religion but Nich­
iren Shoshu can offer it to its 
believers." (Lecture by Daisaku 
Ikeda, June 4, 1960; quoted in 
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SOKA GAKKAI, pp. 132-1?3,) 
The Gohonzon is a ca1igraphic 

scroll enshrined by every Soka­
gakkai member. 

Members of the Sokagakkai feel 
that Nichiren Shoshu Buddhism is 
the ultimate religion, and the only 
solution for a serene and happy 
humanity. "For the sake of the 
salvation of the world, we have to 
fight the fight, however hard it 
may be, and we must win the vic­
tory. To bring happiness to the 
individual, to Japan, to the Orient 
and to the whole world, is the 
basic struggle." (Lecture by Oai­
saku Ikeda, ibid., p. 126.)Sokagak­
kai members seek to make Nichi­
ren Shoshu Buddhism the faith of 
all mankind. 

Although the Sokagakkai sees 
Nichiren Shoshu Buddhism as the 
ultimate religion, it does not seek 
to establish it as a state religion. 
This would be mere form. The 
Sokagakkai seeks to win the hearts 
and souls of humanity through per­
sonal conviction, not through law 
or edict. 

Many people fear the Sokagak­
kai, for they are aware that it 
seeks to change the religious life 
and outlook of the orient, the 
United States, and the world. 

The Sokagakkai is not "anti­
Christian," but it strongly 
stresses that it is non-Christian. 
There is a difference. lt feels 
that Christianity belongs to the 
past, for in its name oceans of 
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blood have been shed. 
Also, the Sokagakkai feels that 

such philosophies as Marxism are 
fundamentally false, for they are 
based upon a purely materialistic 
view of life. Man is not merely 
a grouping of matter. 

The Sokagakkai rejects both 
materialism (as represented by 
such philosophies as Marxism and 
Facism) and superstitious super­
naturalism. It seeks the estab­
lishment of a "Third Civilization." 
This shall be something altogether 
different from anything known in 
the past. 

"When all the people in the 
world worship the Gohonzon and 
Kosen-rufu comes, every nation 
and society will naturally become 
peaceful," declares Oaisaku Ikeda, 
Sokagakkai president, "As proph­
esied by Nichiren Daishonin, 'The 
wind will not beleaguer branches 
and boughs, nor will the rain pour 
down hard enough to break a clod. 
The world will become calm and 
serene as in the ages of Fu-gi 
and Shinno in the ancient times of

Here in the United States, the 
Sokagakkai has been active for 
only a very few years, yet there 
are thousands who have accepted 
Nichiren Shoshu Buddhism and 
who, as members of the Sokagakkai, 
are actively promulgating it.

U NIONVILLE, Nevada, May 17, 
1964 - The words to that 
old song came to our mind 

the other night as we lay looking 
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up at the stars - and watching a 
satellite (?)pass over, like a trans­
ient star (from north to south). 
What we wondered, however, was 
how many old time trailherding 
cowboys who lay in their bedroll, 
their head pillowed on their saddle, 
looking up at the night sky, ob­
served unidentifiable objects, and 



what they might have thought about 
them. It's obvious from the song -
written probably in the '80's -
that some of them thought about 
outer space, wondered about it. 

Now that even the Golden Age 
of Science Fiction has all but 
become history, it is painful to 
accept that it's all been a great 
bubble. . .the bleak, disillusioning 
prospect that ''Earthmen Are The 
Only Men." That's the title of 
an article in the May '64 SCIENCE 
DIGEST in which Harvard biologist 
George Gaylord Simpson is quoted 
from his book THIS VIEW OF 
LIFE: THE WORLD OF AN EVO­
LUTIONIST (Harcourt Brace & 
World, Inc., New York, $5. 95). 
Simpson apparently is convinced 
there are no humanoids elsewhere 
in the universe. 

His conviction is based on the 
fact that fossil records show evo­
lution does not progress in a 
straight line - from "protozoan 
to man'' - but rather like the 
branching of a tree, the different 
forms of life appearing by ac­
cident, with chance of repetition 
(on other worlds) "virtually im­
possible.'' 

Looking at it this way, it would 
seem as likely for humanoids to 
have developed on other worlds, we 
must agree, as for two snowflakes 
or sets of fingerprints to oo alike. 
It would seem almost to require 
Divine Intervention, then, for 
beings like us to have evolved 

elsewhere. So, should intelligent 
aliens ever manifest themselves 
here, would it not be proof of 
God? 

And since it is almost certain 
that God does not intend us to 
have any concrete evidence of His 
existence, we probably never will 
be visited by beings from outer 
space - even if they do exist. 

The foregoing has led us to 
review the back issues we have 
on hand of Search and Flying 
Saucers, and the interesting thing 
we note is that, outside of our 
rapid technological advancements, 
things haven't changed much in 
the realm of the unknown. We 
aren't an iota nearer to proving 
what the UFOs are; understanding 
the power behind para psychological 
phenomena, etc. In our own de­
partment, all we've presented 
stands unchallenged, unaltered; 
some after two and a half years. 
For all anyone can prove, Flying 
Saucers yet may one day prove 
to come from under the sea (F .S. 
Mag., Nov., '61); Johnny Sue ac­
tually may have contacted aliens on 
the Black Rock Desert (F .S., Nov., 
'62) - despite the fact the symbol 
allegedly given him was not ori­
ginal with him, is both eastern 
and Indian, and quite common (as 
RAP informed us), and is similar 
to a traffic sign used throughout 
the British Isles (as a reader in­
formed us). 

Some items have been further 
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substantiated with the passage of 
time. We have enough new ma­
terial on the former above men­
tioned item for another article, 
for instance. And others, if not 
further substantiated, seem less 
fantastic than when first reported, 
or turn out not to be altogether 
without precedent. There's the 
man who claims to have invented 
an ingenius divining device (Search, 
Dec., '62) with which he detected 
an ancient ship buried several hun­
dred feet beneath the California 
desert. Now we find there is a 
"persistent" (Westways Mag.) le­
gend of a Spanish galleon which 
long ago became land-locked and 
beached when inland flood waters 
it had been navigating suddenly 
receded. 

We regret we haven't yet had 
the chance personally to further 
investigate this man - as we said 
we wished to do;. however, check­
ing our itinerary, we find we're 
booked this coming Fall in an 
area not far from where he lives, 
and it's our intention to look him 
up. 

There is one experience we 
reported (in the initial installment 
of Prying, Feb., '62) for which 
we may now offer a possible ex­
planation: the "eel-like" object we 
saw drifting through the sky near 
Hamel, Ill. in the early 30's (W .C. 
& his brother - before J .J .' s 
time - correction from the distaff) 
might have been a huge flock of 
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migrating birds over the horizon. 
It was late summer, but we're not 
sure which direction the object(s) 
was moving. 

Of course, if all the facts that 
lie behind all "mysteries" were 
known, they would cease to be 
such. The fact that we do attach 
the word "mystery" (meaning un­
known) to anything at all is an 
admission of our ignorance. But 
it's a God-given ignorance! While 
it is a remission when we fail 
to at least attempt to learn all 
that may with effort be learned 
in this life, there will always be 
things that no amount of endeavor 
on our part will ever fully ex­
plain. But who can say WHICH mys­
teries fall under this category? 
Therefore our ladle of curiosity 
continues stirring the murky gruel 
of the unknown. . . 

We had prepared for this edi­
tion a sort of treatise on the 
subject of death; we then bought 
a copy of the May '64 SCIENCE 
DIGEST and what do we find but 
the article entitled What Happens 
When You Die, by O.A. Battista, 
in which the author makes the 
same point we had hoped to make. 
We decided, though, there was 
enough difference in our approach 
that we'd submit our's nonetheless. 
Then we picked up a copy of the 
current READER'S DIGEST and 
saw an article titled A Dr. Looks 
At Dea.th, by Felix Marti-Ibanex, 
M.D., condensed from MEDIC,

which made us throw upourhands. 
One paragraph in particular was 
so close to what we thought had 
been original with us that we 
could hardly believe our eyes. 
Here are the words with which 
we intended to close this ses­
sion of Prying; 

We love life - and when death 
comes, we'll probably love it toot 

The paragraph in READERS 
DIGEST was a quotation by Rab­
indranath Tagore, whom we'd 
never heard of before. " ... Be­
cause I love this life, I know I 
shall love death as well." 

This sort of thing has happened 
to us so often in the past I It 
brings to mind a specific story -
author and title forgotten - of 
a writer who picked the minds 
of other authors and came out 
with the identical story they were 
writing before they had a chance 
to have it published. It indeed 
must be true there is no such 
thing as an original idea. (Please 
don't think we consider any seem­
ingly original ideas we have as 
great truths, or even terribly im­
portant!) Perhaps it is evidence of 
a Univ~rsal Intelligence - that 
our individual units of awareness 
are simply outgrowths of a cen­
tral, common, Supreme mind. 

(A favorite "original" motto 
of our's has been: "The only 
thing that can be said for cer­
tain is that nothing can be said 
for certain.'' Now we find - thanks 
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to '' Little Orphan Annie'', in which 
comic strip the late Harold Grey 
repeated many classic quotations -
that these are almost the identical 
words of Pliny, the Elder.) 

Anyway, if you are afraid of 
death, we suggest you read O.A. 
Battista's article. It's an excel­
lent formalization of what we have 
long suspected - that death itself 
is never terrible or painful; even 
that persons who seem to exper­
ience a most agonized death are 
not actually suffering as their 
external reactions indicate. 

The worst aspect of death is 
fearful anticipation of it. Clinical 
observations of this natural pheno­
menon which we all must one day 
face - which is a natural part of 
life, proves that death is preceded 
by a period of "perfect peace, 
often ecstasy'', that the ''over­
whelming majority" of persons, 
although they've feared death all 
their lives, are quite "willing 
to meet death when it comes." 

We have reason to believe 
something else occurs at the time 
of death which shields us from 
its final ''sting''. Persons of our 
acquaintance who have been blind­
ed, crippled and otherwise 
permanently disabled in accidents 
can never remember the actual 
moment of their accident - only 
several moments or seconds be­
fore it occurred, while they were 
still unaware of the coming in­
cident. 



Within one's subjective realm, 
evidence shows, Time can be re­
versed. W .C. had a dream in 
which he saw an airplane spiraling 
slowly to earth in a free tail­
spin; it seemed to take several 
minutes for it finally to crash, 
and when it did the sound was 
so loud it woke the dreamer -
and awake he still heard the sound;

Jackson llole, Wyoming, Me­
morial Day, 'Q4 - We have be­
fore us the Book Of Mormon; 
unfortunately we don't have our 
copy of L.T. Hansen's He Walked 
The Americas, so we may look 
for some closer comparisons. Mr. 
I Jansen, as you probably know, 
shows evidence that a Christ-like 
personage came to America about 
two thousand years ago and walked 

among the Indians. And here are 
some excerpts from the Book of 
Mormon: 

3 Nephi, 15 
"16. This much did the Father 

command me, that I should tell 
unto them: 

"17. That other sheep I have 
which are not of this fold; them 
also I must bring, and they shall 
hear my voice; and there shall 
be one fold, and one shepard." 

3 Nephi, 16 
•' 1. And verily, verily I say un­

to you that I have other sheep 
which are not of this land, neither 
of the land of Jerusalem, neither 
in any parts of that land round 
about whither I have been to min­
ister. 

"2. For they of whom I speak 
are they who have not as yet 
heard my voice; neither have I 
at any time manifested myself 
unto them. 

"3. But I have received a com­
mandment of the Father that I 
shall go unto them, and that they 
shall hear my voice, and shall be 
numbered among my sheep, that 
there may be one fold and one 
shepard; therefore I go to show 
myself unto them.'' 

A fact which had always diluted 
the Book of Mormon in our esti­
mation is that all the predictions 
made therein were of events which 
had already occurred at the time 
Joseph Smith first presented it. 
HE WALKED TIIE MvlERICAS 
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would be an important addendum to 
the official library of the Church 
of LOS - prescribed reading for 
"Jack" Mormons! (Promotional 
hint to publisher.) 

With Mr. Hansen's added per­
spective, let's review some other 
provisions that are offered in the 
BOOK OF MORMON. 

There are, of course, the 
several references which indicate 
the American Indians may be 
among the Lost Tribes of Israel. 
Nephi, in Book One, chapter 13, 
refers to the inhabitants of "the 
land of promise" (America) as 
"the seed of my brethren", and 
he foresees their conquest by the 
"gentiles", chose NOT of his seed. 

"14. And it came to pass that 
I beheld many multitudes of the 
Gentiles upon the land of promise; 
and I beheld the wrath of God, 
chat it was upon the seed of my 
brethren; and they were scattered 
before the Gentiles and were smit­
ten." 

Other historical events are said 
to be described thus: l Nephi, 13 

"12. And I looked and beheld a 
man among the Gentiles, who was 
separated from the seed of my 
brethren by the many waters; and 
I beheld the Spirit of God, that it 
came down and wrought upon the 
man; and he went forth upon the 
many waters, even unto the seed 
of my brethren, who were in the 
promised land." 

This, Mormons believe, refers

co Christopher Columbus and his 
"discovery" of America. 

And from the same chapter: 
"15. And I beheld the spirit 

of the Lord, chat it was upon 
the Gentiles, and they did prosper 
and obtain the land for their in­
heritance;. . . " 

"16. And it came to pass that 
I, Nephi, beheld that the Gentiles 
who had gone forth out of captiv­
ity did humble themselves before 
the Lord; and the power of the 
Lord was in them.'' 

This is supposed co refer to the 
Puritans who had fled from Epis­
copal England and became a power 
in America after the "white man" 
had "inherited" America from the 
Indian. 

We continue in the same 
chapter: 

"17. And I beheld that their 
mother Gentiles were gathered 
together upon the waters, and upon 
the land also, to battle against 
chem. 

"18. And I beheld that the power 
of God was with them, and also 
chat the wrath of God was upon 
all those that were gathered to­
gether against them to battle. 

"19. And I, Nephi, beheld that 
the Gentiles that had gone out of 
captivity were delivered by the 
power of God out of the hands of 
all other nations." 

This, say the Mormons, was the 
American Revolutionary War.

dians being one of the Lost Tribes, 
while no longer a popular specu­
lation among scholars, has never 
been disapproved. In HIDDEN

Dear Sir, 
A letter from Alex Saunders and 

Mr. Palmer's comments thereon 
in the November issue of Search 
Magazine interest me much. May 
I make a few points of my own? 

First: - The word "guide" is 
very misleading when used in con­
nection with the spirit behind the 
Ouija. True, this spirit may be 
a guide in the correct sense of 
the word, but it may not. It may not 
even be discarnace. It may be just 
a friend astral-travelling co 
bring a piece of news, as happened 
in my family this summer, when 
my teen-age daughter's fourceen­
year-old schoolmate, living in 
England (my daughter goes to 
school in England), came astral­
travelling to the Bahamas with 
some (to her) important news for 
my daughter. She added chat there 
was a letter in the mail, and it 
arrived the following day. 

So 'guide' is a word I would 
use with reservation, applying it 
only to a more advanced spirit, 
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sent co instruct the person using 
the Ouija board according to some 
definite programme set up for the 
advancement of that person. 

Many people have the wrong 
approach to the Ouija board. The 
bla_h on the box in which it is sold 
is very misleading, and does a lot 
ofharm, because it makes people 
think of the Ouija board as a game 
co be used for amusement. It can 
be very amusing (we have had a 
lot of fun with ours), but not until 
you have seriously made your 
contact and know with whom you 
are communicating; for, even as 
you would not want to talk and 
laugh with someone you considered 
to be evil, neither would you want 
joke with a 'mischievous' spirit. 
The "three Wendell Wilkies" were 
probably practical jokers of the 
spirit world, counting on Mr. Pal­
mer's approach of disbelief, which 
could cause a contact with such. 

So when you gee out your Ouija 
board, join hands in a circle (as 
a defense against mischievous 
spirits) and 'tune in', calling by 
name the spirit you want to con­
tact. If those around the board are 
new to it, a moment of silent 
prayer, asking God to give the 
right contact, is not out of place, 
for the Ouija board is not a coy 
to be played with by children. 

Second: - What is the idea be­
hind what the Roman Catholic 
Church calls Extreme Unction? It 
is a final confession and absolution, 



so that the departing sp1nt may 
meet its maker with an easy mind. 
Surely this postulates that the de­
parting spirit knows that the body 
is dying, and that in a few moments 
(or hours) it will be discarnate. 

The Buddhist religion has a 
special service for the departing 
spirit, which is intended to guide 
it on its way, making it fully cog­
nizant of the fact that it IS now 
discarnate and must go to its own 
place. 

To me it is as important that 
the departing spirit should know 
this as that it should receive ab­
solution. Yet many times Extreme 
Unction is postponed until the dying 
person is so far gone that he/she 
is not conscious of what is going 
on, which may leave the spirit 
in ignorance of the fact that the 
body it has used for a certain num­
ber of years is of no further use 
to it, and that it must therefore 
not hang around, but proceed to the 
next stage, whatever that may be. 

For this reason alone, if for 
no other, the dying person should 
always be told that death is near, 
so that the spirit will not hang 
around, lost, looking for its body, 
or another it can take, thus per­
haps causing split-personality, 
etc. 

Third: - What Mr. Palmer 
terms 'the waiting place' I would 
rather call 'the waiting condition', 
for it is a state of mind rather 
than a geographical location. In

this condition are those who died 
in ignorance and so do not know 
they are dead, and those who died 
knowing but have a real message 
for humanity, whether they be 
ne~ly dead and completing a task 
left incomplete by the advent of 
death, or about to re-incarnatefor 
the sole purpose of delivering the 
message. 

The discarnate spirit, who died 
knowing, has an opportunity to 
review its past life, and to pre­
pare itself for a future life that 
will help it to evolve by correct­
ing the shortcomings of past in­
carnations. 

It is NOT a question of getting 
into '' a baby with no one getting 
into it."

• The one thing we squirm under 
is the glib way in which reincarna­
t:ion's believers make positive 
statements regarding it. Your edi­
tor knows that, being a Leo, he also 
can be tarred with the same brush, 
but also, being a Leo he will admit 
it when faced with it, and will 
revise his statement if evidence 
is offered to refute it. But the 
reincarnation believer cannot be 
swayed by evidence.
